Kno^vn as one of Britain’s hard­
est fighting admirals, Cunningham 
said his greatest hope was that tha 
Germans wculd try a Dunkerque 
and bring out the Italian fleet. So 
far as he knew, he said, heavy xmits 
of the Italian fleet were still hiding 
in harbor although their destroyers 
were used to convoy ships from 
Sicily.

Production Of Food Threatened As 
Administration And Congress Clash

WASHINGTON — (/P) — A sharp 
difference of opinion between the 
Administration and Congress over 
farm price policies—differences that 
may not be settled for many weeks 
—stood out Tuesday as a threat to 
this year’s food production pro­
gram.

The Administration insists on 
maintaining present price levels, 
supplemented with subsidy pay­
ments designed to encourage greater

production of some commodities and 
less of products not so vital to the 
war program.

The Congressional farm bloc, on 
the other hand, is opposed to such 
subsidies. It demands that farm 
prices be allowed to advance to lev­
els which in themselves would en­
courage maximum production.

Vitally affected by this squabble 
is the Agriculture Department’s pro­
gram calling for sharp increases in 
soybeans and peanuts for vegetable 
oils, dry beans and peas, po^toes, 
sweet potatoes, and Vegetables. 
Tliese commodities will form the 
backbone of the civilian diet next 
fall and ’Vdiiter.

Censor Price Fights A War
The fact may not be generally realized, but it is nev­

ertheless, tl*ue, that the U. S. Office of Censorship has been 
able to offset'many forays against newspapers and the 
radio by ^vernment agencies which have wanted the lid 
clamped down on all kinds of legitimate news, under 
guise of w;ar necessity for deep dark secrecy.

Byrop Price, director of censorship, made this point 
clear in announcing the second revsion of the voluntary 
censorship code, tightening up on diplomatic exchange 
ship movements, prisoner information and identifica­
tion of troops— relaxing principally on publication of war 
production hgures.

A case in point to show how Office of Censorship has 
battled against silly restrictions broke in Washington the 
other d-ay with the publication of a story on a radio device 
which herrctofore it has been forbidden to mention even 
by name. Call it, “The Thing.”

Now “ The Thing” is a truly wonderful contraption. 
But the facts are that the principle of “ The Thing” was 
discovered independently and at about the same time by 
radio engineers in Germany, Britain and the United States. 
Basic patents on it have been taken out in all three coun­
tries. These patents are a matter of public record and 
furthermore, there have been technical articles on “ The 
Thing.” Information on it is therefore a matter of com­
mon knowledge.

That being the case, the Office of Censorship recently 
passed for publication, a short, handout from the Ameri­
can Council of Public Affairs, giving an excerpt from an 
article prepared by Dr. Lyman Chalkley, now a consult­
ant in the engineering division of the Economic Warfare 
Analysis branch Of the Board of Economic Warfare.

The article was in. the main a rather dullish economic 
treatise, but buried down in the middle was one paragraph 
which not'only mentioned VThe Thing” by name, but told 
what it did, as follows:

“Probably the most dramatic new weapon to come 
out of this war is ‘radar’ ( ‘The Thing’ ),’ which can detect 
planes at night, ‘see’ naval vessels through fog and dark­
ness, and do other remarkable things, many of them still 
secret.”

Whep that broke, brass hats started blowing their 
tops all o^er Washington. What did Dr. Chalkley mean 
by mentioning this forbidden subject?

W haf di(i they mean— ^forbidden subject? Dr. Chalk­
ley would have them know that manuscript had been ap­
proved for publication by the Public Relations office of 
BEW way last June!

No one in BEW remembered it, so Dr. Chalkley was 
sent home to find the original manuscript with the offical 
okay on it. He did.

That put the finger on the Office of Censorship for 
passing the release from American Council of Public A f­
fairs which had published the Chalkley treatise in the 
first place. But Office of Censorship wasn’t in the least 
perturbed. The official position of the censors was that 
they thought the'subject should be treated with a little 
common sense. All last fall, Office of Censorship pointed 
out, the Navy had been issuing full-page ads in some of 
the radio, ham magazine, seeking to enlist the electri­
cally-minded youths of the country to “Be a Radar Ex­
pert.” And Admiral Nimitz had made a speech, mention­
ing radar. With that background. Office of Censorship’s 
action gave notice to the services that they were tired of 
being foolish.

Jt might be further pointed out that the W ar Produc­
tion Board has a “ Radio and Radar Branch” which has its 
name on a door.

