: First complete tracing of 'Germany’s intricate blue-
print for fighting.economic warfare on a world-wide basis
has just been made by two young government economists,
Joe Borkin of Thurman Arnold’s anti-trust division in the
Department of Justice, and Charles Welsh, an internation-
al trade expert with the Office of Price Administration.

It is published in book form under the intriguing title
“Germany’s Master Plan,” and if you read between the
corporate tie-ups, skipping the involved legal shenanigans,
you do come up with an account of how the now notorious
I. G. F. tried to get a global half-Nelson on the world’s
supply of basic raw materials needed to fight a war. The
highlights run something like this:

According to Borkin and Welsh, the second Worlc
War became a certainty as far back as 1926 when German
chemists made known that oil could be obtained from
coal, and that synthetic rubber could be made from this
synthetic oil.

I. G. F. of course goes back much earlier than that.
From 1904 to 1914, in preparation for the first chemists’
war, I. G. F. had made every effort to overcome Ger-
many’s dependence on foreign chemicals. Through I. G. F.,

- German chemists perfected processes for obtaining from
the air nitrates for explosive and fertilizer, instead of
having to depend on Chilean nitrates. The German chem-
ist Haber who perfected this process also suggested to
the kaiser’s war machine its other great chemical wea-
pon—poison gas. ;

When the treaty of Versailles disarmed Germany af-
1_:er the last war, it could not disarm Germany’s chemical
industry as materialized in I. G. F., and that, according to

Borkin and Welsh, led to the second chemical war.
