WORM THREATENED

Where damage calls for control mea-
sures, great numbers of the worms may
be killed in grass lands, by rolling or
by dragging brush weighted down with
a harrow. The poison bran mash
sown through infested crops as for
grasshoppers is effective. In the case
of feed crops, where the worms are
feeding far above the ground, it may
be necessary after sowing the mash to
drive them to the ground by dragging
a wire chain or light timber over the
crop. At the least agitation the worms
take alarm and drop

Where the worms are moving onto a
garden or other valuable fall crop out
of grass land that they have eaten
bare, a narrow ditch with steeply slop
ing sides should be dug in front of
their line of march. The worms callect-

That cooperative marketing and or-
derly marketing offers the only solu-
tion to a repetition of the recent se-
vere decline in the cotton market, was
the statement made here by E. W,
Evans, district representative of the

Through
cooperative marketing and price sta-
bilization” he stated, “the grc wer,
banker and merchant would not only
benefit through full returns on their
quality cotton, but the season's aver-
age price as well"

That local and state business has
been crippled through the recent de-
cline was also brought out by Mr. Ev-
ans, who stated that “whenever the
cotton producer is forced to dispose of
his cotton for less than the cost of pro-
duction, debt paving power must suf-
fer and purchasing power stop.” If

To Stop Walls’ Scaling

The hrownstone of which old Trinity
chureh in lower New York Is bullt is
guccumbing to time and weuther, The
gealing of the fine old church "has
progressed to such a point thut sowme-
thing has to be done about it. The
whole exterior of the bullding I8 to be
heated to 250 degrees Fahrenhelt by
means of an electric alr blast and then
melted parafiin Is to be applied. The
parafin s expected to be sufficlently
absorbed into the “skin" of the stone
to make the crumbling stone water
proof so that molsture and frost can
do no further damsge. This was the
process by which crumbling of the
Egyptian obellsk in Central park, New
York, was stopped several years &ago.
