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Hope For ItaUan Surrender Dims
Fall O f Orel To Reds Appears Inevitable

MOSCOW— (AP)— The fall of the German strong­
hold of Orel appeared inevitable Wednesday as a smash­
ing Red Army offensive carried to within five miles of 
the city.

The German retreat westward from points north 
and south of Orel proceeded steadily and it semed only 
a question of time before Orel itself would be abandoned, 
eliminating the entire enemy salient on the central front.

(The British radio, quoting a Reuters dispatch from 
Moscow, declared that the Germans' escape corridor 
west of Orel had been narrowed to 13 miles, threatening 
the Nazis with another disaster perhaps equal to that 
suffered at Stalingrad.

(The broadcast said that the Germans "are in full 
and hasty retreat toward Orel, with the three main Rus­
sian armies driving forward after them."

(The German high command communique dismissed 
the Orel fighting with the assertion that violent Russian 
tank attacks southwest of that city had been "repulsed 
everywhere," but told of heavy fighting on the Mius

River front on the southern end of the line near Kuiby- 
shevo.)

The Russian column advancing on the city from the 
southeast had reached the towns of Pilatovka and Stish, 
five miles from Orel, the closest approach. Other troops 
were at Domnino, seven miles to the east, the Russians 
said.

The Germans were attempting to halt the advance 
and disengage their troops by mining the highway ap­
proaches and blowing up bridges, but the Russians re­
mained in close pursuit, dispatches said.

Frantic counterattacks, into which the desperate 
Germans threw their full strength of manpower and 
mechanized forces in an effort to stove off encirclement, 
have failed to halt the Russian advance, a Soviet com­
munique said.

Soviet columns driving in from the south occupied 
the towns of Stish nd Pilatovka while a spearhead ad­
vancing from the east captured the railroad station of 
Domnino, seven miles from Orel, the war bulletin 
declared.

Briiain's Heavy 
Bombers Best Up 
From Nazi Raids

LONDON —(JP)— RAF intruder 
planes carried out their usual for­
ays over the continent Tuesday 
night but Britain’s heavy bombers 
took a rest after having been in 
almost continuous action for the 
past two weeks against Hamburg 
and other objectives in Germany.

The sound of large numbers of 
planes over the channel during the 
night had led to belief the bombers 
were again out.

The Air Ministry news service 
announced that Typhoons set a 
supply ship and one of seven es­
corting vessels ablaze in a low- 
level attack on an enemy convoy 
off Le Havre, Prance, Tuesday.

Whirlwind bombers also attacked 
the air field at Guipavas near Brest 
and three Spitfires and Typhoons 
escorting the bombers are missing.

The British, Air Ministry Review 
announced yesterday t^at Allied 
air fleets based on the British Isles  ̂
dumped a record 21,520 tons of high 
explosives on Germany and Ger­
man-occupied Europe during the 
month of July — more than 53 
times as much as the Nazis ever 
dropped in their heaviest raid on 
any English city.

Italy.
Prospects Dim

It came amid indication of grow­
ing Italian resistance to uncondi­
tional surrender demands which 
strengthened the conviction than 
an all-out Allied invasion of Italy 
was the only course left open to 
the Allies to knock her out of the 
war.

While Eden told the House of 
Commons Tuesday night the Allies 
would be “only too ready” to adopt 
a “reasonable attitude” toward Italy 
in return for aid against Germany, 
his statement raised no hopes that 
an immediate peace is in prospect.

On the contrary, there was a 
growing belief that new, heavy 
blows must be inflicted—perhaps a 
lightning land drive into the Ita­
lian mainland itself even while the 
battle of Sicily is in full swing— 
to take Italy out of the war be­
fore Germany consolidates her po­
sition in the peninsula.
Accept Any Mediator

Eden’s offer to accept surrender 
from any qualified Italian spokes­
men regardless of former affilia­
tions came in a surprise debate in 
Commons. He said:

“We are as a war cabinet anxious 
to see Italy accept the uncondi­
tional surrender she was offered 
and anxious to see facilities given 
to her so that we can turn the war 
even more vigorously on to Ger­
many.

