While many fanners do
care for their equipment in a proper
wav it is the testimony of many obser-
vers that these are rather theexception
than the Tule De'CiibiiiK conditions
on a middle west farm, a writer recent-
ly said

",I walked through the grove and or-

chard and found more than 30 pieces
of machinery exposed to the weather.'
The hog house leakedand the corn crib
was full of holes, yet there was an
abandonedbarn nearby, the lumber of
which would have made the necessary
repairs and covered all machinery."

It is estimated that the waste throu-
gh lack of care for farm machinerj
amount toone hundred million dollars
a year in the United States. There are
other instancesof waste almost as ap
palling. Is it any wonder that some
farmers never appear to be able to get
along?
