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ALLIES 42 MILES FROM MESSINA
Goering Gets Great Powers In Reich Ready For Japs

Army Reportedly 
Takes Charge Of 
Nazi War Effort

M A D R I D  —  (AP) — 
Press dispatches reaching 
Spain from Berlin Sunday 
said that “ powers of great 
magnitude have been given 
to Reichsmarshal Hermann 
Wilhelm Goering following 
a meeting of Nazi party 
chiefs and army leaders.

News of the meeting at 
Adolf Hitler’s headquar­
ters, amiounced by Berlin 
over the weekend, lent color to 
various reports current in Spain 
th.at the army is taking over con­
duct of German affairs in prepara­
tion for a long defensive war.

Although, these reports say, 
Adolf Hitler remains as a figure­
head leader, the real rulers of 
Germany are Goering, Field Mar­
shal General Wilhelm Kietel, chief 
of the high command, and Grand 
Admiral Karl Doenitz, commander 
in chief of the navy.
Nazi Party Remains

German reports reaching Spain 
indicate the German army consid­
ers it necessary to retain the Nazi 
party as a facade behind which it 
can operate without causing an 

^ upheaval within the country.
It was understood that Goering 

was chosen as the Nazi represen­
tative in the new set-up because 
he has long been aware of the 
army's views and holds the confi­
dence of the military leaders.

If German reports here are ac • 
curate, the army’s power now ex­
tends to press, production,. civU 
rationing, foreign affairs a n d  
transport.

€nce Hitler was reported left as 
the nominal head of state under 
the new set up, the transition ap­
parently has not proved difficult 
and was not likely to cause reper­
cussions like those which followed 
the resignation of Bento Musso- 
Ini in Italy.
“Desperate Attempilf'

(The reported developments in 
Germany were characterized in 
London as a “desperate” German 
attempt to “ win the peace even 
though the war is lost.”

(The London Sunday Dispatch 
warned that a military dictator­
ship would have the full consent 
of Nazi party chiefs. “The Nazis 
would just go underground and re- 
emerge later,” the paper haid.

(Other London comment ex­
pressed the view that the shift was 
nothing more than an attempt to 
shove the Nazi party and Hitler 
into the background in an effort 
to gain better terms after the in­
evitably defeat.)

12.558.000 Bale 
Coilon Crop Is 
Expected In U. S.

WASHINGTON A cotton
crop of 12,558,000 bales of 500 pounds 
gross weight was forecast Monday 
by the Agriculture Department of 
its first production estimate of the 
season based on information gath­
ered as of Aug. 1.

The Census Bureau issued simul­
taneously its first ginning report 
of the season showing that 108,653 
running bales of lint cotton, count­
ing round as half bales, had been 
ginned to Aug. 1. Ginnings to that 
date last year totaled 48,626 run­
ning bales. Two years ago the total 
to that date was 1,969 running bales.

Prndnrtjon of cotton last year 
was 12,824,000 bales, of 500 pounds 
gross weight, in 1941 it was 10,-
744.000 bales, and the average pro­
duction in the 10 years, 1932-ri, 
was 12,474,000 bales.
Condition Good

The area of cotton in cultivation 
on July 1 was 21,995.000 acres, com­
pared with 23,302,000 acres a year 
ago, and 29,508,000 acres, the 1932- 
41 10-year average. Allowing the
2.0 per cent 10-year, 1933-42 aver­
age abandonment from natural 
causes from July 1 to time of har­
vest, would leave 21,576,000 acres 
for harvest this year, compared 
with 22,602,000 acres harvested last 
year, 22,236,000 acres two years ago, 
and 26,389,000 acres, the 1933-42 10- 
year averages harvested acreage.

The condition of the cotton crop 
on Aug. 1 was reported at 79 per 
cent of a normal, compared with 
79 a year ago, and 72, the 10-year, 
.1.93-41, Aug. 1 average.

The condition on Aug. 1 ir.di- 
cates a yield of 279.4 pounds of lint 
cotton to the acre, compared with 
272.5 pounds produced last year, and
217.0 pounds, the 1932-41, 10-year 
^ erage  yield.

General Mac Arthur Declares Japan 
Has Failed In Concentrated Attack 
In Pacific And Now Is On Defensive

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS IN THE SOUTHWEST PACIFIC—(/P) 
—General Douglas MacArthur said Monday Japan has used her full­
est resource of concentrated attack on the Pacific fronts “has failed, 
and is now on a defensive.”

“Tlie margin was close but it was conclusive.” the ccjinmander-in- 
chief of all Allied forces in the South and Southwest Pacific said in 
a statement expressing supreme ecionfidence in final victory,

Allied Wins Decisive 

The statement that Allied vic­
tories “have been decisive of the 
final result” gained added signifi­
cance from the words of General 
MacArthur’s spokesman, who said 
he would interpret it as meaning 
that “the final outcome of the war 
in the Pacific now is clear.” 

