Italians Battle G erm ans

Nazis Claim  Forces 
Hold Most Of Italy
LONDON (/P) The 

Germans aiiiioiuiced Thurs­
day night tliat Italian troops 
“ occupied Brenner Pass” on 
Tuesday —  one day before 
the announcement of Prem­
ier Pietro Badoglio’s uncon­
ditional surrender — and 
acknowledged that Italians 
have b e e n ,  fighting the 
Nazis in some parts of Italy.

In a broadcast restating and 
emphasizing the Nazi line that 
Italy’s capitulation was “treacher­
ous,” the German International 
Information Bureau, a propaganda 
agency, made these disclosures 
while claiming that the internal 
situation in Italy still was general­
ly in German control.
Nazis Make Claims

The “most important” lines of 
communication are in the hands 
of the Germans or “Italian troops 
loyal to the Axis,” said the Berlin 
broadcast.

This was an indirect claim that 
Badoglio’s orders not to resist the 
Allies any further were not being 
obeyed in all cases by the Italians.

Meanwhile a German military 
spokesman announced that “North 
and Central Italy have been oc­
cupied by German troops” in a 
Berlin broadcast.

"In so far as the occupation had 
not been carried out already it has 
now been done. In most towns of 
Italy the armed forces allowed 
those forces to be disarmed (by 
Germans) without offering resis­
tance,” declared the broadcast, stiU 
quoting the Nazi military spokes­
man.
Hitler Holds Meeting

At the same time the spokesman 
declared Allied troops which land­
ed Tuesday on the Gulf of Eufemia, 
north of Palmi, had been envelop­
ed by German troops and “their 
annihilation was imminent Wed­
nesday evening.”

Reuters reported from Stockholm 
that Adolf Hitler had held a war 
council Thursday at which it was 
decided to reinforce the German 
Po line and fight to the last man.

fighter squadrons patrolled the 
channel and swept over France — 
all with remarkably little opposi-' 
tion.

American and British medium 
and light bombers started off the 
intensified attack late Wednesday, 
sowing devastation around Bou­
logne. An authoritative announce­
ment said Marauders of the U. S. 
8th Air Force hit the same targets 
in daylight Thursday.
Paris Reported Hit 

The Berlin radio quoted the Ger­
man news agencŷ  DNB as saying 
that Paris was the target of at least 
a portion of the huge bomber fleet 
which headed for Europe early 
Thursday. The broadcast said the 
attack was made on the noi’thwest- 
ern part of Paris by both Ameri­
can and British planes.

President Warns 
Of Smugness Over 
Italian Victory

WASHINGTON—(/P)— Axis Italy 
has fallen, Berlin and Tokyo are j windows Thursday 
surely next, but the task ahead is j miles inland from 
“bigger and tougher” and Americans 
should fend off any rocking chair 
philosophy that the war is won.

In this vein. President Roosevelt 
touched off the Third War Bond 
Drive for $15,000,00,000 Wednesday 
night.
Hard Job Ahead

Anticipating a wave of optimism, 
the President warned in a radio 
speech that the “time for celebra­
tion” hadn’t yet anuved. Moreover, 
he asserted, he has an idea that 
the day of final victory will find 
this nation in a mood of “grim 
determination that this shall not 
happen again,” rather than in a 
celebrating frame of mind.

After referring to the hard job 
yet to be done, Roosevelt perhaps 
tipped off his listeners to big things 
happening even as he spoke. At 
two points in his prepared speech 
he interpolated the phrase “at this 
moment” when speaking of Allied 
troops landing on strange enemy 
coasts and bombers roaring in at 
roof top level. He may, or may not 
have had in mind the new Allied 
landings at Naples, announced a 
few hours later.
Future Plans Made

The President called the Italian 
armistice a victoiy for both the 
Allies and the Italian people, re­
leased after years of “war and suf­
fering and degradation.”

The Mediterranean war is far 
from finished, however, he declared 
for “We must drive the Germans 
out of Italy. We must drive them 
out of Pranefe and all other cap­
tive countries; and we must strike 
them on their own soil from all 
directions.”

