We have noticed several fields of

grain sorghum in Haskell County where

paper sacks have !ecn placed over the

top of the stalk as the headwas coming

through the Ixwt, of course, we had our

idea about kecpiiu; iwav the birds, etc

yet tin asking County Agent Trice we

were informed that the sacks were not

placed there for that purpose, for the

birds soon get used to the sacks and
will soon light on them. The sacksac-

cording to Trice were placed there to
keep the seed pure; that is, to prevent
the crosspollinatiot with other heads
in the same fields and to do away with
the possible chance of a mixture with
other heads in the same fields and to
do away with the possible chance of a

mixture with foreign pollen
One pound eachof kaffir, vellow milo

and feterita were received from "the Ex
periment Station which had lecn grown ,

under bags there and is known as
"Bagged Seed". Then-- seed are the
highest yielding varieties that have
U'en developedat the Experimnt Sta
tion during the past several vears To
keep the seed pure a certain amount of
the seed arc baggedeachyear for plant
ing purposes the lollowing vear and
in this way the pedigreeof the seed is
kept up. From experiments run in
many counties of the state the seed
have leen found to increasethe iclds
from severaljwunds to severalhundred
pounds more per aaeeach year, there-
by paying for the increase price of the
good seedover inferior seed many times
over.

From one pound of seed obtained
from the Expcrimer.t Station the past
year and planted by W. II Cunning-
ham, near Rochester,accordingto Trice
several hundred acres have been plait-
ed in Haskell County during the pre-
sent year which should increase the
vield on these farms by many tons.
Trice states that he has been helping
to keep up the pure line work in the
county and that h has some bagged
Kattir and milo maue at his place and
that Calvin Frierscn. club bov in the
Midway community, has some bagged
feterita and that W II Cunningham
of Rochester has bagged milo maize
The heads grown in der the lags are
not for sale at any price, yet the mairc
grown from the bagged seed are the
ones sold for ptantinj. purposes.

Due to the recent rains, Mr Pierson
statesthat Haskell mav expect hordes
of mosquitoes within a few days, unless
steps are taken to prevent the breeding
of the pests, and in this connection we
give a statementfrom him lielow sug-
gesting the steps that may be taken to
avoid such an epilemic

Outside of the homes in Haskell we
have at least two possible mosquito
breeding places. The excavations of
tacaraveLpitwest of town bve?tanrlM
,ing water, in them and large numbers
of mcjuttoV-wu-f breed from these
places'unless' kept oiled.
