The Russials, advancing at a
rate of from 12 to 18 miles a day,
would reach the gates of Perekop
within a week if that pace is main-
tained.

Capture of the village of Nizhne-
Saragozhy, highway junction 46
miles west of Melitopol, cleared the
way for the rapid westeward surge.
More than 3,000 Germans were
killed in the battle for ~Nizhne-
Saragozhy. The Russians found 250
freight cars left behind when the
enemy fled the town.

Capture Of City Imminent

At Krivoi Rog. a strengthened
German garrison was stubbornly
resisting massed Russian assaults
from three sides, but capture of
the city appeared inevitable as the
Russian pressure increased.

In clean-up operations southwest
of Dnepropetrovsk, Soviet troops
swept into several towns and cap-
tured additional stores of German
military equipment.

Increasing the pressure on the
Crimean units of Gen. Feodor Tol-
bukhin’s ' southern ‘“desert army”
were swinging down.from Melitopol

. Foods Become Effective Sunday; OPA
- Announces Values Of Jams, Jellies

juice ana woree womaio products,
but the values on beets, pumpkin
or squash and grapefruit juice were
reduced.

OPA announced: also that begin-
ning Sunday the ration cost of 42
cuts of pork, Veal, lamb and
mutton cuts will be lowered one to
two, with beef unchanged. Butter
will stay at 16 points.

Other changes in the meats-fats
program included a two-point in-
crease for margarine to six points
a pound; boosts of one point for
shortening as well as salad and
cooking oils, raising the total to
five points a pound; and increases
of two points to a total of five a
pounid for cream and creamed cot-
tage cheese and cream spread.
Many Changes Made

In other processed food changes,
all effective Sunday, pickled, spiced
and brandied fruits were eliminated
from rationing and the frozen foods
category was revised.

A value of six points a pound
jar was assigned to jams, preserves
and non-citrus marmalades, while
the ration cost of jellies and fruit
butters was fixed at four points a
pound.

Changes mcrease-the point value
of common No. 2 cans of apples and
berries of all varieties from 10 to
15 points. No. 1 tall cans of fruit
cocktail get a 20-point value in-
stead of 18, while the boost on a
No. 2 1/2 can of pears is from 21
to 24 points. Pineapple in No. 2 1/2
cans goes from 34 to 36 points.

Beets go down to 5 points from 8,
for a No. 2 can.

Bitter Fights Of
Citizens' Forces
Are Flaming Anew

LONDON —(#)— Partisan forces
of Josip Broz (Tito) have struck
one of- their most effective blows
against Germany's campaign in
Yugoslavia by cutting the importa
ant Zagreb-Belgrade railway in 130
places along a 40-mile stretch just
east of Zagreh, a Yugoslav Nation-
al Army communique said Friday.

The communique, broadcast by
the Free Yueoslav Radio and re-
corded by The Associated Press,
said that two large and severel
small bridzes were blown up, four
*trains destroyed, and more than
telegraph poles felled. More than

270 Germarn troops were slain, the
bulletin asserted.
This and other new sucresses

were announced while Yugoslavia’s
bitter inner strife was flaming
anew with Tito and the opposing
faction, led by Gen. Draja Mihailo-
vie, denouncing each other in a
dispute that irdependent Balkan
advices indicate may have been
German-insgpired.

Nazi Landing Repulsed

Adding fuel to this fire, Tito’s
communigue Friday asserted that
his followers had clashed in a
sharp action near' Bistrica with
units of Mihailovic’s army who,
the bulletin said, were aided by
Italian “blackshirts” and “Quis~’
Jings” led by pro-Nazi Milan Nedic.-
Nazi uniforms also were reported
irn this engagement.

The communique said that units
of the 27th Division stormed the
enemy-held mountain stronghold
of Rogatica, 30 miles east of Sara-
jevo, and captured stores of sorely-
needed war material, killing 100
| Germans and wounding 120.

The Yugoslav communique re-
ported that German amphibious.
forces had attempted a landing on
the large Dalmation island of Brac
which faces the port of Split. The
entire landing force was destroyed,
the bulletin stated.

Sir Bernard L. Montgomery’s vet-
erans clashed bitterly with the ene-
my on the Adriatic coast road near
San Salvo, two miles north of the
Trigno River and three miles in-
land, where the Germans were
making every effort to prevent en-
largement of the shallow Allixd
bridgehead north of the stream.

