Two Cruisers Sunk, Ten Other Vessels Hit
As Allies Baiter Reinforcemenis From Truk

— () — Two Japanese cruisers have been sunk, seven
cruisers, two destroyers and two large cargo vessels
damaged in the first stages of the Allied air smash at

Headquarters

rushed from

Truk for the Solomons

announced Sunday the blowing up of

a heavy cruiser during an 82-ton blasting by nearly 200

heavy bombers, divebombers,
pedo bombers and fighters Friday
which left Rabaul’s big harbor a
mass of flame and smoke.

An enemy light cruiser was sent
to the bottom of the Bismarck
Sea Thursday night 22 miles south-
west of Kavieng, New Ireland, by
three bomb hits scored by Libera-
tors.

Nine Ships Damaged

Five heavy cruisers, two light
cruisers and two destroyers were
badly battered at Rabaul where
the air forces of both MacArthur
and Admiral Halsey teamed up to
hit reinforcements for the eight
warships sunk and six damaged
there since Oct. 12. Army and Navy
fighters escorting the raiders shot
26 Japanese planes out of the
smoking skies and probably bagged
an additional 24.

General MacArthur’'s communique
listed only five heavy cruisers at-
tacked at Rabaul but at advanced
South Pacific headquarters of Ad-
miral Halsey the vreports listed
five such warships damaged in
addition to the one blown up.

Avenger torpedo bombers and
making
their debut at Rabaul where Liber-
ators and Mitchells previously had
dominated that fortress, opened
the assault before noon.

24 Zeros Downed

Torpedoes, always deadly wea-
pons for warships, smashed into
five heavy cruisers and a light
cruiser. Another light cruiser was
hit by bombs.

Seventy enemy fighters rose to
combat these bombers and the
covering fighters were inferior in
numbers. But the Navy pilots shot
down 24 Zeros for cértain’ and
possibly 22 others.

It was such a staggering blow
that when Lberators appeared after
noon with P-38s to blow up ware-
houses and supplies piled high on
the wharves only 20 enemy fighters
could be mounted against them.
Two were shot down for certain
and two others probably.

The attacking forces lost nine
planes.

Jap Losses Heavy

It was the ninth strike against
Rabaul since General MacArthur
told his press conference Oct. 11
that he intended to knock out
that Japanese base, key to enemy
defenses .in both the South and
Southwest Pacific.

No further registration provisions
for persons who miss this second
sign-up have been announced, and
Mrs. R. C. Ferguson, chief clerk of
the board, urges all citizens who
do not have ration books four to
make applications during the two
days.

Injured were being brought to
hospitals through rain-flooded
streets. No deaths were reported.

A torrential rain accompanied
the blow, which was centered in
the western section and appeared
to have some characteristics of a
tornado. Residents reported hearing
a sudden roar as the wind struck
during a thunderstorm which en-
veloped the whole city late in the
afternoon.

Paper Denies
Turkey To Enter
War With Allies

ISTANBUL — (#)— Speculation
that Turkey was about to enter the
war was firmly denied Saturday by
the newspaper Aksham which said
the Cairo talks are only for Tur-
key’s information and do not con-
cern the giving of Turkish bases
to the Allies.

Referring to the conference be-
twesn Turkish Foreign Minister
Numan Menemencioglu and British
Foreign Secretary Anthony Eden
who is returning from the tri-
partite discussions in Moscow, the
newspaper said: “The Cairo talks
are not an extension of the Moscow
conference. The single aim of the
meeting is for Eden to give Bri-
tain’s ally Turkey full information
upon questions and discussions
there.”

Agreements Reported

(The Bari radio of the Marshal
Pietro Badoglio government in Italy,
meanwhile, said - “It  is already
agrsed that Turkey will cede a
number of important bases to the
Allies.”

(The broadcast, recorded by the
Federal Communications Commis-
sion, said the cession is on the
same basis as Portugal’'s Azores Is-
lands.

(Berlin broadcasts reported the
Allies - would ' ask Turkey for bases
and demand that she enter the war
on the Allied side. It said Mene-
mencioglu would return to Ankara
Sunday and that the results of the
talks will be announced next Tues-
day when the parliamentary group
of the Turkish people’s party meets.)

The hamlet of Nellis, supported
entirely by the mine, is in Boone
County, about 25 miles from
Charleston. The mine employs 284
men.

Ambulances were ordered from
Charleston and state troopers also
arrived to offer assistance.

Finns Ready To
Sign Armistice
If Given Voice

STOCKHOLM—(#)— Finland
ready to sign a peace or an armis-
tice with Russia if allowed a voice
in the negotiations but will “never
capitulate unconditionally,” a Fin-
nish spokesman said Saturday as
dispatches from Helsinki indicated
that troubled Scandinavian capi-
tal might present its problem of
getting out of the war before the
tri-power advisory commission set
up at the Moscow conference.

