“The Japanese have suffered 
enough damage to important fleet 
units to give them cause for serious 
consideration of abandoning the 
base as too hot to handle.”

His statement, made after he re­
ported the destruction of 102 ene­
my planes in the last six days, and 
the battering of sui’face units in 
the Rabaul area, tied in closely 
with a previous assertion by Secre­
tary of the Navy Knox that there 
is a possibility the Japanese might 
in time evacuate Rabaul.
Incessant Bombing 

For weeks Allied bombers have 
hammered incessantly at the ene­
my stronghold on New Britain Is­
lands northwest of the Solomons.

Tliey have sent ship after ship 
to the bottom of the vast harbor, 
and some of those wrecks undoubt­
edly are hampering the movement 
of enemy reinforcements and sup­
plies.

Ranging far to the north, other 
planes have battered convoys mov­
ing toward Rabaul, sinking ships 
loaded with men and .supplies, 
even roaring out to blast homeward 
bound convoys that had evaded 
Ihc Allied blockade.

Japanese positions ashore, too, 
have felt the blast of American 
bombs and many buildings and em­
placements presumably have been 
leveled.

Diller, said the Soutliwest Pacific 
“has something less than five per 
cent of American military re­
sources,” excluding air resources 
which arc even smaller; the area 
“is now receiving something under 
10 per cent of what America is 
shipping overseas;” and “without 
complaint, the area is doing every­
thing it can with what it has.” 
Jap Vessels Sunk 

Colonel Diller commented after 
new'smen had asked Tils reaction to 
dispatches printed here quoting 
Rear Adm. William Brent Young 
as saying “American supplies are 
reaching the Southwest Pacific in 
quantities sufficient for large scale 
operations against the Japanese.” 

(Admiral Young, naval supply 
chief who recently was in the 
Southwest Pacific, made his com­
ments Monday in London.)

Colonel Diller expressed the view­
points during the issuance of Wed­
nesday’s communique which was 
limited largely to reports on aerial 
actions.

MOSCOW — (A P )-R e d  

Army troop,s clo.sed in on 
Gomel Wednesday, storm­
ing the last important Ger­
man base east of 'the Dnie­
per River, in a .furious .as­
sault which threatened to 
add the city to the impres­
sive list of conquests achiev­
ed by the Russians in iheir 
1943 offensive.

Ru,s.sian force,s pushed wc.st from 
their brirlgehead on the Sozh River 
north of Gomel, while other units 
struck beyond the Dnieper south of 
the city, broadening their wedge 
below Recliitsa, an imiwrtant rail­
road town 115 miles east of the old. 
Polish frontier.
City Heavily Shelled

The Russian push in the Ukraine, 
meanwhile, though slowed down by 
adverse weather and stiff German 
counterattacks, particularly in the 
Zhitomir and Fastov sectors, con­
tinued to edge toward Korosten, 
the rail junction controlling traf­
fic on the Leningrad-Odessa and 
Kiev-Warsaw railways.

(A Reuters dispatch from Mos­
cow said the German hold on Kor- 
o.sten had been further weakened 
by severance of the third of .six 
rail lines converging there. The 
dispatch added that Gomel was be­
ing heavily shelled by Russian field 
guns and that the city was-virtual­
ly .isolated.)

One Red Army column, a Ru.s- 
sian communique said, already had 
reached Turchenka, 14 miles south 
of Korosten. A second coming in 
from the southeast captured Che- 
povichi, 15 miles away, and a third 
was at Obikhodi, 15 miles northeast 
of Koro.rten and within 13 miles of 
the noiTn-south Odessa-Leningrad 
railway.
1,000 Nazis Slain

More than 1,000 Germans were 
slain in the triple drive on Koro­
sten and 60 towns wert liberated 
by Gen. Nikolai Vatutin’s forces, 
the communique announced. Great 
quantities of war material fell to 
the advancing troops, it added.

The Red Army columns batter 
ing the defenses of G^mel, having 
cut the Gomcl-Kalinkovichi rail 
line Tuesday, were driving toward 
the latter stronghold, which is still 
another rail junction important to 
the enemy supply .setup.

The Moscow bulletin said the 
Germans had “sustained tremen­
dous losses in manpower and equip­
ment” in this westward surge which 
netted the Russians an additional 
10 German strongpoints.

