On the official Washington vaudeville stage today
are a number of impromptu acts which begin to look like
bit rehearsals for that super-duper attraction which will
probably be billed as ‘“The Post-War Follies of 1947?7”
The question mark will of ecourse be filled in when it is
known.in what year the war ends.

The White House headlines its act with that grand
old man of the capital theater, Bernard M. Baruch, who
will do his stuff under the direction of Office of War
De-Mobilization maestro James F. Byrnes.

. This steals top. billing from an act which was being
quietly rehearsed in War Production Board. Producer
Donald M. Nelson’s stars apparently had an elaborate
scenario already prepared, telling just how they thought
they might put on the post-war show. WPB didn’t think
it would help the actual war effort to ptomote their play
just now, so it was kept secret. Now this plan must be
kept on the shelf, unless Mr. Baruch likes it. But the
White House appointment of Baruch stole a march on
the WPB planners. :

War and Navy departments——the former much more
than the latter—have their ideas about reconversion to
peace. In the Army’s limelight is Undersecretary of War
Robert P. Patterson’s trial balloon speech on putting Se-
lective Service into reverse, to release men from the serv-
ice only when and as jobs were available in civilian life.

Department of Justice is full of plays about curb-
ing post-war cartels, Treasury has its ideas for post-war
stabilization of currency, Commerce its private industry-
sponsored Committee for Economic Development. Agri-
culture has a farm plan. :

Congress gave the hook last summer to the National
Resources Planning Board, which. had been doing re-
search on post-war problems ever since the war began,
obviously thinking this act would stop the executive end
of the government from deing a lot of plotting for post-
war boondoggling. The Baruch appointment also stole a
march on Congress.

Opinion on the Capitol Hill lots being almost unani-
mous that the Congress should do the post-war planning,
vou will find there several scripts‘that have now reached
the shooting stage.

Uncle Sam's Tax Headaches

: U.. S. Treasury officials estimate that some $39 bil-
lion tax dollars will be collected from the citizenry dur-
ing the fiscal year ending June 30, 1944. X .

If this figure sets you back on your reclaimed rub-
ber heels, you must of course let your reflexes react
promptly so as to recover for realization of the wallop-
ing shock that this is nothing at all. For the total cost
of running the government this year is $106 billion, $100
billion of which is this year’s cost of the war, the total
appropriated cost of the war to date being $330 billion.
] The $39 billion collected in taxes this year is there-
fore only about 12 per cent, or one-eighth of the cost of
the war up to now, but taking this $39 billion for what-
ever it’s worth, consider—while Congress debates over
how much to raise taxes for next year—what a stupen-
dous job it is to collect that sum of only $39 billion.

The,whole story of this collection job was revealed
by Bureau of Internal Revenue experts, headed by As-
sistant Commissioner Harold N. Graves, when they ap-
peared recently before the House Ways and Means Com-
mittee to ask for more money to complete the year’s col-
lection. Originally the BIR had been given $95 million,
but when Congress passed the pay-as-you-go tax bill, the
cost of collection went up so high that the BIR boys had
to come back and ask for $22 million more.

" Marble Pie

One package prepared chocolate
pudding, 1 package prepared va-
nilla pudding, 3 1/2 cups milk!
(1 3/4 cups per package), 1 baked|
9-inch pie shell.

Prepare puddings as directed on
packages, reducing milk in each
recipe to. 1 3/4 cups. Cool to luke-
warm. Put by tablespoons into cold
pie shell, 'alternating light -and
dark puddings. Then with knife
or spatula, cut through filing in
wide zigzag course; repeat -in op-
posite direction. Chill.

Apple Pan Dowdy
(Serves 6-8) |

Eight = tart cooking apples, 1/4
cup water, 1 cup molasses, 2/3 cup
sugar, 1/4 teaspoon salt, 2 table-
spoons butter, pastry.

Peel, quarter and core apples.
Place in covered casserole dish;
add water, molasses, sugar and salt.
Cover and bake in moderate oven
(350 degrees. F.) for 30 minutes;
remove cover and bake for 15 min-
utes ‘longer. Remove from oven;
cool; dot with butter. Roll pastry
to. 1/4-inch  thickness, prick with
fork; cover: apples. Bake in very
hot oven (450 degrees F.) for 10

minutes; reduce heat to moderate
(350 degrees F.) and centinue bak-
ing 20 minutes longer.

