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PETAIN DEFIESNAZI

French Chief Of State Attempts To Set Up Democratic Government;
Renounces Pierre Laval As Successor; Germans Silence Decrees

BERN —(AP)—Marshal
Henri. Philippe Petain has
drafted a new French con-
stitution along democratic
lines which the Nazis have
prevented him from promul-
gating, and has renounced
Pierre Laval as his successor
in a decree also hushed up,
lt was disclosed Friday.

“The 87-year-old chief of state's
abrupt turn from German domi-
nation, which he had previously
declared France honor-bound to
tollow, vas revealed in the publi-
cation of a speech he was never
parmitted to deliver.

Crisis Is Created

"Petain had named Nazi-collah-
orationist Laval ag his successor on
Nov. 17, 1942, and gave him power
{0 make laws and issue decrees

after German troops crossed the
armistice demarkation line int?

Vichy French territory.

In the unpublished decree di-
recting France back to the demo-
cratic constitution of 1875, Marshai
Petain stated his intention of re-

taining powers as chief of star:
until his death, unless the new
constitution he drafted is ratified.

The refusal to broadcast Petain’s
speech over the Vichy radio, and
. the failure of his decree to appear
in the official gazette has created
8 crisis.

Sends In Resignation

The marshal, according to a re-
liable informant, has sent his res-
ignation to the cabinet.

Laval and his advisors continu-
cd Friday their efforts to change
his mind, and although the result
cannot be foreseen, Petain at least
has thrown down the challenge.

Gen, Josip- Broz' (Tito’s) Yugo-
slavs faced a mnew threat in the
northwestern provinces of Slovenin
and Croatia, where the Germans
were reported . concentrating large
forces around Fiume, Susak, Crk-
veneca and Kraljevica, with the
evident -intention of launching a
full-dress offensive. One German
armored column operating in West-
ern Bosnia, south of Croatia, was
scattered after bitter fighting, the
Yugoslavs said.

Berlin Bombed By Great RAF Fleet

U. s Flymg Fortresses Strike At

Western Germany Following Record
Attacks On Ludwigshafen, Berlin

British Lose Only 32 Of At Least 700 Planes
Participating In Devastating New Offensive;
Large Fires Reported Started In Nazi Copltol

LONDON —(AP)— The greatest armada of RAF
heavy bombers ever dispatched to Germany blasted Ber-
lin and Ludwigshafen Thursday night, and Friday U. 8.
Flying Fortresses with fighter support attacked Western

Germany.

The Fortress targets were not specified in the first

announcement.

At least 700 heavy bombers and
perhaps a full thousand took part
in the night RAF attacks.

Large Fires Started

Incendiary bombs and high ex-
plosives dumped on the German
capital started large fires whose
reflectiont lit up the skies, although
cloud formations prevented im-
mediate observation of the results
of the first heavy raid there since

Sept. 3.
The exact number -of bombers
parteipating in the tremendous

dual blow was not made known,
but between 700 and 300 heavy
bombers participated in some of
the raids that leveled Hamburg
and the Air Ministry announce-
ment said Thursday night’s total
topped all previous assaults.

The announcement indicated
that the main strength of the night
formations struck Berlin with “a
great weight of high explosives
and incendiary bombs.”

Clearer weather prevailed over
Ludwigshafen—home of the world’s
largest chemical works —and the
second straight night assault on
that industrial city resulted in very
large explosions.

22 Bombers Lost

The twin mission cost the RAF
32 bombers.

Reports reaching Stockholm said
the Berlin attack had been directed
chiefly against the city’s outskirts,

where the bulk of the capital’s

great industries are located.
Since the last raid on the city

the RAF’s record bombing concen- |-

tration has been upped . from 50
tons per minute to 74, greatly in-
creasing the chance for an effec-
tive knockout campaign = against
the capital should the Allied com-
mand decide to erase that most
important objective in’ Europe.
Thursday night’s 62nd blow at
Ludwigshafen, which also produces
U-boat parts, tanks and other war
essentials, almost certainly marks
that city as being high on the Al-
lied list of targets to be eliminated.
Ludwigshafen’s twin manufac-
turing ecity of Mannheim, which
lies across the Rhine, was reported
from Germany this week to have
been 80 per cent knocked out.
On the basis of Thursday night’s
attacks, two successive American
daylight assaults on vital targets
in Norway, and the RAF smash

Elevsis Airport
Virtually Ruined
By U. S. Bombers

ALLIED HEADQUARTERS, Al-
GIERS — (/) — sStriking for the
fourth successive day at German
planes massed for a continued at-
tack in the Aegean, American heavy
and medium bombers virtually com-
pleted destruction of Elevsis air-
field at Athens Tuesday and bomb-
ed another enemy air base at La-
rissa on the Greek east coast.

