San Pi<̂ tro Avellana, 10 miles due 
west of Agnone and only five miles 
east of the an important junction 
of highways leading to the Italian 
capital, was scooped up along with 
Vastogirardi, to the southeast of 
San Pietro Avellana. in the Mon- 
gomery advance which was made 
despite h'^avy rains drenching the 
entire battlefront.
German Burn Towns 

Falling back before the onslaught, 
the Germans were firing the towns 
of Alfedena and Castel Di Sangro 
in apparent determination to leave 
no shelter when they are forced 
to give up those places.

Alfedena is three miles west of 
a fork in the central road to Rome 
and Castel Di Sangro is two miles 
northeast of the fork on the branch 
leading to the  ̂Rome-Pescara high­
way.

The Allied forces were approach­
ing the fork from two directions, 
from the southeast on the road 
from Ricnero, and from the west 
in the direction of Agnone, which 
the Eighth Army took Saturday 
after ironing out an eight-mile 
deep enemy salient.

Heroes Without Medals
The headlines tell a gratifying- story of how our 

Army Air Forces are ripping the Axis apart. There is 
another part of the story, also gratifying, but not told 
in the headlines. Its setting is on the other end of the air­
line routes to Berlin and Tokyo.

The heroes of this story wear no medals and get 
precious little public recognition. But without them our 
aerial offensive would have been delayed many months 
— meaning the loss of thousands of American and Allied 
lives before we were in position to give more punishment 
than we were receiving.

These heroes are the hundreds of civilian instructors 
in the primary flying schools of the AAF Training Com­
mand. The primary schools, in which aviation cadets 
first learn to get airplanes off the ground, are run by 
civilians on contract with the government. The civilian 
operators retain and pay the instructors, who are also 
civilians. Not until they get into the more “ military'’ 
type of flying in the basic, or secondary, stage of train­
ing do the cadets receive instruction from Army pilots.

*
Civilian instructors have suffered a number of 

major and minor annoyances because they were not tech­
nically “ in the Army.” Many a local draft board has ap­
parently been puzzled by this phrase. Often an instruc­
tor was forced to leave his duties and travel hundreds of 
miles to explain that even though he was not “ in the 
Army” he was doing a job for which the Army— and the 
country— could never really repay him. Finally, this dif­
ficulty was solved by placing the instructors in the enlist­
ed reserve corps where they are actually members of an 
Army component but not on active Army duty.

Countless times an instructor has resisted the urge 
lo choke an old friend who asked, “ Aren’t you a flier? 
Why aren’t you in the Army?”

Civilian instructors have taken a tremendous load 
off the Army instructors. Most of them have had little 
or no Army training. But they know the fundamentals 
of flying as well as the “ hottest” AAF pilots, and cadets 
must learn these fundam-entals before they take on any 
complicated military maneuvers.

So the civilians have assumed the all-importani 
chore of introducing airmen to the air. AAF pilots are 
free to concentrate on the advanced phases.

As with practically all fliers, these civilians would 
rather be in combat than in teaching. But they are need­
ed where they are. Each one can turn out scores of new 
pilo'ts— on the fighting front, he would be only one man.

* *
The primary instructors’ job is probably the most 

difficult and nerve-wracking in all of flying training  ̂
Nobody knows what a young student will do the first 
few times in the air. The civilian teacher must be con­
stantly on the alert for any sudden error on the part of 
his student. He assumes the tremendous responsibility 
of determining whether the cadet can or cannot become 
a pilot; for more candidates lacking the peculiar combi­
nation of qualities of a flier must be weeded out in pri­
mary than in any other phase of flying training.

The work is deadly monotonous. Many of these in­
structors have thousands of flying hours behind them, 
all have hundreds. But they must go over and over the 
simplest fundamentals— like Ph, D’s called upon to teach 
children their first lessons in reading and writing.

Innumerable letters from pilots tell the primary in- 
.structors of gratitude for lessons well taught. Every flier 
appreciates their importance. The phrase “ unsung he­
roes” is a little trite, but “ unsung heroes” they are.

Scrap Salvage And Little Needlework Will Result In 
Patchwork Quilt To Add Quaint Touch To Bedroom

If sewing is your thrifty hobby, 

you’ll find a patchwork quilt easy 
to make, for patches can be quick­
ly stitched together and, with the 
quilter attachment on the modern 
sewing machine, you can make 
quilting a jigtime job.

One of the simplest and most 
effective quilts is the “hit or miss” 
pattern. Decide on a fabric design 
and repeat it again and again un­
til the regular size of 80x84 inches 
is achieved.

Make oblong patches of material 
2x4 inches each. In making the 
“hit or miss” pattern, stitch the 
four-inch sides of the patches to­
gether first until you have a strip 
of them the desired length. Then 
stitch the strips together until the 
right width is reached. Next, stitch 
a border, four inches wide, of con­
trasting fabric around the outside 
of the patchwork center.

Now baste flannelette padding to 
a cotton bacing so that it wall not 
slip. Tlie patchwork top is then 
placed over these two pieces. The 
“hit or miss” quilt is quilted in 
two-inch rows from top to bottom 
and from one side to the other, 
forming two-inch squares. Finally, 
turn the edges and stitch them to 
a neat finish.

