mans were To reed into hasty 
retreat from Gomel Satur­
day. abandoning: equipment 
and stores, as Soviet guerril­
las infiltrated their rear to 
s('t mines and road traps 
and a pursuing Red Army 
ri'giilar force to beat them 
back frontally nine miles in 
24 hours.

other Soviet coltinms ]iouncled at 
the side-s of the Nazis’ 50-mile- 
widc escaoc corridor, as they ran 
a gauntlet extending northwest 
from Gomel through Zhlobin and 
Bobruisk toward Minsk.
Nazis In Bad Position 

This picture was presented by 
the Soviet midnight communique, 
which also told of gains that 
punched out a new salient along 
the lower Berezina River and of 
successful defense against the Ger­
man counterattack in the Kiev 
bulge which was reported rein­
forced with eight tank divisions— 
some of them from Italy, Greece 
and Norway.

The Russians indicated that flee­
ing Nazi forces who lost Gomel 
Friday were in desperate straits.

“Hastily retreating under blows 
by Red Army troops, the enemy is 
abandoning heavy equipment and 
stores with militaiw equipment and 
ammunition in the area of Uvaro- 
vichi,” the bulletin said.

Uvarovichi is 17 miles north­
west of Gomel. A tota’ of more 
than 80 towns and hamlets fell to 
the Russians in this area. 
Krsistance Stiffens 

The communique said several 
guerrilla detachments operating in 
the Gomel region mined the road 
of the retreating German troops 
and set traps on the road.

Some of the retreating German 
divisions may have moved up to 
the north, where the Russians, 
who have been driving on the upper 
Dnieper River in a week-old of­
fensive that has enveloped Pro- 
poisk, indicated stronger German 
resistance.

The entire Gomel region, along 
about ICM) miles of front, seethed 
with movement as the Germans 
fell back and rushed reserves to 
plug gaps in their crumbling lines. 
The Russians sent at least three

BOGOTA, COLOMBIA — m  — 

Colombia, aroused over sinking of 
n second vessel by a German sub- 
niai’inc, Saturday recognized a 
“state of belligerency” as existing 
between Colombia and Germany, 
and acting President Dario Ech- 
nnclia immediately began consider­
ing defen.se measures.

While the government made it 
»’lear it was not asking an act.nal 
fleclaration of war against the 
Fteicli, Foreign Minister Carlos Lo­
zano y Lozano and Minister of 
Government Alberto Lleras Cam- 
argo indicated Colombia’s partici­
pation at the side of the United 
Nations would be active rather 
than passive.

Recognition of a state of belli­
gerency followed Friday night’s an- 
noimcement tha t the scliooner Ruby 
Irad been sunk with three lives lost 
in the Caribbean Nov. 17 by a 
Nazi submarine, the second Colom­
bian ship sunk in a year. Six lives 
were lost in the sinking of the 
schooner Resolute, also in the 
Caribbean.

The senate Saturday approved 
the government’s stand on a state 
of belligerency, and Lozano said 
Colombia did not intend to send 
troops or naval forces abroad. Co­
lombia’s position, he added, was 

(Similar to Brazil’s in respect to 
belligerency status.

Neutral in the last war, Colom­
bia. has a peacetime army of 10,000 
and a navy of 800 men. She broke 
relations with the Axis after Pearl 
Harbor.

MacArtliur, in announcing the ad­
vance Sunday, said strong enemy 
opposition was overcome and, “al- 
1 hough no count has been made, 
Japanese losses were heavy.”

(More details were supplied from 
the South Pacific headquarters of 
Admiral William F. Halsey where 
it was reported that tJie fight 
opened Monday, requiring tour da,ys 
to gain the precious yardage.

They used ma- 
chineguns and mortars.

(The enemy appeared to be mov­
ing overland behind the beachhead 
from the Jaba River on the south 
side of the American positions to 
attack on the northeast. An Ameri­
can naval blockade has prevented 
the Japanese from moving barges 
down the west coast from Buka to 
supply punch for such an attack.)

