British Crack

Americans Take 
Town In Bitter 
One-Mile Drive

Enemy Routed From 
Mezzogrogrna After 
36 Hours Of Battle

A L L I E D  HEADQUAR­
TERS, ALGIERS —  (AP) —  
The British Eighth Army 
has cracked the main winter 
defense line of the Germans 
on the Adriatic end of the 
Italian front by driving four 
miles forward from the San- 
gro River, Allied headquar­
ters announced Tuesday.

In 36 hours of continuous 
day and night fighting Gen. 
Sir Bernard L. Montgom­
ery’s forces captured por- 
lions of the vital Sangro ridge 
northwest of the river and routed 
the Nazis from the town of Mezza- 
grogna.
U. S. Units Gain

Simultaneously United States 
units of the Allied Fifth Army 
fought their way forward one mile 
through blistering enemy shellfire 
to occupy the town of Castelnuovo, 
northwest of Montaquila.

While clawing up the Sangro 
Ridge, which rises 750 to 1,000 feet 
{iljovc the river valley, the British, 
Nev/ Zealand and Indian troops 
under Montgomery also widened 
their bridgehead to 12 miles.

This frontal assault on the ene­
my's heavily fortified mountain 
pn.sitions was supported by deadly 
artillery and aerial bombardment, 
which in itself was almost suffici­
ent to make the Germans’ defense 
sy.stem in this section crumble.

Officers Report 
German Material 
Is Deteriorating

ABERDEEN PROVING GROUND, 
Md. —i/P)— The deteriorating qua­
lity of German materiel tells the 
story of the steadily increasing 
weight of Allied bombing raids on 
the Third Reich’s industrial cen­
ters, Army ordnance officers said 
Tuesday.

Likewise, some deteration in the 
quality of Japanese equipment — 
although in a much lesser degree 
—shows the effects of the naval 
knife being applied to Nippon’s 
lifelines, the cargo ships which 
craTy vital materials to factories 
in the land of the rising sun.

Those are just parts of the story 
which the ordnance officers piece 
together at the nation’s largest 
proving ground for military equip­
ment.

Generally speaking, the ordnance 
officers agreed that both German 
and Japanese equipment is either 
equalled or surpassed in every 
case by American materiel of war. 
Nazis Master Craftsmen

The officers who study captured 
guns, tanks, half-tracks and other 
vehicles are quick to say that the 
Germans are master craftsmen, 
and that their equipment shows it.

The Japs and Italians are called 
“third rate,” and Col. George G. 
Eddy, chief of the research cen­
ter, asserted that not a single Jap 
weapon can bo said to be truly 
Japanese.

“They arc far behind the rest 
of the world in both research and 
development,” Col. Eddy comment­
ed.

Nevertheless, said Col. Jarrett, 
while the quality of German 
equipment has shown deteriora­
tion, Allied soldiers unlucky enough 
to be hit are just as dead—or just 
as sorely wounded—as if it were 
high quality.

The Defense Supplies Corpora­
tion Tuesday announced a series of 
subsidy payinent rates on various 
grades of wheat effective Dec. 1, 
to relieve a price squeeze on millers, 
and so that the latter may continue 
to sell flour for bread to the baker 
at prevailing levels.

T h e  four - engined American 
bombers exceeded by one the pre- 
vioas record of 10 operations .set in 
July and equalled in September.

Second Straight Raid

It was the second successive day 
penetration of Germany for the 
American bombers which bombed 
Bremen Monday for the second 
time in four days and followed two 
successive RAF Mo.squito night for- 
aj's into the same area.

A commuirique also disclosed 
Monday that American Marauder 
medium bombers and RAF Typ­
hoons hammered Nazi airdromes in 
Belgium while British Mosquitos 
attacked an unspecified railway 
center in northwest Germany. RAF 
airmen also blasted enemy ship­
ping off Brest.

Allied losses in all these opera­
tions were listed officially as 13 
heavy bombers—Flying Portresses 
—and 18 fighters, of whicli 16 were 
American. A total of 45 enemy 
aircraft were reported de.stroycd— 
35 during the assault on Bremen.

Flying Portresses which made 
the 800-mile round trip to Bremen 
encountered temperatures of 65 
degrees beloŵ  in the substrato­
sphere. It was the coldest weather 
the American bomber crews have 
endured in this theater and re­
turning airmen described the ex­
treme icing conditions which they 
encountered as more of a hazard 
than the few German planes 
which challenged them.

