Adriatic end of the Germans’ win-
ter line ran into equally heavy
fighting, Allied headquarters an-
nounced. The Germans threw in a
strong counterattack at one poin,
both sides using tanks. Thirteen
German tanks were wrecked and
two were captured.

The Americans have San Pietro
nearly hemmed in, and the Ger-
mans have only one road for their
escape, the Allied commentator
said.

were fighting in the outskirts.

Germany's Collapse

LONDON —(/#)— 'The chances
of knocking Germany out of the
war quickly with a powerful land
invasion of Eurcpe will depend
in part en the bombing weather
in the coming weeks of winter.

If ' the weather grounds the
Allied bember fleets, the Reich
may be able to recuperate enough
to make the invasion a long and
bitter campaign.

With favorable conditions, the
Allies can npound Germany with
heavy blows to hasten the bleed-
ing of her war strength.

War Centers Damaged

A number of German war cen-
ters are set up for the kill. One
or two more raids might knock
them out. But with a respite
from bombs, the Germans could
restore them to olio(tnc produc-
tion.

German reports L«lﬂlidd‘y indi-
cated that the RAK bombers are
being escorted by long-range
night fighters in a move to in-
créase the effectiveness of as-
saults wpon Berlin.

Pearl IsPerﬁléXed

Philip Pearl is a brother of the craft. a professional
writer of periodical columns of commentary and opinion.
We do not know Pearl personally, but we are told that
he is a #ine chap and a’'clever one. He labors, unfortunate,
ly, under the handicap of having to follow a policy line.

That may be the reason that Pearl can’t understand
“why the men in the armed services should be interested
in reading of such petty affairs (as a milk strike in Brook-
lyn) which have no real effect on the war effort.” We
quote from Pearl’s column in the American Federation of
Labor’s Weekly News Service.

The men in service are interested in strikes that ef-
fect the support they have a right to expect from the home
front. There have been enough of these, seldom called
strikes but always delaying war production, to make more
labor news than any soldier newspaper could print.

* * *

The soldiers and sailors are interested also in the
spirit of the folks at home, which is sometimes called mor-
ale. From this standpoint the milk drivers’ strikes were
mighty significant. They were in protest against setups
ordered by the Office of Defense Transportation, origi-
nllay to save rubber and gasoline and later to free work-
ers to make ships and planes, guns and ammunitions.

If 200 Brooklyn drivers will cut off milk from babies
—some of them soldiers’ babies—rather than save rub-
ber and gasoline in this crisis, we. at least, ean understand
why the fighting men abroad are interested in reading
about it.

% * *

In this connection we call the attention of Pearl, as
chief publicity man for the A. F. of L., to a sailor’s letter
to his sister, written after a year in the South Pacific:

“We have had some pretty rough going lately.” (The
files of any newspaper will amplify this.) ‘““After going
through and seeing a lot of this stuff out here it gets a fei-
low mad and disgusted to pick up a paper from back in
the states and see what the people back there do. I’d like
to see some of these people that are striking for one thing
or another spend three days straight without sleep and un-
der conditions that I can’t write about. If they didn’t dic
of fright they would from heat stroke or exhaustion.”

Perhaps the newspaper shouldn’t worry the fighting
men by printing such stories about strikes. Or perhaps
the unions, including those for which Pearl is officia!
spokesman, should stop the strikes. 1

Nothing To Brag About

There is strong evidence that the United States is
abreast of Great Britain in the struggle to pay the cost of
the war so far as possible from tax revenues. In this coun-
try, latest estimates place total Federal revenues for the
current fiscal year at approximately $45,000,000,000. To-
tal.Federa'I expenditures will be around $90,000,000,000.
This is about the same revenue-cost ratio maintained by
Britain, and is apparently the practical maximum.

However, before we begin to brag about the sacrifice
we are making in this country, we should consider just
who is paying the taxes. Unfortunately, the burden is not
distributed evenly. Politics has guided the enactment of
our tax laws. the result that large segments of the voting
population have been let off comparatively easy, while
other groups, corporate enterprise in particular, have been
let off comparatively easy, while other groups, corporate
enterprise in particular, have been subjected to a crush-
ing burden. This is perhaps the main reason why we have
so far not controlled inflation. :

The time has come to equalize the tax burden, not
pass more punitive tax laws. Once taxes are distributed
fairly, problems of economy and inflation can bhe solved.

Baseball Promoter’s
Plan Would Provide
Plenty Of Confusion

WICHITA, Kas.—(#)— Raymond
Dumont, president of the National
BRaseball Congress, proposed Sat-
urday that batters be allowed to
take off for either third or first
base after hitting safely.

Here’s his explanation of the
proposal:

“A batter would have the choice
of running to third or first but
would  have to continue his ad-
vancement around the bases in the
same direction he left the plate.

“if the batter hits the ball to-
ward first, he can take out for
third. If the batter, with a runner
on first, figures his ground bail
will result in a double play, he
can go to third. Thus the runner
on first would not be forced to
advance.

“With the possibility that run-
ners from third and first might
attempt to steal second from op-
posite directions, there would be
double action for the fans, with
the two runners, coming from op-
posing directions, sliding into the
same base on the same play.

“Infielders would have to be oin
their toes all the time. In the case
of a sacrifice, they would have to
cutfigure the batter, who could
race either to first or third.”

“In fact we would a lot rather
talk « about ' something besides the
war—but ‘a lot of people seem t9
think that the only way to enter-
tain a service man is to ask him
when he thinks the war will end,
and then try to tell him why he is
wrong about it.

“We like to be treated like any
other guest, and rnot have it ap-
parent that we have been invited
into a home because we are service
men somebody feels sorry for.”

That criticism ought not to keep
us from: going ahead and enter-
taining service ‘men in our homes.

WITH THE FIFTH ARMY, IT-
ALY—The second anniversary of
the American entry into the Secor.d
World War found seasoned United
States troops fighting in the moun-
tains of Italy on as tough a front
as any produced in this war or the
last.

Unless you have seen it at first
bhand, it's impossible to conceive
the hardships of any battle. “The
kattle for the mountains” has all
the usual hardships and more.

The front is a = foxhole high
in the mountains. It is cold, muddy,
often wet. Surprisingly enough,
the soldiers at the frent dislike the
chilling rains the least. When
Italy’s skies open and rain pours
out in torrents. unkonwn in Am-
erica for hcurs on end, it is usually
impossible to fight. And the sol-
diers prefer being soaked to the
skin and alive to being dry—and
cead.

There are no fires at the front.
There is nothing but the sun to ary
clcthing, heat water, warm the pup
tent—it the soidier is iucky enough
to be in a tent instead of a foxhole.
