One fringe benefit from  our 
participation in the war—and one I 
believe we needed badly—is the renewal 
of patriotic pride among our people. 
Patriotism had been on the decline for 
many years, and really had been buried 
pretty deep since the Vietnam days. I’m 
glad to see it back, alive and well; I 
think we will be seeing a lot more of it 
in the days ahead as we welcome home 
our brave young men and women. I 
hope not a single one of our soldiers is 
made to feel as the returning Vietnam 
veterans did when they came home
