Tills contention has changed
uow, however, ami in several locali-
ties turkeys have been raised In
conl nemeiit with a great deal of

In turkey production, in recent
year-'- , with some such work being
done nt other experiment stations
in Mirlous parts of the country. At
both of the stationsmentioned It
wns found that better resultscould
he ecurcd if the poults were
raised in confinement than It they
were allowed to range over a Inrge
area, the method onco followed in
turkey production. In view of
these findings, those who wish to
go Into turkey production, cither
on n small or large scale, are no
doubt interested In the practices
to be ndhered to In this method of
turkey raising.

Tho United StatesDepaitment of
Agriculture has found that turkey
production has declined consistent-
ly since IS90, in the face of an
Increase in the production of all
other lines of poultry and livestock.
This decrease In production cannot
bo attributed to n decrease in de-

mand, for tho demand has nlwnys
exceeded theproduction, or nt least,
there has never been a surplus of
turkeys on the market with which
to contend.

This decline In turkey production
can be explained almost altogether
by the fact that farmers have al-
ways felt that turkeys .should have
unlimited range. Mccnuso of fol-
lowing this method of production
the turkeys came in contact with
the chicken yards, to the detriment
o4 the .turkey business. Tho dis-
ease problem among turkeys which
come in contact with chickens Is
great enough that It has tended to
cut down oil production among
farmers nnd farmers' wives who
have, In the. past, raised turkeys
and chickens together on the same
range.

How Much Does Pullet
Cost Till Able to Lay?

The North Carolina State college
has conducted several tests to de-

termine the amount of feed re-
quired to start a Red, Haired
Plymouth Hock or Wyandotte lay-
ing pulleU In one seriesof tests
the entire animal feed was milk
and in the other meat meal. In
the case of the milk-fe- d pullets It
required20 poundsof feed from the
tlase the pullets were hatched till
they began to lay 21 weeks later.
This feed cost 71 cents. In the
