Before tackling the tax teporting
job, Bates suggests that farmers and
ranchmen get a copy of the Internal
Revenue Service’s 1962 edition of
the Farmer’s Tax Guide. It is avail-
able without cost from the  local
extension office. The guide is writ--
ten in easy~to-read style and in-
cludes examples of problems: work-
ed out on the applicable tax forms.

As for the dates, January 15 is
the deg”*"~ for farmers and ranch-
men ,f d Int extra time for fil-
ing thca afal reéport to file their
1961 tax estimate. ‘If the estimate
is filed, the final gate for filing of
the 1040 form is extened to April
15. If no estimate is filed, Febru-
ary 15 then becomes the deadline
for making the final tax report.
These deadlines ,apply to taxpayers
who derived two-third or more of
their 1961 gross income from farm-
ing or ranching.

Another important consideration
is the reporting of hired labor and
the social security tax on wages
paid. [Either of two tests determine
whether or not a farmer must pay
the social security tax on wages. If
the worker was paid $150 or more
during the calendar year or if the
worker was paid wages (on hourly
or day basis) for 20 days or more
during the year, the 3 percent so-
cial security tax should have been
deducted from the cash wages.

Form 943 is used for reporting
farm wages. The farmer-employer
must show the wages paid and give
the gccount number of individual
workers. The withheld tax plus an
equal gmount from the employer
along with the reporting form must
be filed on or before January 31 or
a month after the tlose of the
year. Because every phase of the
farm and ranch business can be af-
fected by taxes, Bates. emphasized
the need for a study of the Tax
guide.

apply the herbicides thoroughly, and
a followup treatment the next win-
ter is usually necessary to keep the
brush under control.

A herbicide that can be used is
2, 4, 5-T. The 2, 4, 5-T should be
mixed with diesel oil, and the mjx-
ture applied liberially t othe lower
12 inches of the tree trunk.

Anyone using 2, 4, 5, T should
be careful to follow the directions
on the label of the container. This
label will give recommendations for
mixing and dates of application.

“Facts below are given relative to
the' Nvansferring of the County Sup-
erintendent’s office to the office of
County Judge.

The following statements are be-
ing made ‘because of the requests of
people who want information about
the cost of the county superinten-
dent’s office and what would hap-
pen if the office should’ be closed.
The information is not being given
for the purpose of influencing any-
one for or against closing the office.

The salaries of the county super-
intendent, his assistant, and all oth-
er gssistants are wnll paid by the
State and no part of them is paid by
the county.

In the event that the office is
transferred to the office -of the
county judge none of the money now
being paid for salaries will be divi-
ded among or given to any of the
schools of the county us all of them
are state-aid schools. Some of it
will remain in Austin for distribu-
tion elsewhere, and the remainder
will be sent to this county for the
operation of the office through the
county judge.

The law provides that the county
judge will receive :$2600.00 per year
as salary and '$1050.00 for Travel;
the law also provides that an assist«
ant will receive $2600.00 annually,
that $360.00 will be used for
county board meetings, $6.00 being
vaidi to each of the five members for
each meeting attended, then 1lc per
scholastic enrolled in the January
census shal] be paid, the year 1961-

“The total budget for the county
superintendent’s office for last year
was $15,800.00. The amount spent
was $13,744.05.

Subtract the county judge’s budget
of $6629.03 from the county super-
intendents budget of '$15,800.00 and
the difference is $9,171.00, which
amount will remain in the state of-
fice, with the $6629.03 eommo' to
rounty judge’s office. E e
