Council Prohibits 
Watering Lawns Etc.

Critical water shortage continues 
to prevail in Rotan with the extendr 
dd heat wave over the area. The 
Council appealed to water consum­
ers several weeks ago to irrigate 
lawns etc., on Fridays only. Appar­
ently enough water is available for 
domestic use^ but simply not enough 
for watering of lawns. Due to lack 
of c'ooperation on the one day a 
week plan the Council issued the fol­
lowing statement at meeting Tues­
day night, “Due to critcial water 
shortage, watering of lawns is 
strictly prohibited until further no­
tice, this applies to every section 
of Rotan.”

The Council did not advise the 
Advance on the violation penalty, 
but in past years,, offenders have 
had water cut off and connection 
fee charged when water was turn­
ed on at thejr meter.

Everyone rgrets having to let the 
nice lawns over town burn, but 
this is necessary for city water cus­
tomers to insure having adequate 
domestic supply. Several times 
during the week no water has bee* 
available in the higher sections of 
town.

The Council asks cooperation from 
every citizen during this emergency.

Bond Elutions

The following information is giv­
en in regard to the coming water 
issue elections. All information is 
secured from responsible sources 
which we feel is correct. If further 
information is desired we will at­
tempt to supply same thru the Ad­
vance.

1. Where to Vote:
Both Elections at City Hall.

2. Why 2 Elections?
(a) One Election called by City 

of Rotan to authorize the City 
Council to sign a contract with the 
'Rotan Municipal Water Authority 
to purchase water from the Auth­
ority.

(lb) On Election called the Rotan 
Municipal Water Authority to give 
Board right to issue its bonds in 
the amount of $900,000 to construct 
pipelines.

(c) Should qualified electors vote 
in both elections? Yes, only quali­
fied Electors 'who reside within the 
city limits can vote on the water 
contracts. All qualified voter who 
live within the authority can vote 
on the bonds.
3. From what source twill the water 
be obtained? The Rotan Municipal 
Water Authority has signed a con­
tract to buy treated water at the 
Treatment Plant in Snyder, which 
gets its water from the J. ,B. Tho­
mas Lake through contract with the 
Colorado River Authority.
4. Will the supply be ample? Yes, 
the contract with City of Snyder 
runs for 35 years, with the Rotan 
Municipal Water Authority having 
the option to extend the agreement 
for 25 years.
5. Will the water (be of good! quali­
ty? Yes, Same aS used by City of 
■Snyder, Big Spring and Odessa.
6. How will the money from sale 
of the bonds (be used? To build a 
12 inch line from Snyder to the 
Rotan Well Field! and an 8 inch 
ijtne ffrom tha well field to Rotan, 
which will supplement the present 
6 inch line from the well field to 
Rotan. Use of the two lines from 
well field will permit ample water 
to be delivered to Rotan under pres­
sure at (Snyder plant without ex­
pense and cost of pump stations.

7. From what source 'will the 
bondis be paid? The City will pay 
one-third oi the Average Annual 
Principal and Interest requirements, 
to the Authority out of its net 
revenue and the Rotan Municipal 
Water Authority will provide two- 
thirds by a tak levy. ' - /
8. WhiO pays Snyder for'the water?
The City of" Rotan will 'pay the 
Authorityj f̂! -th^ exact' co^t of the 
water frî *n‘'‘ Snyder - plui 3 cents 
each IM •gallortb. " ’

The extra 3 etens will give' the' 
Authority’s Borad funds to dpierate.
9. Will the well fieldsHbe diseontin- 
ued if the elections earry?^^^es,,4jit 
is believed it will not be ncessary 
to use the well fields, which are de­
pleting very fast. It costs the city 
annually between $25,000 and $30,- 
00!0’ to operate the well fields, pum­
ping, equipment, equipment repairs 
and other costs. This cost will be 
saved and will be approximately 
enough to pay for the water from 
Snyder.
10. If the elections carry when will 
the water lines be installed? It is 
planned that the lines will be put 
in and water available by the 
spring of 1963. The first year’s in­
terest and principal will be paid 
out of the bond issue — so there 
would be no tax levy until the fall 
of 19f63..
11. Can a person vote absentee? 
Yes, at City Hall from August 16 
through August 28th.

in Lulblbock. Mannfacturers of gin 
m̂ aicihinory will conduot seiperate 
sohioola for gin operators on pro­
per use and naaintenancb of their 
equipment. Purpose of the schools 
is to further train gin operators in 
use of new advanced equipment in 
order that they may provide better 
ginning service to cotton farmers 
and turn out higher quality cotton 
for the trade.

The Cotton Gin Operators’ Scho­
ols are .sponsored Jby the Texas 
Cotton Ginners Association, the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice and the manufactors of gin 
machinery. The manufacturers will 
furnish instructors for the schools.

The July-August issue of Texas 
Agricultural Progress, the magazine, 
published at Texas A&M. College, 
is off the press and has several 
feature articles of particular in­
terest to Texas farm and ranch 
people.

