It is natural that specula­
tion be high as to how the 
new Administration and the 
new Congress will go about 
its business. Doubtless, Presi­
dent-elect Nixon is being pull­
ed by numerous crosscurrents 
to take the left of center, the 
right of center and the center 
itself, whatever that is.

Since the days of former 
President Roosevelt’s “^New 
Deal,” all Administrations 
have sloganized their pro­
grams for the future in insoir- 
ing terms. ‘‘New Deal,” ‘‘Fair 
Deal,” “The Team for Peace 
and Prosperity,” “The New 
Frontier” and, more recently, 
“The Great Society.” De­
veloped in the recent Presi­
dential campaign was Mr. 
Nixon’s “Bring Us Together” 
and “Forward Together,” 
Whether this will continue to 
identify his Administration 
remains to be seen,

Trom all indications, the 
new administration will be 
low-keyed insofar as innova­
tions are concerned, with 
nothing glamorous or sensa­
tional planned for the im­
mediate future. Presumably, 
efforts will be made to ap­
praise our Country’s present 
situation and to gear actions 
accordingly. This appears to 
be wise and is obviously need­
ed.

The Dodo bird is supposed 
to fly backwards, interested 
only in where he has been 
and not caring where he is 
going — dumb bird they say, 
. On the other hand, he may 

be at least half right.
How can we really tell 

which way we are headed and 
what lies in front if we ig­
nore conditions created by 
where we have been. We need 
to look to our failures and 
admit hem. Politically, we are 
inclined to look at success 
and be blinded to all else.

Not all the past is like wat­
er over the dam. Problems 
created by where we have 
been do not dissolve and 
flow away, never to be re­
cognized again. Certainly, we 
have got to have the forward 
l(X)k — the vision about 
which George Washington

spoke. At the same time, un­
less we look back to profit 
from mistakes, and failures, 
chances are the same mis­
takes and failures will repeat 
themselves with greater 
thrust. Emerson once wrote, 
“We should have reached a 
maturity to prove that we are 
capable of listening not only 
to what the hours tell us but 
what the centuries whisper.” 
It would seem that his could 
be pointed in both directions
— for what the centuries 
have taught us and our res­
ponsibility to decades ahead.

It appears that fiscal af­
fairs will hold the center of 
the stage in the 91st Con­
gress. There is encouragement 
to be taken from the appear­
ance of deep concern on the 
part of many Members of 
Congress for our economic 
well being. It is assumed that 
the new Administration 
shares this concern and will 
inaugurate the greatest pos­
sible efforts to put our fin­
ancial house in order. We 
must start from one simple 
conclusion — that we can 
not forever continue to spend 
money we do not have for 
purposes of doubtful worth, 
and that one day there must 
be a reckoning.

Government at best is ex­
pensive. New programs invite 
new demands, and new de­
mands invite new programs
— one begets the other and, 
seemingly, there is no end. 
There is a limit to eveiything 
except that which Washing­
ton thinks it can provide.

So, the “Greatest Show on 
Earth” opens another Session. 
The tent is the same and so 
are most of the acts. It re­
mains to be seen what sort 
of a performance will be giv­
en in 1969.

EXCUSES — NO. 2
Bast weeks article “Your Excuses Tell on You,” began 

a series on Excuses. This week let us examine more in de­
tail the subject of excuses.

By definition an EXCUSE is: to extenuate by apology; 
pardon; free from obligation or duty; remit; justify, a plea 
offered in extenuation of some fault or neglect of duty; 
apology, or pretext. From this definition, we can readily see 
that one who makes an excuse before God is merely AT­

it”?

Someone has aptly said “an excuse is not a thing in this 
world, but a lie wrapped up in tissue paper.” To put it bluntly 
then, an excuse is in reality a lie! We know what God thinks 
of Hers. Rev. 21:8

Now a reason is: The Justification for an act. God will 
accept a reason, but never an excuse. As someone has said, 
“The worst buy is an alibi.” I fear that so often we offer 
excuses to God considering them as reasons when in fact 
they are not reasons but our “attempt to remove the blame” 
from ourselves to some one or thing.

From the beginning of time, man has offered excuses 
to God. For example Adam, Eve, Moses, Saul and the 
apostles all offeded excuses to God.People today are no 
different in basic human behaviour. Modern man continues 
to offer excuses to God. I hear them every day and you do 
too. “I’m too busy to go to church.” “My job keeps me from 
obeying the Bord.” “Sunday is my only day off and I need it 
to relax or persue my hobby.” “Well I just didn’t  feel too 
well, so I stayed home.” “You know how it is when the 
family drops in for a visit”, “Preacher I would give to the 
church but you know what it takes now days to raise a 
family.”, “I would obey the Bord but you know, it’s just 
too hard to live the Christian life.”

Do you see yourself in the above statements? Have you 
ever made them? Many excuses are offered to God today 
but NO ONE who is accountable has ONE REASON for re­
jecting to Bord or failing to do what he is able to do in the 
Bord’s Church! Because a reason is valid or justification, 
and no one is ever justified in his own failure to obey the 
Bord and His will. Else why did Christ die? Was it in vain? 
It is for you if you “excuse” your way through life!
