FHA Aids On 
Rural Water

Nearly 700 rural Fisher 
County residents are now 
benefiting from community 
water and sewer systems fi­
nanced by the Farmers Home 
Administration according to 
George M. Dorman, County 
Supervisor.

“ Lack of clean, fresh water 
and proper sewage disposal 
facilities is an age-old prob­
lem not yet solved in many 
Texas rural communities; 
however, our rural water and 
sewer financing program is 
helping to close the gap be­
tween rural and urban utili­
ty services” , says County 
Supervisor Dorman.

Texas now has in operation 
466 rural water systems and 
11 rural sewer projects fin­
anced by the Farmers Home 
Administration These sys­
tems serve over 257,000 rural 
and small town residents. 
There are 93 water and sew­
er projects under construc­
tion which, when completed, 
will serve an additional 53,000 
rural people.

Banks, insurance compan­
ies, and other private leaders 
loaned about 90 per cent of 
the funds used in this pro­
gram last fiscal year. The 
Farmers Home Administra­
tion insures repayment to pri­
vate lenders and makes direct 
loans when private sources of 
credit are not available to 
applicants.

Dorman pointed out that 
rural water and sewer pro­
jects are organized through 
initative of prospective users 
in the community. Loans are 
repaid from the earnings of 
the systems during periods of 
up to 40 years.

THE SIGNERS
It was hot in Philadelphia in early July. There was 

a livery stable near the room where the distinguished 
gentlemen were sitting. Big, blue-black horse flies 
buzzed thru the windows and bit the gentlemen 
through their white silk stockings. Jefferson used to 
say (many years later) that the Declaration of Inde­
pendence went thru Congress much faster because 
of the horse flies!

It was July 1776, of course.
And there was something else in the air that 

made the gentlemen very uncomfortable—something 
that made them steal glances now and then at one 
another’s neck. They joked about it among themselves 
but they knew that it was no joke. It W£s the threat 
of hanging.

Franklin is credited in the history books with 
saying, “We must indeed hang together or most as­
suredly we shall all hang separately” . Unfortunately, it 
was all too true.

The Declaration concluded; “And for the support 
of the Declaration, with a firm reliance on the pro­
tection of Divine Providence, we mutually pledge our 
lives, our fortunes, and our sacred honor.” Their 
story will never die as long as Americans take cour­
age from it.

Pioneer Cowboy 
Died Thursday

Andy Shipp, 78, Rotan Pio­
neer Cowboy, died at his 
home 3:15 a.m. Thursday, 
Feb. 6 after an extended ill­
ness.

Funeral was held at 2:30 p. 
m. Friday in Weathersbee 
Funeral Chapel with Rev. Bil­
ly Hudnall, pastor of First 
Baptist Church, and Rev. 
Jackie Barnett, pastor of Cal­
vary Baptist Church, officiat­
ing. Burial was held in the 
Clairemont Cemetery. .

He was born in a dug out 
on the banks of the Double 
Mountain River on the line of 
Kent and Fisher County, Aug­
ust 9th, 1890. He lost his fa­
ther at he age of 3 years old, 
and then his mother at the 
age of 12.

He stayed with wives of the 
older cowboys, to cut wood 
and do chores for them while 
they were away on roundups. 
He wanted to learn all he 
could about cowboys, as this 
was what he loved.

Mr. Sampson, the father of 
Dick Sampson, of Clairemont 
gave him his first saddle.

At the age of 14 he got his 
first paying job on the 2 
Circle Bar Ranch, which is 
now known as Bilby Wal­
lace’s Ranch drawing 25c a 
day and his room and board. 
He was their horse wrangler. 
His jojb was to gather them 
up and feed them. As he grew 
older he learned the trade 
well, for he learned it the 
hard way. He took his turn 
standing guard as each cow­
boy did. When his turn came 
for sleeping, it was on the 
ground, with his saddle at his 
head.

Andy loved the cowboy’s 
life, the breaking of wild 
horses, the roundup, the cold 
nights, or the warm nights. 
Anything that had to be done 
or needed to be done, he al­
ways was there to take his 
turn.

He lived his life in Kent 
and Fisher Counties, working 
on different ranches.

He married Ollie Gray 
March 5th, 1916. The follow­
ing Oct. they moved to the 
Nick Bilsby Ranch, 6 miles 
east of Clairemont where he 
worked as a cowboy and she 
did the cooking for all the 
cowboys. They lived there 1 
year. Then the ranch was 
leased out.

From there he left and rent­
ed a farm, which his wife did 
most of the farming as he 
hired out as a cowboy. If the 
plow should break down any 
passing cowboy would stop 
and fix it for her.

During World War One, 
when the ranch killed a beef 
they would always divide it 
with the cowboys. In 1942 he 
bought a farm in Fisher Coun­
ty, but still worked as a cow­
boy for Creswel or Pitchfork, 
and for James Green.

He loved his horse and sad­
dle. Three days before his 
fatal illness he rode his old 
paint horse named “ Patches” , 
most all evening looking for 
some cows that had strayed 
off.

He often told his sons, 
when I die, bury my hat and 
saddle with me, which his son 
A. V. carried out.

He was Baptised in a creek 
near Girard in 1936 where 17 
others were Baptised.

Survivors include his wife 
of the home, 4 sons, J. D. of 
Rankin, Billy of Kermit, Joe 
of Mineral Wells, A. V. of 
Rotan, three daughters, Mar­
gie Hankins of Oklahoma 
City, Lavem Young of Fort 
Worth, Frances Morgan of 
Robv; 23 grandchildren, in­
cluding Sim’s Reddin of Rotan 
end Biliv Joe Graves of Stam­
ford which they reared. 12 
great grandchildren. A daugh­
ter Dora Lee died in 1925. He

Washington, D.C. — On 
two occasions during the past 
two years, the need of re­
form in methods of electing 
the President and Vice Presi­
dent of the United States has 
been discussed.

