Farm Bureau Asks For 
Cotton Loan Extension
Texas Farm Bureau President 

Carrol Chaloupka has asked the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
to rescind the May 23 action on 
cotton loans and extend the loan 
period on the 1974 crop from 10 
months to 18 months.

“fhis would allow our cotton 
producers to work that cotton 
onto the market and not be 
forced to compete with Com­
modity Credit Corporation inven­
tories,” Chaloupka said in a 
message to Agriculture Secre­
tary Earl Butz.

Chaloupka made the request 
following Friday’s announce­
ment by USD A that the loan 
period would not be extended. 
Many outstanding loans on the 
1974 cotton crop are coming due 
June 1, the farm leader said.

“The USDA decision not to

extend the loan period is a great 
disappointment to Texas cotton 
producers,” the Farm Bureau 
leader said. “The cotton industry 
faces continued disaster if'some 
measure of assistance is not 
provided.”

Chaloupka said the loan pro­
gram has given producers an 
alternative to taking great losses 
in the marketplace in recent 
months.

The Texas Farm Bureau first 
asked the CCC in March for an 
extension of the loan period, 
saying at the time that recovery 
of domestic and foreign markets 
for cotton was unlikely before 
June.

Chaloupka said CCC President 
Clayton Yeutter’s reply at the 
time indicated that duture con-

AUSTIN—The 64th Legis­
lature is deep into its last 
final week of activity, with 
all of its remaining Big 3 
assignments still incomplete.

Conference committees 
have drawn the jobs of ad­
justing differences between 
House and Senate versions 
of these measures:

— The $12 billion all-time 
record appropriations bill 
for 1976-77. There is really 
little controversy, and the 
budget will be ready for 
final approval by adjourn­
ment deadline Tuesday.

— Public school finance 
reform. There is plenty of 
controversy here, with the 
outcome likely to remain in 
doubt until near the final 
gavel. Gov. Dolph Briscoe 
shows every sign of being 
determined to veto any 
measure which overspends 
revenue in sight.

— Utility r e g u l a t i o n  
through a state commission. 
Again, there are strong dif­
ferences between the House 
and the Senate majority. 
House leaders insist they 
have compromised enough 
in getting their bill passed 
and want nothing weaker. 
They are backed by a well- 
organized citizens group 
which has served notice it 
will have the House bill or 
nothing.

Conference reports can 
be passed by a bare major­
ity, and they are subject to 
no amendments.

Oil Increasing
For the 39th straight

month, the Texas Railroad 
Commission has set a wide- 
open 100 per cent statewide 
oil production allowable.

Commission Chainnan Ben 
Ramsey said indications are 
Texas production is “begin­
ning to stabilize and possi­
bly show a slight increase.”

The big East Texas field, 
a deviation from the all-out 
production pattern, will be 
held to 86 per cent.

Appointments
Governor Briscoe has ap­

pointed former State Rep. 
Menton J. Murray of Har­
lingen to the Texas Board 
of Mental Health and Men­
tal Retardation, replacing 
Paul Leonard of Fort Worth 
who resigned.

Briscoe also announced 
his intention to appoint Joe 
R. Carroll of Snyder to 
Texas Water Rights Com­
mission. Carroll will succeed 
Otha Dent of Austin who 
resigned before expiration 
of his term.

Industries Slow
Only 15 new industries 

located in Texas during 
April, compared with a 25- 
per-month average in 1974.

Jim Harwell, executive 
director of Texas Industrial 
Commission, said the 15 
will have an annual impact 
of $137 million on the Texas 
economy and create nearly 
4,000 new jobs.

AG Opinion
A bill which would per­

mit distribution of state- 
owned textbooks to pupils 
of non-public schools “prob­
ably” is constitutional. At­
torney General Hill held.

In other recent opinions. 
Hill concluded:

Domestic relations courts 
may appoint masters in 
chancery, but only in excep­
tional cases for good cause.

An educational and rec­
reational fund administered 
for benefit of state prison­
ers may be invested or 
spent for prisoners’ benefit 
in any manner consistent 
with purposes of the trust, 
law and proper prison sys­
tem management.

A bank holding company 
may own a majority of the

stock of more than one 
bank without violating the 
constitution or laws.

Charges Refused
Charges that $500 million 

in erroneous payments were 
made to Texas w’elfare re­
cipients due to clerical er­
rors were challenged by 
State Welfare Commission­
er Raymond W. Vowell.

Vowell disputed state­
ments of the U.S. Depart­
ment of Health, Education 
and Welfare concerning 
mistakes of state and local 
welfare officials.

