General Boles discusses key command issues

M aintaining mission effectiveness 
in the face of taxpayer m andated cuts 
in government spending is a challenge 
th a t will continue to test the resource­
fulness of everyone in Air Education 
and Training Command.

Gen. Billy J. Boles, AETC com­
mander, talked about th a t and other

issues impacting the command during 
his first visit to Reese, Monday and 
Tuesday.

“The nation is in a belt-tightening 
mode,” explained the general. “And 
th a t is going to have a major impact on 
AETC, the Air Force and the Depart­
m ent of Defense.”

The general said commanders and 
supervisors a t all levels m ust carefully 
balance the workload against avail­
able resources.

“I don’t want to see the men and 
women of AETC tasked to do jobs w ith­
out the resources — in term s of the 
dollars, m ateriel or people — needed to 
accomplish the task.

The general said the command can 
meet this challenge if everyone under­
stands the unit mission and works to­
gether.

“We have to eliminate the T have my 
job and it may not include helping you’ 
m entality.” said Boles. “We have to

focus on service and understand th a t 
we are all in the service business.” 

The new AETC Customer Service 
Training Program is one way the com­
mand expects to improve mission effec­
tiveness. The program will send cus­
tomer service train ing team s to each 
command installation in the coming 
months. The goal is to foster a stronger 
service culture by impressing on every 
employee, m ilitary and civilian, th a t

AETC commander stresses need
for improved customer service

everyone is a customer and 
everyone has customers.

“This training will be the 
bedrock for m aking people 
aware of how to best provide 
service to their customers. I 
call it customer oriented ser­
vice. In other words, I need to 
understand you and what you 
need, if I am going to provide 
quality service,” said Boles.

Boles emphasized th a t this 
program will directly involve 
senior command and wing offi­
cials.

“I don’t  w ant this to be some 
square-filling, book-learning 
exercise,” said Boles. “Before 
the people in this command 
get th is training it will have 
been thoroughly scrubbed by 
m yself, G e n e ra l (C lark) 
Griffith, every director a t the 
headquarters and every wing 
commander. I w ant to ensure 
th a t it provides each organiza­
tion with a working formula to

address customer service needs 
in its specific arena.”

The general also expects 
Quality Air Force initiatives 
throughout the command to 
enhance customer service and 
mission effectiveness.

“Quality efforts can have a 
significant impact on mission 
improvements. The key to 
m ak ing  Q ua lity  p rogram s 
work is focusing on results,” 
said Boles. “Quality is a great 
tool for making us do things 
better, sm arter, and more effi­
ciently. But it is not a goal 
unto itself.”

“I w ant to make sure th a t 
we don’t  get so wrapped up in 
the lexicon — in the process of 
Quality — th a t we forget tha t 
the objective is to launch the 
right num ber of airplanes, see 
the right num ber of patients, 
take care of the facilities, and 
the like. This is the focus of the 
Quality Air Force program.”

Boles also talked about qual­

ity of life issues, noting the 
need for better lines of commu­
nication.

”We are doing a lot of things 
right and we need to see to it 
th a t our people know about all 
of the support programs and 
options th a t are available to 
them.

“This is especially true for 
the family members of our ju n ­
ior enlisted. We have got to do 
a better job of getting the word 
out.”

This includes educating  
people about issues th a t affect 
their health and well being.

One such issue is smoking.
The command is making tre ­

mendous strides to reduce to­
bacco use. The general cited 
the smoking cessation classes 
offered at each installation as 
examples of how the service is 
working to help people quit 
smoking.

“I understand how difficult 
it can be for people to quit

smoking,” said Boles, a former 
smoker who kicked the habit 
after 10 years of smoking. “We 
a re  com m itted  to h e lp in g  
people stop tobacco abuse.”

Keeping people informed is 
also critical as the command 
continues to adapt to a still­
changing, post-cold war envi­
ronment.

Boles pointed to the imple­
m entation of Joint Specialized 
Undergraduate Pilot Training 
program as a sample of how 
the command is m aking the 
changes necessary to lead the 
Air Force into the 21st Cen­
tury.

“JS U P T  is g e ttin g  high 
grades from our customers — 
the operational service com­
m ands,” said Boles. “O urT-lA  
grads show an advanced un­
derstanding of crew resource 
management, instrum ent fly­
ing, and air refueling proce­
dures. On the T-38 side, our 
fighter-bound graduates have

a better concept of three-di­
mensional m aneuvering in for­
mation and situational aware­
ness. The bomber community 
reports th a t the introduction 
to bomber fundam entals is 
paying dividends for those 
graduates.”

The general said serving as 
a JSUPT instructor provides a 
unique opportunity for the pi­
lot force, whether a veteran 
pilot coming to AETC from 
another flying command, or as 
a first assignm ent instructor 
pilot.

“This train ing program of­
fers some trem endous chal­
lenges and opportunities,” said 
Boles. “Consolidation of redun­
dant train ing among the ser­
vices is at the very top of the 
DOD priority list. Everyone 
involved in the flight training 
program at Reese is gaining 
experience th a t will be very 
valuable to all service elements 
in the future.”

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JCS chairman voices 
concern about future

WASHINGTON (AFNS) — He commands about 1.5 
million people in the “best” m ilitary in the world, so why 
is he worried?

Recently nominated by the president for a second term  
as chairm an of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, Gen. John M. 
Shalikashvili worries about the future — the m ilitary’s 
future th a t is.

“It’s th is unknown — whether we will be able to afford 
the modernization we need to keep our force the very best,” 
he said during a recent interview with m ilitary journal­
ists.

In four years, the U.S. m ilitary will be about one-third 
smaller than  it was in 1991. And if the trend continues, as 
it has the past 10 years, the defense budget will be 40 
percent less than  it was seven years ago.

