Another provision restricts service

“My administration is continuing
discussions with the Congress on the
remaining spending bills, in order to
protect necessary priorities in educa-
tion, the environment and law enforce-
ment,” Clinton said in the statement.

The administration and Congress
have set a Dec. 15 deadline for resolv-
ing differences over the six remaining
appropriations bills and for reaching a
compromise on a seven-year plan to
balance the federal budget.

Heeding warning signs can prevent financial disaster

The problem is, some Air Force
people have problems with money.

To help remedy this, money
management experts urge people to
control holiday spending by keeping
a budget and shop carefully to get
the best price. Experts suggest
borrowing only when the benefits of
doing so are worth the cost for the

credit card and loan payments that
come “after” the holidays.

The Army and Air Force Exchange
Service has developed a list of
various “warning signs,” along with
recommendations, to assist people
experiencing money and credit
problems.

Financial warning signs include:

AAFES financial experts say any
one or a combination of these signs
may mean there are serious credit
and holiday spending problems.

At the top of the list of remedies
for these problems is the common
sense advice for people to contact
their local family support center,
relief society, credit union or bank.

AAFES financial experts say these
organizations can help customers
talk with creditors, stop borrowing
and cut expenses, by educating them
through the service’s free financial
counseling.

“The key to resolving or prevent-
ing credit problems is to notify

creditors and seek financial counsel-
ing assistance as soon as possible,” a
financial expert said.

In addition, AAFES offers a free
booklet about credit management for
military people. “The booklet is
designed to help military members
and their families deal with money
matters like handling money, balanc-
ing a budget, using credit cards or
establishing and maintaining good
credit,” an official said.

A new updated and expanded
version of this booklet is now avail-
able at all exchange service desks.

Also, AAFES customers who have
questions about their Deferred
Payment Plan accounts, or who are
having difficulty making payments,
should contact their local AAFES
customer service representative.

AAFES officials say if people have
problems in making their DPP
payments, a flexible alternative
voluntary repayment plan can be
established.

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Fifteen minutes a month can save a life

Would you give up 15
minutes a month to save the
lives of your family? If so, I
ask that you spend part of
those 15 minutes reading
this article.

Within the last 30 days,
two housing families suffered
the effects of carbon monox-
ide. Excessive levels of this
odorless gas can result in
dizziness, loss of conscious-
ness, and ultimately death.
Luckily, neither of the two
families suffered long-term
consequences.

The first case was due to a
malfunctioning thermostat
that the occupant did not
immediately call in to the

civil engineers for repair. The
decision to wait until morn-
ing nearly cost his family
their lives.

The second case was due
to a furnace filter that had
not been cleaned for about
six months.

These problems effect not
only families in military
housing, but those living in
apartments, houses, and
trailers as well. I know this
is true because a family
stationed with me at a
previous base died of carbon
monoxide poisoning in their
off-base rental home.

Last week civil engineer-
ing personnel inspected over
330 of the 400 units and
found 75 percent had danger-
ously dirty filters. An ob-
structed furnace filter will

decrease air flow through the
system and carbon monoxide
will build up and enter the
house through the heat
exchange system. This is
why it is imperative that you
replace disposable cardboard
framed furnace filters or
clean the metal framed
electrostatic filters at least
once a month.

If you need a new dispos-
able filter, contact housing
maintenance. The electro-
static filter is a permanent
type filter requiring monthly
removal for cleaning. First
vacuum the surface, then
wash with warm water or
use soap and hot water if
smokers live in your house.

If you need assistance
with cleaning or replacement
of your filter, call housing
maintenance at 885-3047 or
3601 and they will be glad to
come out and show you
proper maintenance proce-
dures.

This is also a great time to
test the safety alarms in your
home. Check both the
Carbon Monoxide and Smoke
detectors by pressing and
holding the test button on
each for approximately 20

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Pharmacy benefits are still available to all Military
Health Services System beneficiaries. Ifa beneficiary’s
prescription is filled at the 64th Medical Group there
is no cost incurred.

The following information is a general overview
explaining how each category of beneficiary must
utilize their pharmacy benefit.

Active duty personnel will obtain all of their phar-
maceutical needs from the 64th MDG. An exception
would apply if they had been referred downtown by
their primary care manager for urgent care or were
seen for emergency care. If a prescription is written
and filled under these circumstances, the 64 MDG will
reimburse the active duty member for pharmaceutical
costs incurred.

