to mask advanced degrees on some briefs

Effective in time for the 1996
major’s board this spring, ad-
vanced academic degree sta-
tus completion or
noncompletion — will not ap-
pear on the line officer selec-
tion brief at the central selec-

"tion board for promotion to
captain and major. The change
affects the total force—active-
duty, guard, and reserve offic-
ers.

I want all our officers to
understand the reason for this

policy change — what it says
and.what it doesn’t say. First,
the policy: Advanced academic
degree status, that is the
completion or noncompletion,
will be removed from the of-
ficer selection brief at the cen-
tral selection board for promo-
tion to captain and major. This
information will continue to be
included for promotion to lieu-
tenant colonel and colonel.
This is in no way intended
to communicate that comple-

tion of advanced degrees is not
important. In fact, it actually
emphasizes just the opposite
— advanced degrees enhance
professional development
when applied at the right time
for the right reasons.

Think about this in the con-
text of the professional devel-
opment of our officer force. In
every career field, the first pri-
ority of new officers is to be-
come expertsintheirjobs. That
“depth”is attained in different

ways. For operators, it involves
several ‘lengthy, intensive

training programs while for

mission support officers it in-
cludes initial technical train-
ing followed by focused, base-
level experience.

Regardless the path, the
priority is to develop expertise
in your job. The next step in
professional development is
field grade rank and a focus on
breadth rather than depth. It

Spirit of cooperation encourages NATO peace keepers

WASHINGTON — President
Clinton is pleased with the progress
of the U.S. deployment to Bosnia and
is encouraged by the spirit of coop-
eration from the Serbs, Croats and
Bosnians.

Clinton outlined these views
during a recent Pentagon roundtable
discussian with defense reporters.

The president said the U.S.
involvement is morally the right
thing to do and it is in American
interests to help bring peace to the
war-torn area. He also said U.S.
involvement is crucial for continued
U.S. leadership.

“The Bosnian mission is critical for
our ability to lead the world for the
next 10 or 20 years as we sort out the
security of the post Cold War world,”
Clinton said. “I can tell you that our
leadership of NATO specifically, and
in general our ability to lead in the
world toward peace and democracy,
is very much tied to our willingness
to assume a leadership role in this
Bosnian mission.”

Clinton said the success of the
mission is important, but the fact the
United States was willing to lead
means more. :

“If we make this effort and we
succeed in our military mission, even
if, God forbid, after we’re all gone the

The president stressed NATO
forces are not going into the country
to fight or end a war, but to help
implement a peace.

“I think it’s a mistake for the
United States or NATO to be going
around anywhere guaranteeing the

results of peace agreements which
really must be guaranteed in the
minds and hearts of the people who
are making it.

Clinton said he will not allow
rogue groups to halt the mission. He
said he will withdraw American
service members only if the mission
no longer exists. NATO would
withdraw if the nations wanted to
fight again since the peace mission
would then be a failure. “(We) antici-
pate there will be violations of this
agreement, but the leaders will not
abandon it and the vast bulk of
people will not abandon it,” he said.

The commander in chief said he
would follow the advice of military

commanders in regards to a visit to
the country. “If I had my way, I
would [have spent] ...
and Christmas morning [in Bosnial,”
he said. “That’s what I wanted to do.
But our commanders made it clear it
would be disruptive.”

Clinton spoke of the decision to
help in Bosnia. “You have to do what
you think is right,” he said. “Once I
became convinced we could train for
this mission, that we could define the
mission in the peace agreement, that
we could minimize the risk to our
troops, the decision was not difficult.

“Because I believe in a time like
this you have to ask yourself, which
decision would you rather defend 10
years from now if it goes wrong? I
would much rather explain to my
child and grandchildren why the
United States tried to stop slaughter,
prevent the spread of the war,
maintain NATO ..., maintain the
leadership of the United States in
the world for peace and freedom.

“I would much rather explain why
we tried to do that than why, because
of short-term political problems, we
permitted the war to resume ... it
expanded ... the NATO alliance was
destroyed and the influence of the
United States was compromised for
10 years.”

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Top 10 world changes
Secretary Perry looks back at landmark year

WASHINGTON, Dec. 22—
I never imagined I would cut
off the ear of a [roast] pig in
Kazahkstan, hear an Uzbeki
colonel singlike Frank Sinatra
or eat rendered Manchurian
toad fat in China,” said Will-
iam J. Perry.

During a year-end inter-
view, the 19th secretary of de-
fense presented his “Top 10
List” of recent experiences re-
flecting this new, rapidly
changing world.

3 NO.10—Americaform-
ing security ties with the
former Soviet states: The
travel itinerary for the U.S.
defense secretary has changed
dramatically since the end of
the Cold War, according to
Perry. He said his exotic culi-
nary adventures in Kazahk-
stan and China are examples.

Previously, he said, U.S.
defense secretaries visited

.such traditional, Western al-

‘es as Great Britain, France
_ind Germany. Perry has trav-
‘eled to South America, the
Middle East, the Far East and
to countries that formerly
made up 'the Soviet Union—
newly independent nations
such as Estonia, Albania,

Uzbekistan and the Czech Re-
public.
“In this new world we have

the opportunity and the chal-

lenge to form security relations
with countries in a state of
transition, countries emerging
from a communist, authoritar-
ianregime, wanting to become
democracies, ... trying to form
security relations with the
West,” Perry said.

O NO.9—Western Hemi-
sphere defensive leaders
uniting: In July, Perry host-
ed defense leaders of 33 West-
ern hemisphere democraticna-
tions at a security conference
in Williamsburg, Va.

