Texas, unless be could be satisfied with what 
Texas might be, iitider oertaiu oontinocuoies, 
rather than with the record of truthful nar- 
ration of her present pulitieui, religious, mor­
al and physical obaraoicr. With respect to 
the genius of the eoclcsiastiosl organisations, 
whoso iufluouce has been potent inmoulding,

Tbe second part of the book treats of tho 
liiiiiis of Texas— the cxistitig difficulties rela­
tive to it* boundary—climate— health—di­
visions of Texas— face of tlio country— mine- 
rsl resouice*— natural advantages and adap­
tation to the wants of man— conniios and 
shire towns— timber— streams of water, &o.

'Ilie iuforiiiation furnished in reference to 
all these *ul>jects is exceedingly meagre and 
indefinite.

Though wj have only glanced at the im­
perfections of Miss Rankin’s volume of 190 
pages, we must take our leava of her for the 
present, hoping her better swecess next time. 
In deed wo have extended our oritioisms fur­
ther than tho merits of tho work could justly 
clsiiii at our bauds. Let all tbo people in 
other States, wbo wish to learn the true con­
dition of Texas, its vast natual resources, its 
present social, religious and moral oondilion, 
come and sec for theinsclvos.

In the most favorable light in whioh it can 
be viewed as a doctrinal system, popery ia tbo 
merest caricature uf Christianity.
