In uoncluding my numbers on the wants

That theso dnetrines 
liave, to n fearful extent, become a dcad-l'.'tter 
ill the cburcli, any one may satisfy liiiiisclf by 
comparing llic eliristian experience of early 
Alutliodists with that of the prc»cnt day.— 
The grace of sanctifiuution ami the blessing of 
pnrfcot love, ore almost as olstolote in the 
rliurcli, ns the rulu on class meetings, which 
Kuni/itt would liavo repoalcd. Gciiorally, the 
must we hear on these vital sulijccts—once tb" 
glory of Melliudism—is an occasional desire, 
expressed in love feast or class-meeting. For­
merly the witnesses of the pottfuinn of these 
Iilessiiigs were not a fuw. 1'be evidences of Ihe 
real attainment of tliese graces were not doubt­
ful. and the acclamaUpiis of joy were heard on 
every side. The people of (hid were e/ire, bo/d 
and stclimt in his servieo. It was ns raro a 
thing, in thoee daya, to aee a professing family 
without regular morning and evening worahip. 
as it is now to see one with it. In Ihe prayer 
meeting every one was expected to work, even 
the young Indies were eonsiderod ns Christ's 
soldiers, and were experlv<| |u liear the cross; 
anil, sometimes, even these modest but valiant 
soldiers of Cbri*l. would give us un impromptu 
exhortation, whieb soemed to come rigkl doiru 
fm m  //eiirva ; Gisl bora taaliniony to lha truth 
of His word, by their lips; sinners were pale 
with eonvietion or bathed in tears; Christians 
were edified, and lha place was filled with di­
vine glory, reminding us of Iho fulfillment of 

‘ Ike a'ivcicnl promise—“ It shall eoino pans, in 
the last daya saith God. that I will |NHir»«t my 
spirit up<in all lleah. and yoar sons and your 
r/usgi/rr> shall profthocy.” Class meatings. in 
those days were weekly fastivab. and we had 
no trouble in getting a ascating Ik e  pro|de 
bad anmelhing to tell, aad longed la see each 
other, that they wight anburden their full and 
happy aouls! I»va feasts wera extraovdinary 
seasons, and they were aa precioas sa they were 
rare. Ones a quarter was oftan loo a e ld ^  for 
these happy servaais and children of God. and 
an extra lore-feast was ofken railed fur* 1 hear 
extras were sowatiwes bebi at night; hnt ihe 
faithfal were generally there, regardless sf the 
weather, and (iod was with them. Cimrer- 
siona awl aanelificatjons ahnnnded among 
them, and they were eagerly songht after, as 
trao aTideneea of tka pmsperilr of lha rhureh.
' Inward and oniward bolinasa' was the rhurch's 
taoilo. and “ onward*' ber watchword. The 
mnahers feff that they ha I grren eg o/f for 
Ckntl, aad bad taken him alnna for their por- 
tian. They knew “ that lha friendship of the 
wurhl is enmity with God j** that they v-crenot 
t<f the wvwld, bat that Christ had ehoacn them

eountenaneo. ora few tears ; but who, like their 
Divine Master in his agony “ offered up strong 
crying and tears." Often thoee who camo to 
the meeting without tho fear of Go<l, returned 
with his cliildren, rejoicing in God their Sa­
vior.

