In it 
not manifest tliai God beholds them as their 
Sovereign .* and that all the violations of 
Isitli parts of tlio divine coiistitulion, in 
thought, word, or deed, are perfectly known, 
strictly wiighed, and noted.’

It is wiitten, ‘ Krjoieo, O young man, 
in thy youtli, and let lliy heart cheer the in 
the days of tliy youth, and walk iu the ways 
uf thine liiart, and in the sight of thine eyes , 
but know thou, tlial for all these things (i<>d 
will IIIiiig thee into judgiinnt. Fur Gixl 
shall bung cveiy wuik into judgment, with 
every secret thing, whether it bo good, or 
whether it he evil.’

A battery equal to that uf Gibraltar, loca­
ted at New Oih-ans, would not furnish even 
tlicshadowof protection to the coast or frontiers 
of Texas, A ooiiipuiiy of Texas Rangers would 
ho worth to Texas more than a thousand such 
balteiics at New Orleans, Nashville or Char­
leston.

Texas has invariably protected herself bet­
ter than her exterior friends have dune, and 
this reniaik is us true in religious, literary 
and eoclesiaslical matters, as it is in military. 
We have no idjectiun whatever to a paper 
in N. O. ; we wish it success, but ns it does 
not meet tho wants of Texas, let Texas look 
to her own interests, and sustain manfully her 
own paper, and let every verdant Philo, who 
may be in a courting mood, court on his own 
hooks, be modest about it, and not trouble 
his neighbors with such aiiiall business.
