It is known to the Church at large that the
undersigned has been elected General Book
Agent. I need not say to the initiated that
the office is responsible and its daties onerous.
Nor need I say to many of my personal friends
that I accepted the Agency with reluctance;
nothing but a sense of duty induced me to con-
sent to undertake a work so arduous, But my
brethren have said under solemn conviction
that I should serve the Church in this capacity,
and hence the task is attempted.

Having been somewhat familiar with the
operations of the Southern Methodist Publish-
ing House from its foundation, and having, toa
considerable extent, looked into its condition
and prospects, I am prepared to say a few
things which I desire my brethren in the minis-
try and membership to know and well con-
sider.

And first. The institution is safe at present
in its pecuniary condition, its assets being far
above its liabilities.

Second. Notwithstanding this fact, it need
not be concealed from the public that the
House, in order to do a prosperous business,
needs and must have a larger active cash capi-
tal. This the Church must supply, and can
supply without any loss to its individual mem-
bers, Donations of one thousand, five hundred
one hundred, fifty, twenty, five, one dollar
each, from those who are able to aid in the
grand publishing enterprise of the Church,
would at once rid the Publishing House of all
its present liabilities, and put into the hands of
the Agent a sum quite suflicient to place this
great institution in a position where it could do
a work that would tell for ages and generations
to come upon the destinies of the Church and
the world.

The late General Conference being impressed
with the trath of these sentiments, and urged
by worthy laymen, resolved to ask the Church
for two hundred thousand dollars, to place the
Concern at once in such a condition as to meet
the demands of the friends of Methodism in the
great and growing South. In due time the
Financial Secretary will develop his plans for
raising this sum. In the meantime, however,
those impressed with the importance of the
movement should lead off by some noble propo-
sition. Who will be the first? The liberal
soul deviscth liberal things.

Let not the timid fear to look this matter in
the face. The American Bible Society, the
American Tract Society, and many other Kin-
dred institutions in both Europe and America,
sustain themselves Ly the annual contributions
of their friends; and we ask, may not the
Methodists Lave aid in this benevolent enter-
prise t

Third. 1 suggest, that to make the House
useful and profitable. its publications must be
circulated and read. To circulate them freely,
is to insure their perusal. The people will read,
it is a reading age, and no man of self-respect,
who has the facilities, will fuil to read. Readirg
is essential to common intelligence and to proper
mental improvement. The people, I repeat, will
read; but,

Fourth, It becomes a matter of interest and
duty of the Church to know and in some measure
direct in what the people shall read. The
press must be sanctified by the Church and
made tributary to the spread of gospel truth,
The field is before us, and if we sleep, the enemy
will sow tares therein, and the harvest will be
the bitter fruits of Sodom. The Southern
Meth odist Church has undertaken to cast good
seed in the earth, and she asks the aid of all her
friends, that she may sow bounteously and reap
bounteously.

Firth. It is the solemn duty of every minister
and member of the Church to exert himself in
the circulation of religious publications. Infi-
dels are at work ; skeptics are busily employed,
and why should not Christians be on the
alert?

We most sincerely ask the co-operation of
our brethren in every portion of the church in
the circulation of the books and periodicels of
our connection, Reader, will you do something ?
Fix the purpose in your heart, and rise right up
and go at once to work.

We appeal to those indebted to the Publishing
House. Many owe for books sent out by my

The sums are oomparatively
small, but they constitute the capital of the Con-
cern, and must be paid, and paid without delay.
Reader, how much owest thou? Rest not an
hour until you pay the debt; it isa debt of
honor ; it is the life-blood of your Book Con-
cern, and if you withhold it, you are weakening
the institution and destroying its power of doing
good. Itis a small matter for you to pay what
you owe the Agent; but when all these small
sums come together, it enables him to cancel
large liabilities. Our friends must pay their in-

National Advocate, a losing work, to be continued
another year—The Quarterly Review—Con-
servatism—Bequest, of the late Mr. Phelps—
New Daltimore Christian Advocate—Doctor
Bond— Baltimore Methodism,

Mg. Eptron :—The book committee have just
had their annual meeting, in Mulberry street,
and voted to discontinne the National Magazine,
There are seven members, and the vote was five
in favor of discontinuance, and two opposed.
The present June number finishes the volame. It
has been a valuable monthly, and ably conducted.
Some of the best writers of our church are
among its contributors. Althongh the Book
Committee voted to discontinue the National,
the agents discovered that some $8,000 has been
paid in advance for the volume of the coming
year, and rather than return this sam in cash to
the subscribers, they prefer coutinning another
volame of the work,

For some time past, the National has exhib-
jted signs of the abolition epidemic, a disease,
not at all palatable to thousands of its readers,
The National has been a very losing concern,
some $30,000 having been sunk, since its com-
mencement, and Messrs, Carleton & Porter, the
Book Ageuts, are celebrated as * close caleula-
tors,” and opposed to the system of publishing
“what won't pay.” Still, in a Methodist Book
Concern, whose professed object is to circulate
religious literature, and to do good, this idea and
caution may be carried too far, On this ground
too, the Quarterly Review may be discontinued,
for it is well known that this periodical * does
not pay.” Dr. Wheeden, a clever man, but
monomaniac on his favorite hobby, has aboli-
tionized the work, and the Book Agents have
reccived many complaints on this account. Mr.
Wise too, was emphatically reproved by the Bal

timore Conference, for introducing his favorite
theme into the Sunday School paper. The Gen-
eral Conference elected abolition editors to the
Review, National, and Sunday School Paper, but
this has not, nor will not abolitionize the church
to their views., Ultraism will not suit New York,
por conservative praying men, anywhere else.
Myriads at the North, be it never forgotten, fra.
ternize with their praying brethren at the South,
in faith, hope and charity, leaving each party
to manage their own political and secular mat-
ters in their own way! In this kind christian
spirit, we are glad-to s¢e that your General.Con-
ference received and entertained the Rev. Mr.
McNeil, one of the Secretaries of the American
Bible Society. They voted him their influence
to extend the circulation of God's Word! What
christian man does not rejoice in such a sight
and evidence of n pure and evangelical faith in
our land!

The late and valued Mr. Phelps was a man-
ager of the American Bible Society, and has be-
queathed to that institution, $10,000. The same
sum each to the American Home Missionary and
New York State Colonization Societies; $5,000
each to the American Tract and Central Board
American Education Societies; $1,000 for the
Blind; $12,600 to the American and Foreign
Christian Union; $15,000 for the American
Board of Commissioners, and $30,000 to the
Union Theological Seminary. Ile was a bright
ornament to the christianity of our land, and
has left these munificent sums to our noble na-
tional religious institutions! Such men should
be ever honored, and their remembrance cher-
ished.

