Two neighbors exhausting their 
wealth in efforts to guard against 
each other is not, after all, more ab­
surd than the enormous standing 
armit*s which reveal the weakness 
of modern civilization. I f  such 
neighbors would be set down as 
lunatics, what about the nations? 
Is not war moral lunaev ?

T he probability is that your 
remedy for hard times, ilear rea*ler, 
ifsobethat times are hard with 
’̂ou, is not in anv material change 
in the financial |K)licy of the 
government so much os a change 
in vourown financial management. 
,\*fopt Franklin's motto, and live 
within your income. The plain 
unvarnished truth is, our style of 
living has b**en projected U|K>n too 
extravagant a s**nle, too many fine 
clothes; too many luxuries, espe­
cially in drinks. Americans are 
nut singular in this respect. A 
report recentiv made to the British 
Parliament gives the fiillowing re­
sult : A great advance in the treat­
ment of the problem of inteni|N*r- 
ance has b****n ma*le in a reiiort of 
a seh*cl committee of the British 
House of l/irds. Thev have inves- 
tipt**d the i|uestions Wfore them 
with more th*iroughness than has 
ever liefore l>een attained bv a 
committee of Parliament. Yhe 
statisti**s nresente*! are v«*ry im- 
IKirtant. They show that th**re is 
one drinking place to every 2:I8 of 
the iKipulation of England ; that 
in 1872 the consumption of alco­
holic liquors was fifty-two i>**r cent, 
more for each inhabitant than in 
18<i0; and that the convictions for 
*lrunkenness have risen from 
88,.”>61 in I860 to 20:1,789 in 1876. 
With the increased consumption of 
alcoholic drinks, there has also 
lK?en an increaseil consumption of 
tea and coffee in the p**riod named. 
The cost of the li*iuurs consumed 
has risen from £2 18s. 61d. per in­
habitant in 1860 to .64 9k ()|*1. per 
head in 1876.

Well, as we have assumeil to arRue the ncRa- 
t iv e s id eo f the i|Uestion, we allcRe that it was 
not.

We kn '  '  o f no orthuilox denomi­
nation w liich doe s nut ordain her ministers. 
This irrefntalile fact |>roves another, v iz : That 
no unordained preacher can IcRally administer 
tile .sacraments, and whatever is done by him 
in that |iarticular is a nullity—not to say, solemn 
mia-kery. I f  a man has no authority to la-rforin 
a certain act. he may by Ids own autliority do it 
but when done, in an ecclesiastical sense it is 
unit and void.

To administer the sacraments without la-iiiR 
duly authorized, is notliiiiR less than to iRiiore 
the authority of Ihechuri h. I f  one ummlained 
minister has the riRlit to administer the sacra­
ments. all have a similar riRht: and i f  all have, 
there Is no use for oidlnation at all: and If 
there Is no use for ordination, there is no ne.

It hiis iHnNHiie pnpulnr uf late to 
write on the tlelintjuencies of stew- 
ardfi and the neglect of the church 
to pay ita preachers. As there are 
generally two aides to a tpu îtion, 
and aa the clergy hitherto have 
had the tliacuasion pretty niuch 
Uieir own way, the time hits come, 
ficrhana, to in«|uire at least if 
there lie not aomc gotni reaimns for 
the allegeti inauflicient 8Up]»ort n** 
ceivetl by some preachen.

I venture the double assum|>* 
tion that Methotliats value the 
sorvicea of their paatora as hiĵ h- 
ly as any other cla-wa of ('hris- 
tiana; and that the man who 
fully meets hia piiatoral deh'gations, 
will receive from hia people an 
adequate supply of hia temporal 
wants. I

It ia nothing agninat theae pro|K>- 
aitions that a aet of aelf-axmiplacmt; 
preacliera call them in <|ueation on ; 
the ground that their own ex|>e*' 
rience nrovea them falae, for it may 
he aafely afTinnetl ot all aueii that, 
their atandard of miniateriiil fidel­
ity ia far lielow the mark. Their 
piilpita may be regularly filled, i 
and the people, after a manner, | 
viaited, but ao iHTfunctorily aa to | 
leave no attendant bleaaiiig—the 
viaita are more in the interest of - 
eociabilitv than of apirituality, and 
the preaoliing has in it too little of, 
the Holy (ihost to make it effec- j  
tive. Not unfrefjuently, what lit-j 
tie good the preaching might pro­
duce i.< neutralized by light and | 
chaffy conversation in the social i 
circle. Theae men have taken char-, 
acter from the defective examnles 
of older preachers, and are, in tneir j 
time, to become modela for the
younger naatora growing up under 
their influence. Their failure to 
receive a liberal support ia the least 
of the evils attaching to their min­
istry.

