by .striking contrast with tlie pres­
ent to illustrate the marked and 
gratifying progress of the cause of 
temperance within the century. 
W’e quote the following from the 
second of the series :

“ In 1735 Framingham ‘voted 
for the raising of the meeting­
house one barrel of rum, three bar­
rels of cider, six barrels of beer, 
with suitable provisions of meat 
and bread,’ at an expense of X70, 
which was then the amount of the 
minister’s salary for a year.

“The records of Medford state 
that at the meeting-house raising 
in 17G9 ‘no one was hurt,’ which 
probably means that no one was 
intoxicated enough to put his life 
in jieril. But in another town near 
Boston, where a part of the frame 
fell during the raising, in 1773, 
there is no doubt that everybody 
was drunk, for the records say: 
‘Voted, to j)rovide one barrel of 
West Indian rum, five barrels of 
New Flngland rum, one barrel of 
good brown sugar, half a box of 
lemons, and two loaves of loaf 
sugar, for framing and raising the 
meeting-house ! ”

improvements on them shall have 
six months within which to pur- 
cha.se, having preference un to that 

aisers shall get 8-‘>time; the anpn 
per diem ami not he more than 40 
days in making the appnusement 
in a?)V countv.

The I )cmocratic members of the 
H ouse and Senate held a joint 
caucus June 2')th, to receive and 
diseuss the rejiort of the joint ad­
visory committee upon the judicial 
expenses hill.

The first measure is to 
he identical with the vetoed hill,ex- 
cci»t that it omits sections prohibit­
ing payment or incurinent of lia­
bility for jiaymont of deputy mar­
shals of elections, and will also 
omit the item of 8tJ0,00() for fees of 
United States marshals and their 
deputii's. The .second measure 
will contain the appropriation 
for fees of United States inarshals 
omitted from the first, together 
with all the jirohihitions contained 
in the original vetoed hill, referring 
to i»avments and liabilities under 
the It'deral election laws. It will 
also contain a clause prescribing a 
jienalty not exceeding 87)(XK), and 
imprisonment not exceeding live 
years, or both, for violation of the 
jirohihitions aforesaid, and similar 
prohibitions now on the statute 
lKK)k.

There seems to W no doubt hut 
that the president will approve the 
larger of the two bills agreed upon 
in the Democratic caucus to-night, 
and veto the smaller. In case lioth 
adjourn immediatelv thereafter, 
which is also consiuerixl certain, 
it is not likely they will lie recon- 
veneil, since appropriations for the 
courts will have iK-en made, and 
the marshals can be provided for 
by a deficiency bill next winter.
