Thera aie many handaoma buildinRs in 
Monterey. Tba one which dallRbtad me 
moat it a Catholic Church, known aa tba 
Church of the Oak. Near the altar 
hanga a large picture of the Virgin Ma­
ry. 8ha la represented aa standing in a 
hollow oak engaged in oonvrraatinn with 
a woman who haa come out in the eren- 
ing to draw water. Legend says that In 
this intenriew, the occurrenoe of which 
no good Catholic doiibta, the Blessed 
Virgin commanded that a fane be built 
upoh the spot where the oak stood. (>n 
the outside the building is a combination 
ot all styles and no style of architecture. 
It was designed in the beginning for a 
convent, according to the instruction of 
the Virgin, but when the government 
closed the convents and conflscated the 
property, it sras changed into a church. 
iD ^ e  interior It is one of the hand­

somest 1 ever snw. The ceiling is a 
triple arch ot solid stone, tlie center arch 
being much liigher and broader tliaii 
those on eitlier side. Tlie whole is ricli- 
ly and beautifully frescoed.

The building of most historic interest 
to a citizen of the L'nitml States is tlie 
old Hisliup's palace, situated on a higli, 
steep hill overhxikiiig the city. Here it | 
was tliat Taylor gained hia celebrated 
viciory during the Mexican war. It  is 
now partly in ruins, being occupied by a 
garriaun of soldiers; but tlie remains 
sliow that it wes once a s’a'ely edillce. 
Tlie front is elaborately oruameuted and 
the mammoth dome still lioids ita bright 
frescoing within. Ilemaius of tlie fortl- 
llcatiou are to be seen in front of the 
building, and these triangular pyramids 
of cannon balls, together with a number 
of disabled pieces of artillery, are me­
mentoes of tlie battle.

A  polite Mexican otilaer told us that 
there was a I'nlted States tlag raised 
aloft on a certain mountain |>eak wliicli 
he imiuted out to us several miles away, 
and tliat it could be seen from the 
fortress. We were Incredulous; but Hro. 
Hryce produced his telescope and after a |

cliargn of our great, connectional organ, 
and, we trust, the tlfty thousand sub- 
scriliers so earnestly asked for by him 
may be fortlicomiug; mid surely the Mis­
souri Conference will do her part towards 
reacliiiig tliat end.

The coufereiice asked the Missionary 
lioard to increase ttie assessment to liulf 
a million, or fifty cents per memlier. 
They also promised to take ttie collec­
tion for missions by the close of the sec­
ond quarter.

A ll ill all, it was a very pleasant and 
prolltalile session and clearly allowed 
tliat our cliurcli in tliis border conference 
is neithei “ dead nor dying.”  I have not 
a full list o f appointiiients, but suppose 
you will receive ttiem in due time.

Uj  Monday of the second week the 
quadrennial report of the Huaitl of Ue- 
gentaof Victoria I'nlversity, were pre­
sented, from which are taken the follow­
ing extracts :

The total number of graduates is now 
nineteen hundred and eighty-one, an in­
crease of flve hundreil and twenty-live. 
Of these four hundred and ninety-two 
are graduates in arts, thirteen hundred 
and nineteen in medicine, one hundred 
and four in law, and sixty-six in theolo­
gy, lieing a considerable increase in each 
faculty, as the table will show.

Tlie matriculating class for Isvi al­
ready numbers fifty-nine, and the regis­
trar has received notice of several ad­
ditional candidates for the September ex­
aminations.

The number of degrees conferred st 
the convocation in May last was one hun­
dred and three.

The average attendance during the

qiui'lreiinium is four hundred and seven­
ty-eight, an increase of one hundred and 
twenty-six. Of these one hundred and 
forly-.slx are students in arts, an increase 
in that faculty of sixteen.

