Next to the churches of Nashville,
both in number and in power for good,
| are the schools. The Methodists were
| notthe leaders in intellectual development
| in this city fifteen years ago. But after
| the founding of the Vanderbilt for the
training of our sons in the South in
higher education, Dr. D. C. Kelley and
others resolved to establish a school of
the highest grade poesible for the benefit
of our daughters. We had no buildings,
but men enough of means could be
found to furnish brick and mortar. But
we had to look elsewhere than our own
State to secure a man to fill the chair of
president. But our bishops and Gen-
eral Conference cflicers knew the whole
Southern Church, and were fortunate in
finding a man of skill, ability and experi-
ence, willing to work in this open field.
He began seven years ago without house
or promise of patronage, but the pres-
tige of his success in Alabama drew Lhe
first year 104 pupils—17 boarders. The
growth has been steady, with an increase
each year. The session which closed
last night reports 250 pupils, 120 board-
ers. The last have multiplied sixfold in
six years. Fourteen States are repre-
sented in the school. Among those who
took medals last night I was pleased to
see a daughter of Bishop Duncan, of
South Carolina, and a motherless daugh-
ter of one of the poorest, yet best, circuit
preachers of our conference. Dr. GGeo.
W.F. P’rice is fortunate in the location
of his school on Broad street, which ex-
tends to the Vanderbilt grounds, with
durable track, street-car communication,
enabling his pupils to attend so easily
the lectures of the university whenever
desirable. A meeting of the board to-
night and the founders of the school is
called to accept an offer to construct an-
other superb structure this year to ac-
commodate all who may attend. Twice
in seven years the school bas outgrown
its quarters and new buildings have been
needed.

The Dallas News said thac Col. Mills
made the greatest speech of his life in
his famous anti-prohibtion speech at
Dallas. This beiug the case, 1 want to
take up that speech seulence by sen-
tence and see if there is anything in it
worthy the consideration of thoughtful
men.

Every professed follower of Jesus is
possessed with a missiouary spirit, for
the cause of missions is ths cause of
God. [tis tha aatural offspring of al-
mighty love shed woroad 1u che human
heart, And yet there are those wno
claim membsrship 1n the Church of
Curist, and who profess to have great
reverence for his word. who are opposed
to missions, especially to foreign mis-
sious. Tuey forget the word “'go” 1n
the commission; their miuds &ra riveted
upon “‘tarry ke,”’ but the church was
commanded both o go and tarry, and it
i3 certain If we send sowme, many more
will tary.

Some peopls say this is a mistake,
waen you reuiud them of their duaty w
nelp foreiga missions a8 well as home
missions. They say that when Curist
commanded s Aposties to ** go iuto all
the worid and preach the gospel to every
creature,’” ihat be did aot give this world
wide commandment to his d s oples, as
if s apostles were not his aisciples
also, and as f generation after geuera-
don of men would not need salvation
preachied to thewm a8 much as the genera-
tion did whieh had the privilege of be-
g taught iu person by the sonof Guod,
avd his tirst diseiples

No excuse can b= off+red, for the verv
spirit ot Coristiauity 18 thoroughly mis-
sionary. Toe comumission begius with
the commard “*go ye iuto all the world.”
Jesus came down trom Heaven on a for-
e'gn mission to ths sinned-cursed world,
Tue Father sent the Son to be the Sav-
ior of the world. “Fauhful 18 the saying
and worthy of all acception, that Jesus
Chirist cawe into the worla to save sin-
ners.”

The mission of Jesus to this world
was in the fullest and highest sense a
foreign mission. It was the grandest
mission that ever enlisted the sywmpa-
toies of any betug either human or divine,
A bishopouce sad he never koew but
one preacher who refused to accept a
city appointment, and that was the Rev.
Jonan, who refused to preach tothe
Ninevites. As a warning to appointees,
he added that Jonah go. whaled for re
fusing to go to his appointment, The
Lord punished Jonsh for refusing to go
on a foreign migsion to Ninevh, and then
sent him again. Toe second time Jonah
went and delivered the divine message
to the Ninevites, The labors of the
apostles were chielly devoted to home
missions. Paul and Barnabas, however,
with their co-laborers, were foreign mis-
sionaries, since they were sent to the
(GGentiles or the heathen. The other
apostiles gave to Paul and Barnabas
the right hand of fellowship, and arrang-
ed that they suould go to the heathen,
and they, themselves, unto the Jews,
Ilere we see a division in the field of
labor, aud provision made for both home
and foreign missions in the work. The
last and great commission of our Savior
to his apostles igrores all boundaries of
race, color or nationality; it overleaps
all barriers of prejudice, and embraces
the whole world. Jesus says, “go ge
therefore and make disciples of all t
nations.” Go into all the world and
,;‘mch the gospel to the whole creation.

he church of to-day exists and acts un-

der this divine commission, and upon it
are based our obligations to work for our
Savior, intrying to win lost souls for
him. This commission does not dis-
eriminate in favor of one nation against
ano her,nor give a preference Lo nowe
missions over toretgn missior s;itiveludes
all nations aud the whole ereation,

Therefore, we have no rght tom k+a
distin: ton or diserimination when Jesus
made nvwe. The church or fnlividual
that makes such a distinetion, and  pur
sues the narrow and unauthorized poliey
of restre’ ing all labors and con ributions
to howme work, to the neglect of mission
work, home and foreign, will surely suf-
fer loss in spiritual lite, and in ivpeding
a heal hy growth in grace, love, z+al a d
Lroe plely.