The Army order putting the ban on all mention of 
“The Thing” goes back to last November. Specificallj% it 
puts the ban on anything about radar operations. But to 
go on from there and put an absolute ban on information 
which has already haci previous publication— that’s what 
Office of Censorship objects to and is protecting the press 
from. ■_______

New Version Of 
Tax Plan Offered

WASHINGTON—(>P)—Amid grow­
ing capital concern over the pub­
lic’s reported tax-paying lethargy, 
the United States Chamber of Com­
merce Tuesday proposed a new ver­
sion of the pay-as-you-go plan, 
based largely on deferirpnt of 1942 
liabilities until some time after the 
war.

Ellsworth C, Alvord, chairman of 
th®̂  chamber’s federal finance com­
mittee, presented the plan to the 
House Ways and Means Committee 
and said its approximately 20 per 
cent source-collectable withholding 
tax should start as soon as pos.sible. 
He estimated that it could become 
effective July 1.

Meanwhile, quarterly income tax 
oavments oh March 15 and June 15 
would have to be paid as usual, to 
be applird to the 1943 liabilities 
as soon as the plan was put into ef­
fect, According lo t§^ defiled  pro­
gram submitted by Alvord, the close 
relationship between 1942 arid 1943 
tax liabilities would simplify plac­
ing the two quartei'ly payments on 
the current year’s tax schedule.
Put On Current Basis

After July 1, the proposed 20 per 
cent withholding tax—which Al­
vord said would generally cover the 
present 6 per cent normal tax, the 
first 13 per cent surtax bracket and 
the 5 per cent victoi*y tax—.would 
be collected at the source, and the 
taxpayer would be considered on a 
current basis.

However, he still would owe the 
deferred 19^ obligation—one maj­
or difference between this plan and 
the much  ̂ publicized Beardsley 
Ruml plan—to be collected at some 
futm'e postwar date which, accord­
ing to Alvord, should be “at least 
five Veal’S frOm the '’ essst.lon of 
hostilities, and preferably ten 
years.” No interest would be pay­
able on the defeired liability, and 
a substantial discount would be 
provided f o r ' earlier payment, Al­
vord said.

Gen. Davies Predicts Huge 
Air Raids On Axis Nations

PAMjPA —“Aerial bombardment 
will emerge from its first full-scale 
test as a weapon to decide wars,” 
Brigadier General Isaiah Davies, 
commanding general of the 34th 
Plying Training Wing, Tuesday told 
the first class of twin-engine pilots, 
to be graduated from the i êw Pam- 
pa AAF Advanced Plying Shcool. ‘

Forecasting huge aerial raids on 
the Axis by giant sky dreadnaughts 
carrying combat crews of 20 or 30 
men and record-breaking loads of 
blockbuster bombs. General Davies, 
an outstanding advocate of aerial 
bombardment, described modern 
bombers as an evolution of mobile 
artillery capable of deciding the 
W’ar, if used in sufficient munbers. 
Bombers Are Vital

“Modern bombers are the Big 
Berthas of the Second World War, 
but you would not expect to hurl 
back the enemy with one canon. 
Neither can a modern army be ex­
pected to make fullest use of its 
destructive powers with limited 
numbers of airplanes,” he told the 
new pilots who anticipate assign­
ment to bombardment groups.

A  proponent of heavy bombard­
ment since his , participation under 
the late General Billy Mitchell in 
“(Dstfriedland,” off the Virginia 
the historic bombing and sinking of 
the captured German battleship, 
Capes in 1921, General Davies Scor­
ed arguments , that the failure of 
the Nazi blitz on London proved 
that heavy bombardment is effec­
tual as a decisive weapon.

‘Had the Germans used 100 more 
aiiplanes per night during the great 
London blitz, Britain might have 
fallen. As it was, some CMppetent 
authorities assert that even five

more days of bombing would have 
turned the trick,” the General em­
phasized, quoting official British 
.sources. }

Recalling that Briti.sh Air Mar­
shal Harris has stated that the war I 
could be elided in 24 hours by .send- } 
ing 10,000 bombers over Germany,/ 
General Davies highlighted the in­
creased reffeotiv.eness of new. tpyes 
of block-buster bombs.
New Warfare Phase

‘A block-buster can level every­
thing Within 100 yards, its concus­
sion can kill any enemies who lin­
ger within a quarter of a mile,” he 
declared.

“Consider the possibilities of 
10,000 block-busters aimed through 
precision bombsights and striking 
squarely upon their targets,” he ur­
ged.

“Tliese new weapons,” he said, 
“foreshadow an entirely new phase 
of warfare.”

“It is not beyond the realm of 
possibility that entire hemispheres 
may fight with aerial artillery, that 
nations may be conquered though 
enemies never set foot upon, their 
territory, that armies may be an­
nihilated without one soldier meet­
ing another in lltind-to-hand com­
bat,” he stated.

General Davies is in charge of all 
bombardier, navigator, aerial gun­
nery and observed training in the 
AAF Gulf Coast Training Center, 
and has headquarters at San An­
gelo, Texas.