“We are anxious to see a peace 
in which Italy can play her part 
as a respectable nation once again.”

Hitler Reported 111
Fuehrer's Health Is 
Causing Concern In 
Germany, Bern Hears

LONDON — (JP) — A Reuters 
dispatch from Stockholm quoted 
the unconfirmed report of the 
Bern correspondent of the Nya 
Dagligt Allehanda Wednesday 
that Adolf Hitler’s health is giv­
ing cause for anxiety in Ger­
many.

The correspondent wrote to 
the Swedish newspaper that 
Heinrich Himmler, head of all 
German police organizations, 
“asked Hitler’s physicians to give 
a true report, w'hich was ‘Very 
bad’ : the fuehrer often appears 
apathetic and depressed.”

The correspondent added that 
“in Germany discussions about 
an eventual successor already 
have begun.”

Allies Expected 
To Grab Italian 
Naval Fleet Soon

WASHINGTON —UP}— There is 
growing opinion in naval circles j 
here that the Allies can count with | 
reasonable certainty on capturing 
or destroying the major portion of ' 
Italy’s hapless fleet, possibly soon. •

And what becomes of the Italian 
fleet is of utmost interest to mili­
tary and naval authorities here 
because of the effect it is bound 
to have on the war against Japan.

The final crushing of Italy, if it 
entails surrender of the Axis Med­
iterranean naval force, will facili­
tate greatly the organization of 
amphibious forces for an assault 
on Burma this fall. Once Allied 
operations in the Mediterranean 
are secure from the threat of ene­
my attack, warships could be shift­
ed to the Burma theater imme­
diately.
Ships Held In Area

These ships have been held in 
the Mediterranean against the 
possibility that the Italians might 
reverse their “fleet - in - being” 
strategy and send their warships 
against Allied convoys or landing 
forces. Blattered and disorganized 
though the Italian navy is, some 
of its remaining units might do 
considerable damage if they fell 
upon supply ships or transports 
inadequately protected.

At present the Italians should 
be able to muster about half a 
dozen battleships, somevhat less 
than a dozen cruisers, a maximum 
of 100 destroyers of which about 
half are corvette types, and somfe 
70 submarine^. These estimates 
omit a number of vessels of var­
ious types which have been re­
ported damaged but include others, 
such as three pre-\^orld war battle­
ships sunk at Taranto three years 
ago, once counted out of action 
but now in service.

Ships Bombard 
Axis Defenses, 
On Sicily Coast
A L L I E D  HEADQUAR­

TERS IN NORTH AFRICA 
—  (AP) —  The Mt. Etna 
line trembled under one of 
the greatest concentrations 
of fire in the war Wednes­
day as huge formations of 
Allied bombers and fighter- 
bombers joined with British 
and American warships and hun­
dreds of batteries of field artillery 
in hammering the Axis’ 'fixed de­
fenses.

The full Tury of the tremendous 
air. sea pud land bombardm'^nt was 
unleashed in support of the big 
push of the land troops which, 
Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower’s head­
quarters communique announced, 
marked up an advance of six miles 
in the Americans’ northern sector 
and a gain of “several miles’ in the 
central zone flanking Mt. Etna.

The American Seventh Army, 
strengthened for the final punch 
by rested veterans of North Africa 
who took over from some of the 
weary advance guard in Sicily, cap­
tured Caronia, four miles east of 
San Stefano and 18 miles west of 
Cape Orlando on the north coast. 
Progress Satisfactory 

“Very satisfactory progress has 
been made,” especially in the cen­
tral sector where Canadians and 
British were swinging a wedge 
aimed at the western face of Mt. 
Etna, the communique said.