Commenting informally on the 
war’s progress in his sphere of com­
mand, General MacArthur said.

“We are doing what we can with 
what we have. Our resources are 
still limited but the results of our 
modest but continuous successes in 
the campaign has been cumulative 
to the point of being vital.

“A measure of their potentiality 
can be obtained by imagining the 
picture to have been reversed, with 
the enemy capturing Guadalcanal 
and besieging Port Moresby, rather 
than we in possessipn o f Munda 
and at the gates of Salamaua.
Vila Airdrome Hit 

“Such a contrast would have 
meant defeat for us in the war for 
the Pacific.”

General MacArthur’s statement 
was coupled with a communique 
which told of a 63-ton bombing at­
tack on enemy positions on Kclom- 
bangara Island, above New Georgia 
in the Central Solomons. Many hits 
were scored with one and two- 
thousand pound bombs on the Vila 
airdrome and on nearby Kape Har­
bor. No enemy planes were encount­
ered.

The general also sent Admiral 
William F. Halsey, Jr., chief of the 
South Pacific forces, a message 
paying tribute to the officers and 
men of a fleet task force which 
sank a Japanese cruiser and two 
destroyers and possibly three in 
Vella Gulf, northwest of Kolom- 
bangara Friday night.

Italian Centers 
In Ruins After 
Pounding By RAF

LONDON —(A*)— Large areas of 
Milan, Turin and Genoa — cities 
that contain two-thhds of Italy’s 
war industry — were reported in 
ruins Monday under the hammer 
blows of British-based Lancasters 
of the RAF, which blasted all three 
Saturday night.

The triple attack was the heav­
iest since Italy was warned more 
than a week ago by Gen. Dwight 
D. Eisenhower that the Allied air 
assault would be resumed and in­
tensified because of Premier Pietro 
Badoglio’s resistance to p e a c e  
moves.
Damage Heavy

The weather was good and the 
Air Ministry said “ well concentrat­
ed” attacks were carried out on 
war factories at Milan and Turin 
and on shipping facilities and 
yards at Genoa.

The Italian high command said 
in a Rome broadcast that “damage 

' was considerable, mainly in the 
central quarters” of Milan and 
Turin. The Fiat airplane and en­
gine works and the Italian royal 
arsenal are located at Turin.

Resistance to the night raiders

' my fighters appeared, and anti­
aircraft fire, which Rome said ac­
counted for the two bombers lost, 
simmered down to almost nothing 
during the course of the hour-long 
raid.
Rhineland Hit

(Enormous fires visible from 
CJhiasso on the Swiss-Iatlian fron­
tier indicated that the attack was 
Milan’s haeviest of the war. The 
fires burned all night and billow­
ing clouds of smoke still rose over 
the city more than 24 hours later, 
Swiss advices said.)

"While the heavy bombers were 
attacking the three Northern Italy 
cities, RAF Mosquito bombers 
smacked the Rhineland and night 
fighters shot up air fields and rail 
targets in Prance.

German planes, apparently busy 
elsewhere, have been absent from 
Britain’s skies since July 31.

NEW YORK—(/P)—Completion of 
the first major step in the tedious 
task of righting the U. S. S. La- 
Fayette, formerly the French liner 
Normandie, was expected Monday 
when salvage engineers hope to 
raise the giant vessel to a 45-degree 
angle, enabling her to be moved.

The once-great liner, which has 
lain partly submerged on her port 
side at her North River pier since 
Feb. 9, 1942, was floated at high 
tide Sunday afternoon when she 
reached an angle of 49 degrees from 
vertical.

Three Top-Ranking 
Officers Uninjured 
In Sinking Of Ship
U. S. HEADQUARTERS IN THE 
SOUTH PACIFIC—(>P)—Three top- 
ranking American officers directing 
the U. S. offensive in the Central 
Solomons narrowly escaped disaster 
at the outset of the campaign, June 
30, it was disclosed here Monday.

Lt. Gen. Millard P. Harmon, com­
manding U. S. Army .forces in the 
South Pacific, and Rear Admiral 
R. K. Turner and T. S. Wilkinson, 
jointly commanding amphibious op­
erations in the South Pacific, were 
aboard an unidentified ship which 
was torpedoed and sunk by a Japa­
nese submarine near Rendova Is­
land, near New Georgia.

The vessel was hit while retiring 
from Rendova after landing op­
erations had been completed on the 
night on June 30-July 1. General 
Harmon and the two admirals were 
not injured. A destroyer came along­
side and took them off before the 
ship sank.