The Italian denouement con­
summated plans made at Casablan-

MiOBCOW —(tT)— With the great 

steel center of Stalino' and the rich 
Donets industrial basin safely hi 
their grasp, two victorious Red Ar­
mies swe^ forward Tluirsday on 
the heels of the demoralized Ger­
mans fleeing toward the Dnieper 
River, their last main line of de­
fense on Russian territory.

However, there is no excuse for our having to go 

without beef or patronize the black market, knowingly or 
ignorantly, when the backlog of available cattle is of 
record proportions and still growing. There is no need of 
our having trouble getting poultry when, as is the case 
in metropolitan New York at least, poultry is spoiling be- 
cau.se there is no room for it in the refrigerators.

The only persons who can be sure of a good steak 
are the few able and willing to pay high prices at a cafe, 
because public eating places are permitted to pay more 
than housewives, and so get most of the choicer cuts.

The Army is taking most western eggs, so poultry- 
men in many instances sell to the black market and the 
housewife is out of luck.

H: Hi H:
Every housekeeper, and the folks who eat at her 

table, know what,the situation is in stores. Newspapers 
are filled with detailed data about its background. The 
broad facts are not subject to legitimate dispute.

Washington does nothing that can be observed. Not 
yet. But we predict that some day soon Washington will 
break into a rash of hectic experimentation in connection 
with food distribution. That day will come when some­
body interested in the practical politics of the situation 
wakes up to the fact that this home front breakdown can­
not be camouflaged.

Hull's Pro-Russian Record
Anyone taking the trouble to check up on the state 

of diplomatic relations between the United States and the 
Union of Soviet Socialist Republics, commonly known as 
Russia, would find an official record which would sweep 
into the ash can all the loose talk currently noised about 
on this moot question. Practically no one has taken the 
trouble to look this up.

It reveals, among other things, a clear-cut record on 
the part of Secretary of State Cordell Hull to better rela­
tions between the United States and Soviet Russia, right 
from the time he took office in 1933, when he recom­
mended American diplomatic recognition of the U.S.S.R.

It is highlighted by a little-known disclosure that in 
January, 1941, Secretary Hull, receiving information that 
Hitler intended to attack Russia in May of that year, 
asked Undersecretary Sumner Welles to pass that in­
formation on to the Soviet government. For reasons knowm 
only to‘ the Soviet government, this warning was not ac­
credited at the time. Actually, Germany attacked Russia 
on June 22,. 194T, making the American warning a 
month ofL but even so. it is difficult to see how this kind 
of co-operation can be interpreted as an act of unfriend­
liness or a manifestation of a desire to see Russia bled 
white, particularly when the United States was not in the 
war itself at that time.

On the Sunday morning when the Nazi army invad­
ed Soviet territory, Hull telephoned the State Depart­
ment to urge his a.ssociates to brush aside all narrow -̂ 
niinded individuals and agitators who might want to 
interfere with Russian self-defense, and to make clear 
that the official'' position of the American government 
was to back Russia wholeheartedly from start to fini'h.

This attitude was apparently carried out all through 
Hull’s later efforts to increase aid to Russia.

Capitulation Of 
Italy Parallels 
War One Pattern

Knocking Italy out of World War 

i r  parallels the first capitulation 
aipcng th^ central powers—that of 
Bulgaria—in the first world war.

The first Axis power to collapse, 
Italy quit almost exactly four years 
after the current conflict began 
Sept. 1, 1939, with the German in­
vasion of-*Poland. Italy entered the 
present conflict June 10, 1940.

sBulgaria, crumpling under a bril­
liant offensive carried out by 
French, British, Italian, Greek, 
Serbian, Czecho-Slovak and ' Jugo- 
Slavic forces, signed an armistice 
of.-unconditional surrender Sept. 29, 
1918. That was four years and two 
months after World War 1 started 
July 28, 1914, with the Austria- 
Hiingary declaration of war against 
Serbia.
Started Peace Moves

■World War I was all over 43 days 
aft^r Bulgaria surrendered. In fact, 
it'was only four days later (Oct. 3) 
that Germany, suffering from 
crushing blows by Allied armies and 
strangling economically in the grip 
of> the British naval blockade, sent 
td'- President Wilson .. an appeal 
fĉ " an immediate armistice.