Mcniefalcone Taken

Fifteen miles inland, where Mont-
gomery’s warriors have not yet
reached the Trigno, Eighth Army
units occupied Montefalcone after
a five-mile advance from Castel-
mauro.

Still farther inland, Montgomery’s
forces captured Molise, on a 2,500-
fcot mountain one mile west of
Torella Del Sannio, taken Thurs-
day.

Molise is about 18 miles east and
slightly north of the mountain com-
munications center of Isernia where
the Germans had natural defenses.

These gains were scored through
scientifically directed fire of massed
German heavy and medium artillery
placed in the hills where it would
cover every approach. Bad weather
washed out much of the Allied air
support.

Coastal Guns Bombed

The Minturno area, bombarded
Wednesday night, is some 12 miles
north of the front and just behind
the strong German line on Massico
Ridge.

Minturno is on the Gulf of Gaeta
near Forimia and the town of Gaeta
where Allied warplanes twice bomb-
ed German coastal guns recently.

Slipping close to shore during a
moonless night, the American gun-
ners swept th2 road, railroad and
coast defenses around the mouth
of the Garigliano River with a de-
vastating fire.

The region along the  Adriatic
where Montgomery’s men were en-
gaged in Thursday’s stiffest com-
bat is known as the Sant-Angela
plain, a shelf-like area five or six
miles wide rimmed by mountains
from which the Germans poured
their fire much as they did at
Salerno. The  Germans had heavy
concentrations of guns and armor
to opgose the Allied advance.

New Coal Crisis
Looms As Strikes
Gain Momentum

WASHINGTON—(#P)—A new coal
crisis—the fourth in six months—
faced President Roosevelt Friday
as spreading strikes indicated a
probable near-paralysis of the in-
dustry by Monday.

The critical labor situation was
highlighted by these developments:

1. The number of idle mine
workers exceeded 60,000 early Fri-
day and the figure was expected
to grow hourly.

Seizure Almost Assured

2. The War Labor Board re-
ferred the strikes to the President,
making government seizure of the
idle mines virtually imperative un-
de_r the war labor disputes act. Such
seizure would immediately make
any person who encouraged inter-
ruption of production subject to
criminal prosecution. If the Presi-
dent orders the seizure before Mon-
day, it will give tremendous im-
port to the meeting of United Mine
\;mGers policy commlttee on that
day

3. The WLB announced its deci-
gion in the Pennsylvania anthrac-
ite mmels wage dispute, awarding
an increase of 322 cents a day
under the Little Steel formula, free
tools and equipment estimated to
be worth 20 to 25 cents a day, and
an increase in the annual vacation
payment from $20 to $50. The anth-
racite miners had asked an increase
of $2 a day and portal-to-portal
pay, and an unfavorable reaction
to the decision was seen immedi-
ately.

Effects Being Felt

The most serious impact of the
strike was reported from Alabama
where the Tennessee Coal, Iron &
Railroad Company said a shutdown
of its vast Ensley steel works was
imminent because of a fuel short-
age.

The anthracite industry was feel-
ing the effects of the miners’ dis-
satisfaction even before the WLB's
decision was announced. Some local
unions voted not to work Friday,
regarding Oct. 29 as a traditional
holiday in honor of John Mitchell,
a predecessor of John L. Lewis and
the leader of historic strikes in the
hard coal region in 1900 and 1902.

WASHINGTON — (#) — Cattle
and sheep raisers, through a special
committee representing principal
growers’ organizations, will protest
to Bureau of Internal Revenue of-
ficials: Friday .against changes in
the inventory method used for
thirty years in computing income
taxes of livestock producers.

Headed by Frank S. Boice of
Sonita, - Ariz., the twelve-man com-
mittee will present a prief asking
that the constant unit cost method

be officially sanctioned as .the
procedure for ecalculating income
taxes.

H. K. Fawcett of Del Rio, Texas,
cne of the committeemen, predicted

mean ‘“financial ruin” to cattle and
sheep raisers through the imposi-
tion of what he deseribed as in-
equitable, excessive and prohibitive
taxes.”

Want Other Metheds

The grower representatives were
fearful that the commissioner of
‘internal revenue would insist that
the constant unit cost plan be aban-
doned in favor of one of these
metheds: assessment on market
value, or capitalization of a herd
subject to depreciation.

The constant unit cest plan was