What definite steps Finland will |

take to end the war with Russia
may be decided the first of next
week when G. A. Gripenberg, Fin-
nish minister to Sweden, and Toivo
M. Kivimaki, minister to Berlin,
report personally to President Risto
Ryti.

Dr. Juan Paasikivi, Finnish diplo-
mat and former ambassador to
Moscow, was persistently reported
preparing Friday to go to Moscow
to negotiate a peace, although the
reports brought a denial from the
foreign office.

An undeclared armistice virtually
exists now on the Finnish front so
far as Finnish troops are concerned.
They occupy positions ranging
from 25 to 100 miles inside Russian
territory but they haven’t tried to
advance since Dec. 5, 1941.

New Division Beaten

Evidence that the Germans are
fully aware of the danger of their
position was seen in the appearance
of a fresh division, the 305th In-
fantry, on the American sector—
but Clark’s new men pushed these
new troops backwards also.

The Allied air force, meantime,
threw a punch at the Germans
fighting guerrillas in the Balkans,
U. S. Mitchell bombers and Lightn-
ing escorts smashing the Berat Ku-
cove airfield where the Nazis had
based a batch of antiquated Stuka
dive bombers. Other bombers struck
at communications, motor transport,
fuel dumps and bridges behind the
Italian battlefront.

that “a real second front is not
far behind the hills,” using a Rus-
sian idiom for “not far off.”

In apparent reassurance to thoss
fearing a Communist hegemony
post-war program, the Soviet lead-
er declared ‘“the people of France,
Yugoslavia and the occupied coun-
tries must again become free and
independent.”

Free Government Needed

“This is our first aim, that the
peoples of Europe must have free-
dom to choose their own govern-
ments,” he continued. “We must
also see that there is not in the

future any chance for aggression
by Germany.”
The Moscow conference docu-

ments pledged specifically only the
independence of Austria.

Stalin, the first of the “big three”
national leaders to speak publicly
of the Moscow conference since its
conclusion, confirmed the wide-
spread feeling that the joint meet-
ing of the foreign secretaries of
the United States, Britain and
Russxa broug t full agreement on
|a military program “for the early
defeat of Germany as well as open-
ing new vistas of American-British-
Russian cooperation in the post-
war world,

German Losses Heavy

Stalin said the past 12 months
“brought the turning point of the
war.”

During the darkest moments of
the war, he related, the “troops of
th= Red Army did not lose heart.”

The Red Army drive, Stalin de-
clared, had ‘“succeeded during this
year in liberating about two-thirds
of the area temporarily captured
by the enemy during the prevmus
two years.”

He said the Germans had lost
over 4,000,000 casualties on the
Russian front in the past year, of
which 1,800,000 were killed, with
149,200 dead buried at Stalingrad
Soviets Grow Stronger

As a result of thxs severe maulmg,

he  continued, “untrained , young
txoops have been - thrown in” by
the Germans while “Red Army

cadres have become stronger and
will grow still more strong.”

As the Soviet deputies cHeered
he told them ‘“no army can sur-/
pass ours in equipment and in the
quality of its equipment,” and “any
numerical superiority the Germans
may have possessed at the begin-
ning of the war has been- liquid-
ated.”

Touching on one of the declara-
tions of the Moscow conference,
Stalin accused the Germans  of
destroying whole towns ‘like me-
dxeval barbarians” and declared
“our country will not forgive them
their crimes.” The tri-power con-
ference promised that Nagzis guilty -
of atrocities would be punished.

giories From Gerinany

American newspapers recently have printed two
more stories of Nazi fear and dissention, purporting to
have come from inside Germany. They should be taken
with the usual dosage of salt, since they may be only the
latest propaganda efforts to induce complacency and re-
lax the Allied effort. Yet there is enough plausibility in
each to warrant its being looked at, whether it is true or
not.

"~ One story. is the latest in a series dealing with the
Hitler-army feud. This series began long before the war.
Its latest installment was the rumor, shortly after Musso-
lini’s abdication, that Hitler had been overthrown and a
military dictatorship established. Since then, however,
the military picture has changed in two respects: Ttaly
as made for herself as satisfactory an arrangement with
the Allied powers as circumstances will permit, and the
prospects of an eventual Nazi victory have become stead-
ily less promising. :
: 4 * * *

It is not impossible that, in the light of these develop-
ments, Field Marshal Kietel and other top German com-
manders might really believe that they could repeat the
g_talian procedure, seize Hitler, and open peace negotia-
ions.