Tills campaign in 
the Mediterranean wa,ŝ  described 
as not an isolated effort, but part 
of the major strategy of the Medi­
terranean war.

In mid-October, the German.s 
said they had retaken Casteh’osso.

Guerrillas Open 
Counter Offensive

LONDON —(A*)— The guerrilla 
forces of Gen. Josip Broz (Tito) 
have begun a counter offensive 
against German troops in some 
sections of Slovenia. A communi­
que of the Partisans said Wednes­
day they had broken up a Nazi 
drive that began Oct. 12 in that 
part of Yugoslavia.

The broadcast announcement as­
serted that six German divisions, 
perhaps more than 60,000 troops- ■ 
had been in action again.st the 
Yueoslav.s and that the guerrilla,.3 
had inflicted many casualties dur­
ing the sporadic fighting.

In addition, the Cairo radio 
broadcast a . report that heavy de­
molitions .set off by guerrillas had 
made Trieste and Flume unusable 
by the Germans.

Tito claimed otlier succcsse.s. 
notably the liberation of the town 
of Nevesinje and villages of Zlmljs 
and Visin in HcKcegovina, but ad­
mitted that the Germans likewise 
had scored victories.

MOSCOW —(/P)— An eyewit­
ness account of Jewish massa­
cres in Kiev during the early 
days of its occupation by Ger­
man troops has been given the 
new^spaper Izvestia by Dimitrii 
Grlov, a resident of Kiev, who 
said he saw hundreds of men 
and women stripped nakerl and 
then shot down at the edge of 
a gulley into which their bodies 
dropped on a great pile.

In the account, distributed by 
Tass news agency, Grlov re­
lated:

“Several days after the Ger­
mans entered Kiev I went to 
I.vovskaya Street. An incessant 
nrocession of neople was stream­
ing through it and both side­
walks were lined with Geimian 
patrols. This human stream 
kept flowing for three days and 
three nights without interrup­
tion.

“Tlie Germans w'ere driving 
the Jews to Babyi Yar gullsy 
beyond the city. I also stealthi 
ly mai'Jc my way to that place. 
I was able to stand the sight of 
what I saw there for only ten 
minutes and after that every­
thing went black before my 
eyes.

“The Germans forced people 
to undress and then methodi­
cally gathered their clothes and 
loaded them on trucks. In sep­
arate trucks they put under­
wear. Then they tore off from 
naked people—there were men 
and women among them—rings 
and watches if they had any, 
dragged them up shivering from 
cold or mortal terror at the edge 
of the gulley aiiid shot them.

“The Germans did not spend 
any bullets on little children, 
but simply hurled them alive 
into the gulley.

More 'Emergency' Legislation
W e all realize that a state of war emergency de­

mands certain laws and practices which are expedient 
and nece.ssary to successful action, even though they 
would not be asked or allowed in peacetime. But the 
term “ war emergency” has been invoked in the present 
Tongress on several occasions as an excuse for measures 
whose passage could scarcely affect the war one way or 
the other, and whose provisions are of debatable merit, 
to say the least. The bill to subsidize the public schools 
comes readily to mind. But the latest one, the so-called 
Kllender Bill, tops them all.

This bill has to do with the tire business, and was 
introduced in the Senate by the junior senator from 
Louisiana, on behaif of the committee studying small 
Injsiness problems. It would prohibit all but independent 
dealers from selling new, rebuilt or recapped tires (ex­
cept when they are part of an automobile purchase,) and 
from recapping or servicing tires. This would put out 
of business all retail tire stores operated by tire manu­
facturers, and would forbid the sale of tires by gasoline 
.stations and by any person or organization owning or 
controlling 10 per cent of a tire manufacturing corpora­
tion. * * *

The original excuse for all this was the fear that in­
dependent dealers might be forced out of busine.ss by the 
.shortage of new tires. But in the past year the independ­
ents have done about 50 per cent of the $610 million tire 
business. Of the rest, the so-called “ mass (iistributors,” 
mail-order houses and big auto supply retailers, did 34 
per cent, and the company-owned stores and filling sta­
tions did the remaining 10 per cent.