Cranberry Apply Sauce

(Makes about : 1/2 guarts sauce)

Two cups sugar, 2 cups water, 2
apples, peeled and cubed; 4 cups
fresh cranberries, 1 one-inch stick
cinnamon.

Boil ' sugar and water together 3
minutes. Add cubed apples and
cook gently for 3 minutes.

Lieutenant McManus, who holds
the Distinguished Flying Cross, the
Air Medal and the Purple Heart
for outstanding performance in
bonibing the Japs in the Aleutians,
related combat experiences and told
of specific raids on the enemy. He
was graduated from the bombardier
school at Albuguerque in Margh,
1942, and was sent to the Aleutian
theater where he remained- several
months.

The new Turkish position natur-
ally stems from the Moscow con-
ference of foreign secretaries and
subsequent Cairo \talks between An-
thony  Eden, British foreign secre-
tary, and Numan Menemencioglu,
Turkish minister of foreign affairs.
The best information on' the sub-
ject, however, still is that Eden
made no specific demands on Tur-
key.

The - Moscow conference was so
obvicusly 'a turning point in the
war that Turkey is believed to feel
it politically. necessary to change
from her quiet role of neutrality—
which every Turk will remind you
has been of tremendous benefit to
the Allies.

Menemencioglu is further report-
ed to have said that Turkey would
¢o on helping the Allies sub- rosa
ard would eventually enter theé
war, but the time and conditions
could only be decided later.

Many Good Airfields

When Turkey grants air and na-
val bases to the Allies it will he
tantamount to open warfare. This
will doubtless not be done until
Turkey’s coast and large port cities
are fully protected against aerial
assault. -

There -already are developed. in
Turkey large airports and landing
fields which need hardly more than
the arrival of Allied bombing
planes and servicing crews to be-
,come bases for far-reaching oper-
ations against Axis-held territory.

Turkey’s army, which is made up
of some of the bravest soldiers in
the world, probably will get no op-
portunity to go into action before
spring in any event, since winter
definitely is® not fighting weather
in Thrace, the adjoining Axis-held
territory, even ‘for foot saldiers.

Japan Still Great Naval Power

Despite Loss Of 170 Warships Japanese Navy
Still Can Oppose Any Major Move In Pacific

HEADQUARTERS —(/)— Battered
and bested in every action since
the early phases of the first Sclo-
mons campaign, the Japanese navy
could still oppose any major move
in the Western Pacific with a
formidable battle fleet.

A tabulation of published Allied
claimms covering all major war the-
and engagements in the Pa-
cific reveals 170 Japanese warships
—destroyers or larger—have been
sunk and another 155 damaged.

In December of 1941 Japan was
known to have ap})roximiately 200
vessels in these categories in serv-
ice or nearly completad. While at
first glance Japan would appear
to have no fleet left at all, numeri-
cally her losses have been primar-

Thes> have been
variously described as battle cruis-
ers, aircraft ecarriers  and heavy
cruisers.. The last description is
probably correct.

Japan started the war with nine,
possibly eleven, aircraft carriers, of
which seven were first class vessels.
She also had nine large seaplane
carriers in addition to a number of
smaller ships described as tenders.

Identified Japanese cruisers to-

taled 35 in 1941. Of thes=, probably
16 were heavy ships carrying eight-
inch guns. At least four or five more
vessels, probably more lightly armed
ships, were then under construc-
tion. :
There were only 108 known Japa-
nese destroyers two years ago but
more were believed to have been
laid down in the late thirties.

Japan also had twelve or more
torpedo boats and at least 18 mine-
sweepers — 500 to 800-ton craft—
which look~d like they were cap-
able of performing some of a de-
stroyer’s duties.

Increased Allowances
In Sugar Inventories
Extended Indefinitely

Increased -allowances in sugar
inventories permitted wholesalers
and retailers on’ a  temporary basis
through Novemher 15 will be-main-
tained - indefinitely, the Midland
County: War “ Price and Rationing
Board ‘announced Thursday.

Temporary inereases were origi-
nally "allowed by OPA to take care
of © the - anticipated demand- for
sugar for home canning, ahd were
later continued in- effect to supply
the ' heavier = supplemental rations
allowed to bakeries, confectioners
and other “industrial” users.

Since the industrial use con-
tinues heavy and at the same time
transportation difficulties make it
important that adequate stocks of
sugar be kept in the hands of both
wholesalers . and retailers, the in-
creased allowances for inventories
will be continued indefinitely. They
may, however, be cancelled by OPA
on 30 days’ notice if such action
should become necessary.