While a slight improvement of the
weather permitted lively patrol ac-
tivity and some artillery duelling on
the Ttalian land front, flooded
rivers still prevented large-scale
actiod and deep mud still bogged
down most of the heavy equipment
of the Fifth and Eighth arfies.

The fourth devastating attack on
Elevsis airfield in as many days
was made by Flying Fortresses
whose bombs were shown in photo-
graphs to have destroyed or dam-
aged more than a dozen enemy
planes on the ground and left many
fires burning.

The Fortresses encountered heavy
anti-aircraft fire but only half a
dozen fighters in the vicinity, and
these were driven off by the P-38
escort.

Mitehell medium bombers, mean-
while, assailed the Larissa dirfield
on an_important rail link between
Athens and Salonika, and dumped
tons “of explosivas on the Grosseto
and Terni railroad yards north of
Rome in Italy.

While Warhawks hammered ship-
ping along the Yugoslav coast,
venturing up the  Krkia River
where they sank one steamer and
damaged two others, light bomb-
ers and - fighter-bombers took ad-
vantage of the improved weather
to sweep along the front to attack
motor convoys,  particularly in the
Ascoli and Aquila areas.

Germans Report
Capture Of More
Aegean Islands

LONDON—(#)-— The occupation
of -three more small islands in the
Aegean— Ikaria, Lipsos and Pat-
mos—was claimed by the Germans
Friday as a sequel to the loss by
the British of Leros in the step-
ping stone battle of the Eastern
Mediterranean.

The Berlin communique said Ika-
ria, a small Greek island west of
Samos and north of the Italian
Dodecanese group, was garrisoned
by Ttalians and that lwht German
naval forees took 240 prisoners aml .
seized a quantity of arms,

An undisclosed number of pris-
oners also were. seized in Lipsos
and Patmos, small rocky isles north
of Leros in the Dodecanese. The
broadeast said these also were gar-
risoned hy Italians.

and saw no reason to justify . its continuance, and now
the Texas Farm Bureau Federation has gone on record
opposing subsidies on farm products.

The Texas federation said.“we do not believe in a
low-priced food guarantee for a high income population
as a means of preventing inflation.”

Continuing, its resolution said, “We hold it is unfaiv
to pass on to present and future taxpayers part of the
grocery bill of civilians who today are receiving the high-
est wages and salaries ever known, and which must be
paid in taxes by the men and boys who return at the
end of the war.”

Congress recently declined to appropriate $44,000,-
000 for FSA, threatening the life of that federal agency.
Taxpayers are getting wise to claims made by federal
agencies to justify their request for more money, and
taxpayers realize that their money is being used to pay
the salaries of these men to pay the losses on loans.

“Analysis Does Not Support FSA Claim of Food In-
creases,” was the heading on the American Farm Bu-
reau Federation’s official news letter to its members.

“In an attempt to justify its continuation at a time
when other relief agencies have been liquidated, FSA
is suddenly being hailed as an important, even indis-
pensable contributor to the war effort,” the article said.
“It bases this claim on the alleged phenominal increases
its clients have made in food production.

“In support of this fantastic claim, FSA lists nine
crops (not including wheat, corn or cotton) in which it
alleges its borrowers have far outstripped the other
farmers of the nation in production increases. It claims
that last year its 463,941 ‘clients’ achieved a food pro-
duction of $836,303,000 or an average of $1,802 per
client.”

These claims were termed ‘“fantastic’” and “unsup-
ported” by the federation which then cited ‘“facts” to
back its stand. :

“FSA claims are made further ridiculous,” the ar-
ticle continues, ‘“by the fact that United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture statistics prove that the subsistence
farms served by FSA contribute practically nothing to
the marketed commercial food supply. They exist main-
ly to feed themselves, and many of them do not even
do that.” '

Banishing Of Malaria
InUnited States Is
Predicted By General

CINCINNATI—(#)— The failure
so far of foreign malaria to spread
to the American civilian popula-
tion even though several thousand
malarious troops have been brought
home for hospitalization offers evi-
dence that war-born control meas-
ures eventually can banish the di-
sease as a problem in‘the' United
States.

This is the prediction of Brig.
Gen. James S. Simmons, chief of
the Army’s preventive medicine di-
vision, who said wartime programs
instituted by the armed forces, the
U. S. Public Health Service and
other agencies could achieve that
objective if coordinated into a
single national program that would
be carried on after the war.

The general said the programs
now in effect ranged from estab-
lishing virtually mosquito-free
“safety zones” around military
posts and hospitals to the training
of hundreds of civilian ~doctors to
cope with malaria in. case of ' re-
lapses among cured troops.

Out ¢i these six came four other
presidential - winners — Hayes in
1876 after a four-state ballot dis-
pute threw the election into Con-
gress; MeKinley in 1896, Coolidge
in 1924, and Hoover in 1928.