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Firechuiers Now Drop In On Fires EVERYTHING

MISSOULA, Mont. —(/P)— The 
forest service’s parachute riding 
fireman, known as the firechuter, 
has gone a long way toward solv­
ing the West’s forest fire problems.

So says the fii'e control chief of 
the northern Rockies who this fall, 
in a manpov/er shortage, protedted 
millions of acres of forest lands 
from clei^truction with only a hand­
ful of forest fire fighters and a 
few planes.
No Ma.jor Fires

The firechuter can reach the 
scene of an isolated forest fire 
quickly and put it out before it 
gets beyond control.

“In the last month of the 1943 
fire season, just ended, with the 
woods tinder-dry awaiting fall 
rains that didn’t come, fire protec­
tion in the Rocky Mountain for­
ests was almost excusively in the 
hands of 50 forest service fire- 
chuters,” says Fire Control Chief 
Axel G. Lindh of Missoula forest 
headquarters.

“The astounding thing is that 
not a single woods fire became a 
major conflagration.
Ileliocopter May Be Used

“Fifty men covering 30,000,000

j acres of mountain wilderness dur- 
I mg a drought would have been a 
fantastic situation in the old days.” 

I The parachuting method began 
I in 1940 and got its major test this 
fall. The regular fire guards, who 
were 16 and 17 year old school 
boys, returned to classes in Sep­
tember, ordinarily the end of the 
lire s*̂ ason. Moisture usually blan­
kets the mountain country in early 
fall, but this season was one of 
the driest in western history.

Lindh said even more efficient 
methods probably will be perfected 
in the post war period.

“The helicopter may revolution­
ize or even eliminate the firechuter 
entirely,” he says.

Tankers Collide 
Off Delaware In 
Dense Fog Sunday

LEWES, Del. — (/P) — Charred 
bodies of four seamen were brought 
ashore Monday as Coast Guard 
cutters searched the fog-bound 
North Atlantic off Cape Henlopen 
for more victims or survivors of a 
collision of two tankers 58 miles 
off the coast early Sunday.

The Fourth Naval District said 
an undetermined number of men 
were missing, with most feared 
dead, but 43 survivors already have 
been landed here. Four were taken 
to Beebe Hospital and two later 
were discharged.

One of the ships caught fire 
after the crash, about 1 a. m. 
(CWT) in dense fog. The Navy 
said a tug had her in tow and the 
flames were under control. The 
other, although damaged, reached 
an undentified Atlantic port under 
its own power.

Witnesses said survivors resemb­
led West Indians, indicating that 
one of the ships may have sailed 
from a Caribbean port.

Aciion On Subsidy 
Program Is Delayed

WASHINGTON —(^)— A power­
ful coalition’s plan to seek quick 
House passage of a measure out­
lawing the administration’s subsidy 
program marked time Monday as 
a result of the death of Rep. Dit- 
ter (R-Pa) in a plane crash.

Speaker Rayburn (D-Tex) an­
nounced the House would suspend 
business for 24 hours in tribute to 
the Pennsylvania lawmaker killed 
Sunday when a Navy craft in 
which he was traveling fell near 
Columbia, Pa.

The decision delayed by one day 
the showdown on the subsidy bill, 
and the scheduled start of debate 
on the new tax bill.

The subsidy vote had been in 
prospect for Monday afternoon.

Soldiers' Vote 
Plan Is Opposed

WASHINGTON — (/P) — Demo­
cratic opposition developed in the 
Senate Monday to the Green-Lucas 
bill to facilitate absentee voting by 
members of the armed forces in 
next year’s general election.

Republicans met in one of their 
rare party caucuses to seek agree­
ments on a series of amendments 
they contend are needed to protect 
minority narty rights in the pro­
posed balloting. Meanwhile Sena­
tor Connally (D-Tex) voiced a 
direct challenge of the constitu­
tionality of the whole proposed 
plan.

Connally said he regards the bill 
as an attempted federal invasion 
of states' rights' to fix the qualifi­
cations of voters—a view known to 
be shared by several of his South­
ern Democratic colleagues.

“In its present form, the bill is 
clearly violative of the constitu­
tion,” Connally declaimed. “More­
over, it is so unworkable that only 
a small percentage of soldiers 
would ever vote under its terms.”

CAIRO — (A'’)—  The British view 
of the Lebanese situation, as ex­
pressed here, is that it remains 
“potentially serious” despite French 
announcement of the release of 
arrested ministers and the rein­
statement of President Bechara 
Khoury.

man convoy of light chaft off San 
Benedetto, midway between An­
cona and Pescara, and sank one 
lighter and possibly a second.

Brisk Clashes Occur

Brisk clashes occurred Sunday 
near the Adriatic coast where Brit­
ish patrols continued to cross the 
Sangro in probing expeditions, and 
in the high ground southeast of 
Alfedena.

The heavy downpours, making all 
movements of men and guns diffi­
cult, kept Fifth Army activity on 
the western end of the battlefront 
down to patrol action and artillery 
duels.

In a twin aerial assault on an 
east coast point, Marauders dam­
aged the highway and rail bridges 
at Fano, 30 miles northwest of 
Ancona on the Adriatic.

Other B-26’s with P-38 Lightnings 
as escort made their first attack 
on the railway yards at Chiusi, a 
midway point on the main Rome-