Persons who are bitten by an 
animal sliouid have it impounded 
immediately for observation, the 
council pointed out.

♦ o impound the dog to determine 
if lie has rabie.s. Dogs should not 
be killed, the council pointed out, 
as rabic:-; .suspects.

In caci) ca.so, it is necesary to 
determine positively if the dog has 
rabies before he is destroyed. Only 
lihysicians and veterinarians can 
determine definitely if the animal 
has the di.sease.

The incubation period for rabies 
in persons sometimes is 60' days 
or longer. In dogs it is from l.'i days 
to 60 days or longer. The disease 
irsually is fatal to dogs.

The first positive case of rabies 
was a dog which was brought to 
Midland from Dallas several weeks 
ago. The owner of the dog had be­
come suspicious as it had been with 
another dog which developed rat#,s. 
So before the dog was brought 
here, the animal was given rabies 
treatments in Dallas and pro­
nounced cured.
Six Dogs Quarantined

Several weeks after the animal’s 
arrival, it developed rabies and bit 
several other dogs in northwest 
Midland. The dog from Dallas 
promptly was impounded and died.

“If it could be said that before 
the Cairo talks the possibility of 
Turkey’s not entering the war was 
predominant, that situation is now 
reversed after the Cairo talks.” 

(The German-controlled Vichy 
radio quoted Turkish new'spapers 
Saturday as saying that Istanbul’s 
municipal authorities "were prepar­
ing “to black out the city.” The 
broadcast added that the iheasure 
did not imply Turkey’s immediate 
entry into the war.4 

Yalchin made no attempt to. pre­
dict wdien Turkey might be expect­
ed to drop her neutral statu's.

Ciuided by fires still blazing in 
the German capital, tlie RAF goug­
ed great new wounds and set con­
flagrations visible for 200 miles, 
their bombs spiraling to 14,000 long 
tons the total weight of explosive 
heaped on Berlin in 1943, and 
boosting the total for little more 
than a week-to some 6,000. .

It was the fifth straight night of 
raids—counting two lighter Mos­
quito stabs—on sleepless, doomed 
Berlin, and wholesale evacuation 
of the city seemed ever more like- 
ly.

Stockholm newspapers sa id the 
new attack was concentrated in the 
west and central sectors, with 
huge fii’cs in the Charlottcnburg 
area, and that 500,000 Berliner,s 
were homeless. Unconfirmed Stock­
holm reports said tliat war workers 
had been forbidden to leave Ber­
lin, but that about 100,000 “escap­
ed” without registering their move­
ments with the police.
Nazis Stiffen Defenses

The Germans’ failure to break 
up the attack was a “signal vic­
tory” for the U. S. Air Force, which 
knocked down 56 Nazi fighters Fri­
day over Bremen and did “muciv 
to take the edge off the enemy's 
counterattack” at Berlin, the Air 
Ministry declared.

The Americans’ whittling of 
Nazi strength was especially ap­
preciated because, due to clear 
weather, the RAF bombers were 
epen to attack by German fighters 
all the way across Germany.

Allied losses Friday, however, in­
dicated that the (Germans were 
stiffening their defenses. Berlin 
claimed 39 British planes had been 
detwned, and that the Allies had 
lost 93 pi înes, mostly four-engined 
bombers, in the last 24 hours over 
Germany and Western Europe.
Ceiisorship Tightened

From Switzerland came word, 
FK)ssibly exaggerated, that Berlin's 
dead totalled 13.000—more than a 
qiiaftdr nf Britain’s air raid toll in 
the entire war.

But there was only a smatter­
ing of such reports Saturday. A 
tight German censorship clamped 
dovm upon neutral correspoivcicnto 
and even upon home circulation 
reflected the serious impact of Fri­
day night’s gssault, which the con­
servative RAF described as “most 
effective.”