Sales Of Cotton 
Seed Products 
Now Restricted

Sales of cotton seed meal and 
cake now are limltc dto persons 
holding certificates from the Coun­
ty ACA committee, Miss Blanche 
Sisk, county ACA admmistrative 
offeier, said Tuesday. The limita­
tions were ordered in a directive 
from B. F. Vance, state adminis­
trative officer,

Tlie order sets out that no i^crson 
shall deliver cottonseed meal and 
cake to any other persons excepi. 
cn certificate provided for in food 
production order number 9. Tlie 
certificate must indicate the quan­
tity of the products to be delivered 
to Uie purchaser.

The committee shall not certify 
a quantity in excess of feeding 
needs for livestock on hand, the 
directive said. Tlie order provides 
that “ the restrictions imposed by 
this order shall be effective with­
out regards to the rights of credit­
or’s existing contract or payments 
made.”

The responsibility for locating 
the cotton seed meal or cake rests 
with the person holding the certi­
ficate, the directive said. The order 
applies only to cotton seed products 
and docs not affect sales of soy­
beans or peanut feeds.

Ground Forces Hunt

Air power that met no

Supported by low-flying 
Mitchell bombers, Austra­
lian troops closed in on Bon- 
ga, Japanese outpost in the New 
Guinea jungle northeast of Sattoi- 
ber^ wliicii tHc' Ailie.s Craptured 
Nov. 26.

Farther up the northeast coastvof 
New Guinea, a strong force of big 
Liberators attacked Wewak with 94 
tons of bombs, and the absence of 
enemy interception puzzled air of­
ficers. At last reports, they said 
the Japanese had more than 50 
fighters in the Wewak area. ,
Warship Damaged

Nor did a single Japanese fighter 
oppose nearly 100 American dive 
bombers and torpedo bombers 
which attacked enemy installations 
on the south shore of Empress Au­
gusta Bay in support of American 
forces on Bougainville.

Liberators damaged one warship 
in an attack on two destroyers and 
r> freie-liter off the north coast of 
New Britain, while other bombers 
and fighters strafed and sank 
barges along the coast of Bougain­
ville and New Guinea.

heter reported Tuesday.

The German newspaper Muench- 
ner Neueste Nachrichten, mean­
while, declared editorially that the 
end of the war is “not so far away” 
but the final stages will be “terri­
ble.”
End Not Far Off

The Bern correspondent of the 
Swedish paper Svenska Dagbladet 
said the Munich newspaper had 
made the observation in discussing 
the fifth winter of the war.

“Everyone hopes this is the last 
winter of the war, but we must ex­
pect that the last round of the war 
will be more furious than ever. But 
the end is not so far away,” the 
German newspaper said.

The Berlin correspondent of the 
Svenska Dagbladet said the Wil- 
helmstrasse spokesman declared 
the German capital was prepared 
for more havy bombings. The 
spokesman then contended that 
Premier Stalin had agreed to at­
tend a conference with President 
Roosevelt and Prime Minister 
Churchill only if Britain could pro­
vide evidence of a wrecked Berlin.

The big question being asked in 
Germany today, according to the 
Swedish correspondent, is “Can 
Hitler continue the war without 
Berlin?”

The Germans maintain that the 
German dictator said the answer 
is “yes” and they recall how the 
Nazis rallied after the destruction 
of Hamburg.

Tliey said they had bought the 
goods in small quantities at a time 
from Ai’my truck drivers.

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Canol Creates Controversy
By a stroke of the wildest kind of prospector’s luck, 

one of the W ar Department’s worst scandals— the $134 
million Canoil oil development project in Northwest Ter­
ritory, Canada— may be converted into a post-war bonan­
za. The outcome of this strange turn of events, which 
would make heroes out of public figures who might other­
wise be courtmartialed, may be known soon, following 
disclosures on (1) the real extent of the Norman Wells 
oil fields, just under the Arctic Circle, east of the Alas- 
ka-Canada boundary in the vicinity of Great Bear Lake; 
and (2) the conclusion of new agreements between the 
U. S. and Canadian governments, covering post-war dis­
posal of the oil and the W ar Department’s investment 
in developing the field, pipe lines, refinery and access 
roads, nearly all of which are on Canadian territory and 
blanket or compete with Alaskan resources.

Should the Norman Wells field turn out to be one 
of the biggest pools on the North American continent, 
as has been predicted by some oil interests, it will re­
lieve the W ar Department from one of its most embar­
rassing scandals.

In three days of public hearings before the Senate 
Truman Committee investigating the war effort, follow­
ing several months of secret investigations, the whole 
fantastic story of the Canol project has been disclosed.