One article features the Texas 
Community Improivement program, 
giving the history and some of the 
major accomplishments that have 
made the program a major force in 
the improvement of Texas agricul­
ture.

This year the land on 
the average Texas farm is worth 
$59,302. Buildings are worth an ad- 
ditional $5,648.

The rate of sales of farm land 
accelarted some during the last 
year also. The numbei:. of farm 
title transfer in Texas rose from 
51.8 per 1,000 farms in 1960-61 to

1st Kent Co. Jail Rates 
Historical Medallion

The first jail in Kent County has 
been found worthy of a Texas His­
torical Building Medallion, Mr 
John Ben Shepiperd of Odessa, mem'- 
ber of the Texas State Historical 
Survey Committee announced.

Historical Medallions are awards 
presented by the State of Texas 
for structures of historical signifi­
cant to the area in (which they e-xist 
and to the State.

This is the first Medalliori award 
for Kent County. A total of 166 
Medallions have been awarded* over■•Vthe state since the program "was 
inaugurated in March of this year.

The Olid Kent County Jail is lo­
cated in Clairemont wihich, until 
1954, was the County Seat of Kent 
Counbyi. It was built of Red Sand 
Stone Rock in 1894 and housed 
many early-day violators of the law 
and was considiered one of the hard­
est to break out of in West Texas, 
according to the 'Honorable D. J. 
Young of Jayton, Judge of Kent 
County.

Judge Young said plans are to 
have the building repaired and pre­
served in its original state of use 
as a historical site.

The Medallion will be -presented 
for the Jail at the Panhandle-South 
Plains Meeting of the Texas His­
torical Survey 'Committee with 
County Histori'cal Survey Commit­
tees in Amarillo on August 18, Mr.

Our nation takes up 
1--16 of the lan-d surface of the 
world!. Yet Americans own 3-5 of 

, all the automobiles of the world. 
We own 1-2 of the radios in the 
world. We oiwn 2-3 of the televisions 
in the world. We use 3-5 of all the 
oil produced, 1-2 of all the cof­
fee, and 2j5 of all the electricity. 
Americans can buy more with our 
wages. With a months wage, aB 
Ameridan can buy about 6 1-2
suits while a Russian can only buy 
1-2 a suit. With a weeks work an 
American can buy 8 pairs of shoes,, 
while a Russian can buy only 1-4 
of a pair.

On top of all this we eat better, 
have .better medical care, andi better 
protection for our income with in­
surance. More important ,we have 
more peronal freedom than any 
other pople have had in the history 
of the world. An American is free, 
to ,do an;^hing long
as ’he ' ^doesn’t harrn someone else 
dr someone’s pnd.perty. This give’s 
us fredom of press, ^eech, religion, 
and so on as guaranteed in the 
Constitution.

There is now a threat against all 
these privileges. Communism. Com­
munism would take all this away 
frd.m us. What is 'Communism? 
Communism is a form of govmment 
where everyone is supposed to be 
equal. Everyone puts into a central 
deposit all that he earns, makes or 
does ’and fakes out what he neede. 
This may be good, theoretically, but 
what they dton’t see is that due tO' 
humkh nature, men will do as little 
as possible and take out as much 
as they can. As you can see, this 
would n'Ot work. 'Shuuld a man that 
works hard all day and pulls 50D 
lbs. of cotton get the same amount 
as a man who pulls 100 lbs. and 
sleeps the rest of the dlay? That’s 
the way it would be in a commun­
ist system.

As you can see, a system where 
a man is paid according to his work 
and ability is better than one where 
all are paid the same regardless of 
ability and effort. I am proud of 
America and it’s system. Lets keep 
it.”

'New A&M Service 
Is Annoimced
comibating salt problems on irrigat-^ 
ed land has been announced by the 
Texas A&M College, according U) 
County Agent James ‘S. Norman.. 
Facilities for determining quality of 
irrigation water and measuring saltj 
accumlations in the soil are now 
,ready for full scale operations,. 
Norman said.

.Since all waters contain salt, a 
salinity threat exists to some degree . 
in every area where irigation is 
practiced. '.Salt proiblems are most, 
apt to occur in the Trans-Pecos, i 
Coast Prairie, Rio Grande Valley 
and the Wichita Valley areas, but 
m'aji exist in local areas of the 
High 'Plains, Rolling Plains, Rio 
Grande Pljin and other sections of 
the state.

Salinity tests of water reveal 
whether it is safe to use for irriga­
tion purposes and what manage- 
menl practices or soil amenments, 
if any, are needed for sustained' 
production. Soil salinity tests are 
also important ibecause soil types 
determine in many cases vHhether 
saline water is usable, the agent 
pointed out.

A charge of $5.90 will be made 
for testing water samples and $4.00 
for soil salinity ;tests. Testing o* 
soil samples for fertilizer and lime­
stone requirements will continue 
to cost $2.00 A special set of forms 
has been developed for use of farm­
ers in submitting water and soil 
samples for salinity testing. Fisher 
County farmers can obtain these 
forms along with additionail infor­
mation of salinity testing at Nor­
man’s office.