On November 30, 1967, re­
ference was made to the Con­
stitutional Convention of 1787 
which established the Elec- 
torial College system. On 
March 21, 1968, comments 
and speculation was made on 
the possibility of the 1968 
Presidential election being 
thrown in the Congress for a 
decision. Fortunately, that sit­
uation was averted but the 
possibility remains that such 
could occur in the future.

As the new administration 
begins. Congress is once more 
faced with the issue of im­
proving the method of elect­
ing our two highest officials. 
Our present system was de­
signed to oreserve the impro- 
tance of all States, large and

The idea behind the elec­
toral college was to combine 
the two principles of repre­
sentation worked out as a 
great compromise of that 
Constitutional Convention. 
Each State was admitted to 
the Union on an equal bases. 
Each State was granted two 
Senators and two votes in the 
Electoral College to reflect 

I this equality.
The Farmers of the Consti­

tution recognized that the 
States were unequal in re­
spect to FKipulation. For this 
reason unequality, each State 
was granted members in the 

(House of Representatives of 
the Congress in proportion to 
its population with one elec­
toral vote for each and addi- 

I tional electorial votes for the 
j two Senators. Thus, the Elec- 
' toral College is apportioned 
not only according to popula­
tion but also a bonus of two 
votes to protect smaller 
States. The electoral strength 
of more than 1-3 of 50 States 
benefits by reason of this 
special bonus.

Present Day problems arise 
because the fiumers of the 
Constitution could not at that 

! time forsee the “ winner take 
all” situation created by mod­
em political parties. The win­
ning Presidential candidate in 
each State gets all the elec­
toral votes of that State. A 
bloc of a few thousand votes 
can turn an election one way 
or the other.

The disproportionate stren­
gth of a small bloc of votes 
has come about because all 
States have adopted the prac­
tice of voting for a slate of 
electors at large. Under the 
system, the political party 
obtaining a plurality of votes, 
even if less than 50 percent, 
obtains all electoral votes as a 
matter of custom and prac­
tice.

To correct this situation 
which has evolved over the 
years reform is urgent. A 
number of proposals have 
been introduced in recent 
Sessions of the Congress and 
already several plans are be­
ing proposed in the new Ses­
sion,

One approach is to abolish 
the electoral college entirely 
and hold a Nation-wide, direct 
election of the President and 
Vice President. On the sur­
face the plan has appeal but 
under such a system a popu­
larity contest could easily de­
velop. One vote could decide 
an election. Some popular

\Railroad Pay 
Heavy Taxes

Current annual taxes paid 
to the various government 
agencies by Texas railroads in 
Fisher County totaled $16,- 
491, it is announced by the 
Texas Railroad Association.

That amount was the coun­
ty’s share of the more than 
$10,000,000 the railroads paid 
in Texas on their OAvn right 
of way and other property.

The biggest railroad con- 
i tribution was to the school 
systems throughout the state.

In addition, of course, was

or other notable of passing 
fancy, could emerge as Presi­
dent. The problem of “winner 
take all” could easily be mul­
tiplied instead of cured.

Two other proposals appear 
to O'ffer the best solution, at 
the same time preserving the 
intent of the Constitution. 
One is called “The Propor­
tionate Plan.” Under this pro­
posal, the electoral vote 
would be distributed in each 
State in proportion to the 
popular vote received by each 
candidate. Nation-wide the 
electoral vote total would re­
flect the popular vote. Under 
the “ District Plan,” each 
State would be divided into 
districts of near equal popu­
lation, probably using present 
Congressional District lines, 
giving each voter exactly the 
same weight in selecting their 
electors, one for the District 
and two State-wide. The plan 
would insure rural, surburban 
and urban areas alike, of hav­
ing thgir distinctive interest 
expressed.

Early hearings are planned! 
by committees of the Con­
gress on these several ap­
proaches.

regain vigor and reproduce. 
Deferred grazing can be of 
several types, but any type, 
when properly designed, 
meets the requirements of the 
forage plants and the graz­
ing animals.

The minimum wage for 
hired farm workers went up 
from $1.15 to $1.30 per hour 
on February 1.

Farm employers who used 
more than 500 man-days of 
farm labor in any calendar 
quarter of the preceding year 
are required to pay the mini­
mum wage during 1969. Im­
mediate family members and 
hand harvest pieceworkers 
who comute from their own 
home and worked less than 
13 weeks in the preceding 
calendar year are not includ­
ed in the man-day count. In 
addition, any-days of agricul­
tural workers employed by a 
bonified contractor are not 
included in the man-day 
count.
’ A man-day, for determining 
the 500 man-day count, is any 
day an employee worked one 
hour or more. Each 7-day 
period during which an em­
ployee worked one hour or 
more on one or more days is 
counted as one week for the 
13-week test.

Certain employees are not 
covered by the minimum 
wage. These include immedi­
ate family members, hand 
harvest pieceworkers who 
commute daily and worked 
less than 13 weeks in agri­
culture during the previous 
year, migrant minors ,̂ 16 
years old and under who do 
hand harvest piecework paid 
at the same rate as their par­
ents on the same farm, and 
workers primarily engaged in 
the range production of live­
stock.

Do you know what your 
personal possessions are 
worth?

It is a good practice to 
keep a record of the date of 
purchase, name of the dealer 
and cost of each item. Keep 
the inventory in a safe place, 
outside the house, if fire­
proof storage is not avail­
able. It’s a good idea to keep 
at least two copies in differ­
ent places and don’t forget to 
keep them up-to-date.

An estimated 75 percent of 
Texas rangeland produces less 
than half its potential because 
of range deterioration.