HEW said another $500 
million was spent in error 
because recipients provided 
incorrect information on 
factors determining eligi- ‘ 
bility for aid and size of 
payments.

Vowell said 70 per cent 
of welfare mistakes are due 
to recipient error or falsifi­
cation. He said efforts are 
being made to cleanse 
Texas welfare rolls of ineli­
gible recipients.

Short Snorts

A new form of health and 
accident protection will be 
a v a i l a b l e  December 1 
through Health Mainte­
nance Organizations. Gover­
nor Briscoe signed the bill 
into law’.

Comptroller Bob Bullock 
issued checks totaling $19.9 
million to Texas cities in 
the second round of month­
ly city sales tax payments. 
Payments were up from 
$16.1 million in April.

The Senate refused to 
lower the misdemeanor pen­
alty for possession of small 
amounts of marijuana.

The House voted to raise 
the state inheritance tax 
exemption from $25,000 to 
$60,000, for a revenue loss 
of $57.5 million if the 
Senate goes along.

State Senator Ray Farabee is

Farabee said that as the law is

Answerkline

American Cancer Society

A reader explains:  “ In 1969 
I was treated for cancer and 
I ’ve been fine since. Why 
don’t people realize that 
cancer has a hopeful side?’’ 
ANSWERline: Congratu­
lations for being one of the 
1.5 million Americans alive 
today who are cured of 
cancer. Often fears and 
ignorance are behind the 
gloomy reaction you men­
tion. The truth of the matter 
is that many cancers are 
curable if treated early. 
This year 222,000 people 
in this country will be 
saved from cancer death, 
buL 111,000 more might be 
saved by earlier and better 
treatment.

A heavy cigarette smoker  
writes:  “ I seem to have
difficulty in swallowing and 
I’m hoarse all the time, even 
though I don’t have a cold. 
It’s probably just my 
cigarettes. Should I be 
concerned?’’
ANSWERline: The symptoms 
you mention could point to 
more than “ just cigarettes” 
and you should definitely 
see your physician right 
away. He will check your 
throat and might want to do 
further tests. Let him make 
a diagnosis soon. Your 
smoking might have serious 
consequences, but if some­
thing is the matter you will 
have been lucky to catch it 
early.

Question:  “ What’s the best
way to avoid skin cancer?” 
ANSWERline: Avoid over­
exposure to the sun. The 
ACS estimates that 95% of 
skin cancer could be cured 
if sores which do not heal 
are promptly reported to a 
physician.

A mother a sks:  “ Should my 
daughter, a teenager, learn 
breast self-examination or

doesn’t it matter at her 
age?”
ANSWERline: Cancer of the 
breast is rare among young 
women although it does 
occur. It is important for 
your daughter to make 
regular breast self-exami­
nation a habit while she is 
young so that she will do it 
automatically in the years ' 
ahead when her risk of 
breast cancer will increase. 
Your local American Cancer 
Society office has a leaflet 
of instructions and you 
would be wise to see that 
she reads it. And it’s 
important for you to examine 
your own breasts as well, 
and set a good example.

A businessman asks:  “ Is
there a definitive test for 
cancer?”
ANSWERline: Microscopic
examination of cells from 
the suspicious area is the 
definitive test for cancer. 
This is called a biopsy. The 
diagnosis is usually made 
by a pathologist who has 
been trained to pinpoint 
abnormal cells.

A senior c i t izen  from E l  
Paso says:  “ It may be
wishful thinking but does 
cancer ever just disappear?” 
ANSWERline: Medical re­
cords occasionally include 
a case where cancer dis­
appeared. But this is 
extremely rare and remains 
unexplained. Cancer must 
be diagnosed and properly 
treated as quickly as possi­
ble. Don’t ever wait for it 
to disappear because such 
“ wishful thinking” could 
lead to a disaster.

Our .Attorney G eneral's 
Consumer Protection Division 
lawyers caution students who 
need to work but cannot find 
jobs to be wary of possible 
deceptive trade practices in the 
employment industry. In their 
anxiousness to find a job, stu­
dents could be easy prey for 
unscrupulous businessmen.

Some classified newspaper 
advertiserqents aim at such 
students with offers such as 
this; “Students! Want to make 
more money than you thought 
possible?Call us for a fantastic 
summer job—but hurry! Only 
six positions left!”

If a student answers the ad, 
he or she may find out that the 
“ fantastic” job opportunity 
consists of a chance to buy a 
supply of a product and sell it 
door to door. The student’s 
salary is to be whatever 
amount is taken in from daily 
sales—often nothing at all.