That has Shalikashvili asking if the m ilitary will have 
enough funds not only to modernize, but to replace “worn 
out trucks, worn out tents, worn out w ebbing... which all 
transla te  into readiness tomorrow,” he said.

“Because, if we keep wearing out those trucks, if we 
keep wearing out those ten ts and ten t pegs, and all of that, 
pretty  soon it’s going to reflect on how well we can do our 
job.”

Several months ago at a town hall meeting in Los 
Angeles, Shalikashvili said he believes the m ilitary has 
the political support it needs to protect near-term  readi­
ness, train ing  and maintenance.

“I th ink  there is also a firm appreciation th a t the 
backbone of our m ilitary excellence — our people — m ust 
be protected; their pay and their quality of life m ust be 
protected, or we will find it increasingly difficult to retain  
them, or a ttrac t more like them.

“But I am not nearly as confident th a t there is as much 
support for our long-term readiness,” he told the Los 
Angeles group.

Since he’s been in office, Shalikashvili has sent U.S. 
troops prepared to fight twice — once in Haiti to help 
restore democracy, and a second time to the Persian Gulf 
to prevent Iraq from attacking Kuwait. And because of 
recent developments in the Middle East, the chairman is 
po ised  to  deploy se v e ra l th o u sa n d  a d d itio n a l 
servicemembers.

Currently, he has about 46,000 soldiers, sailors, airmen 
and M arines on tem porary duty assignments around the 
world protecting the “no-fly” zones in northern and south­
ern Iraq; conducting counterdrug operations in Central 
and South America; patrolling the Adriatic and M editer­
ranean seas, as well as the Atlantic and Pacific oceans, 
and the Persian Gulf.

He has another 16,000 service members still in Kuwait. 
Then, there are the M arines on duty in Haiti and the Navy 
conducting operations in Croatia, the Azores and Cuba.

Although there are fewer people deployed today than  
there were a year ago — 75,000 service members were in 
the field then — it still represents “a considerable in­
c re a se ” in  th e  o p era tio n s  and  p e rso n n e l tem po, 
Shalikashvili said.

By nature  of their jobs, some people are away from 
home more often than  others — airborne warning and 
control system and Patriot missile crews, for example. In 
fact, train ing and education commitments, in addition to 
real-world operations, have some members on the move so 
often “they meet themselves coming and going,” the chair­
m an said in a recent speech.

S h a lik a sh v ili  is concerned  abou t th e  c u rre n t 
OPSTEMPO and PERSTEMPO. “A young man, a young 
woman, will stay only so long if each year he or she finds 
themselves on these excessive deployments,” said the JCS 
chairman.

Engine compressor faulted in T-38 crash
SHEPPARD AIR FORCE 

BASE, Texas (AETCNS) — 
The Air Force released its find­
ings on the T-38 training je t 
crash th a t killed a W ichita 
Falls couple and damaged the 
Amber Falls Apartm ent Com­
plex Aug. 24.

The crash occurred May 31 
in W ichita Falls, Texas.

The investigation concluded 
th a t a compressor disk in the 
left engine of the two-engine 
je t catastrophically failed.

A portion of the disk cut 
through the engine casing sev­
ering a fuel line. The resulting 
fire destroyed hydraulic lines, 
rendering control systems in-

Air Force needs more 
recru its and recru iters

LACKLAND AIR FORCE BASE, Texas (AETCNS) — The 
Air Force not only needs new recruits, but also the men and 
women to sign them  up.

“Lots of people don’t  know we’re hiring,” explained Col. 
Dennis Eflein, former 369th Recruiting Group commander 
here. Eflein is now assigned to Headquarters Recruiting Ser­
vice a t Randolph AFB, Texas.

“Everyone wearing the uniform needs to get the word out — 
tell their friends and neighbors — th a t we’re hiring,” stressed 
the colonel.

As Eflein stressed, there’s no shortage of good jobs available 
for both enlisted and officer recruits. The problem is in overcom­
ing the public’s m istaken perception th a t the Air Force isn’t 
hiring.

Staffing drawdowns and base realignm ents are a military 
fact of life in these days of a m eaner leaner armed force. Still, 
normal attrition through retirem ents and separations spells 
available jobs for most people interested in entering the mili­
tary.

The Air Force, with 31,500 active-duty slots to fill in fiscal 
year 1996 beginning Oct. 1, is no exception.

According to Chief M aster Sgt. Jim  Brown, 369th RCG 
superintendent, the Air Force was allotted 31,000 slots to fill 
during fiscal 1995. Enlistm ent slipped from February through 
April, Brown said, but has rebounded since May.

“Traditionally, w inter is our slowest time of the year,” Brown 
said. Enlistm ent began picking up again in late spring as new 
high school and college graduates h it the streets in search of 
work. “I th ink we’re going to make up the deficit from earlier 
th is year.”

A report issued by Fred Pang, assistant defense secretary for 
force m anagem ent policy, said Army, Navy and M arine recruit­
ers m et or exceeded mid-year enlistm ent goals while the Air 
Force fell slightly short, a ttaining 99 percent of its half-year 
goal.

About 850 recruiters nationwide — the authorized strength 
is currently 1,000 — are entrusted with selling the Air Force 
way of life. Next year, the num ber of authorized recruiters 
increases to 1,200.

“We need highly motivated, professional people to do the job,” 
Brown said.

“Our biggest need is for people with a solid mechanical 
background,” said Eflein.

“We have a lot of new, very high-tech computers and laser 
systems. We need very knowledgeable, quality people to m ain­
ta in  the weapons systems of the future.”

“Tomorrow’s leaders are being recruited today,” Brown said. 
“Right now, someone is probably recruiting our next chief of 
staff of the Air Force. That’s a tremendous responsibility.”