Family members of active duty who are enrolled in
TriCare Prime, must make an appointment with their
respective Primary Care Manager to obtain a pre-
scription. Their prescription can be filled at the 64
MDG (at no cost) or for $5 per prescription, per thirty
day supply, if they use the civilian pharmacy network
set up by Foundation Health. A list of participating
pharmaciesis available at the TRICARE Service Cen-
ter.

Retirees and their family members who are en-
rolled in TriCare Prime must make an appointment
with their civilian PCM to obtain a prescription. Their
prescription can be filled at the 64 MDG (at no cost)-or
for $9 per prescription per thirty day supply, if they
use the civilian pharmacy network set up by Founda-
tion Health.

CHAMPUS eligible beneficiaries who are not en-
rolled in TriCare Prime can get their prescription
filled at the 64 MDG (at no cost) or use any pharmacy
that accepts CHAMPUS. For a reduced cost share (15
percent for active duty family member and 20 percent
for retiree/retiree family member) per prescription,
per thirty day supply, they can use the civilian phar-
macy network set up by Foundation Health.

MHSS beneficiaries who are Medicare eligible can
get their prescriptions filled at the 64 MDG at no cost.
Due to base closure, we anticipate that sometime in
early calendar year 1996, Reese AFB will be deemed
aBase Closure and Realignment (BRAC) base. At that
time, those who are Medicare eligible and meet spe-
cificuser criteria, will be able to enjoy BRAC Medicare
Pharmacy benefits. BRAC Medicare Pharmacy ben-
efits will allow eligible members access to the civilian
pharmacy network and a mail order pharmacy pro-
gram. More information will be available in the up-
coming months at the 64 MDG pharmacy.

Air Force units prepare
for deployment to Bosnia

WASHINGTON (AFNS) —
As a U.S. Air Forces in Europe
C-130 dropped off equipment
at Tuzla Wednesday, people at
five stateside Air Force bases
prepared for possible duty in
Bosnia. ;

The 1,400-man NATO en-
abling force that will lead the
way for the Bosnia peacekeep-
ing force, which includes about
700 Americans, started arriv-
ing in Sarajevo Tuesday.

The force will help set up
and prepare the massive logis-
tics and communications in-
frastructure needed to accom-
modate the 60,000-member
peaceimplementation force, or
IFOR, from 25 countries ex-
pected to deploy into Bosnia.

“There’s only one real alter-
native to U.S. participation in
IFOR, and that is a restart of
the war and resumption of the
killing and the atrocities,” said
Secretary of Defense William
Perry at a Tuesday Pentagon
press briefing.

“That’s what we mean when
we say to seize this opportu-
nity requires a commitment of
U.S. troops,” he said.

In reinforcing that commit-
ment, Perry said five Air Force
and 22 Army units in the
United States have been iden-
tified for possible deployment
in support of the IFOR.

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Falcons take on Red Ralders

AF Academy faces Tech
in Dec. 27 Copper Bowl

Two of the top running at-
tacks in the nation will be
showcased as the Air Force
Academy Falcons take on the
Texas Tech Red Raiders at the
Weiser Lock Copper Bowl, Dec.
27 in Tucson, Ariz.

The Falcons average 332
yards per game rushing be-
hind the wishbone magic of
junior quarterback Beau Mor-
gan. The Raiders are paced by
sophomore tailback Byron
Hanspard, the top rusher in
the Southwest Conference with
1,425 yards.

Air Force earned its Copper
Bowl berth by posting an 8-4
season, good enough for co-
champion of the Western Ath-
letic Conference. Tech, (8-3)
tied with Texas A&M and
Baylor for second in the last
year of the SWC.

Morgan gives the Falcons
their best wishbone quarter-
back since Dee Dowis was a
Heisman Trophy finalist in
1989. The Carrolton, Texas
prep star rushed for 1,285
yards and 19 TDs. He also
threw for 1,165 yards and 12
TDs.

[

“He (Morgan) has exception-
ally quick feet,” said Raider
head coach Spike Dykes.
“When you put someone with
his quickness and intelligence
at the controls of the wishbone
it is very tough on defenses.”

Flanking Morgan are two
excellent running backs —
Jake Campbell and Danta
Johnson. Together, they ac-
counted for over 1,000 yards
on the ground and averaged
more than seven yards per
carry. Like Hanspard,
Campbell is a dual threat. He
led the Falcons receiving corps
with 25 receptions and five
TDs.