“A few years ago, I never
would have imagined there
would be 33 democracies in
the Western hemisphere,” Per-
ry said, “or that they would be
willing to meet with me in the
United States and talk about
mutual security problems.”

O NO. 8—Military spec-
ifications for fruitcakes
eliminated: “I never really
imagined we would eliminate
the 100 or 300 or 500 pages of
specs for fruitcakes and belt
buckles and joint attack mis-
siles,” Perry said. “I've always

seen the challenge out there of
acquisition reform, but it
wasn’t ever clear we were go-
ing to be able to turn that
around.”

In the past year, the de-
fense acquisition system was
“turned on its head” by requir-
ing program managerstoget a
waiver to use a military speci-
fication rather than commer-
cial specifications, Perry said.
This change initially affected
only new programs, but last
month he extended it to pro-
grams already under way.

O NO. 7— Daycare as a
prerequisite for readiness
As the defense leader of the
most powerful military in the
world, Perry said, he never
dreamed he’d have to worry
about day care. But, he said,
he realized early in his tenure
that to achieve readiness he
also had to pay attention to
quality of life.

O NO.6—Soviet officers
attending classes on de-
mocracy: Perry said he never
thought a secretary of defense
would manage a school to teach
former Soviet military officers
about democracy, budgeting
and how to testify to a parlia-

O NO. 2—Dayton, Ohio,
would mean peace in Bos-
nia: “I never imagined Day-
ton, Ohio, would become syn-
onymous with peacein the Bal-
kans,” Perry said. “Frankly, I
wasn’t sure the warring par-
ties in Bosnia would ever be
able to reach a peace agree-
ment, but I would not have
imagined that taking place in
Dayton.”

Joint Specialized Under-
graduate Pilot Training Class
97-04 will be the last class to
enter training at Reese, ac-
cording to Air Education and
Training Command officials.

Class 97-04 is scheduled to
begin training on Jan. 23 and
graduate on Jan. 22, 1997.

Command officials said the
remaining SUPT bases,

The advanced trainers, the
T-38 and T-1A, will be phased
out startingin August and com-
pleted in January, 1997.

As the pilot training mis-

sion is drawn down, the in-
structor pilot and support per-
sonnel authorizations will be
transferred to the remaining
bases. The first T-37 IPs are
slated for reassignment in
April, followed by the T-38 and
T-1A IPs in August.

Headquarters AETC, Air
Force Personnel Center and
Reese senior leadership are
working assignments on a case-
by-casebasis for those remain-
ing in the command. IPs who
have finished their AETC com-
mitment will be returned to
their major weapons systems
for reassignment.

of support officers currently
assigned.

Based
onthese availability dates, the
AFPC will establish assign-
ment availability codes on all
assigned support officers.

AETC will require most en-
listed members toremain here
for mission continuity, start-
ing 18 months before the clo-
sure date.

“We have a top flight pro-
gram in place to find positions
for Reese civilian employees

“We've
surveyed the civilian force and
started matching them with
anticipated vacancies in the
command. The employees and
their families will know when
they are moving, where they’re
going and what their new job
is, in some cases, as much as a
year in advance.

is at this point officers require the maturity and
exposure provided by advanced studies. This added
dimension is essential for professional development
and leadership maturity.

Just as we recognized several years ago that the
value of Air War College is greatly diminished when
completed by a captain, and appropriately applied
when completed by a colonel, we recognize today the
full growth potential derived from completion of an
advanced degree is best realized at the “right time”
in your career progression. For those career fields
like acquisition where advanced degrees play a sig-
nificant part of your early career ladder, and for
those officers who complete advanced degrees before
being promoted to field grade rank, that information
will continue to be a part of your “whole person”
record considered by your senior rater.

We believe senior raters are in the best position to
understand the relative impact of things such as
operations tempo and professional development of
their officers. Otherwise, the only place this infor-
mation will not be included is at the central board.

I don’t need to explain that since advanced de-
grees earned through programs that generate train-
ing reports, such as the Air Force Institute of Tech-
nology, are not considered “off-duty education” but
are actual Air Force assignments, the documenta-
tion of these programs will remain in the central
selection board records.

I’'ve said many times we will only make fact-based

changes. So here are the facts. First, we listened to
the feedback officers provided in the recent quality of
life survey.

More than 50 percent of those who answered the
survey indicated they believe non-performance fac-
tors, like completion of advanced academic degrees,
play too great a role in promotion consideration.
That may be a fair perception for some company
grade officers, but for more senior ranks, I can’t
agree. As I said before, completion of advanced
degrees definitely contributes to an officer’s profes-
sional development and preparation for senior lead-
ership positions.

Another fact: We reviewed the professional devel-
opment path of officers across all career fields to
determine when in their careers officers complete
advanced degrees and found a considerable differ-
ence among career paths.

Upon closer examination, we recognized some
career fields such as aircraft maintenance, security
police, and operators do not enjoy the same opportu-
nity for off-duty education that others do. However,
the completion rate levels out at about the 16-year
point. These facts support our officer professional
development construct and explain the Air Force
policy decision to “level the playing field” by remov-
ing the advanced academic degree status from the
central selection board folder until consideration to
lieutenant colonel and colonel.

This is the right thing to do — based on the facts

we have today. ’ ;

According to 1st Lt. Brad
Harris, 64th SPS, all drivers
without a valid Department of
Defense registration decal
must obtain a decal or a
visitor’s pass before being al-
lowed on base.

Visitors arriving at Reese
between 7:30 a.m. and 4 p.m.
will be referred to the Visitors
Reception Center at the corner
of War Highway and Mitchell
Blvd.

At all other times, visitor
passes will be processed at the
main gate.

A validdriver’s license, mili-