When the conference year was out, tho time 
of parting was truly affecting. Many of these 
people were now become the spiritual children 
of the preacher; they were doubly dear to bis 
heart; to tlicni thcro was no man upon earth 
like him. To part from him was to part from 
their fatlicr, and. perhaps, they aliould sec his 
face no more! O ! how often has the scene. d«- 
seril'ed in the twentieth chapter of tho Acts of 
the Apiwtlcs, boon acted over again. Iictwocn 
the early Methodist preachers and their flocks ! 
Lilorully lias t.'ie preacher, again and again, 
torn liimsclf away from weeping and hobbing 
friends, win) f'lircj flicy should sec their spirit- 
iiiil guitle no moreN It is dcliglitful to dwell 
upon these by>?in« scenes! lint wc must look 
at tho present as well ns tho past. I need not 
say that those palmy days havo |uissed away, 
and have left us hut little ni"ro limn thoir slia- 
dow. If not. where are llioy » Where arc the 
pi 'III.' who thus live » Many families among 
us. now, liavc no worship of G<sl in their hous- 
o*. unless a proaclier is present! A few otliors, 
like Niorslonius of old. come to Jesus around 
tlioir family altar, at night only! Singing the 
praise of Ged. in the fainily, is almost entirely 
dispensed with. 11ie class-ruoiii is so iioglootisl 
that a repeal of the rule requiring the attend- 
unco of the niemliers, on this means of gmee  ̂
is now ealle<| for! i^ivo-fcasts are seldom linid 
oftener than one* a quarter, and these so thinly 
attended, that oven this nieriing is often dis- 
pensevl with ! Tlie world is no longer limked 
upon as an enemy, hut its smiles arc eagerly 
rourtoU and its follies studiously lii.itated ! — 
'llie wearing of gold and superfluous ornaments, 
though strictly forbidden in the holy serlpturea. 
is souglit to 1)0 grsti&evl now, by Iho repeal of 
church rule forbidding them! llio mure ef­
fectually to sr*ciire the friendship of the world, 
which is enmity against (iisl. the children of 
the ehiireh. in some places, are even sent to 
dancing schis)l. and the |varrnts go to look on, 
while other meialHra of the church lake part 
in the play! Hot little is said or heard c)f le d  
and his salration. Convietions and conrersi')ns 
arc faint and feeble—few and far l>etween ! — 
Such is the contrast. That there are some glo­
rious •xeeplioiis to this statement. I am hs| py 
to admit; but that these things, in the general, 
arc an, cannot l<c denied. The writer has lived 
to see both the former and Ihe latt-r. One 
thing, in partieular. must strike the mind of 
err>ry one acquainted with the customs of the 
church twenty-five or thirty years ago; and 
that is this: Ihe alm<w| entireaWnce of female 
service in ell <>ur churchce. I cannot but look 
upon tbie as an evil rnnen. In the early days 
of Motliodism. as in the days of the apoetlea. 
■‘the liord poured out hit spirit upon bis aer- 
vanta, and Auad-anirdras. ami they did prop'ie- 
ey"—that ia. they spoke •• unto men to exlioria- 
lion. and e.lification. and comfort." They were 
able and ahuadant in prayera and in other du- 
tiea of religion, and we caanot look upon the 
diaappearaiKe of their aervioca from Ihe church, 
aa a aure evidenee of a decline of our spiritual­
ity. Nor eaa ure hope to eee a thorough and
permanenl reriral of religioa. iu which they do

When, in Ihe conrersation wchad logathcr 
tlie otlier day, y»u gave mo. as the roason of 
your refasal to pray wlicn .•alleil rm. that you 
did not feid yourself quaUfi.«d to engage public- 
ly in the perfonnauce of so solemn a duty as 
thi. I was for the time silenoed. though not 
fully conviiieed iff the correctness of your por­
tion. You were wilting you said to do anything 
within your p-oser to pisimoto the inter­
est of religion and di'l not r< gard the opinion 
of the world, hut was fearful that y<MV woul l 
bring the solemn exercise into ridicule, by a bun­
gling. unintelligible effwl at prayer All till- 
appeared rery reasoBablo. and I could not but 
aalmire _vour modesty. But I could not forls-ar 
thinking at the lime, that if half the effort of 
thoagbt and pisqiriety an'l strength of express 
si'in, which yoa employed in defending yonr 
c.'urw, were uscl in framing n prayer, yon 
would hare no ennse to apprehcrvl the “bun- 
gling unlntelli«iUa eff'irf' yon so mneh dread.
I hare, I assnre yon, as little taste for sneh 
prayers ns thee, as yon hare yuirself. When 
I join another in prayer, I wi*h to understand 
wliat he is saying or I canmit pray ’ with the 
un'lersunding." Nor have I an extraordinary 
fundness. for what is gen-rally termcl • elo­
quent prayers." uiib*ss they are uictated by a 
truly devotional spirit, and are the natural ex­
pression of intense desire hen I aee the tool 
gushing forth in ardent iiipi'lication. I can |«r- 
d»n an error of rramincr, or an awkwardly 
turned pcriml No prayer is a • bui gling nn 
intelligible elfiirt.' when it comaa fresh an'l 
warm from the heart, breathed forth in the 
mingled spirit of humility and faith, even 
“thongh the thought l>e brrAen and the lan- 
gnage lame." God ran understand, and all who 
hear, even the most fastidious, if there is suffi­
cient religion in their soul* to catch the fir* of 
devotion, will feel its hallowed influence. I 
would rather hare my heart warmed by the 
ferrant broken prayer of Ihe new convert, than 
to have n»y ears tickled, by a cold, though elo­
quent petition, from a formal professor.