Have you scen the specimen number of the
Baltimore Christian Advocate, just issued ? That
favored city is the garden spot of American
Methodism,and the Methodists there have resolv-
ed to publish a religious paper of their own, to
defend themselves and the church from the ultra-
jsm and misrepresentation of misguided and
misinformed men. In no plaee, is original Wes-
leyan Methodism better understood and loved,
than in the Baltimore Conference. Dr. Bond,
(M. D.) a son of the late able, pious and devo-
ted defender of Methodism, is the editor of the
new paper. He isa local preacher, and one of
the most talented writers in our church. Of
course, you will exchange papers with him, and
cheerfully welcome the Doctor among the great
family of Christian Advocates.

Ahead,

Mz. Eprror :—QCancemi, for the murder of
Anderson, the policeman ; Lally for the mur-
der of Simonson, in Brooklyn, and Dowd for
the murder of Dooly, are all on trial this week ;
Cancemi the third time. The corruption in
lawyers, witnesses and jurymen, in Cancemi’s
different trials, are unprecedented, or he had
been hung the first trial. The gravlers and
shrickers here are very much chagrined that
blood was not shed in New Orleans as they pre-
dicted, and would have exultingly pointed at
it and said, “sce yon great Queen City deluged
in blood, and talk no more about Northern
Butcheries in our Cities,”” The news from
England is entirely conciliatory, and promises a
speedy settlement of the Gulf aggressions. The
people on the other side are as much astonished
as we at the news! The experiments with the
Ocean Telegraph had proved entirely satisfac-
tory in every particular, and the wost sanguine
hopes are now entertained of a success this
summer, in connecting the two countries by
telegraph ; this wonderful wire which is to ex-
tend across the ocean, was shown me by one of
the directors, and is only about three-fourths of
an inch, or one inch in diameter, The vessels
are all now on their yoyage to this great national
enterprise, In passing down Second street a
few Sundays since, | saw the resting place of
James Monroe, and was ashamed of wy country-
men ; to see him thus left in obscurity, Since
that time, measures have been taken in Virginia
and here, to remove him to his native land, and
on the third of July he is to be disinterred, and
escorted by a large military and civie company
by steamer, to Virginia; a steamer is already
chartered, and thirty thousand dollars collected
to defray expenses; so at last our people may
know when passing the spot without being told,
that there rests a President of the United States,
The city thus far, has been extremely healthy ;
the deaths only amounting to four hundred per
week, and with three days excepted, we have
had no warm weather yet. California still
cmpties her treasures into our lap; the last
steamer brought a million and a half, and the
same may be said of nearly every one that
arrives.  What would have been our condition
without her? Jinseng is now worth fifty-five
cents ; Snake Root, forty cents; in Januvary,
they were forty and twenty-five, The great
tide of prosperity and permanent business inter-
course is settling in upon us again, and thougi:
not active, the signs are, that with health in our
borders, and good crops, the present year will
give our laboring men employment, and our
mwerchants prosperity., Many are now leaving,
to rusticate in the country for a few months,
The churches too, are closing up until September.,
I mean the fashionable ones—those that save
souls and visit the sick nine months in the year,
and the other three give themselves and their
flocks time to prepare themselves necessarily for
a fresh supply of grace. Now that Congress
has adjourned, we may expect a little quiet in
the national family ; but as soon as the candi-
dates begin to administer their medicine, we
may expect another “ siel peoples.” M.

THE CROSS OF CHRIST TRIUMPHANT.

We send you for publication, the following
account of what the Lord is doidg for us here
in the West. The waves of salvation which
have been sweeping over the North aud East,
have at last reached the West, and bid fair
to spread over the whole land like a star of
glory,

“The Lord hath done great things for us"
on the Perryville circuit, * whereof we are
glad™ At a moeting held on Piney, Mount
Bethel church, the Lord was with us in great
power, and gloriously revived his work, turn-
ing again the captivity of his people as the
streams in the South 8o that “our mouth
was filled with laughter, and our tongue with
singing.” The meeting commenced on the 5th
inst., and continned with almost unabated in-
terest for sixteen days, resultingin thirty-tive
conversions — thirty-four accessions to the
charch, and twenty-one obtained the blessing
of sanctification. Of the conversions, all were
whites except three. Of the accessions six
were blacks. Of these who obtained the
blessing of sanctification, all were persons con-
verted during the progress of the meeting.

In every instance, conversion and sanctifi-
cation was distinet and separate blessings the
shortest time elapsing between the two being
30 hours, the one following thus soon after
the other in only one or two instances, Those
of the young converts who obtained the bles-
sings were those whose conversions were the
brightest, and so manifest was the work in
all its steps as they sank down into the death
to the world and then arose again into the
life of God. that many who came doubting the
doctrine, went away Dbelieving being thor-
oughly convinced from personal observation.
Religious meetings are amongst the earliest
of our recollections, and revivals too, but the
work here has been the deepest we ever wit-
nessed. The brethren from the surrounding
neighborhood were with us in fall force, but
the Good Master, in a manner, *“laid the minis-
try on the shelf,” and carried on the work
through the laity. There was no standing back
and one waiting for another, but every one, for
the time being, turned preacher, and went to
work in the vineyard of the Lord in good
carnest, and such praise and exhorting we never
heard in all our life. It seemed indeed like
God had come down to dwell among his people.
The woods were made vocal with the praises of
God, and the songs of the redeemed. And ever
and anon you would hear the sound singing
through the air like a messenger ot peace from
a distant land, “ Hallelujah, glory to God in
the highest, and on earth peace, good will
toward men,” “ Alleluia, for the Lord God
omnipotent reigneth.” May this only be the
beginning of good things. We pray the Lord to
give us an active, working membership through-
out all the Church. So shall Zion *“‘come up
out of the wilderness fair as the moon, clear as
the sun, and terrible as an army with banners,

LETTER FROM BASTROP,

Mz, Evrror:—I have just returned from a
gracious revival of religion, a few miles from
this place, on the Perryville Cirenit, Bro. May,
preacher in charge. The work was peculiar,
and it is to notice this peculiarity that I now
write, The church came together in the spirit,
and the Lord was propitions from the com-
mencement—first, by strengthening the faith of
his people, and then in the conviction of sin.
ners and conversion of mourners, A deeper
work was soon apparent, and a general interest
on the subject of entire sanctification grew into
a groaning for deliverance. Especially was this
the case on the ever-memorable Saturday night,
the 12th inst. The church had been wrestling
with God for the conversion of mourners until
a late hour; the congregation had been dismiss-
ed; a deep solemnity, both sweet and awtul,
hiung upon all present; the stillness of the grave
rested on the place, save one deep subdued
voice that said, *“wholly the Lords, Glory to
God.” Slowly, solemnly, was this repeated
again and again, Just then another brother,
who had been deeply convicted of inbred sin a
few hours before, entered into the struggle, and
g0 terrible was the conflict, that soul and body
seemed ready to be rent apart; for, as it pro-
gressed, the bodily powers gradually gave way,
or rather grew rigid—a deathly ghastliness,
mingled with an expression of despair was ex-
Libited in every feature, Still he sank deeper
and yet deeper, until the features were all rigid