To one alive to the responsibili­
ties of the pastoral office, it is a 
matter of astonishment anti grief 
to witness on the part of men 
called to this position a growing 
neglect of the duties so essential 
to ministerial fidelity and suecesa. 
In some cases, so little interest is 
felt in behalfof the ))eople to whom 
lie is sent tliat a montn or two of 
the conference year passes liefore

the new jiiistor reports for duty; | 
and when he comes, and plans his I 
work, we are forced to the conelu-1 
sion tliat the iironiinent idea in his j 
arrangements istoseeure the largest; 
share of time at home. On Satur- | 
dayimorning, the labors of,the week [ 
are suspended, and the pastor sets i 
out on his round of weekly ap-1 
pointments. It is only ten miles 1 
to Sliiloh,and a pleasant ride takes 
him there by the usual hour for 
worship, liutas his time-saving plan 
requires liim to preach at Sardis at 
night, involving another ride of 
ten miles in the afternoon, there is 
no time fora elass-meeting, church 
conference, or pastoral work at 
Sliiloh; so, after preaching, he 
merely tells the brethren who stop 
to speak to him, “ howdy,” and 
rides off to dinner witli some 
brother living near his line of travel 
to the ne.xt appointment. As the 
night is sliort, and he has been too 
busy to stuily his sermon, he tliinks 
it best not to keep the people to­
gether for class or conference, after 
his long rambling preach. The 
Sabbath comes, and a ride of eight 
miles takes him to Bethel. Hero 
is a large memliersliip, some of 
whom, from former pastoral neg­
lect, have strayed into neglect of 
Christian duty, and tlie indulgence 
of had habits; hut Hchobeth must 
he reached by three o’clock, and a 
sermon preached there; so, of 
course, there is no time at Bethel 
for anything more than tl>e usual 
“ lireach,” hou'djj, and hasty dinner. 
At the clo.se of the afternoon ser­
mon the people go home to supper, 
and as the ])astor did not get his 
eorn-pateh quite planted or “worked 
out” last week, he improves tlic 
remaining part of the Sabitatli by 
riding a reasonable distance to­
wards home to be reatly for work 
on .Monday. The next Saturday 
and Sundav the same routine is 
gone through at a different |M>int 
on the circuit—and so on, until 
the “ round ’’ is eompleted; ainl so 
on to the end of the year.

Now, what part of a pastor’s 
duty liave tho.se iiieii performed, 
and what claim have they on the 
chureh for a sup|H>rt alnive that of 
the local |»reitcher who keeps up 
hi.-« regular weekly ap|Mtii-,tment 
ami makes his own living?

'I'lie commonness of thi.-v slttte of 
things is îttracting attentiun and 
the pisqile are waking up to the 
fact that fh) i/ are the itojlrru d party. 
\ lazy pastor may emak about 
want of lil>t‘rality, ami his presid­
ing ehler iK-rale llie quarterly con­
ference for delicient finances, hut 
until tliere is a return to faithful­
ness on tlie part of the preachers 
all will l>e in vain.

It inay Ih‘ said that inaiiy pas­
tors are eotn|H‘lle<l to tliniw llieir 
npiMMiitiiients together on .Situr- 
day and Sumiay to .s«fure the at- 
It-ndi.nce of the |MH»ple. This is by 
no means a faet, yet were it the 
case, what hind<-rs the pastor from 
returning t«> his prcaeliiiig places 
during the week and lM*sl«iwiiig on 
his ]H*ople the pastoral oversight 
wliirli they so much luisl, and 
which he ia umler such solemn 
delegation to rentier?

Ilitw manv young uml unin- 
atruetiMl niemliers an* never spoken 
to privately by the |>astor? \Vhat 
must Iwome of the flock if the 
lamlia are neglectetl ?

Thoee |*orfunctory |Niatt»rs that 
take no time to visit and instruct 
their iNxiple, pro|M>se to make it all 
up by holding protracted meetings 
wlien the “ rrrmd mimm ’’ sets in. 
This may all do very well in ita 
place, hut ia insufficient to meet 
the denianils of the cose, hlaeh 
time the circuit preacher im*ets his 
monthly ap|>ointments im|>oses on 
him ilutietr that must then In* at- 
tendtxl to, ami he ran no more 
make amends for this neghvt by a 
prntractfHl nurting in the fall than 
can the fanner save a neglectol 
crop by a little vigorous lalior on 
the eve of harvtst.

Ia-1 us have done with coiii-
[ilnints ngain.st the church for m-g- 
ect of the pastor, until he, on his

I tart, shall show stime ooneern for 
lis flock. I f  the imlifference of the 

class of pastors of whom I write 
has ita cause in the faet that they 
entennl the ministry to obtain an 
easy and decent living, the stioner 
they arc starved out the letter for 
the church.

It is a pleasure to rcmemlter that 
there are manv faithful pastors to 
be found, and tliat while God blesses 
their labors, the |>eople care and 
provide for them. .Such men— 
while it is true they must live— 
are not continually whiningabout 
a support. They feel that God has 
ealletl them to the ministry and 
their faith can trust Gotl fifr the 
means of living, although it may 
come through the ptniple they 
serve. It was a remark of the 
sainted Ma r v i n “ As long as God 
gives me bread and water to eat 
and drink, and home-spun clothes I  to wear, 1 will stick to the miiiis- 

' trj’.” Were such devoteilness more I  common there would he less com- 
' plaint of insufficient ministerial