There is a Provincial I ’ liiversity estab­
lished in loron to under the care of the 
goveriiaieiit of the I ’rovince, There 
have been several denuminaliunHl uni­
versities established in various parts of 
the country, but they have all more or j 
loss had (iieiit pecuniary ditlluulties to 
contend with. Having so many iiniver- ! 
sities with power to confer degrees has i 
not been regarded as an unmitigated ad- ' 
vantage. The Minister of Education, | 
with the approval of the ministry of the ' 
Province, has sketched a plan for the ' 
oonfeileratioii of all the colleges of the ' 
country, and leave the I’roviiicial Uni- J 
versi'y alune to confer degrees, t'arious 1 

meetings of the heads of the different i 
colleges were lield, but, after rejieated j 
meetings had been held, it was manifest ; 
that the various denominations refused 1

, Hie sul'i-s t wa.s so little thought of in 
this ooiinty Hie slieriiT iieglrcteil to make 

I his proclamation rela'ing to license.
I About sixty votes in the whole county 
were then cast “ against," but Hie jiRiges 
threw them out. .1 list as they were clon­
ing the count at one of the precincts a 
clerk incidentally remarked to the cir­
cuit judge tliat a few votes were found 
against license, but ha<1 been tiintwn 
aside. 1'tie judge directed that they 
sliould Is* roiintexl. Three more were 
found after that and were counted. 
Thew rewchexl the Secretary of State, It 
I limed out tliat not one vote ap|>eared 
"fo r license," and as the law mpiires a 
majority "for." and no such majority ap­
pearing, although only three In the whole 
county were "aga nat.”  the county judge 
had no authority to imne license and ac­
cordingly refused to do s 1. Thia was a 
dreadful surprise to the liquor people. 
For three nnwrths prohibition prevailed. 
Hut the liipiorites iietitioned the legisla­
ture and that body {wssed a s|iecial act 
ordering another election on that ques­
tion for the county. This was clearly 
iinconstitiitiiMial, and was so admitted by 
the best lawyers of the State. Hut the 
bill became law ami the elei-tion was or­
dered. It was forcexl through wl’h great 
rapid.ty. A contest in court would avail 
us nothing. I mmle sjieeches in the city, 
took tlie street and maile o|<en air 
sjieeches under electric liglits. Crowds 
gathered around roe. The canva«s con­
tinued only three days. We raisidthe

vote to sex’eu hundred. That xxa.s one 
year ago. On laat muiiday xxe lacked 
thirty seven of a majority in Hie county- 
in the city and tuxvimliip xve luive a iiia- 
j irily against license of seven. Tliis is 
a xvoiideiful development of strengHi. 
We really canied the election. Frauds 
alone defeated us. M mey, xxliiskyaiid 
fraud xvere put to tlieir utmost streiigtli 
by the whisky people.

Prohihitioii was not deemed possiiile in 
Hot .Springs. For forty years whisky 
and giimblliig dominateil everything. 
Tliose xvho know us know but Uki well 
what aiMiwerfiil hold tliose vicious tilings, 
whisky and gambling, had oti us. Hut 
Hieir (lower is bioken.

tVliite 1 write Hie salo.in men are in a 
“ meeting,”  considering the situation. 
Tills a'teriiooii they resolved to keep 
shut doors on Siimlays, sell no more to 
ininois, foibid knots of drinking Miighs 
to asseffliile about their doors, etc. It is 
too late. Their fate is sealeil. .Vt the 
opening of the canvass we advanced by 
two lines nf battle. In a<lditioii to Hie 
ivgulsr elec'.ioii we be-gan a (letition to 
County Court against license. Tliis is a ' 
cumulatixe liglit under our statutes. 
We Imve already a majority Hgainst 
wiiisky. IIaxing faile<l liy tliirty seven 
votes in tlie conn y, we will now go to 
the County Court with an overwlielming  ̂
uisj irity of “ adult iiihabitnu’a" witliin 
three miles of the center of our city.

Kepentance towards 
Hod and faith in the Ixinl Jeans Christ," 
Fsnl tells the Kphrsiati elders, constitute 
the “ whole counsel of iJod,”  and this 
faith and this repentance may be exer­
cised by any man at any time.

The truth It, we never tightly appre­
ciate tlie pieseiit. We are so occupied 
with reflection and anticipatimi that ob­
servation often goes begging. “ Dis­
tance,”  whether fore or aft, “ lends en­
chantment to the view," aud the rule Is 
to forget all that was unpleasant In the 
nut and expect too much of the future. 
This tendency Is fundamental In human 
nature, and is, when properly balanced 
and rightly modifled, the mainspring of 
progress and the secret of conservation, 
^ e  golden mean is found In the eclectic 
system: Take all that is good from every 
source whatsoever. The Lord complained 
of the children of Israel because they 
said that “ the old days were better ttisii 
these,”  end they were bild, “ ye do not 
judge wisely concerning this matter.”  
Job charged his comforteis with assum­
ing to be the custodians of all wi.sdom, 
thereby ignoring tbe past altogether. 
Here are the two extremes: One says, 
“ Theolddays were better than these;" tbe 
other ssys, “ Nay, but onr fathers were 
fogies; we are the knowing ones."