The spirit of Christ, our Savior is
broadly and deeply missionary, reaching
down to the greatest of siuners, and ex-
tending to the uttermost parts of eaith,
It is as broad as humwanity, asdeep as sin
and as lofty as Heaven. So if any man
has not the spirit of Christ, Le is none of
| his. Now, it is the duty of every church

|
[ to fulldll this commission, and to send |

| the gospel throughout the world Lo every
creature; this obligation rests upon the
whole church, and, therefore, upon every
individual member of it. Every chris
Ithn according to his ability, is under
| this ebligation to help support the cause
| of missions, both at home and abroad.
| Every follower of Jesus ought to think
[it a privilege, as well as a duty to
help the cause of Christ; ovoryfvne great
orsmall, rich or poor, male and female;
| the rich man with Lis millions, the poor
{man with his mites, and that church
| member who does not contribute to the
| work of missions, slights a great privi-
lege and neglec's an important duty.

The proof of our love to Christ must be
shown in our sacrifices and contributions
for the spread of the gospel, and in the
conversion of the world to Christ. The
command says: *“Go, ye, into all the
world: go and make disciples of all na-
tions.” Every Christian, then, should
either go himself and preach the gospel
to the world, or to the extent of his abil-
ity, help those who do go forth to pro-
claim the unsearchable riches of Christ.
As the church must send the gospel to all
the world, the question arises, how can
this be done? T'wo things are necessary
to support the gospel-—-men and money.
The church is the pillar and support of
the truth, but how is the truth to be sup-
ported? We must have men Lo present
the truth to the world and teach Chris-
tians the law of Christ. ['aul said to
Timothy: *“It pleased GGod by the fool-
ishness of preaching to save them that
believe.” IHence the churches must have
teachers and preachers, but they must be
sapported; the Lord ordained that those
who preach the gospel should live of the
gospel. Those who are taught of the
word are commanded to share with their
teachers in all good things. Besides this,
churclLes are needed, Bibles to be printed,
and various other expenses. To meet
these demands money is necessary. No
enterprise can be successfully carried on
without money. This is as true of relig-
ious mattersas it is of worldly enterprises.

The Lord’s business requires money as
well as man’s. Man does not live by
faith alone, any more than by bread alone;
therefore, it is the duty of every Chris-
tian to honor the Lord with his sub-

'l‘ho lmpottlnt question is, how shall
this money be obtained? Firstly, we
need on, for if the church dou
not.ll labot in love, it will be
the gospel. If a man,

to himself, he

might need, and ought to have, their
moral support. Such a man could be a
missionary society himself; president,
secretary and treasurer, all united in
himself, But if a man is qualified to
vreach the gospel and is not able to sup-
port himself, somebody else must support
him while he does the work. Besides, he
is 10" required to support himself. He
is not called upon to serve at his own
charges while preaching the gospel.
Hence, we need co-operation, as one man
18 seldom able to support a preacher,
but if one man would give 85,
another 210, and another $30, or perhaps
$100. anvually for the support of the gos-
pel by putting all these sums together
from various individuals, we would have
funds enough to support one or more
preachers. Without co-cperation we
could not support our preachers, and let
us, while we are evjoying the gospel, as
we hear it preached by our Christian
brethren in a Christian land, endeavor to
do more for the heathen, who have not
the privilege of hearing the gospel from
Sunday to Sunday,as we do. Letus do
all we can to send the B ble to the little
heathen children who are still in dark-
ness. 1 am glad to see 80 much interest
taken in the mission cause, and may our
mission society, which we have re-organ-
iz+d, prove a blessing to every member,
and be the instrument in God’s hands of
leading souls to heaven.

Governor Ross of Texas, makes a gross
misrepresentation when he compares social
econditions in higState and in Maine unfavora-
bly to the latter, He asserts that Texas is
more prosperous than Maine, and has more
churches and schools and less criminals and
paupers, It was rash of him to make state-
ments that can so easily be disproved. In
one respect, Texas undoubtedly leads Maine,
and that is in the attribute of siza, Bigness
is the distinguishing characteristic of the
Lone Star State, It is so big that it is un-
wieldy. It could be cut up into eight com-
monwealths of the size of Maine, with almost
enough left over to make a ninth, Texas is
bhandicapped at the very start, in the matter
of good government. Its bigness is its weak-
ness, In examining Governor Ross’ allega-
tions it Is necessary first to consider the popu-
lation of the two States, which in 1550 was re-

ported as follows:

That is, Maine contained approximately
two-fifths as many inhabitants as Texas., To
make things equal, theretore, the proportion
of wealth, schools, eriminals, ete,, should be
in the proportion of five to two, The census
gives these figures:

Foster, of Ohlo; Gov, Martin,
of Kansas, and others, They all, speakers and
letter writers, were squarely in opposition to
the saloon: and Jenerally they favored ag
gressive movemen! on all lines of restraint
from constitutional amendments to tavation
and high license. Senator Blalr appeared to
be the most plaialy pronounced prohibitionis:

dom said, “1 do not think | overstate the case
when 1 say that the 20 om0 saloons in this
country have been lustrumental in destroy ng
wore human life in the last five years than the
2,000,000 of armed men during the four years of
the rebellion. There is an irrepressible con-
flict on us. This nation cannot endure half
drunk and half sober any more than it could
endure half slave and half free.” The resolu-
tions unanimously adopted do not differ mate-
rially from those passed at the Chicago meet-
ing.