Tlie capture of Catenanuova, 22 
miles west of Catania and about 
three miles southwest of previously 
captiu’ed Centuripe in this sector, 
was announced. The communique 
also confirmed the previously re­
ported fall of Agira to the north­
west.

Naples was hit the second succes­
sive night in the reopened air of­
fensive against the mainland, with 
railways and communications as 
the particular target.
Ships Bombard Coast 

American heavy cruisers, disclos­
ed to be in action in Sicilian waters 
for the first time, along with 
American destroyers, pumped shells 
into the coastal road and Axis de­
fenses built into the high ground 
west of Cape Orlando, about 43 
miles west of Messina and just 
ahead ' of the American advance.

British destroyers also blazed 
away at the East Sicilian coast, 
raking with high explosives the 
coastal road at Taormina north of 
Catania, and at Cape Molini, 17 
miles south of Taormina and just 
north of Catania.

Light naval forces laid down a 
tigthening blockade of the Axis 
garrison, maintaining a steady 
patrol even in the narrow Messina 
Strait where they fought two 
sharp engagements with enemy 
motor torpedo boats, one off Cape 
Armi on the Italian toe and the 
other near Taormina. One of the 
enemy boats was damaged.

Instead his 
troops are under strict orders to 
shoot at the first sign of demon­
strations or trouble and ask ques­
tions later.

Approximately 180 officers, cadets 
and enlisted men, with bearded | 
faces and in work clothing, are f 
roughing it in this camp which is ; 
under th« command of Major R. B. 
Brown. Capt. Jimmie W. Britt is 
operations officer.

Prom 3:30 a. m. each day until 
dark each night, these men are i

busy—too busy to chase jack rab­
bits or kill snakes. They’ve work 
to do and they know it. Officers, 
cadets and enlisted men are work­
ing shoulder to shoulder to keep 
the camp functioning properly dur­
ing the intense heat. They wear as 
little clothjng as possible and in 
shorts or wrinkled coveralls or 
khaki uniforms are going about 
their tasks. All wear helmets and 
carry their gas masks at all times.

It is a real maneuver for the 
cadets who will graduate from the 
world’s largest bombardier school in 
three weeks. They are learning how 
to rough it and to take it and 
dish it out under all kinds of con­
ditions.

There are no fine buildings at 
the camp. The men sleep in pup 
tents. Larger tents house the head­
quarters, the hospital, the kitchen, 
operations headquarters, the photo­
lab and other necessary equipment. 
The tents are scattered and camou­
flaged with paint, mesquite sprays 
and other available equipment.

The runways were grubbed out 
of the prairie. There is no pave­
ment and they are not the smooth 
slabs of concrete or black-top fam­
iliar to the pilots.

Pilots and bombardiers are both 
learning combat conditions. The 
cadets remain three days in the 
rugged camp for training. In three 
weeks they get their commissions 
and their wings. But they will have 
a working knowledge of combat 
conditions.

Raids come as surnrises. Tuesday 
night, eight two-motored planes 
from the Midland Army Air Field 
swept in low over the camouflaged 

bcamp.
Major Brown and Captain Britt 

were among the first to spot them 
and the major promptly ordered 
the alert alarm sounded. The alarm 
wailed and men pulled their hel­
mets on tighter, jumped into fox 
holes, slit trenches and had gas 
masks ready.

Three-pound sacks of flour were

used by the bombers in opening the 
attack.

Then smoke pots were lighted to 
hide the field. Major Brown had 
expected a surprise attack and the 
pots were ready. In a few minutes, 
billows of smoke were rolling over 
the held from the smudge pots, but 
the raiding planes came back, 
sweeping only eight or ten feet 
above the camp as they battled the 
smoke, and dropped the “bombs.”