Rail Lines Severed

The capture of Bodidukliov, a 
railway town, and Boishaya Pisa- 
I’evka and Tarasovka, all north­
west of Kharhov on the upper 
r'^aches of the Vorskla River, was 
considered to have reduced Ger­
man chances of rushing further 
reinforcements into that area.

In capturing Krasnopolye, an­
other column of the Russian forces 
driving in from the north had 
driven to within 21 miles of Sumy, 
about 80 miles northv/est of Khar- 
kov^

Bogdukhov’s fall also severed 
the second of two rail lines linking 
Kharkov with Bryansk, rail junc­
ture 250 miles northwest of Khar­

Nazi Losses Heavy

The German retreat apparently 
was being carried out with a lo.ss 
of men and material comparable to 
that suffered by the Nazis in the 
earlier stages of the Russian of - 
fensive. The communique said that 
the Germans lost 77 tanks and 125 
planes in combat, and that the 
Red Army captured 48 German 
tanks in working, order. A large 
number of Germans were reported 
killed.

The Russians said their columns 
moving toward Bryansk captured 
130 villages in an advance of be­
tween four ai'-d nine miles. Among 
them was the district center and 
railroad town of Narishkina, 12 
miles W'est of Orel.

Although the Russian communi­
que made it clear that the major 
operations were directed against 
Bryansk and Kharkov, both im­
portant Nazi bases, tliere was much 
activity in the Voroshilivgrad area 
and ir< the Donets Basin sector 
around Izyum.

WPB Checks Civilian Needs
Tentative new programs of wartime civilian supply, 

covering specific requirements and recommended pro­
duction rates for each quarter up to the end of 1944, 
are now in preparation by the Office of Civilian Require­
ments in the War Production Board.

A good many people were scared half to death last 
February when the old Office of ’Qivilian Supply in WPB 
broke loose with some 14 detailed “ bed-rock economy” 
tables, listing the absolute minimum amounts of clothing, 
food, drugs, newspapers, cleaning services, fuel, house­
hold appliances and similar items on which the American 
people could subsist in wartime. The report got out that, 
far from being just theoretical tables, these were the low 
levels of life to which the war planners intended to re­
duce the American standard of living, whether the Amer­
ican people liked it or not. The bed-rock tables were 
announced after repeated statements from high govern­
ment predictors that the American people were going 
to have to reduce their standard of living for the dura- 
oitn̂ : so that looked like the McCoy.

There was so much fuss over these tables, however, 
that the War Production Board tried to soft-pedal them 
and, gradually, they were sucked back and more or less 
forgotten.

Political Issue 
Is Expected Over 
Lower Voting Age

WASHINGTON — {ff) — A new 
political issue was earmarked for 
Congress’ fall agenda Monday with 
announcement by Chairman Hatch 
(D-NM) that a Senate judiciary 
subcommittee would begin early 
consideration of a proposed con­
stitutional amendment to lower the 
voting age to 18.

Hatch’s decision to push hearings 
on the measure came as two other 
developments indicated that poli­
tics is coming to the forefront des­
pite the nation’s preoccupation 
with war. One of these was a dis­
closure that Vice President Wal­
lace has been invited to join Hatch 
pud th^ee other Senators in a 
nationwide collective security rally 
and the other was' a demand by 
Senator Glass (D-Va) for an end 
to political name calling.

, Hatch told an interviewer that 
in view of the recent aption by 
Georgia voters in cutting the bal­
lot age to 18, he felt it appropriate 
for the judiciary committee to 
“consider and act on the resolu­
tion.”

Chairman Van Nuys (D-IndJ, 
predicting full committee approval 
of the resolution and its early con­
sideration by. the Senate, said:

“This is a proposal the people 
ought to have a chance to vote 
upon.”

Whether the vice president would 
join with Senators Hatch, Hill (D- 
Ala), Ball (R-Minn) and Burton 
(R-Ohio) in support of their resol­
ution for international postwar 
collaboration was a question that 
intrigued t h e  capitoL. Harold 
Young, executive secretary to teh 
vice president, said Wallace had 
received an invitation to talk in 
Chicago either Sept. 11 or 12, as 
well as an invitation to speak in 
New York at about the same time.

29, the Office of Price Administra­
tion predicted Monday as a result 
of its new regulation establishing 
specific mark-ups for wholesalers 
and retailers.

Just how much less, CPA was un­
able to say. It explained that no 
reliable estimate could be given be­
cause of great disparity in prices at 
different stores and in different 
communities.

Substantial reductions will result 
in instances where prices have risen 
to “unwarrantedly high levels, 
either through misunderstanding or 
through evasion and violation” of 
previous ceilings. But where sellers 
have observed legal ceilings, there 
may be some “upward adjustments.”

Liquor and wine prices have been 
“frozen” at highs of March, 1942, 
but a provision for pricing new 
brands on the basis of the “most 
comparable product” provided a 
loophole, said OPA.