■jBut before the armistice with 
Germany was‘'worked out . and sign­
ed" Nov. 11, 1918, the two other re- 
iritiining central powers, Turkey and 
Aastria-Hringry, capitulated. Both 
gave up oh Oct. 30. Factors leading 
to their surrender were the rout 
of* the Turks in Syria by the British 
forces of General Allenby and the 
roiling back of the Austro-Hungary 
at^ny in Northern Italy ^by Italian 
forces,, reinforced by French and 
Efitish troops.

Allies Believed , 
Planning To Ruin 
Nazi Oil Sources
.'■WASHINGTON — (ji>> — Allied 

forces sweeping through fallen 
Italy are believed to have one 
pfime military o b j e c t i v e t he  oc­
cupation of air bases from which 
to destroy Germany’s oil sources 
in Rumania and Hungary.

Bases within easy bombing reach 
of the great oil center at Ploesti, 
Rumania, and the lesser fields in 
Hungary may prove to be the key 
to Hitler’s whole European fortress.

^At the same time, military ex­
perts here say, the launching of 
an Italian-based aerial offensive 
against Southern Germany and 
en êmy industrial centers in the 
obbupied countries to the east 
vi(ould place an insupportable strain 
on Germany’s fighter defenses and 
hasten the breakup of the German 
air force as well as the destruction 
of vital war plants.
Nazis May Collapse 

These are among the reasons 
\yhy official Washington believes 
that the surrender of the Mediter­
ranean Axis power has advanced 
by several months the end of the 
European war. ' All the forces for­
merly marked for conquest of the 
boot now can be turned speedily 
against Germany,

The highest Allied leaders are 
not counting on an internal Ger­
man collapse and their plans, so 
far as known, are based even on 
the possibility that Germany may 
still retain some lim.ited offensive 
power next spring. Their view ap­
parently is that victory now ap- 
ftears certain by the winter of 
1944 with the remote but never­
theless real possibility of a Ger­
man collapse in the winter im­
mediately ahead.

Simple Menus Aid Women Workers

Serve braised short ribs with rice and gravy.

With wartime demands on home 
front housewives, every minute 
saved is like the penny earned. So 
cut out difficult cookery. Avoid 
main dishes that require constant 
attention; select instead meat dishes 
that can be prepared and then 
left alone in the oven or on the 
stove until they are ready to serve.

Look over your recipe file and 
single out those that will free you 
from the stove for your home front 
duties. Typical examples are the 
following which do not require more 
than 15 to 20 minutes to prepare, 
and can be forgotten until ready to 
serve 1

Spareribs With Celery-Onion 
Stuffing 

(Serves 4)
One cup chopped onion, 4 table­

spoons pork drippings, 1 cup chop­
ped celery, 3 cups soft bread crumbs, 
3/4 teaspoon salt, 1/8 teaspoon pep­
per, 1 1/2 pounds spareribs (in one 
piece).

Brown onion in drippings; add 
celery, bread crumbs, salt and pep­
per. Put out stuffing in baking pan; 
place spareribs on stuffing. Rub 
spareribs with additional salt and 
pepper. Bake in uncovered pan in 
moderate oven (350 degrees P.) 
1 1/2 to 2 hours.

Kidney And Bacon Loaf 
(Serves 6)

One pound of beef kidney, 1 cup 
milk, 8 slices bread, 4 tablespoons 
bacon drippings, 2 eggs, slightly 
beaten, 1/2 cup finely chopped green 
pepper, 1 1/2 teaspoons salt, 1/4 
teaspoon pepper, 3 tablespoons grat­
ed onion, 1/2 teaspoon powdered 
sage, 3 slices bacon.

Wash kidney in cold water; drain 
well. Remove fat and tubes; put 
meat through food chopper using 
medium blade. Pour milk over 
bread; let stand until absorbed. 
Combihe with ground kidney, eggs, 
green pepper, salt, pepper, onion 
and sage; mix well. Lay bacon 
strips in bottom of loaf pan; pack 
kidney mixture firmly into pan. 
Bake ii^moderate oven (350 degrees 
F.), 1 1/2 to 2 hours.

They’re 
trim and functional, and there’s no 
nonsense about them. They depend 
for effectiveness on skillful cut and 
handsome fabrics.

Special allowances have been 
made for outsize figures—-but who 
wants an outsize figure in this day 
when even kitchen stoves are 
streamlined?