' The other story is that Heinrich Himmler, the gesta-
po chief, and high officials of the elite guard and storm
troopers are already planning to take the Nazi organiza-
tion underground, when the political roof caves in, and
continue their work. These are men who helped Hitler
carry his party from a bunch of beer-hall crackpots in
1923 to the rulers of Germany 10 years later. And, ac-
cording to the story, they are willing to devote another
10 or even 20 years to a ngw program of propaganda,
sabotage, reorganization and rearmament. Their disap-
pearance and the emergence of a military dictatorshis
might turn out to be the most expedient solution of their
growing predicament.

i ¥ * *

~ Both these plans, if they are true, would hinge upon
the hope that Premier Stalin’s would be the_commanding
voice at the peace table, and that his wish for a “strong
Germany” would prevail. They would also presuppose
that the conditions of unconditional surrender that Presi-
dent  Roosevelt and Prime Minister Churchill have re-
peatedly demanded would be drowned.

Perhaps both these stories are pipe dreams. But true
or not, they serve to emphasize again one fact of undoubt-
ed truth and extreme importance: The war in Europe
will not be won with the internal collapse of the German
nation. It will not be won with the wholesale and still-
distant defeat of the German army. The war will only be
won, and the world will only be safe, when Hitler, Goeb-
bels, Himmler and every other high Nazi leader are either
in the custody of the United Nations or dead. No public
clamor for early peace or cessation of further hostilities
should divert Allied strategy from that goal, a goal on
which America, Britain and Russia are agreed.

DEMOCRATIC SENATOR SAYS NEW DEAL
IS "DEAD CORPSE” AFTER ELECTIONS

WASHINGTON —(#)— A Demo-
cratic senator, Edwin Johnson of
Colorado, declared Saturday “the
New Deal is through” and urged
his party to draft Gen. George C.

Russian territorial gains are in-
disputable. They tend strongly to
confirm Russian estimates of Ger-
man casualties and support Mos-
cow claims of vast war booty taken
from the Nazi armies. which are
still retreating under trip-hammer
attacks and in some sectors giving
signs of demoralization.

Across the Pacific the story is
the same. The southeastern seg-
ment of Japan’s insular buworks
for her hoasted prosperity zone is
keing crushed. The Rabaul keystone
already is useless and obviously
about to fall.

Superior Allied .sea power now is
threatening Japan on two Pacific
fronts, daring the Nipponese main
fleet to action. It is mobilizing by
Japanese admission on a third
front, the crucial Bay of Bengal, to
menace every approach to the
Chinese Sea core of Nipponese war
deployment.

Anglo-American air power today
also is dominant. Short of major
fleet action there is small hope for
Tokyo that the Rabaul bastion can
be retained or that tens of thou-
sands of Japanese troops garrison-
ing South Pacific islands be saved
from annihilation.

MIRAMAR, CALIF.— (#)—1In a
game of hide and s2ek in the
clouds, Marine ace Capt. William E.
Crowe, 25, USMC, of 1914 Eastside
Drive, Austin, Texas, sent two Jap
bombers spinning into the seas—his
first bag of enemy planes.

The fighter pilot, who destroyed
eight Jap planes during his over-
seas tour," told how on June 10th
his flight of three Marines wrote
the final chapter on a like number
of unescorted bombers off Guadal-
canal.

Bags Two Planes

“We saw them against the clouds,
and I guess they’re still wondering
where we came from, they were so
surprised,” he said. I maneuvered
into position and made a high-side
run. My first burst crippled one
and he dived into the clouds with
smeke trailing from a motor. I fol-
lowed him in, and when I opened
up, pieces of his tail section blew
off. It must have Kkilled the tail
gunner because he quit shooting.
Seconds later the bomber came out
of the clouds in flames.

“Then I chased a second bomber
for about five minutes in and out
of the clouds. As I'd come out . of
one cloud I'd catch a glimpse of
him going into another. But once
he popped out and I came up un-
derneath and nailed him.

“I squeezed a long burst and my
fire chopped his whole right wing
off close to the fuselage and pieces
flew, everywhere. He went into a
flat spin and I had the pleasure
of seeing him go down and hit
the water.”

It was over Vella LaVella, in
the Northern Solomons, on August
21, that Captain Crowe scored the
biggest “bag,” shooting down two
Jap dive bombers, one Zero and
two “prohables.”

First to fly the new Corsair
fighter plane in combat, the squad-
ron, of which he was a member,
posted a box score of 68 Jap planes
destroyed in aerial action against
the loss of but three Marine pilots.

Bowles Declares
Subsidies Needed

To Check Prices

WASHINGTON —()— Price Ad-
ministrator Chester Bowles assert-
ed Saturday that if Congress pro-:
hibits subsidies to keep retail prices |
down “American housewives soon
will be paying more for certain
important foods.”