Company stores have been charged with price cut­
ting and unfair competition. The company stores hold 
that such instances are only healthy competition, and 
that if they had been cutting their opposition’s throat, 
their volume, of business would have been increased 
rather than declined. # *

But true or false, the Ellender Bill is not the solu­
tion. If competitors can be legislated out of business and 
manufacturers prohibited from retailing their own pro­
ducts, then the country’s business future is extremely 
chaotic. Independent retailers of automobiles, clothing, 
dairy products, radios and many more items could press 
for application of the same law in their own cases.

The United States Supreme Court has ruled that a 
prime test of monopoly is whether or not the public is 
injured. The public has not complained about the com­
pany-owned tire stores. Rather, the Ellender Bill is the 
outcome of probably well-meaning, but certainly short- 
si.ghted, efforts to help “small business.”

The whole tire business is in enough of a mess now 
without adding to it. And the post-war outlook for busi­
ness is serious enough without the confusion and stifling 
of initiative and opportunity that a general application 
of this legislation would invite. It is to be hoped that the 
Senate Banking and Currency Committee will forget the 
Ellender Bill, swiftly and completely.

Jones's Food Policy Ouilined
Through the President’s food message to Congress, 

jtnd through various statements in appearances before 
Congress, the 1944 program of W ar Food Administrator 
Marvin .Jones is beginning to appear. Judge Jones him- 
.self has made public no complete report on the plans he 
has been making since his appointment last June, but of­
ficially and in broad outline his policy may be said to shape 
up somewhat like this:

First— establish definitely, and then let the farmers 
know well in advance of their planting seasons, just what 
both the floor prices and the ceiling prices will be on all 
the agricultural products needed in the war effort.

Second— let ‘them know what quantities of each of 
the farm products muII be needed.

Third— then see that the farmers will have enough 
fertilizer, farm manchinery and labor to handle those 
crops.

Jones, as an ex-congressman himself, is considered 
one of the best operators the Department of Agriculture 
set-up has ever had in dealing with Congress.

The major part of his attention has been given to the 
first part of his program— determining the quantities 
needed and the floor, support prices that will be guaran­
teed to farmers next year. The labor, fertilizer and mach­
inery requirements have not been neglected, but have in 
the main been handled by deputy admini.strators in the 
W FA.

Co-Belligerent Prisoners
The situation of Italian prisoners in the United States 

has remained unchanged since Italy’s surrender and sub­
sequent elevation to the status of co-belligerent. This sit­
uation, though anomalous and perhaps embarrassing, is 
understandable in the light of more urgent problems con­
fronting the Army. Yet it seems that, knowing the temper 
and sympathy of most of these prisoners, they might be 
given a greater opportunity than they now have to do 
their part as cobelligerents by helping to relieve our man­
power shortage.

A representative of the Bowling Proprietors’ Assoc­
iation recently went to Washington to ask that war pris­
oners be allowed to work in bowling alleys as pin setters. 
And there must be other jobs that they could do without 
submitting Americans to any danger. Obviously this body 
of prisoners represents a variety of skills. The barrier of 
language should not keep these men from doing a satis­
factory job in many kinds of manual work— for example, 
the less technical tasks connected with farming, lumber­
ing and construction, as well as other work which is not 
strictly “essential” but which needs doing, nevertheless.

In their succe.ssful fight to win 
Leros from British forces which 
moved in after Italy surrendered, 
the Germans waged a dual purpose 
struggle—to protect their first line 
of defense of the Balkans and to 
impress the Turks that they still 
have power in the Aegean.

The British-Italian garrison was 
under constant assault from Ger­
man planes based on Rrodes, 80 
miles away. Leros is only eight 
miles long and three miles wide. 
Deep, rocky inlets around the 
coasts make its defense difficult.

Inaugurated At 
Eagle Pass Base

EAGLE PASS —(/P)— The Army 
air field here is a buck private’s 
paradise. Top-kicks and dog-faces 
sit side by side on the onion­
peeling mourner’s bench.

First and master sergeants of the 
AAF Training Command’s ad­
vanced single engine pilot school 
at Eagle Pass Army Air Field join­
ed their brethren of lower rank 
on KP details this week, institut­
ing what will be considered a GI 
millenium in some quarters.

The potato-peeling and pot-w'ash- 
ing job was no stunt. Due to man­
power shortage, it became impos­
sible to procure “basic soldiers” to 
fill the KP duty roster.