Proporlional Representalion
New York City, the large.st community in the world 

which uses proportional representation (including the 
preferential ballot) for the election of public officials, is 
all in a dither. This fall’s count resulted in election to the 
City Council of two Communist party candidates, on 
notorious party line follower, and one Republican who is 
branded as a dangerous person because, as a former 
borough president, he retained a Communist party mem 
her on his personal staff.

Reform elements which in 1936 assisted in selling 
proportional representation to the electorate in a refer­
endum now have turned on the system and afe question­
ing its merits.

As confirmed opponents of political Communism, 
and as worriers about the inroads being made by what 
seem to us to be very subversive elements, we do not like 
the result of the New York election.

Rut we do not blame proportional representation 
and the preferential ballot for the unfortunate situation
ill which the metropolis now finds its City Council-elect.

* . *  *

We blame the voters. Even more, we blame the re­
form elements which sold the system, realized that it 
could work satisfactorily only with an educated electrate, 
and then failed to teach the people how to use the nev/ 
machinery of democracy.

Even preliminary analysis of the voting shows that 
proportional representation in New York did exactly 
what the people were told that it would do, and what 
they wanted to have it do. It reflectecl the sentiments of 
he electorate as expressed on their ballots.

In the old days New York had a Board of Aldermen 
of 65 members. Tammany Hall and her affiliated mach­
ines used to poll between 50 or 60 per cent of the votes 
and elect from 62 to 64 of the 65 aldermen. The elector­
ate was misrepresented.

This year Tammany and her associates polled 57 
per cent of the first choice votes for City Council mem­
ber and obtained 59 per cent of the membership. That is 
a mighty close approximation to accuracy.

The Republican accused of left-wing tendencies is an 
incumbent councilman, a man of the highest integrity and 
of much intellectual capacity, an administrator of de­
monstrated ability, a legislator who has proven his worth. 
His prinicpal fault is a touch of mulishness which led him 
to resist pressure to fire a competent workman for party
membership. He is not a Communist.

♦ ♦ ♦
The two avowed Communists and the one party line 

follower were elected because the Communists, alone of 
all political groups in New York, worked their fool heads 
off for their candidates. They canvassed from house to 
house. They spent much monej  ̂ on persuasive literature. 
They were so brazen as to advance a platform for their 
candidates which, if one forgot it was Communist, was 
might.v convincing.

Meanwhile the other parties slumbered peacefully.
So the. left wingers w'on because they got out the 

votes. That, it seems to us, is of the essence of democracy. 
A system w-hich permits the majority of votes to win. 
instead of buhvarking a minority in control over the gov­
ernment, is democratic. No system can enforce good gov­
ernment. It can only give the voters their chance.

It ŵ as not proportional representation that failed. 
It was the anti-left wingers. They played into the hands 
of machine politics, which hopes that New York’s exper­
ience will kill off that bane of all machine politicians, 
proportional representation with the preferential ballot.

One of the greatest difficulties connected with the 

profession of being an economic planner is that none of 
the experts has been able to draw up a plan ŵ hieh will 
show him where he can stop planning. The job is simply 
never done. No sooner is one economic rat hole plugged 
than two alternate apertures appear in the baseboards of 
bu.sine.ss, and the planners have a scurry around setting 
traps to catch the vermin of non-co-operation.

This is particularly true in wartime, ŵ here artifi­
cial restraints on trade of some kind seem all the more 
necessary because of artificial scarcities and increased 
demand for the available supply of goods. The hope that 
there can be any end to this regulation seems utterly fu­
tile. To think that, if we can just get by the present crises, 
all will be well, is utterly vain.

Consider the succession of economic plans that have 
})een brought forw’̂ ard in the effort to stem inflation.

The Price Control act as originally conceived had in 
itself to be amended. The Stabilization act likewise fail­
ed to do the trick. Supplementing them by Seven Point 
programs, by Little Steel Formulas and Hold the Line or­
ders gave only temporary relief. Rollbacks and subsidies 
were brought forward as bulw'arks. Victory taxes, with­
holding taxes and war bond drives contributed their mite, 
but the end is not yet in sight.