♦ * *
Under Secretary of W ar Robert Patterson belliger­

ently defends the Army’s handling of the project as nec­
essary to national defense and as considered essential 
by the joint chiefs of staff, who have ordered the work 
completed, regardless of cost. From an economic point 
of view, however, Canol— deriving its name from a tel­
escoping of Canadian Oil— has now been shown to be 
almost indefensible.

Up to Nov. 1, over $89 million had already been 
spent, but the end is not yet in sight. Before it is com­
pleted, next year, it is estimated that the total costs will 
be $134 million— for waterways, prospecting, moving a 
refinery from Texas to Whitehorse, a four-inch pipe line 
from Norman Wells, and for storage and distribution 
lines.

For this investment, the Army will eventually get, 
out of a developed crude production of 3000 barrels a 
day at this time, a high-octane gasoline production of 
only 479 barrels a day. The pipe line won’t be completed 
till next February, the finery till spring. If everything 
goes well, there may be usable products by July 1. Until 
then, an(i even afterward, the bulk of "the petroleum 
products used in Alaska will have to be supplied by 
tanker.

The whole enterprise is a tremendous gamble with 
public funds.

* ♦ *
The oil rights are owned by Imperial Oil of Canada, 

which is 51 per cent owned by Standard of New Jersey. 
O’he Army’s contract with Imperial provides for the sale 
of the first milliok and a half barrels of crude at $1,25 
a barrel at the well. After that, the Army will pay only 
50 cents a barrel to cover cost of producing the oil, put­
ting the remaining 75 cents in another pocket'to- retire 
the W ar Department’s investment of $17 million in drill­
ing and developing the producing field.

This would take about 13 years, at present rates of 
production, but if production were brought up to merely 
the present potential of the field, 20,000 barrels a day, by 
the building of another, bigger pipe line to Whitehorse, 
the tirne would be reduced to two years. Refined pro­
ducts, it is estimated, can be produced at Whitehorse at 
about $6 a barrel, as against $5.50 a barrel cost for de­
livery by tanker from the States.

The Army’s contract now runs until only six m.onths 
after the end of the war. For the other millions going 
into pipe lines, refinery, and so on, the Canadian gov­
ernment now has first option to buy at the then apprais­
ed value. If Canada does not exercise the option, the prop­
erties may be sold privately at less than value.

Life Of WAC Isn't Exactly Life Of Riley, Inquisilive 
Reporter Finds On Visit To Midland Army Air Field

Sunday afternoon I went out to 

the MAAF as a sort of unofficial 
observer at the open house for 
Air-WACs and potential bombar­
diers, all of whom had business 
there. I went out in an “instru­
ment” called, militarily speaking, a 
carry-all, which I caught at the 
USO. A carry-all is Uncle Sam’s 
idea of a station wagon, but not 
mine.

But we arrived safely and I was 
even able to get out of the thing, 
after a fashion.

Two very slim and trim Air- 
WACs met and convinced me they 
were quite happy to see me. They 
whisked me through the vast han­
gar where a bomber and a trainer 
were on exhibit among a million 
other things and where 17-year- 
old boys and air-minded young la­
dies Were crawling over planes like 
a bunch of Walt Disney ants. We 
went across the yard and into the 
barracks where the WACs sleep 
and live most of their off-duty 
hours. Everything was like Aunt 
Mattie’s kitchen: neat, fresh and 
in perfect order. Yet there was a 
homey lived-in look about the 
place. Perhaps a pair of quite dec­
orative house slippers under a se­
vere military bed had something to 
do with that touch.
Experts At Bedmaking-

And those beds were something 
that really took my eye. I have no 
talent for anything near the quality 
of bed-making one learns in the 
Army. I would’’ like very much to 
have. But try as I might, my bed 
always looks slept in.

“How on earth can you do it,” I 
asked one of them.

“Like this,” she said and with a 
flip she threw back the whole 
thing and started over. I should 
say she had it remade in less than 
two minutes, but of course I may 
be biased.

At the head of these beds are 
utility cabinets, dressing tables and 
stands for radio and photos. The 
cabinet must be three feet deep 
and ju.st as wide. I asked what 
was in it.

“Well, I ’ll show you mine,” one 
of my hostesses said. “But it is 
full of a lot of extras you won’t 
find in most cabinets.” So saying 
she pulled open the door. Instinc­
tively and from habit I leaped for­
ward for the catch. Nothing fell. 
Row after row of bottles, jars, boxes 
and even a complete set of ency­
clopedia sat in order.
Plenty Of Food

Then we went to the mess hall 
where gleaming tables were cen­
tered with all those lost and loved 
meat sauces. The kitchen opened 
off the dining room and Sunday 
supper was in progress, capably 
handled by two girls who were 
having the time of their lives 
among the pots and pans. I thought 
they were someone from civilian 
ranks. But they were WACs, too, in 
fatigue uniform.