Or the job may be to sell an 
item by telephone, with the 
salary to be a commission on 
whatever orders are placed.

■So be wary if you are a job- 
hunting student. Our Con­
sumer Protection attorneys say 
that you may be your own best 
salesman if you analyze your 
capabilities and as.sess the job 
m arket carefully . If you 
haven’t worked before, some 
of your hobbies could serve as 
experience. If you like sports 
or animals, can repair your 
own bicycle or car, or enjoy 
being with younger children, 
you might turn these into jobs. 
You could work in a recrea­
tional center, for a veteri­
narian or pet store, help out in

Hospital Election Bill Passes On House Floor
A bill detailing the process for 

electing directors for a Fisher 
County Hospital District has 
been enacted into law by the 
Texas House of Representatives.

Rep. Elmer Martin obtained 
final passage of the bill on the 
House floor during a Saturday 
work session following earlier 
passage in the Senate.

The new legislation amends 
the Fisher County Hospital Act 
passed in 1973 by the 63rd 
Legislature when the district was 
created.

“The original act enabled the 
hospital district to be created and 
begin its election process for the 
directorate,” explained Rep 
Martin. “ Now, this amendment 
provides for the continuing year- 
to-year election process.”

Rep. Martin sponsored the 
amendment in the House as 
House Bill 2200 and Senator 
Farabee sponsored it as Senate 
Bill 1064. After both bills had 
been reported favorably out of 
committees, the Senate voted 
approval ahead of the House and 
Rep. Martin then substituted the 
Senate bill for his identical 
House bill on the House floor.

Here are the highlights of the 
amended Hospital Act:

(1) Designates the first Satur-

district’s annual election to name 
the appropriate number of direc­
tors.

(2) Requires published notice 
in a newspaper not more than 45 
nor less than 30 days prior to the 
date of the election.

(3) Allows the hospital district 
board to provide for one or more 
voting places and calls for the 
board to designate geographical 
coundaries to be served by each 
voting place 45 days before the 
election.

(4) Specifies that all directors 
shall be elected at-large unless 
the board is presented with a 
petition signed by at least 10 per 
cent of the qualified voters of the 
district asking that the directors 
be elected by precincts. On 
receiving the petition, the board 
shall order election to determine 
if a majority of the qualified 
voters of the district desire that 
the directors be elected by 
precincts.

(5) Persons desiring to be 
placed as a candidate on the 
ballot for the hospital board of 
directors must file an application 
30 days prior to the election.

(6) Candidates for election to 
'the board shall be required to

file only one statement of cam­
paign contributions and expendi­
tures.

The new legislation was spon­
sored by Rep. Martin and Sen. 
Farabee at the request of 
officials of the hospital district.

Springtime’s damp, muggy 
weather makes ideal conditions 
for mildew problems. Many 
people think this can never 
happen in “ dry West Texas’’, 
buf it does, especially if you have 
evaporative air cooling.

But with a little effort, con­
sumers can prevent mildew in 
their homes. Molds causing the 
whitish-to-purplish or gray 
growth are present in the air at 
all times. They grow on any 
surface that is damp, warm, 
poorly aired and poorly lighted. 
Mildew causes a musty odor and 
often leaves stains.

There are a few precautions 
that can keep the home free of 
this problem.

Keep things clean.
Get rid of dampness by finding 

the cause and correcting it. 
Refrigerated air conditioners and 
dehumidifiers will dry the air.

Sometimes it’s necessary to 
heat the house for a short time, 
then let the moisture-laden air 
out by opening doors and win­
dows. Also an exhaust fan can be 
used to drive the moist air out.

Various chemicals sold by 
stores and by building supply 
dealers will absorb moisture too.

Have adequate ventilation 
throughout the house-but es­
pecially closets, bathrooms and 
laundry rooms.

Get rid of musty odors. On 
washable surfaces, use a solution 
of V2 -I cup liquid household 
bleach to a gallon of water. Rinse 
with clear water and rinse well.

Keep fabrics dry and clean. 
Always clean before storing and 
use a mildew inhibitor in 
storage.

J ill Jones In 
Ballet Recital

Jill Jones, 8 year old daughter 
of Mr. and Mrs. Corkey Jones of 
Clinton, Okla., performed in the, 
spring recital of The Candy 
Jones School of Ballet in Clinton, 
Okla., May 24.

Jill is the granddaughter of 
Mr. and Mrs. Joe Long of Roby 
who attended the recital and 
brought Jill home with them for a 
visit.