The Falcons averaged 30
points and 432 yards per game.

On defense the Falcons run
a variation of the 3-4, taking
advantage of great speed at
linebacker.

Junior Lee Guthrie, who
went into the season as a sec-
ond-team linebacker, led the
Falcons with 100 tackles from
the outside. Steve Fernandez,
a 6-foot-1, 230 lb. inside line-
backer was third on the team

Texas Tech's star tailback Brian Hanspard is brought down
after a long gain against Texas Christian University.

w1th 84 stops .

Outside linebacker Brian
McCray tied for the team lead
in sacks (6) with defensive
tackle Camron Curry. An
impact player for Air Force this
year was Alex Pupish, a 6-foot-
5 232 1b. former tight end who
was moved to defense in the
fall. Pupish responded with
five sacks and five tackles for
losses.

The secondary is led by the
best tandem of deep backs in
the WAC. Seniors LeRon
Hudgins and Kelvin King were
spectacular all year. Hudgins
was second on the Falcons with
90 tackles, including a team-
high 57 solo stops. King added
63 tackles and led the team
with five interceptions.

Junior corner Mickey
Dalton also had a strong year,
breaking up a team-high eight
pass attempts.

Overall, the defense
struggled after the openingtwo
wins, giving up at least 20
points per game in the last
nine outings, including 43 to
the University of Texas at El
Paso and 44 to Notre Dame.

In his 12th season as head
coach of the Falcons, Fisher
DeBerryis 92-54-1. Duringthis
span he has won the Com-
mander-in-Chief Trophy, pre-
sented to the academy with
the best inerservice record,
eight times. His teams have
won the title outright six of the
pastseven seasons. Since 1989,
the Falcons are 13-1 against
Navy and Army.

“Fisher DeBerry is one of
the truly great coaches in the
country,” said Dykes. “His
teams are always fully pre-
pared and —gamein and game
out — they execute as well as
anyone.”

Tech brings a young but
balanced team to the Copper
Bowl. Only seven seniors, five
on defense, start for the Raid-
ers. But, with the exception of
the blowout in Austin, Tech
has played perhaps its most
consistent football in Dykes’
nine seasons as head coach.

“Thesekidshavehad agreat
attitude all year long,” said
Dykes. “We really have been
abletokeepitonanevenkeel.”

The offense revolves
around Hanspard. The 6-foot,
190 1b. tailback set the school
freshman rushing record in
1994 and broke the sophomore
mark set by Pittsburgh’s Bam
Morris this year. His 1,425

rushing yards is the third best
in Tech history.

Hanspard also leads the
team in receiving with 474
yards on 35 receptions

Zebbie Lethridge’s scram-
bling and passing ability will
provide many headaches for
the Falcon defense. Despite
the loss of the team’s top re-
turningreceiver Sheldon Bass
in the fall, and a series of inju-

ries to deep threats Stacy
Mitchell and Tony Darden,
Lethridge passed for 1,885
yards and 12 TDs. A major
factor in the Raider’s success
was the fact Lethridge, just a
sophomore, threw only nine
interceptions all year.

Darden and Mitchell will be
100 percent for the Copper
Bowl which should help keep
the safeties honest for
Hanspard.

On defense, the Raiders
have big play people at nearly
every position. Heading the
defenseistwo-time All-Ameri-
can Zach Thomas. The 6-foot,
232 1b. senior is a Butkas

Award finalist and also a final-
ist for Defensive Player of the
Year.

Thomas led Tech in tackles
with 131, including 13 for loss.
Thomas caused six fumbles
andrecovered four, intercepted
two passes (including the game
winner against Texas A&M),
had three sacks and broke up
seven pass attempts.

As good a Thomas is, he
may not be the best player on
the Raider defense. That honor
may belong to Marcus
Coleman, a spectacular rover
back who has a knack for the
big play. Coleman, who is
equally adept at stopping the
run and covering wide receiv-
ers, has 72 tackles and 10 pass
break ups on the season. He
has scored eight defensive
touchdowns in his career, in-
cludingfive off of interceptions

Shawn Banks and Robert
Johnson complete a
linebacking corps that is only
challenged by Illinois as the
best in the nation. Banks,
Coleman and Thomas all have
excellent shots at playing in
the National Football League.