But I am inclined to think that the fear of 
such a failure as yon anticipated is entirely 
groundless. I happened the other evening to 
step into the Temperance Hall, while the 
“Sons" were holding a public meeting, and 
who should I find occupying the platform hut 
yourself. It is a noble cause and I am rejoiced 
to see you l)cnding your inffuenee to promote its 
adrance. 1 was delighted with your address 
The pictures you drew of the horrors of Intem­
perance were truthful and imprc**ive. 5 our 
defence of our nohlo institution wa.* able and 
convincing, and yonr appeals to the audience in 
behalf of llio.-re who are suffering from the rav­
ages of black inteinpernnce, were thrilling and 
eloquent. I left the bouse with increased aver­
sion to the 11*0 of spirituous B<|uora, and with 
strengthened resolutions to advance the pros­
perity of the Order. Hut at th* same time it 
occurred to me. how strange it ie, that Rro. ('.

HISTORY OK M KTHOmSM  IN 
TUX AS.

It is a inatter of no small moment to the 
Methodist Kpiicopal C hurch. South, and oa- 
pccially to the two couferenees in lexas, that 
a correct history of the cstallUhnient and 
progress of Mclliodiam in Texas should be 
written, at an eaily period. Hut tho mate­
rials for this history are scattered over th. 
whole state, and must be collected together, 
with earo and at an early date, or many of 
th-m can never be secured.

Persons are now living from whom much 
information could bo obtained, who were per­
sonally connected with tho introduction ol 
Metboditm into their respective settlements

We propose the following plan for collect­
ing tho materials for the history of Methodism 
in Texas— Let each preacher make out » 
plan of his circuit, and give, in a brief form, 
the history of each society in Lis work,— 
when formed, by whom, who have been cOici- 
al members. He. ; and let prcslding^ldors 
lend their aid in tho accomplUhnicnt of thl- 
desirable work.

Ix>t this work be commenced at once, and 
completed before conference, that these his 
toric plans may be taken to conforenco, and 
died with the conference papers, as the materials 
for the future historian. Some valuable re- 
miniaccnces of early Methodism in 1 exaa may, 
by this plan, be preserved from oblivion, f< r 
the instruction and edifleation of future gene­
rations.

'I ho HiMj abound- 
with moral paintings, fx«|nisittly Isaiitiful 
and inimitably grand, inanifistly the produc 
lion of a master's p •ncil, dippe'l in color’s 
LJiivc well. Thr .veriptur-s rci- n.blj a jdo- 
tnre gallery ; lim-d with paintiegs of ration- 
dcKriptioos; s >mc representing tho varietl and 
ruhlimo ac nery nf the natnial w »rlJ, and oth 
era, ah tun liii? in moral rcprcaontatiou*, rx 
hibiting the varioiM, mlunlo and opposib 
sha of m-»ral iharacl* r. .\iid all who 
enter ihU gall-ry of pictures, drawn ly  the 
umnring pencil of inspimtion, nisy see iheli 
own ptirliaits |>erf»etly re»emblii*^ life. lh< 
hook of Daniel oontains a< veral moral pa'ii- j 
tings of a most in »tt active and imposing char- 
■eter. Among these, the one in ih i chapter 
b-fore ns stands promim'nt. In this rx'jurs. 
lie painting, wa have a sli iking repn-aruta- 
tion of a royal fenst. It consists of two parts 
'I'hc 6rst part represents a moat impious scen< 
of mirth sod dissipation, it (xbibita the 
L’kaldean King, in lh« royal palace, snirono- 
ded by bis wires, his conenhines and his must 
emiaont courtiers, drinking win" in the con- 
aremted veawla of gold and of silver, which 
his (athtr, Nebnchadttcuar, had taken ont of 
the temple at Jeratalcm—and ia the aibisi 
of their eapa, they are singing aongs in praise 
of their Gods of gold, of ailver, of hrasa, o  ̂
iron, of wood and of atone, filling to over­
flowing, the enp of their iai<|nity. Hut sud­
denly the aeeae ehaages, and the areond part 
of thia aagnat moral pietnre, exhibits Uclsbax- 
xar weighed ia the helancea of jnstice, and 
the flngera of a man’s hand writing ovot 
againtt the eaadlcatiik, npon the plastor 
the wall of his paUec, in three words, hia fear 
fnl look of moral worth, and the acntvnce ô  
hit condemnation.