~the lips and tongue stiffened as in death—the
hands, about half closed, had the feeling of one
who had been dead some time. No sound, no
motion was there, [ had followed him with
‘encouraging words all the way. Just then |
repeated several times, * wholly the Lords,
Glory to God,” and a bright smile played for a
moment on the lip, then spread to the entire
face, and a halo of glory sat enthroned upon
every feature; his face was literally brilliant,
yet no sound escaped his lips for several mo-
ments, when he said in a whisper, * wholly the
Lords! Glory to God.” At this point of time, a
sister, who had, up to this time, believed in
progressive sanctitication only, but who had
gradually given way to the evidences before her
eyes, and the power of the Spirit on her heart,
and who had been taught that her own will
must be swallowed up in the will of God to ob-
tain this great blessing, entered into the struggle
of consecration, Her only prayer was, * Lord
help we! Lord help me!™ and, ‘as in the other
case, as the old man was being crucified in her,
she gradually went down until the death was
almost literal, and, under precisely the same cir-
cumstances as the other, the holy light first
flashed upon the lip, then spread rapidly to
every feature, every lineament of expression,
These two are atype of seven. The eighth was
different.  The struggle nerved him like a glant
in fetters with every muscle drawn to its utmost
power of tension to burst them off. Despair
stuch as | did not
think it possible for the human face to exhibit—
sat in blackness on him, So fearful was it that
the stout hearted drew back. [ approached him
and layed my hand on Mm. [His language was,
“Oh! miscrable man that | am; I thought |
was saved, but my heart is a den of corruption.”
As soon as [ could, | began to point him the
way of entire consecration as the way to Holi-
ness, e was led like a little child and cagerly
laid hold of the hope, and by grace made the full
surrender. [ asked him if he had consecrated
all; if the will of the Lord was his will? Te
said it was, [ then said, with emphasis, my
brother you are wholly the Lords—you are
holiness to the Lord, Glory to God, and I did
feel, Glory to God well up from my deepest
soul, for he became calm, the expression of des-
pair passed away like a shadow, and a bright.
ness as of the sun assumed its place ; & moment
more of calm and his chains fell off, and he was
a mighty man reviling in his liberty and langh-
ing at impossibilities, Iis joy was fearful,
Suddenly he stood erect, both hand« raised, cyes
stretched to their full orbit, wonder, amazement,
delight, all shone in mingled expression from his
conntenance, and Oh! in the tone of deep as.
tonishment, was all he could say.
Another feature of these professions of sane-
tification is, that four of the eight were from
recent conversions of from three to a few more
days standing, and all four as bright as the con-
verting grace of God has ever made them under
my observation, and were all rejoicing in the
liberty wherewith Christ had made them free
up to their conviction of inbred sin.  Their con-
victions for actual transgression were very pun-
gent, but was augmented in a tenfold degreo
when it was brought to bear on a corrupt heart,
Their joy was great when they received the seal
of pardon, but their peace flowed like a river,
deep, broad, tranquil, when *the mighty work
was wrought.,” Their joy was boisterous when
the Spirit sealed their adoption; the joy of
sanctifioation was expressed in slow, solemn,
deep toned, just audible, “wholly the Lords,
Glory to God!™
I will mention another feature of less import,
These professions followed each other in succes-
sion; as one immerged from the deep waters,
another went down into them, so that God per-
mitted me to encourage each one as they went
down, and then, as the waters rolled over them,
to point them to my master, and offer them, in
his name, the cup of bliss. Glory to God! Du-
ring the progress of the meeting there were
t venty-one professions of sanctification; but
Brother May will inform your readers more spe-
cifically.

LETTER FROM CALIFORNIA.

Me. Eprror:—S8ince my last communication
to you, God has blessed us with a glorious revi-
val of religion on a part of my District.

Under the labor of Bro. Gruwell, of the San-
ta Clara Circuit, a work broke out at Benyessa
School House, and, assisted by Bro. Simmons,
of the San Jose Station, this work was carried
on for perhaps two months, when the number
of converts had so increased that a camp meet-
ing was proposed. This was agreed upon to
commence on the 13th of May, and was to in-
clude the Quarterly Meeting for the Station.
Saturday, May 15th, I arrived on the ground,
and remained until Monday, the 24th ult. Nine-
ty-six names were received for membership, and
it is thought that some more applied, whose

names, in consequence of the crowd, were not

such as | had never seen

three thousand persons in attendance on Sab-
bath, Several who did not join the Church at
the meeting, promised to do so at a future time,
Many of the converts are heads of families, old
established citizens of respectability and influ-
ence; and we Jiope they will prove useful mem-
bers of the Church. The conversions were clear
and satisfactory, and every thing went ofl’ pretty
much in the old Methodist camp meeting style,

On the second Sabbath the congregation was
perhaps as large as on the first,

During the second week the congregation
would have been larger, but for the fact that it
was announced on Tuesday, that the meeting
would ¢lose the next morning. It was ** haying
time,” and the brethren thought they were
obliged to break up; but, on Tuesday night,
God so poured out his holy spirit in connection
with the administration of baptism, that it was
at once resolved to continue the meeting. It
took two or three days to get all back again and
at work as usual, but still the work went on
day and night,

One of the remarkable features of the meet-
ing was, that heavy rains fell all around us, but
not on us! Prayer had been humbly offered up
that it would please God to save us from the
inconvenienco of rain, and if God saw that the
country would be benefitted by rain, to let it
fall all around us, while we should escape, that
the work of God in saving souls should not be
hindered. So it was, Within three hundred
yards of the camp, it rained heavily, while the
streets of San Jose were flooded ; but there was
not rain enough on the camp ground to wet
through the straw in the altar! Let others call
us superstitious if they choose, we believe God
controls the clonds with the same ease that he
converts a sinner, and that one is as proper a
subject of prayer as the other, abating the dif-
ference in their importance,

I suppose that about one hundred and fifty

persons have united with the Southern Metho-
dist Chiareh in San Jose Station and Santa Clara
Circuits, since last Conference. So you see God
is with us in California. May He be with us to
the end.
After consultation, by letter, with Oregon
brethren, I have concluded to defer my visit to
Oregon until after our Conference, as I could,
before that, make them only (as it were) a flying
visit, They desire to be in the Southern Chureh,
and they must be gratified. And doubtless the
Southern Church can do in Oregon what no
other Clurch can do. Qur people are there,
and none but Southern Methodist preachers
know how to deal with them. And then we
are the old primitive New Testament Wesleyan
Methodist Church. Pardon wg for this long
cognomen, which some will eall very egotistical,
but it is true, every word of it,