S >me we And, in every nation, over es­
timating the advantages of their native 
land, while o'hers make It a business to 
growl at everything at home aud draw 
Invldi us distinctions between the in-

stitutloiiB of their country and those of 
foreign nations. Goldsmith savs:
‘Siu-h is the pattlut’s boast where ere we

ro:im,
IIU llr-t, best country ever Is at home.”

N tvv over igiinst tli's leinie-lovlng 
cit /.-ii we place the theory Biul practice 
of the prodigal son. His father, he no 
doubt thought, was an old moss-b.iek, 
and the old liouse was “ so siiipiU, 
you know!’’ S ) he “ tix.k his jiuiriiey 
into a far country.”  i'»M.r dude I As 
Hiet lliirle would say, "the end didn’t 
justify the pereeedins.”  This, then, 
sieius to be the tendency: the old men 
live iu the past-hold to the old furtus— 
mngiiify the “ old days;" the young men 
live in the fn'ure, reject the past and the 
ways and means of utlier days, and pro­
pose to clear away the debris of the “ old 
days" and build after a nu dern, an ad­
vanced style, upoiiunewand belter foun­
dation. Both are wrong and both are 
right, but neither can succeed alone. 
There is no event that dues not cast its 
shadow on betun-, there is no institu­
tion of any given time whose roots are 
not found hmated in the soil of some 
former time. There are no abtupt be­
ginnings and endings in any department 
of nature or the affairs of men. There 
is one connected chain of causes and ef- 
ftets—of sowing Slid reaping, of dying 
and rising from the dead. And while 
the forthcoming lxdyl>e different from 
that which was sown, it nevertheless 
comes forth from the graveof itsprogeui- 
tor—the plant contains the strength and 
vigor of the seed. This is the law; there 
is no exception to it.

How foolish, then, the views of those 
who can see nothing good in the past un 
one hand, and on the other hand, cease 
nut to berate and minify tbe present. 1 
rei>eat, the golden mean is found in tak­
ing all the giMsl from all wheres and all 
wheiiB. The past was the seed of tbe 
present; the future will come forth from 
the grave of the present. How, then, 
shall this mean be reached V How ahall 
the gliMimy atmosphere of sge be illumi 
nat«^ and tbe reckless effervescence of 
youth lie held in wise and healthy aiib- 
jection? I answer, read up. This may 
seem presumptions upon my |iart, but 1 
do not claim to ‘ have apprehended;" 1 
only |irofes8 to s|ieak from observation. 
Tins have I olsieived to lie true under 
the sun: Old men who read are young, 
progressive and ho|>efiil. They add to the 
vivacity aud fresbiiess of youth the ob­
servation, ex|H-iieiu« and judgment of 
age. Iteadiiig men do not siiperanniiate 
in mind. The outward man may iierish, 
but the inward m:«n. both mentally and 
morally, is lenewetl day by day. 1 read 
s<'ine time since an ailicle from a sharp, 
shrewd obseiver of men and things who 
asked this >«igtiltli'a'i(qiie8t!un: “  I'heolder 
the lawyer Slid tiie doctor are, the mure 
are they soiiaht and erii|iloyed.

day.

First, Because it is the day that cora- 
memoiatcs tlie resurrection of our glo­
rious Bedeemer from tbe dead, who, in 
his resurieclion biought life and immor­
tality to light, and who, during ihe forty 
days be dwelt with his disciples af er his 
resurreci-iuii, observed aud kept it as he 
met wiib this little band, aud breatheil 
blessings upon It thiee several times, but 
never again met with the people or taught 
them in the temple ou the seventh 
day, or Jewish Sabbath.