After all the miniature “bombs” 
had been dumped, the visitors at­
tacked the camp with gas. Masks 
came into action promptly and 
every man soon had his equipment 
adjusted properly. The tear gas was 
sprayed liberally about the camp 
by the planes as they dived and 
swept across the prairie, their mot­
ors roaring as they ploughed 
through the smoke. Men were flat 
on their faces on the ground.

At the Midland 
Army Air Field, one of the pilots 
later commented that it was dif­
ficult to locate the camp because 
of the camouflage and after the 
smoke screen was thrown up, the 
camp was well hidden.

As soon as the “all-clear” signal 
was sounded from headquarters, the 
men returned to their assignments. 
Major Brown crept from under­
neath a mesquite bush and joined 
Captain Britt who had crawled un­
der a pup tent. After a routine 
check, they reported the defense 
of the camp was excellent.

Bombardiers returned to the ord­
nance area where they are loading 
and fusing their own bombs while 
on the maneuvers.

Fourteen AT-11 bombardier train­
ing planes are stationed at the 
painp and the pilots are geting 
some real experience in landings 
and takeoffs on the sandy runwa>.s. 
One is a mile long. The other is 
shorter, but there are plenty of 
rough spots and bumps. on both.

Before chow time Tuesday, de- 
iholition bombs were dropped by the 
cadets on a nearby target. These 
rocked the camp as they exploded, 
sending dirt and smoke high in the 
air.

Six missions are flown each day 
by each of the planes.

dropped on the target;

They are handling the photo 
work, doing guard duty and in fact i 
doing their part, in all phases of ' 
army life.

They eat from mess kits, wash 
their own, and are responsible for 
all their equipment. At the cook’s 
tent, they get their food, beans— 
two kinds—and other food which 
has made the American army one 
of the best fed in the world. They 
then sit around groups on the 
prairie to ee<-: for practically no 
shade is.available; *

A meaicai ucuachment watches 
sanitation conditions closely and 
Tuesday not a patient was in the 
hospital tent. The men have learn­
ed to rough it and to make the best 
of all conditions and are prepared 
at all tiraes for surprise raids from 
the Midland Army Air Field.

They are in jovial spirits and only 
one complaint was heard. Several 
of the men expressed the wish that 
more water could be made available 
for an occasional bath and shave!

Victory gardens of Midland have 
filled a great need and have served 
to help materially in the war ef­
fort, it has been learned through a 
survey of those gardeners in Mid­
land who have not only enjoyed 
fresh vegetables and fruits from 
their gardens through the summer 
months, but who have canned, jel­
lied and preserved quantities for 
the coming winter and early spring.

The Fred Fromholds have had 
one of the largest and loveliest 
Victory gardens in Midland, and 
the great good that this garden has 
accomplished can be estimated by 
the report of what has been canned, 
pickled, and preserved by Mrs. 
Fromhold.

“We have raised green beans, 
blackeyed peas, okra, squash, green 
bfeil peppers, tomatoes, onions, rad­
ishes and all the lettuce we have 
required throughout the summer 
for our table,” Mrs. Promhold said. 
“We have only had to buy Irish 
pot£ktoes for our table this summer, 
as we did not plant potatoes. My 
canning is not yet complete, as I 
plan to put up tomatoes next week 
and I will have four dozen pints.
I have canned twn gallons of string 
beans, two gallons of blackeyed peas, 
have, diled enough onions to run 
us through the'entire winter, have 
put up nine .pints of grape jelly, 
and have pickled a gallon of beets. 
We have enough vegetables put up 
out of our garden to run us through­
out the winter, and we will have to 
buy nothing for the table in the 
way of vegetables except lettuce and 
celery. during t̂ ie winter months,” 
she said.