AFL Constilufion 
Bars Fast Aciion 
On Lewis Motion

CHICAGO —{IP)— The American 
Federation of Labor’s constitution 
appeared Monday to be a bar to 
the immediate readmittance of 
John L. Lewis’ United Mine Work­
ers of America.

The federation’s executive coun­
cil, beginning its summer meeting 
Monday, must consider Lewis’ ap­
plication for reinstatement in the 
ligh tof this condition in its own 
basic law:

“No charter shall be granted by 
the American Federation of Labor 
to any national, international, 
trade, or federal union without a 
positive and clear definition of the 
trade jurisdiction claimed by the 
applicant, and the charter shall 
not be granted if the jurisdiction 
claimed is a trespass on the juris­
diction of existing affiliated unions, 
without the written con.sent of 
such unions X' x x.”
Jurisdiction Conflicts

This points up the conflict of 
jurisdictions between Lewis’ miners 
and the Progressive Mine Workers 
of America, an Illinois organiza­
tion which the AFL chartered af-  ̂
ter expelling the UMWA in the 
row over the founding of the CIO. 
Similar conflicts exist between the 
United Mine Workers’ District 50, 
a miniature labor movement all by 
itself, and a half-dozen or more 
AFL craft unions. District 50 has 
members in the railroad industry, 
construction, building maintenance, 
common labor and other lines 
which cross the jurisdiction of AFL 
unions.

Somebody, or something, has to 
“give” before Lewis is reinstated. 
Prominent AFL leaders have said 
privately that the Miners’ chief 
can come back but he has to stay 
off their preserve. Lewis on the 
other hand appears unwilling to 
dismember District 50, at least not 
until after he getr. back into the 
federation. A change in the consti­
tution would have to wait at least 
until the October convention.

Reno's Divorce 
Courts Report 
Wartime Boom

By Richard C. Bergholz
RENO, NEV.—(/P)—Reno’s “split- 

shift” workers, the ones who run 
the machinery that grinds out hun­
dreds of divorces every month, are 
going along at a record-breaking 
pace these days, war and travel 
conditions notwithstanding.

The reason? War-time prosijerity. 
At least that’s the judgment of the 
hundreds of attorneys and court­
house workers who come in daily 
contact with the stream of divorce- 
seekers.

I People now have enough money 
so they can afford the “luxury of 
a divorce,” attorneys say. It takes 
a well-filled pocketbook to finance 
a Reno divorce, even under the most 
modest circumstances.
Price Schedule

The Washoe County Bar Associa­
tion has adapted a price schedule 
which says that $250 is the “re­
commended reasonable a v e r a g e  
minimum fee” for the run-of-the- 
mill divorce case. The association 
adds, however, that the attorney is 
entitled to take into consideration, 
in fixing the fee, such relevant mat­
ters as the “possibility of compensa­
tion,” “the amount involved in the 
controversy” and other items.

In addition, the divorce-seeker 
will have to spend approximately 
$150 in living expenses during the 
six weeks. That runs the cost to 
an estimated $400, plus transporta­
tion.

During pre-prosperity times, the 
cost acted as a deterrent to many 
persons considering a Reno divorce. 
Now, the bulk of the actions involve 
persons with modest incomes, who 
now can afford a divorce they have 
wanted for some time.
Court Decision

Another factor advanced by some 
attorneys concerning the increajed 
divorce activity is the decision of 
the U. S. Supreme Court that a 
divorce legally obtained in Nevada 
cannot be challenged by other 
states, thus overruling a long­
standing decision which left Ne­
vada decrees subject to attack by 
every other state.

Illustrative of the current boom­
ing business is the fact that during 
the first six months of. 1943, a total 
of 2,371 actions were filed here, 
by far the greatest six-month total 
in Reno’s history.

Right now, almost 20 actions are 
being filed every day the court­
house doors are open and the “split- 
shift” crew expects the pace to be 
maintained as long as the war pros­
perity continues.

Many Schools Using 
Bonuses In Allempt 
To Fill Vacancies

AUSTIN — (JP) — Some publlo 
school systems may have found a 
method of filling teacher vacancies,

Charles Tennyson, public rela­
tions director of the State Teach­
ers’ Association reports school 
boards are offering teacher contract 
pay for 1943-44 and a bonus.

Thebonus is payable only if the 
teacher sticks to the job throughout 
the year. This is an incentive for 
them to stay with the job «3ven 
though they may be attracted to 
higher paid positions in war indus­
tries and other fields.

How the plan will work—or how 
the teacher shortage problem in 
general will work out—must neces­
sarily await the opening of the 
school year.

It is Tennyson’s opinion that 
serious shortages are still in pros­
pect.