Smart girls this year are cutting 
down on pounds as well as pur­
chases.

Ribbon meat loaf is made with potato filling.

Avoid lunch box monotony by 
including a surprise now and then, 
such as a piece of candy. Vary 
sandwich fillings, of course, but 
also vary your sandwich breads in 
color, taste and texture.

Bologna Potato Salad 
(Serves 4)

Two cups cubed cooked potatoes,
1 cup diced celery, 1 cup cubed 
bologna, 1 teaspoon grated onion, 
1/2 cup mayonnaise, salt and pep­
per.

Combine potatoes, celery, bologna 
and onion. Moisten with mayon­
naise. Season with salt and pepper.

Keep-Well Sandwiches 
(Serves 4)

One cup chopped tongue or ham,
2 tablespoons chopped pickle, 1/2 
cup grated carrot, 1 cup finely 
shredded cabbage, 1/4 cup mayon­
naise, salt and pepper, 8 slices bread.

Combine tongue or ham, pickle, 
carrot and cabbage. Moisten with

mayonnaise; season with salt and 
pepper. Spread between bread 
slices.

Ribbcii Meat Loaf
One and one-quarter pounds beef, 

ground: 1/4 pound pork, ground; 
1 tablespoon onion, chopped; 1 1/2 
cups dry bread crumbs, 1 1/4 tea­
spoons salt, 1/4 teaspoon pepper, 
1 can condensed tomato soup, 2 
eggs.

For potato filling: 2 cups well- 
seasdned mashed potatoes, 1 egg, 
1 tablespoon chopped piniiento. Add 
egg and pimiento to the mashed 
potatoes and mix well.

Combine the ground beef, ground 
pork and chopped onions and mix 
thoroughly. Then add bread crumbs, 
sf'Tsonings, tomato soup and eggs, 
slightly beaten, and mix again. Put 
1/3 of the meat mixture in a greased 
loaf pan about 9x4x3 1/2”. Spread 
1/2 (1 cup) of the mashed potato 
over the meat, then add another 
third of the meat loaf ihixture and 
spread; then another layer of 
mashed potato and another layer 
of meat at the last. Bake at 375 
degrees one to one and a quarter 
hours or until firm. Remove from 
oven and let stand in a warm place 

[ for 15-25 minutes before serving. 
It slices better after standing.

Biggest Aircraft Carrier Force Ever Sent On Single Mission Raided Marcus
By TOM YARBROUGH

PEARL HARBOR — (A’) — The 
biggest aircraft carrier force ever 
sent on a single mission in the 
Pacific, boldly appearing 900 miles,: 
past Japanese - held Wake and 
within 1,200 miles of Tokyo, sent 
bombing planes for eight hours 
over Marcus Island Sept. 1 until 
enemy defenses there had been laid 
waste.

Not a Japanese plane got off 
the ground. Not an enemy bomber 
showed up from other bases with­
in range. Not a ship from Nippon’s  ̂
war fleet interfered at any time 
with the American task force, 
simply bruising for a fight in so- 
called enemy controlled waters.

One - ton blockbuster bombs, 
dropped for the first time from 
carrier-based planes, blew up Jap­
anese hangars, fuel, ammunition 
stores and living quarters and 
pock-marked two mile-long run­
ways — facilities which the enemy 
had improved 400 per cent since 
Marcus first was raided in March, 
1942.

From an aircraft carrier near 
Marcus, I saw these planes take 
off before dawn Sept. 1 to begin 
the job of reducing Marcus to 
ruins. Hour on hour into mid­
afternoon, dive bombers, torpedo

Admiral Chester W. Nimitz. in a 
communique W'ednesday disclosing 
the first details of the raid, esti­
mated that fully 80 per cent of 
the military installations on Mar­
cus were destroyed.

The bombers made 300 individual

I out seven twin-engined bombers,
1 parked in a line, made 350 strafing 
i runs and fired 150,000 rounds of 1 ammunition. Delayed action bombs 
I churned areas of smoke and fire 
into a new fury. The fires were so 
intense that they still were burn­
ing a day after the raid. All this 
occurred in an area covering only 
740 acres.