“The issue is clear,” Bowles said
in his first press conference as
OPA chief. “There are only two
alternatives: a moderate amount
of subsidy money to hold retail
prices at present levels, or con-
stantly rising living costs.” |

Simultaneously, Chairman Jen-
kins (R-Ohio) of the House Re-
publican food study committee, ac-
cused the administration of lack
of foresight in 'failing to encour-
age the raising of more wheat and
corn to help feed the starving in
foreign countries.

With the subsidy battle headmgl
for a Housé test Nov. 16 in a voie |
on legislation to prohibit the Com-
modity Credit Corporation from
paying subsidies, Bowles declared
that if Congress decides against
the payments OPA will strive' to
check rising prices.

Bowles added, however that with-
out the use of subsidies food price
increases would result.

He predicted that a five-pound
rib roast, for example, would go
up in price by 23 cents, while
three pounds of veal cutlet would
cost the housewife 18 cents more
than the current price. A 15-pound
ham, he added, would go up 67
cents, butter would increase by 10
cents a pound and milk would cost
about one cent a quart more.

WASHINGTON —(#)— Chairman
William H. Davis of the War La-
bor Board told Congress Saturday
that wage controls are making the
government’s anti-inflation pro-
gram bear more heavily on the
working man than some other ele-
ments of the population.

He expressed this view in a letter
to Vice President Wallace written
at a time when the administration’s
food subsidy program is under fire
by -farm members of Congress and
amid increasing pressure from la-
bor organizations for relaxation of
wage controls.

AUSTIN—(P)—Governor Coke R.

Huggermugger i
To Retain Name

Saturday night, battered and
smashed, the bomber brought her
boys home from the deepest pene-
tration of Japanese waters in this
theater with part of her tail gone,
two gun turréts riddled, and one
engine out and instruments useless.

Adams credited his
crewmates with shooting down six
of the Zeros, with another probably
destroyed.

The Huggermugger wobbled hun-
dreds of miles through foul weath-
er to its base with the help of Col.
Marion D. Unruh, Pretty Prairie,
Kan., group commander whose ele-
ment also was credited with a near
miss on a Jap destroyer.

Lt. George Wood of Fresno, Calif.,
a bombardier, estimated eight Zeros
other than those shot down by the
Huggermugger were destroyed. Lts.
L. C. Roark, Tulsa, Okla., and C.G.
Rehmet, Alice, Tex., said the B-24s
were at only 800 feet altitude when
the Zeros attacked. Rehmef 'saw
two hit the water and a third
break into flames.

Christmas Parcels
Should Be Mailed |
During November i

Delivery of the annual flood of
Christmas gifts and cards on time,
always a serious problem, “will be
more: than a problem this year—it
will be an impossibility — unless
Christmas mailir:2s are made large-
1y in November,” Postmaster Gen-
eral Frank €. Walkér warned Sat-
urday.

“Transportation facilities are bur-
dened to the limit with war mater-
ials and personnel, and the Postal
Service has sent more than thirty-
cne theusand experienced employ-
ses into the Army and Navy”,
Walker said. “The only solution to'
the Christmas problem is: mail in
November.. Mark your parcels, “Do
not open until Christmas.” That is;
the only way to avoid disappoint-
ment on Christmas Day not only
for many civilians but alse for
millions of members of the armed
forces who are still in this cour:try.

“It is also the only way to avoid
the possibility of a Christmas em-
ergency in the transportation and
postal services. If the public will
cooperate by mailing Christmas
parcels during November, we can
“ondle a  small  volume .of  light,
last-minute mailings, such as cards,
o to December 10—but we- ean
do that and avoid an emergeney
crly if November is really ‘Christ-
mas Mailing Month."”

Volume Sets New Recori

Postal  officials = pointed out
that the volume of mail now is far
above any previous records, that
railway cars by the hundreds have
been diverted to war “service and
that the air lines have only about
half as many planes as they onee
cperated.

More than two hundred thousand
extra employees normally are em-:
ployed to help with the heliday.
postal rush. This year; the extra
employees will be largely women
and high school boys and girls who
are urable to work the leng hours
usually required and whose work
will be relatively slow.

To deliver the Christmas mails
on time, therefore, it is necesary’
that mailings be spread out over
a longer period so that available
transportation equipment -and pos-.
tal personnel can be used during
more weeks.

There is another reason for shop-
ping and mailirz earlier than ever
before. Retail stores are short-hand-
ed. Purchasers can avoid shopping
in crowded stores, long waits for
service;* and" other inconveniences
of late shopping if they buy now. -
They will also doubtless have a |
better choice of merchandlse than .
will be available later. ‘

his warning is not an attempt to
tell the public what to de; it is|

only an advance notification of |