Different Tune Now

Bundy called a meeting of the 
sergeants in the higher grades— 
men whose “rockers” had exempted 
them from such menial tasks—ex- I 
plained the situation. In order to 
meet the messing and kitchen 
police problem and be fair to all 
concerned, he said, it would be 
necessary for all enlisted person­
nel, including - first • - and master 
sergeants, to take regular turns on 
KP.

“I suppose I can expect a lot of 
griping from you top-kicks and 
master sergeants,” Colonel Bundy 
challenged.

“Sir,” a first sergeant piped up, 
“we did it before and we can do it 
again”—but he didn’t ,say it to 
music.

Giraud Resignalion 
Temporarily Halted

ALGIERS —(/P)— After a “satis­
factory” conference w i t h  the 
French Committee of National Lib­
eration and another meeting with 
high Allied officers, Gen. Henri 
Giraud withdrew Wednesday, for a 
jreriod of at least two ŵ eeks, his 
resignation as commander-in-chief 
of French armed forces.

His action was taken provisional­
ly although the De Gaullist-con- 
trolled committee has not given 
Giraud written guarantees of a free 
Irand in running the French army 
as he demanded.

Giraud expressed confidence a 
written statement of the commit­
tee’s agreement with his conditions 
will be forthcoming soon. However, 
8. De Gaullist spokesman predicted 
the committee would not accept 
Giraud’s terms.

Conferees Press 
For Final Action 
Of Draft Measure

WASHINGTON—(/P)--Senate and 
House conferees pressed ahead 
Wednesday for final action on leg­
islation they predicted would im­
mediately slow down or halt en­
tirely the military induction of pre- 
v/ar fathers.

There is an outside chance the 
House may act Wednesday on the 
measure, worked out Tuesday by 
the compromise group, with the 
Senate ready to vote as soon as 
the House clears the way.
Approval Predicted '

Because of the sudden unanimity 
of the conferees, after a two month 
deadlock. Chairman May (D-Ky) 
of the House military committee 
predicted final approval of the leg­
islation this week and said he had 
no doubt the President would ap- 
in’ove it.

As approved by a joint commit­
tee, the legislation would strip the 
War Manpower Commission of all 
jurisdiction over administration of 
the Selective Service act, repeal 
the WMC non-deferrable occupa­
tion order, and generally permit 
the induction of pre-war fathers 
only after all available non-fathers 
have been called.

The legislation recognizes de­
pendency as a prime factor in de­
ferments by providing that pre-war 
fathers, regardless of occupation, 
shall not be called up while there 
are available anywhere in the state 
in which they live, or in the en­
tire nation, non-fathers not de­
ferred because of essential occupa­
tion or for other reasons.
Few Fathers May Go

To meet an administration ob­
jection, the legislation provides that 
the induction procedure be follow­
ed only’ in.sofar as it does not in­
terfere with the orderly flow of 
manpower to the armed forces, the 
President to make the determina­
tion. \

Rep. Kilday (D-Tex), author of 
the original Kilday bill which the 
new legislation embodies in prin­
ciple, said:

“This means that few, if any, 
fathers must go, since the quotas 
after December can be met largely 
from teen-age boys becoming of 
draft age.”

Court Affirms Life 
Sentence For Rapist

AUSTIN — (yP)— The Court oi 
Criminal Appeals Wednesday af­
firmed the life sentence assessed 
J. C. Lomax in Jefferson County 
for rape.

It was Lomax’ third appeal in 
the case. Tried first in Montgomery 
County for the rape of a white 
woman in a tent at New Caney, 
Montgomery County, on March 30, 
1938, he was given the death sen­
tence but it was reversed by the 
Court of Criminal Appeals. The 
high court held the trial court had 
failed to submit the issue of 
whether Lomax’ confession was vol­
untary.

The second trial, in Walker 
County, also resulted in a death 
sentence. This the Court of Crim­
inal Appeals upheld, but the deci­
sion was reversed by the United 
States Supreme Court on the 
grounds that Lomax’ confession was 
not admissable in evidence.

The confession was not intro­
duced by the state in Lomax’ third 
trial.

Safe Robberies

Midland officers, still seeking 
clues to the bold robbery here a 
week ago of the Service Club, were 
in Fort Stockton this week to check 
on a similar case there. Safes in 
two bu.siness places in that city 
were knocked open and a total of 
about $500 taken.

The safe at the Service Club was 
taken from the building early Sun­
day, November 7, and later was 
found broken open, with about $500 
in cash and a quantity of checks 
mis.sing, about four miles west of 
Midland.