Bertelli, the “Springfield Rifle” of

Butler Declares 
Wallace Should 
Apologize To U.S.

WASHINGTON — (JP)— Senator 
Butler (R-Neb), reiterating his 
charges that the New Deal is 
wasting billions in Latin America, 
suggested Saturday night that 
Vice President Wallace apologize 
to “the hard-beset taxpayers of 
this nation who are paying for the 
wild and wooly activities of this 
global WPA.”

Wallace apologized to Latin- 
Americans “for this shocking slur” 
after Butler filed a report with 
the Senate Friday saying the ad­
ministration is spending $6,000,000,- 
000 south of the border in wild 
extravagance. Butler called it a 
form of dollar diplomacy winning 
the United States, at the best, the 
“sucker” label, and, at the worst, 
a suspicious mistrust of motive.

Wallace also described the fig­
ures used by Butler as “fantastic” 
and said they would be “refuted by 
the agencies involved.”
“Get Adding Machine”

In reply, Butler went on the 
radio Saturday night. In a pre­
pared speech he called Wallace 
“that notorious modern Don Quix­
ote, who persists in engaging mys­
terious enemies in battle.”

“My advice to Mr. Wallace,’ he 
said, “is to get an adding mach­
ine, go through the federal register, 
get the names of the various agen­
cies dealing with Latin America, 
obtain from each agency the mon­
ey they have wasted in South 
America, and add the figurse.

“If he uses an old-fashioned 
adding machine—and not a New 
Deal kind—I am sure he will ar­
rive at the same figures I pre­
sented to the Senate yesterday.
X X X.”

Gilberts Points 
Route To Tokyo

PEARL HARBOR —(/P)— Ameri­

can seizure of the Gilbert Islands 
from the Japanese is a bluepriru; 
of the road to Tokyo. The battle 
for Betio, the fiercest, bloodiest 
and most ruthless I have seen in 
the two years of the Pacific war, 
showed how long, hard and costly 
that road will be.

Spectacular and critical almost, 
to the last, the struggle even s(J 
was but a tactical highlight of the 
vast strategic plan. As such it 
overshadowed the real immensity of 
the entire Central Pacific opera­
tions, for which the United States 
concentrated the greatest naval 
and air strength ev<) brought to­
gether in the history of the world 
and without which the victory 
would have been utterly impossible. 
Narrowly Missed Defeat

As it was, we v.'on by the narrow­
est of margins. During the heat of 
battle, while I was watching dive- 
bombers and warships bombarding 
the enemy strorgpoints. Rear Ad­
miral Harry Hill, who commanded 
the operation, told me that had the 
enemy been able to sink but one of 
cur transports we might well .have 
suffered the most humiliating and 
galling defeat.

That this didn’t happen is solely 
because the United States massed 
such a colossal naval force that the 
Japanese navy, in spite of Tokyo 
uticlio broadcasts, didn’t dare to 
come out at the critical moment. 
Superior Air Power

Also, our air strength wa.s so 
great—more than 1,000 planes— 
that we were able to pound and 
neutralize Japan’s nearest air bases 
in the Marshalls only a few hun­
dred miles away. The result w.as 
that the enemy air raids were weak 
and ineffectual.

At Betio, for example, the great­
est number of enemy aircraft to 
show up was six planes which in 
the darkness on three successive 
mornings made sneak raid.s in 
which I saw them bomb their own 
troop positions.

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Senate To Watch 
Patton Behavior

WASHINGTON — (A) — Lieut. 
Gen. George S. Patton, Jr„ will j 
have to prove by future good con- j 
(uict that lie deserves advancement j 
before the Senate ahiitary commit­
tee approves his promotion to the 
pei'manent rank of major general, 
members said Saturday.