I peeked in the walk-in ice boxes 
and saw great sides of beef and 
mutton and the loveliest fresh veg­
etables and fruits. I was starved.

But before I could ask for an 
orange, we went across to the rec­
reation hall. It was like the lounge 
in a girls’ dormitory; all soft 
chairs, sofas, a radio, a piano and 
a ping-pong table. Books and mag­
azines lay scattered across a round 
reading table. I would have liked 
nothing better than to sit awhile, 
but we went on.

As we walked to the Public Rela­
tions building, I began to compare 
myself with these WACs walking 
beside me. They stepped with an 
easy graceful stride. And why not? 
Their comfortable walking shoes 
and their hours of being trained to 
walk correctly fitted them for such 
jaunts as these. I ’ve spent too 
much time at a desk. I know that 
now, better than ever before. When 
I could stand it no longer, I told 
them I simply had to have a coke 
and some place to sit for just a 
moment.
WACs Have Lots Of Fun

They obliged, but they were be 
wildered, I know It had been as 
nothing to them, but this hour of 
“strolling” had fairly laid be out.

As we rested, I asked them what 
they used to do before they became 
WAGs. One- of them was secretary 
to a banker in a large bank in Cal­

ifornia; the other had been a doc­
tor’s assistant in Pittsburg. Both 
had acquired this healthy glow and 
walking technique since they came 
into the service.

“We have much more fun than 
we used to have” one of them ex­
plained. “When we’re on leave we 
can wear civilian clothes if we want 
to. But we never do. You can go 
more places and meet more people 
when you have on a uniform.”

Don’t tell me anything about 
that! I ’ve gone for months never 
meeting a soul but the milkman, 
and that was hardly in a social 
way.
Gadgets And Stuff

After our siesta, we went into 
the radio room and watched the 
thrilling excitement of the work 
there. Two girls were taking code 
messages and turning a thousand 
dials and carrying on a conversa­
tion with me at the same time. My 
amazement knew new heights. 
There are so many things girls can 
do that Grandmama never told me 
about.

We talked with the WAC in the 
library, which is a part of the 
ground school training and is strict­
ly study. On the wall huge maps 
were stretched with red and blue 
circles showing the progress of the 
war. The librarian moves and 
changes the maps and has charge 
of the text books for study. It is a 
job that keeps the WAC two jumps 
ahead of a panzer unit and takes 
plenty of alert attention.

In fact, everything a WAC does 
takes a keen mind and the ability 
to keep steadily busy. I hate pull­
ing a cliche and saying there’s 
“never a dull moment” but that is 
true.
Everything But Bombs Away

We went back to the hangar and 
I got lost in the tail of a ship and 
I couldn’t fire the gun and nearly 
everything else they showed me 
went the same way. I was so busy 
bungling. I didn’t have time until 
later to realize how much bigger 
and more deadly everything about 
a bomber really was that I’d had 
it pictured in my mind’s eye. .

They got me up on one of those 
practice bombing units. Now I have 
never been able to stand on a chair 
without getting vertigo and doing 
a nose dive, so I can’t tell you 
much about the bombing mission 
I took, because I never opened my 
eyes the entire time. When they 
told me to drop the bombs oyer the 
target, I pulled a lever I had a 
death grip on. The carrier shrieked 
to a stop. I ’d pulled the wrong 
thing.

“Don’t you wanna bomb, lady?” 
the attendant asked.

“No,” I said sullenly. “I wanna 
go home.”

But that was not to be. I simply 
had to see the Link trainer ex­
hibit, they said.
’Round And ’Round

I didn’t feel the imperative need 
that they did in any sense but I 
couldn’t let them know, so I went.

A very nice lieutenant showed 
me how to work the rudders and 
the stick and cautioned me to 
watch the instrument panel. Then 
he closed the lid and I was on my 
own. For hours I sat there in a 
spin. His voice coming to me on the 
inner phone was poor comfort. 
Nothing went right. I would have 
been dead if it had been a real 
plane. Finally the lid went up and 

I was helped out. My two WAC es­
corts took me by the hands and 
led me from the room.

Life Insurance Death 
Benefit Claims Rise .

Texas families received $22,723,000 
in life insurance death benefits in 
the first nine months of the year, 
under 19,455 claims, the Institute 
of Life Insurance reported Monday. 
This compares with $21,296,000 in 
the same period of 1942, when 19,- 
456 claims were paid.