The pecan nut casebearer is a 
destructive pest of pecans. This 
insect attacks the small pecan 
nutlets in late spring. When 
casebearer numbers are heavy, 
the insect may destroy one-third 
to three-fourths of the pecan crop 
on a tree, unless properly timed 
insecticidal applications are 
made to protect the pecan nuts 
from pecan nut casebearer 
attack.

The timing of the insecticidal 
treatments for pecan nut case­
bearer control is based upon the 
presence of eggs on the tips of 
pecan nutlets and the detection 
of initial larvae feeding damage 
to pecan nutlets. The adult 
moths will soon be laying eggs 
on the pollinated nutlets, eggs 
should hatch in 4 to 7 days and 
then the young larvae will attack 
the small nutlets.

Now is the time for pecan 
growers to start checking pecan 
nutlet clusters for casebearer 
eggs. The adult female moth 
usuallly lays eggs singly on the 
tips of pecan nutlets. The eggs 
are flat and blue-greenish white 
in coloration when first laid but 
assume a pinkish red color after 
a day or two. The eggs are small 
in size but can be seen with the 
naked eye upon close observa­
tion.

The pecan nut casebearer 
larvae, upon hatching from eggs, 
feed on leaf buds for a short 
period of time and then attack 
the small pecan nutlets. A small 
larva (worm) will attack a nutlet 
by cutting a hole into the base of 
the nutlet. As the larva feeds in 
the nutlet, pellets of frass are 
produced. The frass material is 
collected outside the nutlet in

fine webs. The webs also hold 
the nut clusters together and 
keep them from falling until the 
larva is mature.

Pecan nutlets should be 
checked 2 to 3 times a week for 
eggs. When eggs are detected on 
the nutlet tips, insecticidal 
sprays should be applied in 3 to 6| 
days. Where eggs are not detect­
ed but feeding damage to young 
nutlets are observed, insecticidal 
treatments should be applied 
immediately.

Insecticides such as Sevin,

Malathion and Zolone will 
control pecan nut casebearers.
Mix insecticidal sprays according 
to the instructions given on the 
label of the insectidice container.

Most pecan producers think 
the fruit crop will be short in the 
county this year. E.L. Yeats 
reports that no adults have 
emerged yet from his orchard. 
However, this week seems to be 
the time to spray for the insect if 
you feel your pecan is worth­
while. Tzinc sulphate should be 
applied with the insecticide.

Sponsored by eleven Senators 
and eleven members of the 
House, an all-day conference 
was held last week on “Eco­
nomic Planning in a Free So­
ciety.” The meeting was mode­
rated by Martin Agronsky with 
eight well known economists 
participating.

The invitation to participate 
(which we were unable to accept 
because of other pressing duties) 
posed these questions for discus­
sion: Is long-range economic 
planning feasible in a Democra­
tic society? Can it be decentral­
ized? Humanized? What would 
be the legislative role in the 
planning process?

During the depression years 
prior to World War II, an effort 
was made to administer our 
resources through national plan­
ning. The idea abandoned the 
concept of free markets. The 
Supreme Court finally ruled that 
the National Recovery Adminis­
tration was unconstitutional.

Proposals now in vogue for 
economic planning are wrapped 
in a package labeled “ pro­
gress.” A new group called the 
Initiative Committee for National 
Economic Planning is now advo­
cating programs which ignore 
our free market system. Seem­
ingly, they believe that free 
enterprise can no longer cope 
with present-day economic situ­
ations. They take advantage of 
the moods in this time of 
recession and appeal to those 
who feel that further progress is 
unlikely. A controlled economy 
as an alternative, they say, is the

No one contends our economic 
system is perfect but it is 
inextricably tied to personal free­
dom and has produced the 
highest standards of living and 
the greatest liberty the world has 
ever known.

The idea of a managed econ­
omy is based on the assumption 
that we, as citizens, are simply 
not smart enough to decide how 
to spend the money we earn and 
therefore we need to be told what 
is needed and how much.

The planners omit any ref­
erence to the fact that the loss of 
economic liberty is always ac­
companied by the loss of individ­
ual liberty. Those who advocate 
central planning assume they are 
smarter than the market-place 
and it follows that it is they who 
will control the money.