Tim tight of thew myatoriona words greatly 
tronhiac tho king. Ilia eonntenanee ebaagea, 
and Lit whole frame beoomea agitated. All 
Lis wiac men, magicians and astm li^ra  arc 
imawdiately anmmoncd into fab presenea, 
that the writing may ba read and its meaning 
explained. He oflert coetly preeenU and db- 
tingnbhod booort to the one who shall read 
and exponnd the writing. Dot tbc magi be-1 
ing totally noable to comprehend or e ren to 
rend the writing, it being in pore Hebrew and 
they anderataading only the Chaldea, the ter­
ror and eonfaaioo of tho king's mind became 
greatly incronaed. At the initanee of the 
Qnoea, Danbl one of the Hebrew captirea b  
w nt for, who reocirea from the king the same 
oflura of proaonU and honors, that bad been 
miflt to tho HtagMinas, if he would lead and 
explain the writing. Daniel pioasly declines 
the reward! offtrod hiia, bnt readily aaaenta to 
road and explain tho mbtorions writing. To 
prepare the king’s mind for the full import of 
thb  measnge from Ood, be aoiiuadroMs upon 
hb  past life, and roprovea him with great 
pWnaeas for hb baM iagratitndo to God, for 
hb profanation of the vemak of tho Holy 
TampU, whieb had baan eonaaerated to tho 
aaitia a of tho moat high—and for giring the 
f l W  duo the tme Ood to dumb idole, and 
|han proeaed to the intorpratation of the 
W Itiog, wbioh ia thin: iWear, TUsf, UfKanin. 
Eneh word atoading for naantcneci A/eur.aifni- 
flan nnmborod, intimating that the days both of 
tk f kipf*> lifo r<iga were numbered :,

TfUl, sigiiilii-ti weighed, lucauiDg that tb 
king bud bevii Wiriglisd in balcnccs of justice 
niiJ fuuii'l w.vntiiig. I'pLsrain and Peros signi­
fy divided und IVrsinn, intimating that bis 
kingdom was divided and given to the Modes 
and Persians.

'I hougli a part of that remarkable writing 
npon tho wall of the king's palace is applica­
ble only to Helsliazzar, tho last Chaldean 
king, yet that part selected for our present 
meditation and entertainment, abould be 
viewed as of universal intercat and importance. 
It must lie of cmineut service to cverjr student 
ill divine philosophy ;

“In srareliing tho eausea nut of good and ill,
Profoundly calculating tlieir eficcts,

Far part the bounds of time ; and balancing’
In tho aritheiiietiu of future things,

1'lie loss and profit of tlie soul.tonll
Ft ;rnity."

I'ho text furnishes an example of •  moral 
agent, being weighed by God and pronounced 
wanting, and very naturally suggest three 
<{u<'Niions:

THE NALAM EH IN WIIII'H .MORAL AGENTS ARE
WEIGHED ? ISalanoes are used os a test of the 
Weight of various oomm<>dilioa. Here they 
n-e spoken of in the sente of a teat of moral 
worth. This is evident.

1. J'rnm Ikt cirmmti«*rn uiuftrvhUhiktterm 
irat imd. Helshaaxar who b  said to have been 
weighed in tlip talancea, was a moral agent, 
a subject of God's moral government; hut 
he had abused bit agency in violating tho 
Inw, and aetling at defianco the authority of 
that government. The writing upon the wall 
of hb palace containing tho declaration of hb 
diGt'ieney in mural worth, and announcing 
bis fearful doom, was written by God’aimroe- 
dbte agency and in conuco'.iun with the ad- 
iiiiiiistraiion of bis moral goremiuent. It b  
luanifeat therefore from the manner, and tbc 
connection in which the term balances was 
Uvd by the moral governor of the world, in 
his adJii’ss to llelsbaztar, that ho must have 
us.-d it in the tense of a moral test.