I cannot close without again expressing the
wish that we had a few more Ol Teras Ran
gers of the Methodist Chureh, 1 mean of the
traveling ministry, They are the sort of men
to take this country ; Holy Ghost men that know

[CONTINUED FROM OUR LAsT,|
CATECHIEM OF DOOTRINES, POLITY, ETO,

J. B, McFerrin, from the same committee, to
whom was referred the resolution of C. D.
Oliver and G. W. Carter, proposing the ap-
pointment of a committee to prepare a Cate-
chism, setting forth the doctrines, polity, ete.,
of the Methodist Episcopal Church, South, sub-
mitted their report, No, 10, recommending the
following :

Resolved, That the Book Agent he requested
to have such a work prepared and issned, as
soon as practicable,

J. B, McFerrin—It will be remembered that
Brother Carter and Brother Oliver offered a
resolution, which was adopted, requiring the
Book Concern to inqguire into the expediency of
having prepared and published, at as early a
day as possible, a Catechism, setting forth the
history, doetrines and polity of the Church;
and the Committee here report that the General
Conference requests the Book Agent to have
such a work produced,

O, D, Oliver—1I have, as a pastor, seen the
need of such a book, A great many persons
know nothing of the usages of our Church—
such as class-meetings, and their advantages;
the probationary state, infant baptism, ete. 1
have often felt the necessity for such a work ;
but whether it would be better to commit the
work to the hands of an individual or a com-
mittee, I do not know,

Bishop Sonle—1I beg to say that this resolu-
tion embraces a very important subject—very
important indeed ; and the Counference will re-
collect that if it pass, the book will come out
under their sanction and authority. [ can only
say, take heed what you do, It is a very im-
portant work to prepare a book like that—to go
into the whole history, the doctrine and govern-
ment of the Chureh; all that portains to the
Chureh.

IL. N, McTyeire—1 should be happy to see
the intention of the report carried out; but
should be opposed to it without an amendment
The amendment | propose is to this effect
That, when it shall be edited by onr Book Edi
tor and approved by the Bishops, then the
Book Agent shall publishit [ want it guarded,
not only as to its literature, but I want it
guarded in doctrine.

F. G. Ferguson begged, for the Bishop's sake,
that these personalities and flatteries be abated.
We were heaping every thing on the Bishops—
they were overburdened. Bishop Pierce had
been appointed to a great and holy work. That
work was not book-making. Book-making was
merely incidental to it. The Bishop would have
plenty of work for the next four years without
embarrassing him with book-making. It was
not necessary to take him from his regular
work—there was plenty of men competent to
the contemplated service,

D. 8. Doggett would make a suggestion, It
was proposed to refer this Catechism to the
Bishops. He had intended to amend by insert-
ing * College of Bishops.¥ We wanted their
entire concurrence. For this reason it was not
best, in his judgment, for one of the Bishops to
prepare it. The Book Editor should prepare it.
It was in accordance with his pursuit. He was
in possession of all the materials, Let him pre-
pare it, and the College of Bishops approve.
He thought it would be impolicy, if not impro-
priety, for one of the Bishops to prepare the
book. Bishop Pierce was competent. No man
had more confidence in his ability, or admired
him more.

W. M. Wightman asked what was to be th
character of the work., Was it to be a book for
children, or for adults? What was to be the
size of it?

0. D. Oliver thought it ought not to be too
large, & hundred and fifty or two hundred pages.

W. M. Wightman said, if the work was to be
an elaborate one of 200 or 800 pages, and if the
Conference look to Bishop Pierce to produce it,
who was certainly entirely competent, it would
be necessary to make provisions for him to have
leisure of at least six months for the work,
Then the question comes up, whether he can
be sparcd for that length of time. The commit-
tee had reported —and he fully concurred—
against the election of another Bishop at this
time. But if Bishop Pierce could have time for
the work, he was heartily in favor of his being
requested to do it.

A. Monroe said the Conference had voted
with great unanimity not to strengthen the
Episcopacy at this tune, It would require con-
siderable time to prepare the work contemplated.
He had such an appreciation of Bishop Pierce's
labors, that he desired they should be untram-
melled with othermatters. Perhaps there were
fifty or a hundred men who could make the
book, and it was unnecessary to commit it to
the Bishop.

0. K. Marshall thought we had not fully com-
prehcndcd the object we were aiming at. He
bhad prepared a plan to submit on this subject;
but Brother Oliver got the start of him, and he
gave way. The volume needed was not a cate-
chism for infant minds, not a series of volumes ;
but & single volame of perhaps 400 pages—a
book suitable for adults as well as children—
explaining the philosophy of Methodism—for
instance, why we reject the ceremony of confir-
mation, the fable of apostolic succession, ete.
One mdn could write something on one of these,
another man on the other, a third on baptism,
a fourth on the Lord’s supper, ete. He esti-
mated Bishop Pierce’s abilities as highly as any
man ; but he wanted Bishop Pierce for another
work. °

J. Hamilton said there seemed to be a differ-
ence of opinion as to what we wanted, He saw
that the matter was likely to go to the table,
and that would be the end of it. lHe regarded
it as a very important matter; but we seemed
to be in some confusion on the subject, One
wanted something for infant minds, another
wanted a profound philosophical treatise,
another wauted something of an intermediate
character. lle moved, therelore, to recommit
the report, with instructions to digest these dif-
ferent views, and bring forward something that
will weet the wants of the Church.

The.vote being taken, the report was recom-
mitted.

J. B. McFerrin presented report No, 11, from
the same committee, in relation to a memorial
from the Educational Institute, asking the Gene-
ral Conference for literary and scientific articles.
The report recommends that the matter be sub-
mitted to the corps editorial at Nashville. Tt
was adopted.

Also report No. 12, in relation to a resolution
of J. I1. Lion and W. C. Dandy, inquiring into
the commercial and other facilities of the city
of Nashville. The committee refer for answer
to their report No. 4, and beg to be excused
from the farther consideration of the subject.

The report was adopted.

On motion of A. L. P. Green, the order of the
day was laid on the table for the present, to be
taken up when we are ready.

On motion of D, B. Nicholson, the rule of
order was suspended, and the subject before the
Conference, at the time of adjournment yester-
day, was taken up.

J. Boring desired that the Chair would resume
the call of committees to-morrow, just where it
was left off to-day.

The Chair said he supposed there could be no
objection to that,

The Chair said we were now ready to hear
Bishop Early ; and the Bishop proceeded to re-
ply to the complaints reported against his ad-
ministration, from several Annual Conferences
by the Committee on Episcopacy.