Second, A ll true Christians love to 
keep hi.ly the laird's day—the first day 
of the week—because Hod's pin poses 
were ail fulfilled tn Jesus aa the Mesa.ah. 
for III Ins death and burial be, the Christ, 
the Son of (iod, swept sway and abolished 
t lie Jewish .Sabbath. He, being Lord of the 
Sabb.tih day, was locked in the embrace 
of death, in the tomb hewn out of tuck, 
thruiigtiuui that day, but burst asunder 
all the bais of death, hell and the grave, 
and came forth to viebiry on the morn­
ing of the first day of the week—the Jew­
ish eighth day—the Lord's day—and 
permanently established it m  a day of 
test— a day to be kept holy unto the 
I<ord under this dispensation of grace, aa 
it had been set apart under the law as a 
holy oonvocation day—a Sabbath day. See

Tliiid, Clinstians who do truly love 
and tiy to fuliDW in the foo .steps of the 
S III of Hiid, the heir of licaveii, wish to 
keep holy the l.orii's day—the tlrst day 
Ilf the week—because J.ihn, t e aged 
evangelist, while on the ilse ot F.itmos, 
w.is III the S|iu'it on the Lord's day.

Fourth, Ciii'isi Ians love, reverence and 
wish to keep holy the 11. st day of the 
week because It was Feulecost day, when 
three ihoiisaiid souls were added to the 
church and ihe Holy Ghost was poured 
out ou the disciples and hrelliren in great 
power, for it was the fiftieth day aiier 
the I’assover, therefore without dmibi; it 
was khe first day of the week—the Lord's 
day, the holy oonvocation day, ciicum- 
uisiou day, the Jewish eighth day.

Seven Sabhatlis had been ci'mplete 
from Fassover day, and Fenteoost was 
the morrow alter, and counting the day 
of the resuirtclicn as the first Christian 
SablNilli or Lord's day, Uiis llliieih or 
Feulecost day was the eigh-h Lord's 
day.

But not withs'aiiding all this array of 
facts and the pious Christian's love 
of the day, there seems to lie a disiiosi- 
tiouim the part of the skeptic, the infidel— 
in fact, most worldly-minded iieople. and 
many siecalled Chris isns, to make this 
first day of the week a gala day, a pleas 
iire-seeknig day, or a winking day, ora 
day of profanity and wnk diieas, and iu 
that lar to abolish it as a sacred or holy 
day, to be kept as such unto the Ixird.

Aliout tliiriy-oiie years ago, as I  was 
going from my boarding bouse to the place 
of worship on ibe morning of the first day 
of the week—the Loid's day—In the 
town in which I then lived, [but which 
has now become a beautiful and prosiar- 
ous city] 1 met a stranger In the mad 
near the schoolbouae (fur, belt remem­
bered, the tewn did not then ^aist a 
church edifice) who accosted me thus; 
“ Aint this Sunday ¥’ ’ I told him it was 
and iiiviud him to go tochurch with me, 
when be replied: ‘ '1 have been moving, 
and atopis'd in your biwu bi rest m> self 
Slid my team, as it was Sunday, but on ly a 
little way back there I passied a man 
building a fence, and 1 came to the con- 
cluHiuii 1 bail mmle a mistake, and ihat 
is why I asked you alKuit 11."

To day, in our town, it would l>e d ill 
cult tor a Stranger to know which was 
.Sunday, or ihe llrat day of the week.

Tbe article to which oar brother ob­
jects was not a crlUdsm of the emnren- 
Uon. fur the onnvenUoa had not yet as 
■emhled. It was not aa arraiFKiaeiit of 
the Tnthibitina |mrty,forthc rrohihlUoa 
party in Texaa had ant yet been orffan- 
ixed. There was nothiPit before us astre 
a request fmat Itr. CraaSII that all per­
sona Intrrtsled In the prohlbilioo more- 
ment should aaarinble at Ilallaa, orffanire 
a political paity and nominate a SUte 
ticket. Conriticed (mm the study of lla 
resiilta In other Btates that this move- 
meiit was unwise, it was our duty, aa a 
friend of pndilbition and a Chriatian 
joiinialiat.to give expression to tliat con­
viction. Tills we did, but with no in­
tention whatever of Interfering with any 
man‘a freedom to be hit own Judge In 
the fear of (iod and tlie love of hla conn- 
try a.s to what hla action should be. Our 
eoiirae wa.s not wBtiout precedent. We 
reniemlier that Bishop (ialloway, who 
has guided the iimhibitinn movement In 
Misaisaippi with aignal ability and aiic- 
ceaa, has from the lirat stood firmly upon 
this groiiod. There lies before ua his last 
address liefore the 8tat« Kxecutive 
Ovmmittee. In that address we llnd the 
following:

Avoid personal and political controversies. 
We have no enemies to punish, Oiir mission 
Is to win friends amt shield the sorrowing. 
I,.el mithing discount tlie purity o f imr pur­
poses, or beguile us from oiir mily and holy 
iiilsslon. tVe are moral reformers, and not 
“ regiilabirs,” or political doctrinaires.