The D. R. Carters have had their 
victory garden on their ranch in 
Hunt Cotmty, but aside from this 
garden producing enough vegetables 
and fruits for their table this sum­
mer, . Mrs. Carter has canned 100 
quarts of grape juice, 50 pints of 
blackeyed peas, 25 quarts of pickled 
beets, 25 pints of corn, 25 quarts of 
peaches, 30 pints of plums, 25 quarts 
of grape jelly, and will have canned 
pears, and will make a quantity 
of apple sauce. “Our garden has 
served to provide vegetables and 
fruit for our table not only this 
summer, but through the entire 
ivinter to come. I also plan to can 
50 quarts of tomatoes very soon,” 
Mrs. Carter said.

Mrs. J. M. De Armond of 1000 
West Missouri advises that although 
their victory garden was small, it 
has served the family throughout 
the Slimmer, and they have had 
lima beans, peas, string beans, tur­
nips and turnip greens, lettuce, rad­
ishes, onions, and tomatoes and 
they have cantaloupes and water­
melons coming on. “We did not ex­
pect to put up or can much fruit 
and vegetables but we have not 
bought anything at all for the table 
in the way of vegetables, and have 
greatly enjoyed the freshness and 
flavor of our own garden, and we 
figure that it has saved immeasur­
ably, not only in a financial way, 
but in ration points as well,” Mrs. 
De Armond said.

Mr. and Mrs. J. O. Vance have 
had a lovely victory garden from 
which they have had all the fresh 
vegetables they have used through­
out the summer, and they have 
tomatoes coming on, not yet ripe. 
They also have grapes, peaches, ap­
ples and plums, and Mrs. Vance 
has canned 175 quarts and pints 
and has also made quantities of 
sweet pickles. “Our garden has done 
.so well that we not only enjoyed all 
we wished for opr table, but we had 
an ample supply to give to neigh­
bors and friends, so we had much 
enjoyment from it although we have 
not put up canned vegetables for 
the winter.”

The B. C. Girdleys at 1900 West 
Missouri have had a wonderful vic­
tory garden this summer, which has 
served to supply the table with 
peas, beans, .com, okra, radishes, 
onions, lettude, tomatoes, in fact 
everything for the table, and they 
have not had to buy any vegetables 
for their table all summer.

“We have not done a great deal 
of canning, but my daughter-in-

Treasury Rounds 
Up $56,444,954 . 
From Tax Crooks

WASHINGTON — (A>) — T h e  
Treasury reported Wednesday it 
had rounded up an additional $56,- 
444,954 from tax cheaters during 
the past year and in doing so had 
taken out of circulation these 
“chiselers” against the nation’s 
wartime revenue needs:

“A professiinal card sharp whose 
‘take’ over a period of years ap­
proached six figures, a wealthy lot­
tery czar, a racketeering tax ad­
viser, and two purveyors of ‘Blue 
Sky’ mining stock.”

Summarizing the annual ^report 
of W. H. Woolf, chief of the Inter­
nal Revenue Bureau’s intelligence 
unit, the Treasury said thd expo­
sure. prosecution and conviction of 
these individuals was merely inci­
dental to the business of hunting 
down tax frauds.
Japs Indicted

Woolf’s agents, the department 
reported, spotted the additional 
revenue in the course of nearly 
1,000 investigations which led to 
tax evasion charges against 95 
persons, all but three of whom were 
convicted.

Still pending is a case in which 
one of the agents brushed up on 
his knowL-^dge of Japanese to o b ­
tain an indictment against three 
Nipponese subjects who allegedly 
kept two sets of bdoks on a St. 
Petersburg, Fla., restaurant.

One set, in English, acciunted for 
$40,000 less incorr,': than the second, 
kept in Japanese, the Treasury de­
clared, adding that tax returns 
were based on the Ehglish set. Of 
the trio indicted, one nov/ is in 
Japan, another in a detention 
camp and the third is awaiting 
trial.

Search For New Tax

Army Reports On 
Aerial Successes 
In Mediterranean

WASHINGTON — (A>) — T h e  
Array, casting its usual reticence to 
the winds, Wednesday put out a 
blow-by-blow description of how 
its air forces swept the skies clean 
of Axis craft over Sicily, Sardinia 
and the Italian boot in July and 
summed up with these statistics:

In four weeks, U. S. planes flew 
12,583 offensive sorties in the Med­
iterranean theatre. A sortie is a 
flight by one plane.