Despite such devastation, the 
task force stood ready and willing 
to deal more. Capt. Wallace M. 
Beakley, of Vineland, N. J., air 
operations officer, said the Ameri­
can ships were on the prowl for a 
Japanese naval task force and 
“were fully prepared for anything 
we expected to meet.”

 ̂ strongest lock is useless if
■ it is set in a rotten jamb or a 
thin piece of trim with nothing 
behind it.

One late Friday afternoon a 
wealthy broker telephoned me to 
give a lock to his chauffeur, add­
ing, “Don’t charge it,, I’ll stop by 
and pay cash.”  Whenever a cus­
tomer says, “Don’t charge it,”  I 

: am fairly sure that he is going to 
tell me confidentially about a 

' hideout in which he rests his jan­
gled nerves when he can no 

; longer endure the high tension of 
[business life.

This time I did not receive any 
'such confidences, for the chauffeur 
paid the bill. About six months 
later, the broker telephoned, say- 

. ing indignantly that I had sold 
: him a poor lock. He wanted me 
to replace it immediately, also 

 ̂ change the combinations on all 
I the doors.

The number he gave me was in, 
the Bronx, a gray stone v house 
sui’rounded by a maze of hedges 
and vacant lots. The place was 
locked as tightly as a bank vault, 
with, shatterproof glass in the 
windows, steel shutters that could 
be let down over them, two outer 
doors with steel-lined vestibules 
between them, and pin tumbler 
dead locks, chains and bars on 
each. I wondered what was inside 
this fortress. Luxury in a Holly­
wood ■ version of the Arabian 
Nights, carpets to wade in, old 
masters on the walls, silks and 
satins upholstering French gilt 
furniture, and a half-dozen or 
more blondes, brunettes, and red­
heads who looked like refugees 
from an Earl Carroll chorus.

The liousekeeper showed me 
the door and the forced lock. The 
frame- was heavy and had been

well built in its day, but the jamb 
was so soft and rotten that it was 
no trick to force the lock. 1 
blocked out the jamb, built it up 
with a solid four by four, and re­
set the lock.

After that I went frequently to 
the gray stone house, as I was 
called to change the combination 
whenever there was a shift in the 
inmates. The mansion, I learned, 
was rim as a sort of syndicate by 
the tycoon and his friends. After 
a year or two the calls stopped 
coming, and the papers were full 
of the divorce suit brought by the 
owner’s wife.

TT is amazing how safe people

feel when they have barricaded 
themselves behind a heavy door 
chain, never thinking to examine 
how the chains are attached to the 
door. More often than not, they 
are held by nothing but two small 
screws.

People may be careful about 
their locks and keys; they may 
have the , combination changed 
every time they discharge a maid, 
move to a new house or a new 
apartment, or lose their keys, and 
still , forget about their windov/s. 
Most modern windows are fast­
ened with , a broad cam on the 
lower sash that interlocks wifh a 
receiver on the upper one, but in 
old houses, especially in the 
country, the window fasteners are 
likely to be no problem to a thief.

“ Do you want to know a way to 
keep out the kidn.appeL‘?” I asked 
a Wall Street farmer .with two 
young sons for whom he was 
making a home in the country. 
“ On each, side of the sash,” I told 
him, “drill a hole. Put it through 
the window sash and into, but not 
through, the frame. Stick in it a 
pin, a screw, or a nail long enough 
to engage the outside sash, and 
you will have a fastening that is 
difficult to tamper with.”

T^INE locks go on for an amaz- 

ingly long time without giving

trouble if we take care of them. 
Generally, when they v/on’t work, 
the fine springs of the tumblers 
have been gummed up. The lubri­
cant to use is a dusting of pow­
dered graphite, squirted through 
an old perfume atomizer or blown 
in through a paper funnel. Or if 
you don’t happen to have graphite, 
rub your key with a lead pencil.

If graphite doesn’t help your 
lock, never force it. Then you 
will need a locksmith, if you don’t 
happen to live near a zoo from 
which you can borrow a carpen­
ter bird and a half-dozen mon­
keys.

One evening a friend told me 
solemnly, “ Courtney, your busi­
ness is being invaded from South 
America. A liner from Caracas 
docked this morning with 18 ring­
tailed monkeys and a carpenter 
bird in full posses.sion of the ship, 
and they can beat you at lock 
picking with nothing but a beak 
and a buttonhook.