Sheriff Ed Darnell and State 
Highway Patrolman Ragsdale and 
other officers of this area were in 
Fort Stockton to investigate the 
robberies there. Safe robberies also 
have been reported in Ode.ssa and 
Lamesa in recent weeks.

HOLD EVERYTHING

AAA Community 
Committeemen To 
Be Named Friday

Three AAA community commit­
teemen for Midland County will be 
elected Friday to serve from Dec­
ember 1, 1943 through December 1, 
1944. W. E. Pigg, county AAA chair­
man, said Wednesday.

Committeemen formerly wpre elec­
ted in December and began serving 
January 1, but since the work in 
connection with the 1944 food pro­
duction program should begin in 
December, the election dates have 
been changed to allow the new 
committeemen to begin work a 
month earlier.

In addition to the community 
committeemen, delegates to the 
county convention will be elected. 
The county committee will be selec­
ted at this convention.

“How well the food program in 
this county is run next year de­
pends to large extent on the far­
mers who are elected to hold these 
committeemen jobs,” Pigg said. 
“The Triple-A committee in this 
county will handle the rationing 
and allocation of farm machinery, 
equipment, building supplies, and 
other agricultural materials and 
facilities. It will issue farm live­
stock slaughter permits, fiandle 
farm transportation program, in­
cluding recommendations for the 
issuance of certificates for tires, 
off-highway gasoline and tractor 
fuel. These are only a few of the 
many important wartime jobs which 
the committee will handle.”

“Many of the farmers who be­
come Triple-A committeemen must 
do so at a personal sacrifice. But 
the .soldiers in Italy and. in the 
South Pacific, and on all other 
battlefronts of the world, are mak­
ing greater personal sacrifices. 
Their personal affairs have been 
pushed into the background by 
world affairs.”

Anyone is eligible to vote in the 
committeemen elections who is 
participating in the agricultural 
conservation programs under the 
allotment, soil conserving, conser­
vation materials and services, po­
tato or truck crop provisions; the 
federal crop insurance program; or 
the sugar program.

Dairy Farmers Paid 
$118,783 In Six Days

COLLEGE STATION — During 
the first six days of November, 
3,774 dairy farmers in 142 coun­
ties in Texas received $118,783 in 
connection with the dairy feed pay­
ment program, according to a state­
ment released by Fred Rennels, 
assistant state AAA administrator.

Mexican Army To 
Fighl Abroad If 
Needed By Allies

MEXICO CITY —pP)— President 
Manuel Avila Camacho says the 
Mexican army will fight abroad if 
it is needed, provided it can main­
tain its national identity.

The president asserted Tuesday 
night in an address to a school for 
generals ;

“Distant now from the battles 
that the soldiers of the United Na­
tions are heroically waging, the 
Mexican army is ready to function 
wherever circumstances may dic­
tate.

“Here, on our territory, if that is 
what the war demands. And • even 
away from our territory if for jus­
tified motives our allies ask it cf 
us, provided that our forces are not 
lost m the confusion of an anony­
mous mass.”

General Avila Camacho empha­
sized that Mexican troops “would 
claim a defitiite sector of action, 
limited though it may be; but a 
sector controlled by our command 
and under the promise of honor for 
our flag.”

The president recounted that for 
several years the Mexican armed 
forces have been strengthened, and 
the modernization process, both 
as to men and equipment, has been 
hastened since this country enter­
ed the war.

Livestock Men 
Await Shipment 
Of Soybean Meal

FORT WORTH — (yP) — Texas 
farmers, dairymen and ranchers 
are anxiously awaiting the distri­
bution of soybean meal, proclaimed 
as the solution to the protein short­
age.

Early in October some 300 cars 
of soybeans were shipped to South 
Texas cotton oil mills for proce.ss- 
ing. In addition, some 462 cars have 
arrived in Fort Worth for storage 
either by oil mills or in grain ele­
vators.

But with these almost 700 car­
loads of soybeans within the bor­
ders of the state, protein feeds 
seem just as scarce and just as 
hard to get as they were before 
soybean shipments started.

Ranges are dry in many sections 
and small ranchmen in many areas 
are having to haul water for their 
livestock.
Trading Is Slow

Trading in stocker and feeder 
calves and yearlings and lambs has 
been slow for the past month, and 
some sections of West Texas report 
30 to 50 per cent of the calves and 
lambs unsold, mainly light weignt 
calves and lambs, and no buyers 
at prices sharply under prices paid 
for supplies that have moved and 
were contracted early.