Unverified reports reached the 
( apitol that President Roosevelt 
may withdraw Patton’s nomination 
because of his intemperate up­
braiding of two soldiers in Sicily, 
but most senators thought the 
Chief Executive would stand behind 
Gen. Dwight D. Eisenhower’s de­
cision to let Patton off with a 
dres.sing dov.'ii and his apologies to 
the Seventh Army.

There was strong evidence that 
a majority of the military com­
mittee also would like to mark the 
case closed but doesn’t know how 
to let go of it gracefully. The 
members have been subjected to 
a veritable landslide of telegrams 
and letters from parents expressing 
concern that their sons may be 
subjected to the sort of treatment 
Patton dealt out to the two victims 
of battle nerves, one of whom was 
cuffed so hard his helmet rolled 
off.

For this reason, the committee 
i.s expected to proceed slowly in 
its handling of the President’s rec­
ommendation that Patton be pro­
moted from his permanent rank 
of cavalry colonel.

Chairman R.eynolds (D-NC) said 
the committee will meet next week 
to consider Eisei-hower’s report on 
the Patton affair.

LONDON - ( / } ’)- - Pope Pius XH. 
designating Dec. 8 as a day for 
public prayers foi' peace through­
out the world, said Saturday “Only 
gospel can bring the naUons to­
gether again.”

Richardson Asserts 
War In Pacific Will 
Be Long And Cosily

HOUSTON—(/P)~ Rear Admiral 
James O. Richardson, former com­
mander in chief of the United 
States fleet, asserted Saturday that 
“the United Nations are doing ex­
ceedingly well in the war,” but 
forecast that “ it is going to be 
long and costly to wage the Pacific 
war.”

A Texan, Admiral Richardson in 
an interview recalled and signifi­
cantly did not revise his prediction 
of 18 months ago that the Euro­
pean war would end in 1944 and 
the Pacific hostilities in 1946.

“Yes, the progress of the war 
is coming along splendidly, as far 
as I know unofficially,” he said, 
“But the Pacific war will be long 
and costly—costly in casualties.”

Dr. W. G. Whitehouse, county 
health officer, calling tuberculosis 
one of the most important health 
problems in Midland County, Sat­
urday urged all citizens to buy 
Christmas seals to make possible 
the expanded wartime work of the 
Midland County Tuberculosis As­
sociation. ‘‘The association is per­
forming a vital job in this coun­
try and its only means of support 
is fhe annual seal sale,” he said. 
‘‘Everyone should buy seals as gen- 
erousiy as possible for the need of 
tuberculosis control was never 
greater”’ :
Ten Active Cases

Mrs. Ruth Rhodes, county health 
nurse, has on record in her office 
10 active cases of tuberculosis and 
2G inactive or arrested cases, one 
spinal and 15 childhood types. A 
survey Avas made last summer of 
pre-school children wdio are in 
contact with the disease in their 
homes and 20 children were found 
with positive reactions to tuber­
culin tests. X-ray pictures of the 
children have been made and have 
been sent to the tuberculosis con-‘ 
sultant of the State Department of 
Health in Austin. The Midland as­
sociation paid for the X-rays and 
tuberculin testing material.

Nurses are starting their educa­
tion program in tuberculin testing 
at the schools this week. Materials 
have been distributed at the South 
Elementary, Latin-American and 
Carver schools and negro kinder­
garten. All children in the schools 
will be tested sometime in Decem­
ber. Expenses of the X-ray pictures 
and materials for this program will 
be paid for by the Midland County 
Tuberculosis Association.

Red Cross, has a sincere interest in 
Junior Red Cross work. Her hus­
band, Lt. Arthur H. Moore, is spe­
cial services officer, stationed in 
Alaska.
Assists With Work

Her duties are to visit all schools 
in the midwestern area and assist 
in planning for the expansion of all 
Junior Red Cross activities as well 
as to assist in chapter organization 
of the. Junior Red Cross.

Mxvs. Moore defines Junior Red 
Cro.ss as Red Cross in the schools, 
whereby every boy and girl has an 
opportunity to enroll in the Red 
Cross.