“This continuing’ flow of bene­
fits represente one of the important 
stabilizing factors in the national 
economy,’’ said Holgar J. Johnson, 
president of the Institute of Life j 
Insurance. “Tlieir absence would 
not only result in hardship for the 
individual families involved, but 
would affect the whole community. 
Insurance benefit dollars go into 
immediate circulation and help 
maintain local credit.”

Of the aggregrate payments to 
families in this state, $17,522,000 
was made under 6,659 ordinary pol­
icies; $3,023,000 under 1,550 group 
life insurance certificates; and $2,- 
178,090 under 11,246 industrial in­
surance policies.

American families as a whole re­
ceived $822,384,000 in death bene­
fits under 882,788 policies and cer­
tificates in the first nine months, 
whereas in the same period of 1942 
the number under which death 
claims were paid w-as 824,583. -

Benefits other than death bene­
fits paid by the life insurance com­
panies in the first nine month.s 
amounted to $953,019,000 for the 
nation as a whole, this sum which 
went to living policyholders com­
paring with $1,$51,094,000 in the 
first nine months of 1942.

American Planes 
Now Mounting 75 
Millimeter Guns

WASHINGTON — (/P) — Hitler’s 
threat to use a secret “reprisal” 
weapon ŵ as answered by U. S. mil­
itary spokesmen with these dis­
closures Tuesday:

1— The U. S. Army Air Force has 
learned hoAV to hoist 75 mm cannon 
into the skies—a giant place weapon 
so potent it already has sunk a 
Japanese destroyer single-handed.

2— The Navy has developed some 
ordnance sensations, one so amaz­
ing that a foreign scientist labeled 
it impossible.

The Army said its B-25 Mitchell 
bombers had been equipped with 
the 75’s, first ever to carry such 
heavy firepow'er. U. S. bombers 
have been using 37 mm guns, Rus­
sia has had some success with 40 
mm. Fighter planes usually carry 
20 mm cannon.

The feat got its combat test in 
the South Pacific. A B-25 so equip­
ped smashed a Japanese air trans­
port, then with five direct cannon 
hits left a large destroyer sinking.

The mediums wdth 75’s aboard 
have been used against land instal­
lations and in forays against ship­
ping without impairing their effec­
tiveness at bombing, strafing, or 
acting as reconnaissance planes, the 
Army said.

Early investigations made by 
Ordonez are said to have led to the 
discovery of the oil fields near 
Tampico. He is an honorary mem­
ber of the American Association 
of Petroleum Geologists and is 
presented in iMdland by the West 
Texas Geological Society in coop­
eration with the distinguished lec­
ture committee of the A.A.P.G.

The first indications of the new 
volcano were noticed early in Feb­
ruary when a Mexican farmer 
heard rumblings and felt the 
ground moving in his cornfield 
near the village of Particutin, 190 
miles west of Mexico City.

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Notre Dame Remains As Top Football Team Of Nation
By HAROLD CLAASSEN

NEW YORK —(^)— Notre Dame 
remains as the top football team 
in the country, despite its 19 to 
14 movie-like loss to Great Lakes 
but its popularity took a drastic 
cut.

Eighty-six of 131 sports experts, 
voting in the final Associated Press 
poll of the season, marked the 
Irish No. 1 on their ballots and 
their decisions kept Notre Dame 
on the throne for the ninth straight 
week.

The remaining 45 voters were 
definite in their opinions that the 
loss had robbed the Prank Leahy 
machine of much of its glamour. 
Some dropped the Irish as low as 
seventh, in contrast to the poll of 
three-^veeks ago when Notre Dame 
established a record by snaring 
every first-place ticket.
Southwest Not In 

As it was, however, the Irish 
finished with 1,259 points to take 
over the mythical championship in

succession to the 1942 Ohio State 
eleven.

Not only did Notre Dame’s loss 
cost it heavily in points but it lifted 
the Great Lakes aggregation from 
21st to sixth place and made the 
Iowa Pre-Flight, Irish victim No. 
9 by a 14 to 13 count, a strong 
runnerup to the South Bend stal­
warts.

The Southwest is not represented 
for the first time in recent years 
although both Texas and Texas A. 
and M. were included in earlier polls 
this fall.

Four Texas Teams In Bowl Gomes —

Southwestern University To Play 
New Mexico In El Paso's Sun Bowl

EL PASO —(/P)— Little South­
western University will play New 
Mexico in El Paso’s Sun Bowl and 
that will make four Texas teams 
appearing in the January classics.