The numberous regulations 
now imposed on the people of 
this Country already encroach on 
our freedoms. The enforcement 
of regulations requires force but 
the advocates of further and 
more strict controls are usually 
able to get into their format 
something about freedoms such 
as the conference last week with 
the title “ Economic Planning in a 
Free Society.” If the proponents 
of centralized planning said they 
were building an economic police 
state their cause would collapse. 
Instead, they creep up with 
component parts of schemes 
which, when and if finally put 
together, would constitute a total 
change. If the total change were

inaugurated all at one time the 
American people would not ac­
cept it and would label it for what 
it is.

The process seems to be to 
adopt programs with Laudable 
purposes, delegate to the 
bureaucrats arbitrary powers to 
enforce each decision and try to 
teach people to understand that 
the will of the planners is for 
their own good.

This Nation was founded on 
the concept of economic freedom 
as well as all other freedoms 
such as political, religious and 
the press. Each sector is a part of 
the other and an attack on one 
undermines the rest.

We, as a people, have always 
been distrustful of the concentra­
tion of power. This fact moti­
vated our founders to guard 
against it. Greater concentration 
of power in Washington can 
eventually destroy both our per­
sonal freedoms and our ability to 
produce. We need to preserve 
both or we may lose both.

The Lord Jesus 
his followers: “Judge not, and 
you shall not be judged.” From 
time immemorial the mind and 
tongue of man have been wreak­
ing havoc in every society of the 
world by judging and wagging. I 
am not familiar with the details 
of most of the ancient moral 
codea, but I would wager that 
every moralist from%the time of 
Adam and Eve has warned of the 
tendency of man to judge his 
neighbor on appearances rather 
than on the whole truth. The 
mind and tongue of man were 
put under constraint by the 
commandment given to Moses: 
“Thou shalt not bear false 
witness against thy neighbor.” 
And yet it was quite common 
among God’s People of the Old 
Testament to judge on appear­
ances and condemn. In fact, as 
we must infer from page after 
page in the Old Testament 
books, it was taken for granted 
that any misfortune that happen­
ed to man was because he sinned 
either publicly or secretly. When 
the blind man was brought to 
Jesus to be cured the Apostles 
asked Jesus; “ Who has sinned, 
himself or his parents, that he 
should be born blind?” Jesus 
answered, of course: “Neither 
he nor his parents sinned.” In 
James III, 1-12, God condemns 
in very striking language this 
tendency to judge and condemn. 
Yet, today, after nearly 2,000 
years of Christian teaching, 
minds still judge on appearances 
and tongues wag to the great 
harm of the neighbor.

I well remember the case of a 
friend of mine who used to take 
me fishing when 1 was a boy. On 
my return home one summer I 
heard the tongues of the neigh­
borhood wagging: “ Paul has lost 
his faith. He no longer goes to 
church on Sundays. He brings 
his family to church but he stays 
in the car till the services are 
over. But what is so strange is 
that he is seen in church praying 
when no one else is around.” 
And so the tongues raced on. 
Several months later the whole 
truth came out when Paul return­
ed to attending Sunday services: 
He had been working irt the 
woods cutting firewood when 
lightning had struck and killed 
the man working next to him. His 
nerves were so shattered by this 
experience that for several 
months he took sick every time 
he was in a crowd.

There is an old Indian proverb 
that goes something like this: No 
one is capable of judging another 
till he has first walked ten miles 
in his moccasins. We simply do 
not know enough facts about 
another to be able to judge 
correctly. Psychologists tell us 
that most people themselves do

admonishes not know more than a small 
percentage of the REAL reasons 
why they do many things. For 
example, a friend of mine, a 
practicing and successful psych­
ologist, maintains that most men 
are CONSCIOUS of only twenty 
percent of the reasons why they 
married their wives. If we do not

realize the real reasons for many 
of our own actions, even such 
important ones as choosing a 
wife, how can another know the 
reasons for our conduct. Walk 
first in your neighbor’s mocca­
sins, arid you will very likely not 
condemn him. “Judge not, and 
thou shalt not be judged.”

original, is located 15 feet west of 
the original plant. Mrs. Little 
noticed an unusual gro\vth in the 
plant about two weeks ago. The 
thorns on the thick leaves had 
turned a reddish color and the 
stalk had grown rapidly during a 
short time. The plant will grow 
higher and should bloom in the 
near future.

The century plant blooms 
sometimes as often as once a 
year, rare plants bloom once 
every 25 years. The leaves and 
stalk die after the plant has 
bloomed. The roots; remain 
alive and produce a new plant.

The Mexicans are known to 
use the sap of certain century 
plants to make beverages such as 
pulque and mescal. The long 
tough fibers of the centry plants 
may be formed into thread, cord 
and ropes. The green leaves are 
used as fodder.