Tk< term •• n*td im Iht $amt« sw is I'lktr 
Said Job, L“t me ho weigh.<d in 

an even hslaueo, or more literally. “ Let 
God Weigh me in the I’alauccs of joficc, that 
he may know mine iulegrity,’’ in this pas­
sage Job vxprcas< a a r<-adincas to Lave the 
pniilyufhia hea. t, and ihu lightcousnvsa of 
his life, U-atcd by an iiDeriing standard of mo­
ral worth, the holy law of God, fveling con- 
i«iou«, that whin so t"st d he ahwuid not ho 
found wanting. The lirbrew monarch, when 
BUi-v-yiiig the moial chaiacterof many aionnd 
him aai'l, “ sorely men of low d -greo arc van- 
i'y , an 1 nir!i of high d groc aru a lie; tojba 
laid in the Labnce, they arc aliogetli tr lighter 
than Vanity.’’ In this deebration, tho two 
ranks of men ninnd, arc rt prvscntcd as van­
ity, so that when pal togi’lher in one acale, 
tti'l I'a-t law of G id, the test of all moral ex- 
e 'llenco in the opjiurito, they would kick the 
beam.

Thbconsiiintion comprises two f.mis : it b  
Itfitl and rrtimgtlicml, cinapibing the tow and 
the f f f fr l .  l  bs legal part of lab  conaliln- 
lion, or the moral government of God, b  eo- 
oral with the cxUicnec of moial agents; ai, 
wilbont moral goremmenl, there ennid he no 
moral Bg’-ncy. As there can he no rational 
gove-nni. nt wltbont a revealed law, the law 
of (ind moM ho coeval, in ita revelation, with 
hb gntsinoK-nl, and it most be in ita princi­
ples coeval with Jehovah himself, aa it b  n 
tranaeript of the divina nainra—the brightcat 
cIUiix of divine wbdoni.

Thu fundamental principles of the moral 
law are eascniially lha same; and ara ibna 
rxpretaed by the Christbn lawgiver : “ I'hon 
ah^t love lx>rd thy God with all thy 
heart, with all thy aoni, with nil thy strength, 
with all thy mind; and thy neighbor aa Iby- 
Mif.”  One of theso Irat grant priociples 
being founded npon tba natural relation of all 
mtional aranturcs to each other, and the other 
on their natural relation to God, the law em­
bodied in them mnat be nnivorsal, and, being 
inimnlable and eternal, it mnat, nceoasarily, 
relate to every intelligent croatn-t! forever.

I'bo divine law, as expreaaod in its two irat 
principles, b  admirably adapted to nnite all 
rational ercainrea to God, as their common 
l/ord and Father, and to caoh other, as fcl- 
low-sabjaela and bralfaren. All partienbr 
precepts, whether they relate to the Supreme 
Knler or to fcllow.snhjccta, nriae out of one 
or the other of these two comprcbcnslvo 
eominaDdmo'.its; all particnlar bws implying 
the general one. The doealogne, engraven 
by the finger of God npon tobica of stone, 
the injunctions and inatmetion of the proph­
ets, and even the wholo of tho preceptive 
parts of divine revelation arc implied in tbeae 
two fnndamental priociples of the divine 
law. “ On theso two eomniandraents bang all 
the law and tlie prophets.”  ‘They arc like 
tha first and tha last links of a chain, all the 
intermedbte depend on Uiem.'

Tbc divine law is nfito/nts/y fer/eetf no im­
perfection ean possibly attach to it.