At twelve o'clock the business was suspended,
in order that the Committee on Pablic Worship
might announce the appointments for the Sab-
bath.

W. A. Smith asked leave of absence for J. II.
Davis, on account of afflictive intelligence from
home. It was granted.

W. A. Smith moved that when we adjourn,
we adjourn to meet this afternoon at three
o'clock.

It was so voted.

The hearing of Bishop Early was now re-
sumed, and continued till the hour of adjourn-
ment.

COonference met pursuant to adjournment,
Bishop Paine in the chair. 8. Kelley conducted
the devotions.

Bishop Pierce took the chair.

W. A. Smith said Brother Davis, of the
Boundary Committge, had been called home by
family affiiction, and would leave to-morrow ;
and it was desirable to take up the report on
boundaries, and dispose of it before he left. He
moved, therefore, that said report be now taken

up.
Bishop Early wished his case to proceed ;
whereupon, Dr. Smith withdrew his motion.

The Conference now resumed the unfinished
business of the morning, viz.: the consideration
of the case of Bishop Early’s administration,
Afterdebate,
E. E. Wiley pressed the consideration of his
resolution offered yesterday, which he now sub
mitted as an amendment to the report.
B. M. Drake moved to lay the amendment on
the table.
The motion was lost.
G. W. Langhorne made an ineffectual motion
to adjourn,
8. P. Richardson moved that the question be
now put,
J. G. Jones submitted a substitute for the
matter before the Conference, (signed also by
H. A. O. Walker,) to the effect that, whereas,
well-authenticated complaints have been made
against Bishop Early, as having been arbitrary
and discourteous in Conference and the station-
room ; and whereas, we believe the matters of
complaints have resulted from the advancing
age and infirmity of the Bishop ; therefose,
Resolved, 1. That his character pass,
Resolved, 2. That we request our superin-
tendents, in making out their plans of Episcopal
visitation, to assign such work to Bishop Early
as he can do consistently with his age and ad-
vancing infirmities,

But before any action was taken the Confer-
ence adjourned.

SBATURDAY, MAY THE TWENTY-SECOND,
Conference met at 8}0'clock. The opening ex-
ercises by Rev. N, Scarritt,
The Journal of yesterday was read to-day
and authenticated—Bishop Paine taking the
chair.

ADMINISTRATION AND CHARACTER OF THE
BISHOPS,

J. II. Davis—I move that we postpone the
regular order of morning business, and resume
the consideration of the case of Bishop Early.

The wmotion was agreed to—Bishop Early
himself having retired from the deliberations of
the Conforence yesterday, after he had respon-
ded seriatim to all the complaints submitted.

The Conference then took up the considera-
tion of the majority and minority reports of the
Committee on the Episcopacy, on the admiais-
tration and character of the Bishops—particu-
larly the part having reference to complaints
against the administration of Bishop Early—the
question being on the adoption of the substitute
submitted by J. G. Jones, sketched in our re-
port of yesterday evening's proceedings.

After debate, and an ineffectual motion to sus-
pend the rule restricting speech to fifteen mia-
ntes,

J. B. Payne proposed to amend the substi-
tute by striking out the second resolu-
tion, and inserting in lieu thereof the following :

Resolved, That,in view of Bishop Early's age,
he be released from taking any part of the reg-
ular Episcopal work in fature,

J. G. Jones accepted the amendment.

N. Scarritt moved a division of the ques-
tion,

The motion was lost,

After further debate, T. F. Gardner made an
ineffectual motion to lay the whole subject on
the table,

W. W, Bennett submitted another substitute,
which, though not in order, was entertained so
far as to be read by the Secretary for the infor-
mation of the Conference.

It declares the deep regret of the Conference
that in several Anunual Conferences, Bishop
Early, in Lis official acts, has failed to give sat-
isfaction to all the preachers, and afforded
ground for complaints; nevertheless, in conside-
ration of his services in the Church, his known
integrity, and the purity of his motives,
and trusting for the future in his good
sense and deep devotion to the Church, it pro-
poses that his character do now pass.

Levi Pearce read, for information, what he
would propose, ut the proper time, for this
second resolution, to this effect :

Resolved, That the venerable Bishop Early be
released from all Episcopal duties beyond his re-
maining strength.

Debate ensued by F. E. Pitta, B. M. Drake,
J. M., Payne, A. L. P. Green, J. Hamiltor, and
others.

G. W. Carter made another ineffectual motion
to suspend the fifteen minutes rule.

B. M. Drake moved that G. W. Carter be
allowed to speak without regard to the fifteen
minutes restriction..

The motion was Jost,

J. B. Payne submitted a farther modification
of the second resolution, thus: That, in view of
Bishop Early’s declining strength, he be excused
from any part of the Episcopal work.

J. E. Evans submitted & modification of the
preamble and resolutions by J. G. Jones, to this
effect :

Whereas, complaints have been made against
Bishop Early, from a number of Annual Con.
ferences, touching the manner of his
administration ; and, whereas, we believe the
matters complained of have resulted from his
age and his increasing infirmities, there-

ore.
Resolved, 1. That, in view of the explana-
tions made by Bishop Early, his character do
now pass,
2. That in vjew of the age and increasing infir-
mities of our beloved brother, Bishop Early, he
be relieved from the daties ef the Episcopal visi-
tation in fature.
H. A. O. Walker also submitted a substitute
to this effect :
Wugreas, It appears that Bishop Eariy, in
the discharge of his official duties, has so con-
ducted himself as to give offence in several in-
stances, though the integrity of his motive re-
mains unquestioned ; and
Whereas, Bishop Early has given assurances
of being more guarded for the future; there
fore,
Resolved, 1. That we disapprove of the ad-
ministration of Bishop Early in the cases com-
plained of, and confidently expect him to be
more guarded in the future,
2. That we now pass the character of Bishop
Early.
G.’ W. Langhore submitted and spoke fifteen
minutes on the following :
Wnereas, After a patient hearing ot the case,
the General Conference deeply regret that there
are various grounds of complaint against Bishop
Early, butin view of the explanations and con-
cessions of the Bishop, and in the hope that hy
will render himself to such Confer-

thotigh the reporters have full notas,, it is no
the policy of this paper to publish at present.

J. W. Kelley made an ineffectual motion for
an evening session,

And then, without coming to auny further
conclusion— after the announcement of the
Sabbath reaching appointments, and the usual
committee notifications.

The Conference adjourned till Monday morn-
ing, half past eight o'ciock.