Feeling that the Dallas movement 
would “ discount the purity of uur pur- 
posee, or lieguile us from our only and 
holy mission,”  we advised the friends of 
prohibition in Texas to be “ moral re­
formers,”  and not “ regulators”  or “ po­
litical doctrinaires,”  at the same time 
fully convinced that If the new move­
ment should he set on foot. It was our 
duty to remain neutral thereafter. This

ia “ the head and front of our offending. 
And we are in good company.

We fear, however, that Bro. I’ricewill 
not be able to understand our position 
unless he sliall think with mure discrim­
ination than tlie communication before 
us evinces. Take fur example tlie fol­
lowing :

in all candor I  ask how can tlie “ move- 
meiil”  be “ in the wrong d ' r c c t i o n I f  tlie 
movement is right it is certainly In tlie rigid 
direction, from the fact tliat in the Judgment 
of (iod and tliinking iiieii a rigliteous act can­
not be wrong, ills  logic is that the conven­
tion at Dallas was wrong in its movcnieiit I f  
so, the wliole movement of proliibition is 
wrong.

Now this could only have been written 
Ihrougb confusion of thought. Our 
brother needs to remember that a princi­
ple is one thing and the method of ap­
plying it is another. Hence a principle 
may be true while the metliuds by which 
men seek to advance it may be wrung. 
There are many priiicijdes whose truth 
ia so clear as not to admit of doubt, yet 
wlien we come to the (piestion of bow 
best to make them dominant among 
men, we arc at once on ground wliich ad­
mits of much honest diver.-ity of opinion. 
For example, we have all now come to 
believe tliat slavery was not a very good 
thing, vet many earnest advocates of abo­
lition did nut endorse John Brown’s raid 
into Virginia. Many Nortliernabolition- 
iata said, “ It is a movement in tbe wrong 
direction.”  Yet, through coufuaion of 
thought, some enthusiastic autl-slavery 
man miglit have replied in Bro. 1‘rioe’s 
own words; “ How can tbe movement 
lie in the wrong direction y I f  the move­
ment ia right it is in the right direction, 
from the fact that in Uie Judgment of 
(iod and thinking men a righteous act 
cannot be wrong.”  l^et us use an llluatra- 
tion more familiar to Bro. I'rice. Our 
lirother is familiar with the whole Held 
of ttie immersion controversy, and many 
are tbe douglii y B.vptist knigtita tliat have 
gone down beneath bis bow and spear. 
Now uur Baptist nelglibori liave a prin­
ciple of this sort: that only baptised be­
lievers are proper aubjecta of church 
uiembrnhtp. That princip'e ia true. 
But when our Baptist brethien come to 
tlie application of It they declare that 
Baptism can only lie adminla'ered in one 
way—by immeislon. Bro. 1‘iioe, o f all 
men, would call Uiat “ a movement in tbe 
wninff direction.”  And yet some Bap­
tist, through confusion of thought, might 
reply: “ How can this movement be in 
tbewnnig directionf I f  Hie movement 
Is light It iacertaiily in the r gtit direction, 
from the factua l in the Judgment of (iod 
and thlDklng men. a rlghtenusact cannot 
he wrong.”  Now liin. I'rice Is logician 
enough to give this fallacy its proper 
name. He would know a', once tliat It 
was a clear case of yeitiix pWmci/mV.- 
that It was taking for granted tbe very 
point at laaue; but we think he would be 
apt to Ignoie tbe high sounding LaUn.aiid 
with a short, sharp stroke go straight 
to the point and say: “ This is sheer rwo- 
senae.”  And llm. I'rice would be right.