Bombers dropped 12,460 tons of 
explosives.

Gunners destroyed 342 enemy 
planes, probably destroyed 54 more.

Three Axis ships were sunk and 
10 damaged.

U. S. aircraft losses totaled 190.
High point was the bombing of 

Rome by 272 heavies and 249 
medium bombers July 19. They 
cascaded 1,101 tons of bombs on 
railroad yards.

The fliers took the job in steps. 
Early in July they whacked into 
Italian air bases daily with thou­
sands off ragmentation bombs that 
scatter and smash grounded craft, 
hangars and installations. About 
July 7, the strategy shifted. Then 
the heavy bombers unloaded about 
3,000 tons of demolition bombs on 
airdromes, knocking most of them 
completely out. This lured the 
enemy’s fighters into combat that 
cost them heavily.

Illustrating how intense the at­
tack became, the Army said Cat­
ania airdrome was visited on In­
dependence Day with 7,056 frag­
mentation bombs of 20 pounds each 
—covering every inch of the target 
and between 50 and 75 defending 
fighters were unable to do anything 
about it.

Ports and communication cen­
ters got it next.

Draft Compliance Is 
Far Better Than In 
1917, FBI Head Says

WASHINGTON —(A")— Report­
ing 377 convictions for failure to 
register with draft boards in near­
ly three years enforcement of the 
conscription law, J. Edgar Hoover 
said Wednesday that by contrast 
with th^ last war compliance was 
“in a spirit of willingness and 
cheerfulness.”

In the first year of the 1917 
draft law, the director of the Fed­
eral Bureau of Investigation said, 
in a statement, there were about 
10,000 prosecutions for failure to 
register.

By comparison. Hoover added, 
the FBI handled only 7,190 com­
plaints from October, 1940, to 
July 1, and of these 5,455 were not 
wilful violator, 435 were found to 
be ineligible and 383 agreed to im­
mediate induction without prosecu­
tion.

Wheeler Assails 
Announced Plan 
To Draft Fathers

WASHINGTON —(A>)— Senator 
Wheeler (D-Mont), Wednesday as­
sailed the Selective Service plan 
for drafting pre - Pearl Harbor 
fathers after October 1, asserting 
‘it would seem that the only pur­
pose is the psychological effect on 
Russia at the peace table, if and 
when she attends a peace confer­
ence.”

“We should not play power 
politics w i t h  American lives,” 
Wheeler said in a statement issued 
from Belton, Mont.

The Montanan, who has six 
children, said “The latest edict to 
call up the pre-Pearl Harbor fath­
ers adds to the confusion caused 
by the War Manpower Board.” He 
described the action as contrary 
to expressed congressional senti­
ment as reflected in House pas­
sage of the Kilday bill to defer 
fathers until all single men within 
a state have been exhausted, and 
approval by the Senate military 
affairs committee of his own bill 
to exempt fathers from the draft 
until Jan. 1, 1944.

Of the October 1 directive, he 
said:

“A decent respect for the opinion 
of the legislative branch of our 
government would prompt post­
ponement of this decision until the 

I Senate reconvenes next month. It 
is not to be forgotten that the 

I constitution rests in Congress the 
responsibility to decide mq.jor poli- 

' cies of this sort in war as well as 
in peace, outside of the actual con­
duct of military operations.”

Such quotas as remain on the 
reduced programs at the officer 
candidate schools are being filled 
more and more by men with com­
bat or other overi^as records, .and 
by youngsters who have completed 
two years or more of R. O. T. C. 
training in college and are being 
r o u t e d  into officer candidate 
schools, after basic training, by 
way of the specialized training pro­
gram.