“ That bird has a beak like a 
pickax which it uses for a saw, a 
chisel, and a jimmy. Four times 
on the way up, it carpentered its 
Vviaj’- out of its cage. The last time, 
it went over to visit the monkeys, 
who were working away with a 
buttonhook that one of the sailors 
had given them. The monkeys 
had torn a hole in the netting next 
to the door frame and were fum­
bling with the padlock, but be­
cause the door was so wide that 
they could barely reach it, they 
were unable to get the buttonhook 
into the keyhole. In half an hour 
the carpenter bird had gouged a 
hole in the wood large enough for 
a monkey’s arm. One of the mon­
keys worked the hook into the 
keyhole of the padlock and tripped 
the spring. When the boat docked, 
the carpenter bird was sitting sar­
donically in the rigging, whetting 
his beak on the mainmast, and the 
sailors were chasing the . 18 mon­
keys, who had snapped the pad­
lock on the crew’s galley and were 
bursting out of the booby hatch.”

little realizing that Schenken would 
go out and win it three times in 
the first five years it was in com­
petition. However, Von Zedtwitz ar­
ranged to repurchase the cup and 
put it back in competition, and now 
Schenken’s name goes on the cup 
for the fifth time. Schenken is one 
of the most popular playevs and 
partners in tournament bridge. He 
demonstrated his skill in the hand 
shown today.

On the opening lead dummy 
played low and Scheilken (ESist) 
played the jack. Declarer won and 
started the trumps. West came 
back with the ten of clubs and a 
third round of the suit was ruffed 
by South. With the adi'tjrse trumps 
pulled, declarer led the diamond 
and the jack forced Schenken in. 
Apparently Schenken was caught 
without a safe exit, having to give 
dummy a diamond trick or open the 
hearts. i

Schenken calculated correctly 
that it was more important to avoid 
hearts than diamonds, so he laid 
dovm the diamond ace. South ruffed 
and could discard one heart on the 
queen of diamonds. But he still had 
to guess the heart situation, and 
lost the contract by taking the 
natural finesse of the jack.

Melhodist Natives Save Texas Aviator In South Seas Area
AN ADVANCE SOUTH PACIFIC 

BASE—{JP)—A Marine fighter pilot 
has told how South Seas natives 
saved him from drowning, fed him, 
and put him to sleep with croon­
ing lullabies and bedtime prayers.

“They were Methodists, and so am 
I,” said the flier, Lt. E. L. Blain, 
Jr., 23, of Electra, Texas, “and we 
got along fine.”

“They played something that 
looked like a banjo. It sounded 
pretty. good, and they sang fairly

well. Then they started a prayer 
meeting. I could watch from my 
bunk. They were very quiet about 
it all. It still was going on v/hen 
I went to sleep.”

The next morning the chief of 
the tribe and eight of his warriors 
took Blain in a dug-out canoe to 
an American base in the Solomons.

Blain v/as forced down at sea by 
engine failure. His lifebelt leaked 
and his gear dragged him down.

“I had about given up when a

native canoe drew up and the na­
tives pulled me inside,” he related. 
“I had heard that some of these 
natives were pretty tough custom­
ers. But it couldn’t have turned out 
better. They told me they were 
nbr’ si-ians. took me ashore, and put 
me in a hut with tw'o .boys as or-
Lierllcs.*'

Italian Forces 
In Balkans Told 
To Stop Fighting

CAIRO —(A*)— Gen. Sir Henry 
Maitland Wilson, Allied command­
er-in-chief in the Middle E^t, call­
ed upon Italian garrisons in the 
BMkans Wednesday n i g h t  to 
“cease all hostile acts” and surren­
der their equipment to the Allies 
.but. warn^ Greek and Yugoslav! 
patriots against a premature upris­
ing against German occupation 
forces.

In a special broadcast Wilson 
said that Italian .troops in the Bal­
kans are “now obeying my, not 
German orders.”

“Their ships must be handed 
over to the Ur ited Nations, their 
aircraft must be flown to Allied 
airfields. They must not hand over 
their, arms or equipment or defend­
ed points to the Germans,” Wilson 
warned.

He directed units of the Italian 
navy and merchant fleets in the 
Eastern Mediterranean to proceed 
to Cairo and Haifa in Palestine 
Italian aircraft were to be received 
at Allied fields at varous points 
along the Mediterranean.