Forced marketing of thin calves 
and yearlings will be a severe loss 
to ranchmen and will mean a big 
curtailment of future supplies of 
beef.

Reports indicate that many feed­
ers are inactive due to their in­
ability to buy or contract supplies 
of protein feeds.

A severe winter coupled with an 
inadequate supply of protein feeds 
would hit hard at breeding herds, 
the foundation of the beef supply 
for several years to come.

The existing exile governments of 
Europe got a new lease on life 
Wednesday from the rapidly evolv­
ing policy concerning the food that 
the United Nations Relief and Re­
habilitation Administration will 
move into war stricken countries.

It has been about decided, a high 
source said, that title to the relief 
supplies will pass, at the port of 
entry, into the hemds of v/hatever 
existing government controls the 
territory.

Thus, if the first food boat into 
the Netherlands is followed shortly 
by a boat carrying Queen Wilhel- 
mina and her cabinet, the distribu­
tion of the food will be turned over 
to them.

Family Of Three Gets 
Nazi Death Senterice

STOCKHOLM ~ (^ )— A family 
of three in the North German town 
of Norc^staemmel has been sen­
tenced to death by a Nazi court, 
advices from Germany said Wed­
nesday, for failing to provide 
proper accomodations for bombed 
out refugees from Hannover.

Axis Reports Allied 
Chiefs To Meet Soon

LONDON —(/P)— Axis specula­
tion over a possible conference 
between President Roosevelt, Prime 
Minister Churchill and Premier 
Stalin was intensified Wednesday 
by a Budapest broadcast hinting 
that Cairo might be a likely place 
for such a meeting.

“Well - informed circles,” the 
broadcast said, “are of the opinion 
that a meeting between Churchill. 
Stalin and Roosevelt will take place 
in the near future.”

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Bears' Harry Clark Regains Ball - Carrying Honors In 
Grid League As Baugh And Luckman Vie For Pass Lead

CHICAGO —(/P)— While Sid 
Luckman of the Chicago Bears 
set aerial records against New 
York, his teammate, Harry 
Clark, used the Giants as a con­
venient stepping stone to regain 
the ball-cai-rying leadership of 
the National Football League 
this week.

Clark traveled 15 times with 
the ball to burn through the 
Easterners’ defense for 81 yards, 
bringing his total gain for eight 
games this season to 465. This 
production enabled the veteran 
Bear halfback from West Vir­
ginia to replace his rival, Tony 
Canadeo of the Green Bay 
Packers, in the No. 1 ball-lug­
ging spot.

Canadeo, the former Gonzaga

star who became top man in 
Green Bay’s backfield this sea­
son with the departure of Cecil 
Isbell, feU into second place 
after being limited to 38 yards 
in eight attempts by the Chi­
cago Cardinals Sunday. His total 
gains in eight games is 424. 
Canadeo’s running average per 
play, however, is better than 
Clark’s—5.3 to 4.6.

Luckman’s feat of throwing 
seven touchdowns and officially 
gaining 433 yards on passes 
against the Giants— both new 
records—kept him entrenched in 
the aerial lead with a total of 
91 completions in 158 attempts 
for 1,808 yards and 23 touch­
downs.

Two more touchdown passes

will eclipse Isbell’s mark of 24 
last year, and 214 additional 
yards gained will top Isbell’s 
2,021, also made in 1942.

Sammy Baugh of Washington 
also has a fine chance to better 
Isbell’s standards as well as sur­
pass Luckman before the season 
ends. He has four games to go 
and already has hit on 85 of 154 
passes for 1,138 yards and 19 
touchdowns.

Baugh’s foot is becoming as 
famed as his arm. The 1942 
punting king took over the lead 
this week after getting off 10 
punts against Detroit for an 
average of 51.9 yards, including 
an 81-yard effort, the season’s 
longest. This brought his aver­
age for 34 kicks for the season 
to 47.8.

Sub-normal stream flow charac­
terized the southern two-thirds of 
the nation, but there remained 
surplus water in storage for irriga­
tion. Natural ground water storage 
decrease was indicated by a con­
tinued decline of water levels in 
most key observation wells.