She reports that last year the 
Junior Red Cross throughout the 
country supplied 12,000,000 articles, 
such as bedroom slippers, bed lamps, 
bedside tables, bed jackets, ping- 
pong tables, checker boards, scrap­
books and party favors to Army and 
Navy hospitals. This year it will 
be necessary to provide twice that 
amount, part of which will go over­
seas.

The Junior Red Cross also spon­
sors first aid, home nursing and 
nutrition in the high schools. It 
also is encouraging water safety 
instruction for boys and girls. Mrs. 
Moore places particular emphasis 
on the importance of this training 
among high school boys, before en­
trance into military service.
Aids. Stricken Countries

Another phase of the Junior Red 
Cross, said Mrs. Moore, is the Na­
tional Children’s Fund, which is 
money provided by boys and girls 
enrolled in Junior Red Cro.ss in 
the United States, for giving as- 
.sistance to boys and girls in coun­
tries stricken by war. This fund 
has provided nurseries in England, 
food for Greek . children, toys, 
clothing and food for children in 
North Africa, and pleasure and 
comfort articles for less fortunate 
boys and' girls throughout the 
world.

The Junior Red Cross also has a 
national and inter-national school 
and correspondence program, car­
ried on as a classroom activity. 
This consists of the exchange of 
portfolios between schools and is 
being stressed particularly in ex­
change with South American coun­
tries to further the good neighbor 
policy. She anticipates activity and 
contribution from school boys and 
girls in the many ways that the 
Junior Red Cross can serve the 
Army air field here as well as other 
military and naval establishments 
in this area and overseas. She vis­
its military and naval hospitals to | 
ascertain the type and extent of 
the needs of the sick and wounded 
men that the Junior Red Cross can 
supply.

This year for the first time the 
Junior. Red Cross is sending Christ­
mas decorations and favors to all 
service men overseas to help give 
them an Amei’ican Christmas.

Mrs. B. K. Buffington is chair­
man of the Junior Red Cross com­
mittee of the Midland chapter of 
the American Red Cross and her 
committee includes teachers from 
each school as well as interested 
women in the community.

Feed Waste Mounts 
To Millions Of Tons 
In Poultry Industry

An estimated 2,400,000 tons of 
poultry feed were wasted last year 
on eggs which failed to hatch, on 
chicks and poults which died, or. 
growing pullets needed to replace 
lien mortality, and on non-laying 
hens, according, to Dr. H. J. Sloan, 
head of the poultry department of 
Minne.sota University.

Part of these losses were inevita­
ble, Dr. Sloan says. But allowing 
for a reasonable improvement in 
management, sanitation, feeding 
and more efficient culling, a possi­
ble feed-saving of over a million 
tons could have been effected. 
Almo.st Hlalf of Goal

Had these savings been made, Dr. 
Sloan points out, they would have 
represented 15 per cent of the pro­
tein feed deficiency during the 
current year. And had they been 
turned into eggs and poultry meat 
they would have accounted for 15 
per cent of this year’s increased 
food goals set up by the U. S. Dept, 
ol Agriculture.

To assist farmers in conserving 
feed, the Purina Merchant of our 
community has volunteered his ser­
vices to help stop feed waste at 
its source. The present protein 
feed shortage which is inconven­
iencing so many local producers 
could be almost entirely eliminated 
by a wiser use of the supplies at 
hand, he states.
Helo Offered Free

His offer of service includes cull­
ing of unprofitable birds, housing i 
corrections, measures for improved, 
sanitation such as worming and de- 
lousing, suggestions on conserva­
tion of feed, and more efficient 
poultry management in general.

His services are offered at no 
chai'gc, and to all local food pro­
ducers regardless of the feed used 
Recommendations are included in 
a “I'ood for Vitcory” Action Sheet, 
and are limited to poultry practices 
which have the unqualified ap • 
proval of Doth state and national 
ag r icu 11 ura 1 au thor ities.