It b  f t r f td  in its Mneii»n$. A law without 
mnetiona would be powerlcaa, consequently 
imperfect. The annetions with wbwh the di • 
vino law ia dothed a rt aoat aUrming lo tha

'ears, or most enlivening to hopes of all mo­
ral agenta. Theso sauotioui accompanied the 
promulgation of the law, as motives to obedi- 
cnoo ; for, as all rational beings were made 
free, tlioy were evidently designed to yield a 
teilling service, consoquontly an irresistible 
agency could have no plaeo in their govern­
ment ; moral motives only, being applicable 
to induce obcdiouoo. And in the tremendous 
sanctions of God’s law, tbero can be no want 
of reasonable motive to induce obedience, as 
one unction involves all the fearful conse 
queneet of tranigrcMion, and the other, the 
einincDtly glorious reward of obedicneo.

The divine law b  perfect in its requiremcnls- 
All tho injunctions and prohibitions of the 
law, being emanations from the absolute mo. 
rsl perfection of God, and designed to pro. 
mote tho highest hsppinets of bis moral king 
dom, the rights of all moral agents arc, no 
tesurily, respected. I'bo seripturesare most 
oopiouf in their commendations of the divine 
Isw. “  The statutes of tho Lord are right, 
rejoicing tho heart; the commandment of 
tho Lord ia pure, enlightoning tho eyes ; the 
fear of the Lord b  clean, enduring forever; 
the judgments of tho Lord are truo and 
righteous altogether. Tbc law U holy and 
the commandment holy, juat and good.”

The moral law b  inflexible in its dcniandH 
on all moral agents fur univerul obodienee 
because all have the law in soma form ; these 
who have not a revealed law,have a law written 
in their hearts, and are a law noto themselves 
and hccauae all were originally oapacitated to 
yield perfect obedience. Ood is not a baid 
maiter, reaping whcio ho has not oown, and 
gathering whertf he has not atrewud. His 
commandments are not grievous. Wore Gisl

its motives, and tho most oomplcto in its 
whole maehinery, of any constitution over 
contemplated by created minds, or that Infii- 
nito Wisdnin could devise. Neither the laws 
of Confucius, of Soorates, of Lycurgus and 
of Solon ; nor the iDstitutions of Menu, nor 
tho republic of Plato, nor tho various systems 
of tho tirecian ctbio philosophers, nor tho 
Koran of Mohammed, present any oonipo- 
tilioD to it: nor are deserving of any compa­
rison with it.

This constitution comprises tho balances in 
whicli moral agents are weighed. As the di­
vine constitution is absolutely perfect, (as al­
ready shown), so the balanous in which moral 
agents aru weighed, are absolutely perfect, 
uud, conseijueutly, an infallible test of moral 
worth.

INHISTORY OF MKTHODISM 
TF-XAS.

It is a natter of no small inomrut to the 
Methodist Episcopal Church, South, ami ea- 
pccialij to the two conferences in Texas, that 
a correct history of the establishment and 
progress of Methodism in Texas should be 
written, at an ra ilj period. But the mate­
rials for this history arc scattered over the 
whole state, aud must bo collected together, 
with earo sod at an early date, or many of 
them can never ba secured.

Feraons are now living from whom much 
information could be obtained, who were per­
sonally connected with the iiitruductioo ot 
Methodism into their respective sutticmenis

We propose tho following plan for collect­
ing the materials for the history of Methodism 
in T e ia s —Let each preacher make nut s 
plan of his circuit, and give, in a brief form, 
the history of each society in Lis work,— 
when farmed, by whom, who have been ollici- 
al members, &e.; and Irt presiding-eldcrs 
lend their aid iu the accoinpluhmcnt of tbi.- 
desirable work.

f<et this work be eomracnecd at nnee, and 
completed before conferenee, that these his 
toric plans may be taken to confurence, and 
tied with the conference papers, as the materials 
for the future historian. Some valuable re- 
minisoeoees of early .Methodism in Texas may, 
by this plan, be preserved from oblivion, for 
the instruction and edifleation of future gene­
rations.