SUPPORT OF MISSIONS,

J. Boring, from the committee on Missions,
submitted their report, No. 8. which was read
by the Secretary. It lies over occording to rule,
and is designed as a substitute for the present
constitution of the Missionary Society. It is as
follows :

The Committee on Missions having exam-
ined, as thoroughly as their time and mean-
have enabled them, the plan, as laid down in
the book of Discipline, for the support of Mis-
sions, aud having found, as they believe, that it
8 in numerous respects seriously defective—es-
pecially that it is encumbered with embarrass-
ing details, and is insusceptible of such changes
and modifications as are necessary to adapt it to
the ends proposed—beg leave to recommend the
following in its stead :

1st. There shall be a Board of Missions, under
the control of the General Conference, consist-
ing of the Bishops, twelve itinerant Elders, a
Secretary, Treasurer, six members of the Metho-
dist Episcopal Church, South, residing in Nash-
ville, Tennesseo, and one Manager, from each
Annual and Mission Conference. Thirteen
members shall constitute a quorum for the tran-
saction of business,

2d. The itinerant Elders, Secretary, Treasurer
and six members residing in Nashville, shall be
elected by the General Conference, the Secre-
tary and Treasurer to reside in Nashville during
their terms of service. The Secretary shall be
chosen from the itinerant Elders, and the Treas-
ures from the membership of the Methodist
Episcopal Church, South.

3. The Managers shall be annually chosen,
one from within the bounds of each Annual and
Mission Conference, by a vote of said Coufer-
ences respectively, and shall be members of the
Methodist Episcopal Church, South,

4th, The Board of Missions, thus constituted,
shall have authority to make by-laws for the
regulation of its own proceedings ; to determine
what fields shall be accepted or continued as
Foreign Missions ; the number of persons to be
employed in each, and the sums necessary fer
their respective support.

They shall fix the amounts which may be
drawn for during the year, in the Mission Con-
ferences, and for the Missions to Germans,
Those Annual Conferences which may not be
able to support their own Missions, shall be
styled Mission Conferences,

They shall make appropriations for the sup-
port of the Secretary, superannuated missiona-
ries, the widows and orphans of missionaries;
also, to defray incidental expenses.

They shall have authority to fill any vacancy
which may occur in the offices of the Secretary,
Treasurer, or itinerant Elders, in the interim of
the General Conference.

The assessments and appropriations above
authorized shall be made at the annual meoting
of the Board, to be held in Nashville, Tennes-
see, on the third Monday in April,

Sth. The Annual Conferences shall, respect-
ively, organize boards auxiliary to the Board of
Missions, at Nashville, which shall have the
control of the Missions within their bounds;
shall determine what Missions shall be occupied,
the number of persons to be employed, and the
sums necessary for their support,

They shall also be authorized to retain and
appropriate, to the Missions under their care,
the Mission funds collected within their bounds,
respectively ; provided, that not more than sev-
enty per cent. of the whole amonxt shall be so
applied, and the balance, together with all sums
contributed for Foreign Missions, shall be for-
warded to the Treasurer in Nashville, Tennes-
wee.

6th. The Board of each Mission Conference,
and of those Annual Conferences which are not
able to meet the wants of their own Domestic
Missions, and have a surplos, shall be authorized
to hold all collections within their respective
bounds, subject to the order of the Board at
Nashville.

7th. Each Annual and Mission Conferences
shall organize a Board of Missions, auxiliary to
the parent Board, consisting of a President,
four Vice Presidents, a Secretary and Treasurer,
pine clerical and fline lay members of the
Church.

Sth. All donors of §—— at one time shall be
entitled to a certificate of membership in the
Annual Conference Board, and donors of §100
at one time shall be entitled to a certificate of
membership in the parent Board ; and, provided
they are members of our Church, shall be
authorized to take part in the discussions in
Annual Conferences, and to vote upon our mis-
sionary operations,
The committee farther recommend that sec-
tion 7, part 2d, page 237, be stricken out, and
that this constitution be inserted in the Disci-
pline next after “ Quarterly Conferences,” scc-
tion 4, part 2, page 47.
Resolved, That this Board be incorporated,
and that the Board of Managers of the Mis-
sionary Society of the Methodist Episcopal
Church, South, be directed to transfer to the
Board, to be organized under this plan, all the
interests of said Society.

THE BEQUEST OF JAMES ., CARROLL,

A. L. P. Green submitted, in writing, a state-
ment of facts in relation to the bequest of $1000
to the Missionary Society, and of $1000 to the
Publishing House of the Methodist Episcopal
Church, South; which was read by the Secre-
tary.

A. L. P, Green—Thoe Brother holding these
funds is unwilling to part with them, unless he
can get vouchers te protect him. , He seemed at
first to suppose that the laws of the State of
Virginia were in his way ; but, upon are-exam-
ination, he seems to have cemeto the conclusion
that if he can find the proper person to receive
it, he will now pay it over. Butthe matter will
have to go regularly through the mill, It will
have to go to the Fiscal Committee; and when
they shall report, and the Conference shall act
thereon, then the Treasurer or Book Agent will
be able to draw on Mr. Carroll, who will re-
ceive that draft as his voucher, and pay the
money over, Imove that it be refered to the
Book Committee,

E. F. Sevier—Charles Carroll is sole heir and
administrator of the estate of this testator, and
he was to pay over this money. He declined to
do so at first ; but afterwerds relented, and sent
the money to the Holston Conference, to pay it
over there to any person who might be author-
ized to receipt for it. The authority to receipt
being doubted, the money was returned. It
will be paid over as soon as the administrator
can find some person properly authorized to re-
ceive it.

E. Stevenson submitted a paper of the same
character, having relation to the same matter
signed by Michael Smizer.

CONSTITUTION OF A JOINT STOCK COM
PANY, FOR THE PUBLICATION OF THE
TEXAS CHRISTIAN ADVOCATE, AND THE
DISTRIBUTION OF BOOKS AND TRACTS.

Arricre 1. This organization shall be ealled
“ The Book and Tract Society of the Methodist
Episcopal Church South, in the State of Texas,”

Arr, 2. The object of this Society shall be
the purchase of a Depository Building, in the
city of Galveston: paying the liabilities and
publishing the Texas Christian Advoeate, and
purchasing, for sale, Religious Books and Tracts,
School Books and Stationery, and conducting a
General Book Business,

Arr. 3. The Capital Stock of this
shall be thirty thousaud dollars, in shares of one
hundred dollars each,

Aur, 4. Any person, or persons, subscribing

Society

and paying for one or more shares, shall be en<
titled to one sote for each share taken, in the
mavagement of the business of the Society.

Anr, 5. The Stockholders shall elect, at their
annual mecting, a Board of five Directors to
control the business of the Society, which Board
shall elect their President, Secretary and a Book
Agent,

Anr. 6. Each shareholder shall be entitled to
ten per cent. annually, on the capital stock paid
for, to be paid in books published by the Book
Concern at Nashville, selected by the said stock-
holders.