Now, In all this we ate not seeking the 
poor saUsfacUiNi of getting the better of 
uur brother in an argument. We have a 
ooMer and graver purpoee than that. It 
Is not a queeUuo of whether Ilro. I'rice 
or the writer shall be defeated In this 
little tilt, but whether we shall both be 
alike defeated In our great work of sup- 
preeMng the liquor trsfllc, the grsateat 
ahoBlna'Ioa In this or any other land. 
And we are mue that there is nothing 
that we should wa'ch with mute careful- 
nras than this very ounfusi-m of thought 
about which we are writing. It ia a 
fault, alaa * only loo common among us 
reforwieta. It baa snought us more 
harm llioa the enemy ever did, fur it hao. 
Ume and time again, divided our ranks.
( me would think Uiat with so great a 
work aa we have ou band, we ahouM be 
reedy to welcome help from any houeat 
quarter. But too often by this oonfushm 
of thought we niah into MUer ociodemna- 
Uou of men who differ from lu only aa 
to metbodA ( hily a few weeks ago the 
Votce. of New York City, la many re- 
apecta the ableet prohibition paper in the 
country, made a coarse and brutal attack 
upon Dr. Buckley, of the New York 
AdvocAte, because be refused to ally 
himself, in his oScial capacity as editor 
of a church newspaper, with the politi­
cal party which the Voice claims to rep­
resent. Such action Is alike foolish and 
wicked. Fanaticism and unrewson «»uld 
hardly go further. Its only Undency is 
to alienate the very men whoee help and 
favor it is desiratile lo gain. We moat 
highly esteem our ooirexpondent; be is 
Indeed, as lie signs himself In tlie note 
accompanying his communication, our 
“ devoted friend and brother,”  but for 
this very reason we are the more ready 
to say to him in all candor that while 
he la free from such fsnsticism and un­
reason as that we have Just mentioned, 
yet in siigges' ing that, in the article to 
which he ohjecta, we set ourself against 
“ all (tod-fearIng Christians,”  used words 
which "would better beflt tbe lips of 
those who favor the whisky-ring,”  and 
which are calculated to hurt “ the cause 
of (iod”  and lead “ tbe advocates of the 
whisky devil to rejoice,”  he has allowed 
himself, through confusion of thought, 
to confound what at furthest can only be 
an error of Judgment with a heedless 
pandering to a gross and open sin.

To show how differently men may 
think upon the name question, we must 
be allowed to quote from an article 
which r cently appeared in the I>allas 
News from the pen of Itev. .lohn It. A l­
len of the North Texas Conference. Bro. 
Allen is ill favor of the new party and 
does not hesitate to say so. He announces 
himself as “ one who has already de­
termined to unite with the straightout 
prohibitionists”  and says that he will

“ gladly vote for tbe ticket which the 
News says is composed of ‘good men.’ ”  
in this he stands side by side with Bro. 
i'rice. Yet when lie comes to discuss 
tlie position taken by the editor of tills 
paper, he says:

In his position u|Hm the iimstioii o f prolii- 
bitloii lie vol.'es sentiments of the one Imn- 
dretl tlioiisaml im nibers of tits cliiireli, wlio 
liave selteted liiiii for Ills IiIeIi |Ki.sltioii, amt 
Ills editorial utteraiires are in liarniony witli 
all his confreres ii|Hiii Metlimlist trilsHls. Vet, 
beeause lie is a prohibitionist, tbe News brands 
him as a “ |iartisaii eilitor,”  and insinuates 
tliat lie is liankerliiK after tbe position of par­
ty leader. Mr. BriKKs lias roiisistenlly o|e 
posed tlie foriiiatiuii of a new |>arty, or brliig- 
iiig proliibition into tbe party liglit at all, and 
lias simply contended for tlie right o f pndii- 
bition IIS a moral principle. Tliat is the “ liead 
and front of his offeiidiiig.”

Here we Hud “ a straightout proiiibi- 
tionist”  who does not confuse principles 
with methods, and hence is able to see 
clearly tbe bottomless gulf that separates 
our position from tliat of the “ whisky 
ring.”

Moreover this “ straightout prohibi­
tionist”  is also a Methodist and is not 
content to see his cliurch paper the organ 
of any political party. Tliia brings us 
to where it is proper to deHne Just what 
is and must be tbe position of the Au 
v o c A T K  in relation to this new move­
ment. This paper ia the organ of no po­
litical party. It is published and con­
trolled by the five Texaa Conferences of 
tbe Methodiat Kpiacopal Church, South, 
and circulates among people of all politi 
cal beliefs. Holding the church to be 
greater than any party, it will uae 
whatever wisdom, courage and common 
sense its editorial corps may poaseaa to 
set forth the necessity for prohibiting a 
social, physical, Huancial and moral 
curse that Is equally the enemy of the 
gospel and of the homes and the souls of 
men. But it will do this without uttering 
a partisan word and without interfering 
with Hie freedom of all men to Judge how 
beat and most wisely to exhibit their Just 
condemnation of this gigantic abomi­
nation.