Wilson warned th e  guerrilla 
bands which have been hammering 
relentlessly at. Axis forces in 
Greece and Yugoslavia 'that “the' 
day of liberation is not yet at 
hand” and that they should “await 
our signal for a general uprising.”

Stand On Secret 
Treaties Sought

WASHINGTON — (^) — A stiff, 
plain-spoken congressional stand 
against secret arrangements be­
tween this nation and foreign pow­
ers was proposed by Rep. Cole (R- 
NY) Thursday as a warning to the 
word that such pacts will not be 
binding upon the American people.

In the midst of mounting debate 
over Uiiited States foreign policy 
after the war, Cole drafted a 54- 
word, one-sentence measure which 
would serve notice upon friend and 
foe alike that no official can com­
mit this government except under 
specific law. His-bill read:

“No promise, agreement, commit­
ment or undertaking made by any 
person with any foreign country, 
government or power, shall be bind­
ing upon the people of the United 
States, except such as may have 
been made or be made in accord­
ance with and under authority ex­
pressly and specifically contained 
in a statute of the United States.”

Cole, a member of the House 
naval committee, emphasized that 
he was not against American par­
ticipation in world affairs; that, to 
the contrary, Americans now must 
“look beyond our coastlines.”

Plans for postwar collaboration 
like those advancecj by Governor 
Dewey of New York, Former Gov­
ernor Stassen of Minnesota, and 
Clarence Budington Kelland, Re- 
publicap national, committeeman, 
were described by Cole as “whole­
some and healthy.”

New Drive To Ban 
Draft Of Faihers 
Given Momenium

WASHINGTON — (A>) — Italy's 
unconditional surrender gave mo­
mentum Thursday to a congres­
sional drive for a ban on the draft­
ing of fathers.

On both sides of the capitol de­
mands were voiced for quick ac­
tion to halt the projected induction 
of pre-Pearl Harbor fathers and for 
a general congressional survey of 
manoower resources.

“There just isn’t any need for 
the draftii.g of- pre-Pearl Harbor 
fathers,” said Chairman May (D- 
Ky) of the House military commit­
tee as he predicted prompt enact­
ment of legislation to block the 
move or at least to forestall it un­
til the middle of next year.

Calling a (Senate military affairs 
subcommittee into session to con­
sider the specifc problem of a labor 
shortage oi\ the West Coast, Sen­
ator Downey (D-Calif) demanded 
“A review of the whole military 
manpower situation,”

Chairman Reynolds (D-NC) of 
the Senate military committee, who 
already has called for “a general 
reassessment of the entire man­
power program,” told reporters the 
necessity for inducting fathers 
would have to be proven before it 
would win his approval.

Department of Agriculture reported 
Thursday.

Texas produced 3,038,000 bales 
last year and an average of 3,419,- 
000 bales for each year between 
1932 and 1941.

Switzerland Is 
Rushing Troops 
To Border Areas

BERN —(yPi— Little Switzerland 
in the heart of German-held Eu­
rope rushed troop reinforcements 
to her frontiers Thursday to await 
any eventually as published press 
reports here said tension between ! 
Germany and Italy was fast ap-, 
proaching a climax.

All Swiss newspapers published 
a federal council order reinforcing 
frontier units.

(The Berlin radio in a Bern 
dispatch recorded by The Associat­
ed Press said the federal council 
had mobilized the special frontier 
troops and they were moving into 
positions on the Swiss border.)

A German frontier report to the 
Gazette of Lausanne, meanwhile, 
said Nazi police were refusing exit 
visas since last Tuesday to Italian 
workers in Germany who were be­
sieging the police bureaus in great 
numbers.

A dispatch to the Bern news­
paper Der Bund said strong Italian 
formations were drawn up within 
a few miles of German troops in 
the region of the Etsch River in 
the Trentino district of Northern 
Italy and near Venice.

Unofficial messages which cpuld 
not be confirmed said the Badogiio 
government had appealed to Ger­
many to withdraw her troops from 
Italy.’ There also were reports of 
incidents between individual Italian 
and German soldiers and the atti­
tude of the Italian people was said 
to be openly hostile to the Ger­
mans.