enter this gall"ry of pictnres, drawn by the 
unerring pencil of ini-pimtion, may aee iheii 
own portraits perfectly resembling lile. I he 
book of Daniel eontains w veral n.oial pain-1 

lings of a most instructive and imposing char- 
neler. Among these, the one in iliarh.apter 
b'fore us stands promin-'nt. In this ix<|uls 
itc painting, wc have a striking representa­
tion of n royal fenst. It eonrisis of two parts 
Ib c  Irst part representa a mnsl intpious scene 
of mirth and dissipation. It exhibits the 
Chaldean King, in the royal palace, surroun­
ded by kia wires, Lis coneuhiaes and bit most 
eminent courtiers, drinking win" in the con- 
seemted vessels of gold and of silver, witich 
his Cilher, Nebuchadnesxar, bad taken onl of 
the temple nt Jermmicm—and in the midat 
of their enps, they are siagiag aongs in praise 
of their Gods of gold, of silver, of brsM, of 
iron, of wood and of stone, filling to over­
flowing, the cup of their iai<|nily. lint sud- 
deuly the aecne ehaag<w, and tbe scennd part 
of this aagwst moral picture, exltibils Uclsbas- 
xar weighed in tbs balances of justice, and 
the fingers of n man’s hand writing over 
Ufainst the enadlcstick, upon the piaster of 
tho wall of his paUee, in three words, Lia fear 
fnl look of momi worth, and the sentence o> 
his condemnation.

The sight of thens mjsteriona words greatly 
tronUao the king. Iliseonntcoaaee changes, 
and his whols fmma becomes ngilated. All 
his wiss men, magicians and astmlogera arc 
immcdintsly sammoned into bis presenos, 
that iha writing may ba road and ita meaning 
explaiaad. He offera coetly preacnia and dis- 
Uagnisbed honors to tbs ona who shall read 
and sxponnd iba writing. But ibe magi be­
ing totally naable to comprehend or e /ea to 
road tbs writing, it being in pure Hebrew and 
they naderstaading only the Chaldea, tbe ter­
ror and eonfnaion of the king’s mind became 
grsntly ineransed. At the instanee of tbe 
Queen, Daniel one of the Hebrew captivea is 
esat fiir, who reoeives from the king the same 
o fim  of prsoonU and honors, that had keen 
aMrfa to the nragieians, if ho woold lead and 
explain the writing. Daniel pionsly declines 
the rewards oflerod kins, bat readily assents to 
rand nnd explain tbe miatorioas writing. To 
prepare tbe king’s mind for the full import of 
tkis moasngu from Ood, be naiiuadverts upon 
his pact life, and roprovaa him with great 
plainnem fer hia basa ingratitado to God, fur 
bia profanation of the vemnb of tbo Holy 
Tomple, which bad bean eonaaerated to the 
eereiee of tbe moot high—and for giving tba 
gtory dna tba tree Ood to dumb idola, and 
|ban prooaed to tbe interprotation of the 
W M ag, wbieh iatbia: Meur, Ttkd, Ufikarmn. 
Eneb wordoteadiagfor eaentceee; Af<ae,aigni- 
fiae earn bared, iatimattng that the day* both of

Though a part of tliat remarkable writing 
upon the wall of the king’s palace is applica­
ble only to iJelshaxxar, tho last Chaldoan 
king, yet that part selected for our present 
meditation and entertainment, should be 
viewed asot universal interest and importance.
It must he of eminent setvioo to every student 
iu divine philosophy ;

“In searching tho oauses nut of good and ill, 
ProfminJIy calculating their eflecu.

Uelebaxxar who is said to have hern 
weighed in t ||f  balances, was a moral agent, 
a subject of God’s moral govurniucnt; but 
be bad abused his agency in violating tbo 
law, and setting at defianoe the authority of 
that government. The writing upon the wall 
of hia palace containing the declaration of his 
Jt fieieney in moral worth, ami announcing 
bi< fearful doom, was written by God’s imme­
diate agency and in eonucc'Jon with tbo ad- 
iniiiUtration of bis moral government. It is 
roaiiifcsl tberefuru from the manner, and tbe 
connection !u which the term balances waa !

/c a n ,  or most enlivening to hopes of all mo­
ral agents. These sanctions accompanied tbe 
promulgation of the law, a.s motives to obedi- 
cnoo ; for, as all rational beings were inado 
free, they were evidently designed to yield a 
teilling service, oonsequontly an irresistible 
agency could have no plaoo in their govern­
ment ; moral motives only, being applicable 
to induce obedience. And in tbe treincndous 
sanctions of God’s law, there can be no want 
of reasonable motive to induoo obedience, as 
one sanction involves all the fearful conse­
quences of transgression, and the other, the 
eininoDtlj glorious reward of obedience.