Arr. 7. All profits from the business of the
Society, after deducting the dividend, provided
for in Article 6, shall be a Conference Fund, for
the support of Superannuated Preachers, the
widows and orphans of deceased Preachers, and
to meet the deficiency of those who are not sup-
ported on their respective Circuits. Each Con-
ference adopting this Constitution shall share in
said fund, in proportion to the stock owned
within its bounds,

Axr. 8, Stockholders without the bounds of
a patronising Conference shall have the right to
control the dividend they may be entitled to,
above that provided for in Article 6.

Arr. 9. The business of this Society shall be
conducted strictly upon the cash system, both
in the purchase and sale of books, that the books
may be sold at the lowest possible rates,

Art. 10, This Constitution shall be submitted
to the several Texas Annual Conferences, at
their next sessions, for their approval ; and such
Conferences as shall adopt it, shall be considered
patronising Conferences, and entitled to share
in the fund specified in Article 7.

Arr. 11, The Stockholders shall pay one-
fourth of the stock subscribed for, the first of
January, 1859, one-fourth three months thereat-
ter, one-fourth six months from said date, and
one-fourth in nine months,

Art. 12, This Constitution may be amended
or changed at an annual meeting, by a vote of
two-thirds of all the Stockholders present ; pro-
vided a notice of any proposed change is pub-
lished three months previous in the Texas Chris-
tian Advocate.

Art. 13, Certiflcates of Stock shall be issued
to Stockholders as soon after the first election of
officers as possible, which stock shall be assign-
able, as other property.

LEGISLATION OF ngNGRESS AFFECTING

We copy the following article from the News;

The Acts and proceedings of the late Congress
may be interesting to our readers, as far as
Texas is directly interested in them, and we
therefore give some of them, on what we believe
to be good authority :

The bill authorizing the raising of a Regiment
for Texas was passed, and also another bill for
raising two Regiments for Utah, but the appro-
priation of near four and a half millions for the
support of these three Regiments, which passed
the House, was not acted on in the Senate.
Whether the failure of the appropriation will
defeat the Texas Regiment bill, we cannot learn.
We understand, however, that the bill authoriz-
es the President of the United States to order
the Texas Regiment to be raised, whenever the
emergency may require it.

Ten thousand dollars were appropriated, by
an act of Congress, for the purchase of Life
Boats, a Life Car, etc, to enable the Life Boat
Company, of Galveston, to act with the greater
efficiency in the saving of life.

The bill for running the boundary between
the United States and Texas was passed, and
$80,000 appropriated for that purpose,

The bill, establishing the Pecos Indian Reserve
on the five leagues, set apart for that purpose
by our Legislature, was passed. This Reserve
is between the Pecos and Rio Grande Rivers,
on the overland mail route from San Antonioto
San-Diego, and is intended to collect and civil-
ize the Comanches of the West,

An amendment to the Indian Bill creates a
separate Indian Superintendency for Texas, and
an appropriation has been made for carrying it
out,

Bills were introduced for creating collectoral
districts for Corpus Christi and El Paso, but
were opposed by the Committee on Commerce,
They will doubtless pass at the next session,

The Committee on Commerce agreed to rec-
omend an appropriation of $20,000, for an ex-
amination of Galveston Harbor and the other
harbors of Texas, to ascertain their susceptibility
for improvement., The Secretary of War re-
ferred the matter to Col. Albert, of the Topo-
graphical Engineers, who reported favorably,
and hence the committee agreed as above stated;
but no specific appropriations for Harbor Im-
provements are ever made, unless in conformity
with estimates made by the Topographical En-
gineers, based on actual surveys, It is expected
that the General Government will, in accord-
ance with a very general usage, do something
for the improvement of our harbors, provided
the matter is properly urged upon the attention
of Congress.

The House passed a resolation, instructing the
Committee on Military Affairs, to report a bill,
appropriating money for fortifications at San
Luis, the mouth of the Brazos, Pass Cavallo and
Aransas, This subject was not, however, acted
upon further. The previous appropriation of
£80,000 for fortifications in Galveston Harbor,
is, at present, suspended for #he reason, that the
report of the Commissioners, recommending the
plan of fortifications, was not approved. Other
commissioners, we learn, will be appointed to
report,

The sum of §181,000 were appropriated for
the Overland Mail Route, from San Antonio to
San Diego.

The sum of 600,000 was appropriated for
carrying an overland mail from Memphis,
through Northern Texas, via Fort Belknap, to
El Paso, thence to San Diego and San Francisco,
semi-monthly,

An appropriation was also made for carrying
an overland mail from St. Louis, via Salt Lake
City, to San Francisco, semi-monthly.

We learn that Hon, Jefferson Hall, member
of the lower House of our Legislature, was rec-
ommended by our delegates, as Agent for the
Pecos Indian Reserve,

Major Neighbors was recommended to take
charge of the General Indian Superintendency
of Texas.

Dr. D. C. Dickson, of Anderson, was recom-
mended as commissioner, to examine into the
charges against Major Neighbors and the Re-
serve Indians,

We learn also that Mr, Addicks, who was re-
moved as Postmaster of Huntsvillee, by the in-
fluence of General Houston, has, on the recom-
mendation of Representative, Mr. Bryan, been
appointed Mail Transportation Agent for Texas,
This office is said to be worth much more than
the one he lost, and he has, therefore, been a

gainer by his removal,

Mg, Eprror :—Having just returned from
Brownsville, we undertake to comply with
your request, and send you a few items, which
may or may not be news; and which, so far as
the writer is concerned, you are at perfect liberty
to put into the Advocate, or to write upon them
‘‘rejected,” and send them where all such go—
into the stove, We took * notes by the way,”
but they are so much after the fashion of what
Mr. Abbey pronounces **mere twaddle,” that
we shall not trouble you with them. More
over; he says such will write themselves if you
farnish the stationery. 8o, if you wish to pub-
lish our “notes by the way,” Jjust spread out
your pen, ink and paper, and according to the
logic of the *Financial Secretary,” you have
them. This beats & * writing medium*” By
the way, Mr. Abbey is more than half right
about sach correspondence.

From Corpus Ohristi, Rev, J, W, Cooley and
Brother William Headen, accompanied me, We
made the trip through in a little less than four
days. We commenced the public services of
the Quarterly Meeting on Friday night, and
continued them until the Tuesday night follow-
ing. There was some interest, and four united
with the Church, one of whom had been a mem-
ber before he came to Brownsville. We received
a very hearty welcome from the friends and
brethren, and were most hospitably entertained
during our stay.

With the care and labor that the im-
portance of the place demands, it must very
soon become self-sustaining. Brother Thompson
is well received, and deaer\'.edly popular, He is
greatly interested in the work, and is rapidly
acquiring a knowledge of the Spanish language.
A Protestant Male and Female School is greatly
needed in Brownstille. It should be of high
order, and it is believed that a gentleman and
lady well qualified, might not only do a good
work for protestant christianity, but also make
teaching very profitable pecuniarily.