In this poaition we will undoubtedly 
be austained by the whole cliurch. I'ub- 
llc opinion may be disturbed for a time, 
but of those who oppose us, it may be 
said, we think, Uiat “ the Howing tide is 
with us; tlie ebbing tide Is with tiiem.”  
Tliere lice on our table a IKter which II- 
lust rates our meaning. It ia a private 
letter or we should give tbe name of tlie 
autlior. Biittloe It to aay that he occupies 
a place in the ranks of tlie Methodist 
army which lie has won by hs'd and dis- 
tingiilsIiedBervloeaa a Methodist iKeach- 
er. Uur o<ii respondent aa) a :

Onr brother is right. It  is lm|ireg. 
noble. And, moreover, it is tbe poaitiou 
which this paper has oeenpied from tbe 
Hrat.

He looks upnu tbe pTf sent poell km 
nf the paper as a new departuie. He 
brings the present and former odminla- 
tiatlons Into onutraat. and. aa he thinks, 
to the dlaoiay of the present. He aeys :

Judaing from the able arllrles pubB*hed 
in the A i iv im a t i . faixirliHr pcohlMIkm, by 
Uiefrhmdsuf lemperanre, and rsfin(•iffg by 
his ilhiMrIua* |irrdcm*or.

H e are aurry our beloved Bm. I'riee 
wrote that lauwgraph. It waa a “ OMve- 
ment in the wroag dlrectkm.”  Nothing 
our “ predeesMor”  has done or dM not 
do can be authoritative unleea it ia also 
right: and, hence, it would have been 
far belter If our oorretpoDdeut bad 
confined btmaelf to that ooe quee- 
Uoa. o f  courao our “ predccenor”  is 
much loved aosong those for whom he 
labored for eighteen long and busy 
years, and If It abould be found that hla 
npinkma and practises oa aa editor eoo- 
lemn oura, tbe preaumptioo would, of 
course, be In favor of him aad against 
tia. The (ialveeton News knows that 
fact as well aa Bro. I'rice. Indeed, on 
one oocasiim, and on tbe other extreme 
of this very question, the News sought 
to make use of It. It sought to divide 
and an destroy us. But our preileoes- 
»ir'a record, his manliness In coming in­
stantly to our aide, and the indignant re­
buke that roae to tbe lips of the beat and 
strongest men in the 8tate, defeated the 
unhallowed biisineaa. 8urely Bro. l*rice 
does not want to be found In auch com 
pany. But if he inais'a on tbe qaeatinn, 
the same reply that discomfited the Newa 
ahall also discomfit him, namely—our 
predecessor'a singularly able and distin­
guished record. "  With the history 
of the A u v u c a t a  before me,”  writes 
Ilro. I'rice; but it was only his recol­
lection of the history, and In thla 
case his memory has served him poorly. 
But we do write with our predecessor’s 
record before ua—the open fliee of the 
A d v ik  a t b , now lying upon our table. 
But befure we quote one line this must 
lie said : We do not conduct this paper 
according to the pulley of our predeces­
sor any more tlian our predeceeeor con- 
diicled it according to somebody else's 
policy. We do what we think beet, Just 
as our predecessor did what he thought 
best. We hew to the line Just as our 
predecessor hewed to the line. On a 
question of right sre would take ieeue 
with our predecessor aa readily as with 
any other man, and everybody knows 
that our predecessor was not slow to do

the very same thing. It is indeed grati­
fying, however, when we find that the 
successive editora of this paper have 
given it a record of unbroken consist­
ency for more tlian thirty years. But 
how stands tlie record ;

As early as we find our preiieces- 
sor, in response to a demand for a fuller 
discussion of secular affairs, saying in 
tlie issue of June I:!;

W e are endeavoring to meet tills c-all, but 
tlie A iivoi’.vtk Is ideiitilied with iiu party and 
sliall adviH-ate the elaiiiis uf no piditieal plat- 
foriii or eaiididate.

Ill the issue of May 27, lK7(i, we find 
an editorial on “ Preacher Politicians”  
wliicli condemns severely tlie action of 
the New England Conference in passing 
resolutions declaring that tlie Indians 
could never receive justice from the dom­
inant party in congress. The editorial 
regrets tliat our Northern brethren “ can­
not realize the fact that they are not run­
ning the I'lilted States Government,”  
and declares of the preachers who “ for­
sake their calling and go into politics”  
that “ not one case in a score proves a 
success, lu politics they are not only fail­
ures but frauds!”