The divine law u  perfect in iinrequiremcntf 
All tbo injunctions and prohibitions of tbe 
law, being emanations from the absolute mo­
ral perfection of God, and designed to pro­
mote the highest hsppiness of bis moral king­
dom, tbe rights of all moral agents aro, no 
scssarily, respected. Tho soripturesare most 
oopious in their oommondations of the divine 
law. “  Tbo statutes of tho Lord are right, 
rejoicing tbo heart; the oommsndmeot of 
tho Lord is pure, enlightening tbo eyes ; tbe 
fear of the Lord u  clean, enduring forever; 
tbo judgments of the Lord are true and 
righteous altogether. The law is holy and 
the coramandincDt holy, just and good.”

Tbo moral law iahiflexiblo in its demands 
on all moral agents fur univeraal obedionen, 
because all have the law in some form; those 
who have not a revealed law,hare a law written 
in their hearts, and are a law onto ibcmsulves, 
and because all were originally oapacitated to 
yield perfect obedienee. God is not a baid 
master, reaping wheie ho has not sown, sod

This cowstitution compriset two pmiis: it b  
legid and emngelieal, c imprising the fate and 
tho gespei. 'I be legal part of liiit eooatitu- 
tiuB, or tbe moral government of God, is co­
eval with the existence of moial agenta; aa, 
without moral goremment, there could be no 
moral ag-ney. At there eau b" no rational 
piveniui’ nt without a revealed law, the law 
of God mast bo coeval, in ita revcialiun, with 
hi< goveinuK-nt, and it mnst be in ita princi­
ples coeval with Jcborak himself, aa it is n 
tranaeript of the divine nntnru—the brightest 
cllliix of divine wiadoni.

Tho fundamental principles of tbe moral 
law are esaeutially (ho same; and are ibaa 
expressed by the Christian lawgiver : “  Then 
ab^t love tbe l.ord tb j  God with all thy 
heart, with all tb j  soni, with all thy strength, 
with all thy mind; and thy neighbor as thy­
self.”  One of these first great prioeiples 
being founded upon tbe natural relation of all 
rational svoaturca to each other, and the other 
on their nataral relation to God, tbe law em­
bodied in them mnst be nnivoraal, and, being 
immutable aud ctcroal, it must, ncooesarily, 
relate to ovory intelligent creature forever.

I'ho divine law, as expressed in its two first 
principles, is admirably adapted to units all 
rational ereatures to God, aa tbeir common 
l/wd and Father, and to each othar, aa fel- 
low-snbjocts and brsthreo. All particular 
preerpts, whether they relate to tbe Supreme 
Ruler or to fellow.subjects, arise out of onu 
or the other of these two comprcbcnr'vo 
comroaDdmonU; all particular laws implying 
tbe general one. Tbe docalogqe* engraven 
by the finger of God npon tables of stone, 
the injunetiona and instruction of the proph­
ets, and even tbo wbolo of the preoeptivu 
parts of divine roveUtion aro implied in these 
two fundameDtal principles of the divine 
law. “ On these two commandments hang all 
the law and tlio prophets.”  ‘ They aro like 
the first and the last links of n okain, all the 
intermediate depend on them.'

Tbe divine law is nhtnlutelp perfeet, no im­
perfection can posaibly attach to it.

Uctober, 12. 1712, a stage was adrortisod 
to go ‘‘from [.ondou to Edinburghin thirtoeu 
days, without st4ippages, (if IJcid permits.” ) 
Now there are two railroad trains a day be­
tween the citiea, aud the distance (337 miles) 
is run in eight hours. Such is progress.

It was full of marchandizo at the time, includ­
ing a largo quantity of cotton and lime. The 
latter coming in contact with the water flred 
the barrels, but our ready firnnen were pro­
mptly on the spot, and prevented a conflagra­
tion wliicli would have destroyed a large 
amount of property. As it is, a considerable

uantit^ of goods wero lost or damaged from
falling into tlic water.

The accident is attributed to defects in the 
foundation or spiles, on which the warehouse 
rested.— G'alvetton Jvurniil.