By the Daily Advocate we learn that the
late General Conference formed a new Confer-
ence, called the “Rio Grande Annual Confer-
ence,” meking the Guadalupe river its north-
eastern boundary. This was certainly very
responsible, as well as important action upon

*the part of the General Conference; and it is

hoped will result in much goad to the church,
and to the West of Texas,

It is believed by some here that the San An-
tonio river would have been the better North-
Eastern boundary; and many would have
preferred the name West Texas, * Whatis in a
name,” say yon? Texas! My dear sir, there is
magic in the name! If there be, (as there doubt-
less are,) young men in the church, who are
willing to devote their lives to the work of the
ministry, and are possessed of a high and holy
ambition to win souls for Christ; and can say
like St. Panl, “1thank God that he hath counted
me worthy, putting me into the ministry :" let
them enter the Rio Grande Conference—study
the Spanish language, and aid in bringing this
poor Priest-ridden Mexican population to Jesus
Christ, the great High Priest: whose yoke i«
easy, and whose burden is light, that they may
be “turned from darkness to light,” and from
the power of Satan unto God ; receive the re-
mission of «ins, and an inheritance among them
that are sanctified.” The Spanish language is
not difficult to acquire when one is constantly
associated with those who speak it—especially
does a good Latin scholar acquire it easily.

We visited Matamoras, and had the pleasure
of an introduction to, and a briefinterview with
General Guadalupe Garcia (commander-in-chief,
I believe, of the forces of the State of Taman-
lipas) just after his unfortunate defeat at Tam-
pico. We were introduced to him as ministers.
He received ns most graciously, and secmed
well pleased that we had called upon him, giv-
ing us & most hearty invitation to repeat our
visit. His personal appearance is very fine.
You would select him as a man of mark, in any
erowd of his countrymen. He has the suavity
dthollhhedmtkmm"n and speaks the Eng-
lish language very A

We conversed freely and repeatedly with gen-
tlemen of intelligence, who have been long and
intimately acquainted with Mexicans, and Mexi-
can affurs; and from all the information we
could gather from every source accessible to us,
our conclusion is that it will be some time yet
before Protestants will be permitted to teach
the people christianity in Mexico, and even
when the “ door is opened ™ by law, we appre-
hend that the conversion of the people to Prot-
estant Ohristianity will be much more difficult
than many seem to imagine. They are wedded
to Catholicism : or, as a gentleman remarked to
me in conversation upon this subject, “It is
bred into their being.” We heard Mexicans
denouncing the Priesthood in the bitterest and
most unmeasured terms, and yet they spoke of
their religion in the highest strains of enology.
The general ides, =0 far as we were able to
gather it, is that the Roman Catholic religion is
the only true religion, but that the Priesthood
is corrupt—yea very corrupt. We are of opin-
jon that many of those who have written upon
this subject have mistaken the opposition to,
and denunciation of the Priests for opposition
to the Roman Catholic religion. There are
thousands of them, no doubt, who denounce the
former, and yet cling to the latter with the te-
nacity of life itself.

But why make so much ado about the “door

They belonged
to the fiction opposed to Young, and represented
that the Church was torn by dissensions, and said
they wished to return to the United States. The
reception of Col Johnson's commission as Brigadier
General caused much satisfactiou in the army.

The reports of damage done to Cairo by the flood,
were greatly exaggerated.

The Atlantic telegraph flect expected 1o reach mid-
ocean and commence the operation of laying the
cable about the 20th June.

The warlike preparations going on in France had
attracted the attention of the English press and Par-
liament.

A telegram says that the . § army was to com-
mence its march on the Mormon capital on the 15th
inst , numbering 2500 men, leaving a sufficient force
behind to protect the route, and preserve a commu-
nication with the base of operations

A telegraphic despatch from St Louis, dated June
15, announces that Col. Kane had just passed Boon-
ville, on his way from Camp Seott, which he left on
the 16th of May He reporte] that Gov. Cumming
had returned to Sakt Lake City, after making an in-
effectual attempt 10 stop the Mormon negira to the
South. Sakt Lake City and the Northern settlements
were nearly deserted, a few pe only remaini
to guard the buildings  Forty thousand persons are
said to be in motion, their trains extending for miles
down the valley. The advanced trains were already
300 miles distant  To evade answering where they
are bound, they say they are going South ; but their
supposed destination is Cedar City, or some part of
Sonora. There were no mules at Camp Scott. Col.
Hoffman's train was met twenty miles from the
Platte Bridge. Col. Johnston would wait the arrival
of the peace commissioners. The Indians were an-
noying the Mormons. They call them squaws, and
say that they won't fight. The recent heavy rains
extended far to the West, and all the streams are
full.

There appears yet to be some doubt whether the
Mormons are intending to submit. They are repor-
ted to be still in possession of the strong passes.
The accounts say the main body of them have moved
to the South. Possibly they may be on their way
to Nicaragua to take possession under the title of
Col. Kinney, for which they have been negotiating,
covering twenty odd millions of acres on the Mos-
quito coast

It is stated that the Administration meditates an
armed demonstration against Nicaragua and Costa
Rica, as it is believed that M. Felix Belly is acting
under secret instructions from kouis Napoleon. Our
Government is determined not to permit any inter-
ference by foreign powers in the affairs of this con-
tinent.

Intelligence has been received at St. Louis, from
Camp Scott, to the 5th of June, from which we learn
that the Peace Commissioners had entered Salt Lake
City. The express met Hoffman's command within
twenty miles of Camp Scott, and Marcy’s about 50
miles from it. Col. Johnston, it is stated, intends to
enter Salt Lake City on the arrival of Hoffman and
Marcy. [t is stated that provisions were already
plentiful at the Camp.

The British Ministry had stated in Parliament that
in accordance with the advice of the law officers of
the Crown, they had resolved on giving up all claim
to the right of search or visitation in time of peace ;
and had also stated that the government was con-
sidering the advieability of withdrawing the squad-
ron from the coast of Cuba.

A great conflagration had occurred at Constanti-
nople, by which sixteen hundred houses were de-
stroyed.

The prospects of the successful laying of the
transatlantic telegraphic cable, were considered du-
bious.

Tribute of Respect.

At a communication of Henderson Yoakum Chap-
ter No. 39, held in the town of Moscow, on the third
day of June, A.D, 1858, the following preamble
and reselutions were unanimgusly adopted :

Whereas, it has pleased the Supreme Ruler of
the universe, in his inscrutable and mysterious dis-
pensation of his providence, to remove from our
midst our worthy companion, Reve W, P. SBansom,
who departed this life on the third day of June, A.D.