In tbe issue of April 21, 1877, our pre­
decessor discusses the resolutions offered 
by Dr. Nlallalieu, in the New England 
Ckmfereiioe, protesting against the course 
of tbe adminstration in its management 
of Southern affairs, and speaks his mind 
as follows:

lA t̂ us hope that In a few years tills will en­
tirely disap(>ear, and that such pulltical zeal­
ots as Dr. Mallalleu will not be found even in 
a New England Conference; and that the 
preacherH composing that body will euitilale 
the example of their Master who avoided ail 
efforts to entangle him and his cause with the 
exciting political Issues uf the day, while he 
kept Idiiiself continually about “ his father’s 
business.”

Ill tbe Issue of Nov. 2,1878, in an edi­
torial on the “ Citizen and the Suffrage,”  
our predecessor said : “ The A uvik a t k  
takes no part in politics beyond wbat It 
niKsfdo asa sentinel on the walls of morals 
and religion.”  In tbe same issue we find 
the following:

The raiHlIdacy o f so nisny prearlirrs In the 
North and West Is aruirslng Ihechurch In that 
section. It is well the Church (Northi Is 
waking up In this lustier. One of tliese day* 
they will srkliowleilge the wisdom o f their I 
S iiilhm i bretlierii, wlio have cnn^isteiilly re- * 
sNted every effort to Involve the church in |s>-1

the editor claims the indulgence of bis 
readers on the ground that the whole of 
its matter, save one article, was prepared 
by himself, and with bas'e, under tbe 
pressure of otlier exacting duties. But 
we submit that Hie time has passed for 
refiiTiiig, even in “ liastily prepared mat­
ter”  to a “ move to Texas”  in such terms 
as these: “ To give up civilized life and 
move to Uie frontier among savages and 
strangers, away from markets, away 
from tbe friends of his youth, away 
from churches and scliools, and away 
from everything that makes life dear to 
a roan.” —p. U2. The author of “ The 
Mayor of Trebiz ind”  Is too well inform­
ed to believe tliis; but as he evidently 
makes his hero the exponent of bis own 
views on other questions, he must be 
held responsible for this little (ling at 
Texas, It is human to seek a background 
upon which to project ourselves in con­
trast—“ or even aa this publican.”

Baiting this “ Hy in the pot of oint­
ment,”  Hie number before us is good and 
has in It the “ promise and potency”  of 
something much better.

THORNTON 'S L IT T L E  W ORKERS.

This scribe had the pleasure of visiting 
Thornton some time ago. It was during 
the fourth (luaiterly meeting for that 
charge, Kev. I. N. Beeves, pastor. Thorn­
ton circuit has been considered heretofore 
a weak, struggling cliarge, havinir never 
paid its full assessments. Kro. Beeves, 
soon after taking cliarge of it last winter, 
organized the children into a "missiona­
ry band,"and called them "Little Workers 
for Jesus.”

He has held special services 
for the children, preaching directly and 
specially to them each round.

We have received about forty 
into the church thus far; expecting more 
yet—two more meetings to hold. The 
storm of the 20 It ultimo almost broke up 
this country llnancially.

I called the crowd 
to prayer with a grateful heart. We 
tried to tliank our Heavenly Father fur 
sucli a timely providence. May God’s 
ricliest ble.ssings rest upon the generous 
people of Itancho, to save them from 
want, temporally aud spiritually, is the 
prayer of their pastor and friend.

Yes, I am at my |iost yet; but don't 
know how long I can remain without 
some iliiancial help. 1 don't want a 
single remark made by any hridber on 
fat works K ist, wliere Die rliurch ia well 
■irgiiiized, aleiiit wliat Die Western mis- 
sluiiaries mig'it do or wliat Diey ought to 
do. I do think Diejr undergo more prlva- 
tiuu than any class of preachers we 
have. But we are not complaining, for 
if the B shop reads ua out to Archer 
mission III November, we expect to go to 
wotk. If iMiesible. A  word to our .Mia- 
simiary Board : D-‘arhre(liren. look after 
the West. I f  you think Die iieople can 
support a preacher here next y w  with­
out help, you are mistaken.
