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A aBOW m O IWSTITVTION.

Ka.bvUlt' AUvtH'atc,
Texas is a big State, with a big peo­

ple, a big Methodism, and big possibili­
ties. Its importance to Southern Meth­
odism can be seen from the fact that it 
contains one-nintli of the membership of 
our church, and that the church is pros­
pering grandly here. Nothing is more 
important to the machinery of Method­
ism than her schools. Born in a univer­
sity, the chilu of light, courting always 
the fullest blaze of intelligence, being 
by every theory, experience, and prece­
dent of her life committed to higher ed­
ucation, she cannot be true to herself 
and fall to build aaJ foster educational 
institutions. If it be true, os no Meth­
odist can doubt, that the only education 
that meets the dem.auds of the individual 
and of society, the only education wor­
thy of the name is Christian education, 
then the church cannot nflord to leave 
the higher training of liercliildren in the 
hands of unchristmn men. In order that 
tliey may be rightly educated, slie must 
put before tlicm tlie opporUmity of 
Christian training. Tills the church in 
Texas is doing. After a succession of 
brave cllorts for the establishment of 
colleges, with a gre.iter or less degree of 
success, tlie culmination was reached 
when la I'T;; under the tireless efforts of 
the heroic Dr. K. A. Mood, the South­
western University was chartered. This 
was the re.sult of n c.MiBolidatioii of ex­
isting colleges, and by the concurrent 
action cf the live Texas conferences. 
The fourteen years of history already 
mada by this institution have demon­
strated the wisdom of its founders. They 
have been years o; steady growth and 
widening irtluence. Thougli witheut 
endowment, a liberal patronage, a loyal 
church, aud a wi . and judicious man­
agement have held her steady through 
the tlnancial seas. It is interesting to 
note the increase in attendance, 
from a;i in IsTa 4, to lln in In
all departments. Twelve ccmt>eteiit 
Christian professors are giving instruc­
tion to tin students. Who can measure 
the intluecce 'or goo'l ?

A  somewhat novel feature of the uni­
versity is the Lad.es' Annex. By this 
anangement the same opportunites are 
afforded the young ladies as are ottered 
to young men. They are put under the 
same instructors and are given the same i 
course of instruction. The building of ' 
the Ladies' Annex is faiir blocks away  ̂
from the male department. The inter­
est taken in this department of the uni- 
versit* is evidenced by the fact that the 
"  »rd of Curators have recently pur- 

aosed a beautiful site on which to erect 
a new building for the young ladies. 
This purchase includes an elegant aud 
spacious residence already furnished 
and ready for occupancy, to be used as 
a boarding department; also thirty-one 
acres of land on the meet elevated spot 
near the corporate limits, overlooking 
the town and commanding a beautiful 
view of the surrounding country. Here 
a building is to be .-reeled at once, suit­
able for the Ladles' Annex. Jt is na­
ture's own spot for such a purpose, and 
the Curators are to be congratulated on 
their, purchase.

One cannot visit this university with­
out being impressed with its vast |)0ssi- 
bilitles and the influence it is destined 
to wield in molding the thought of this 
great .Slate. What it needs now is en­
dowment. It Is in order for some g x)d 
man whom (tod h.L3 given wealth, to 
make his will remembering the South­
western University lilieraBy, and then 
die; or, if he wishes to enjoy thefruita of 
bis liberality, let liim plant a mlllioD, 
more or less, in this fertile spot of Tex­
as Methodist euterprls*, and see what 
an income of joy it wiB yield.

The death of i)r. Mood on Nov. 1;:,
I , necessitated the choice of a suc­
cessor. After a thorough canvaas of the 
church, the Curators elected l>r. J. W. 
lleidt, of Georgia, to ths position of 
Kegent. This thorough-going, big- 
brained, warm-hearted (ieorgian, seemed 
to And a oongenial atmosphere in Texas. 
He is winning a strong hold on the sfTeo- 
tions of the people. The school has had 
an uninterrupted prosperity in his 
hands, assisted as be is by a faithful and 
able corps of teachers, and has juat 
closed a year of great success, with the 
largest attendance in its history.

HOW POOR ROTS RISK.

Ihr llo.dcil Ar^ofy.
We all know that many, nay moat, of tlioae 

who are to-day tiie leading men of thia coun­
try began life aa poor boya and worked their 
own way into the front rank. The fart Is so 
familiar that a g<H><l deal of ita slKnifieaiice 
haa been Inst sight of. The exaiiiplea ot I.ln- 
coln. Grant and (iarfield, of A. T. Stewart, 
.fay Gould, ami Kuaaell Sage have been ao of­
ten set before \merlcan boya, that they are 
in danger of losing their force.

" 1 am tired of hearing that I can rise like 
one of these great men,” t heard a young fel­
low say. “ These faiuoua and con-iplruoiM 
cases are the rare exceptions, due to reinarka- 
nie good luck and the possession of extraordi­
nary abilities. I >ne boy in a iiiillion may fol­
low such examples, but how about the other 
nine hundred and ninety-nine thonsand, nine 
hundred and ninety-nine? They have very 
little chance of success, and It grows harder 
and harder to reach It every day.”

This is an opinion that f wish to emphatic­
ally contradict It Is an egregious mistake. 
Granted that very few can follow In the foot­
steps of the great men I have mentioned, 
whose extraordinary careers were due to a 
combination of ix markable qualities and tal­
ents, aided, no doubt, by good fortune, still It
Is nrdc'ihfcrflv  the foot f'.-it s t-r  h sv  c s -  ic

he will, achieve a very large measure of suc­
cess. Thousands ot boys are doing so to-day. 
Gould, Sage and others, whose names are fa­
mous, are not our only self-made men. It is 
stated, not at raudom, but on the authority of 
an eminent statistician, that fully three-quar­
ters of the men who now own land, houses, 
aud factories, who manage companies, con­
trol mines, aud deposit in banks, started life 
without a penny.

This is a great fact Tlie country may well 
be proud of it, and it gives an even more pow­
erful eiieourageiuent to ambitious boys than 
does the shining example of some brilliant 
career. In this article 1 propose to give In­
stances, chielly taken from the dally papers, 
to substantiate the statements 1 have made.

In a series of sketches of leading American 
journalists published in the last volume of 
The Golden .\rgosy, it was noted that many 
of them have risen from the type setter’s 
case, and nearly all of them have gained suc­
cess solely by their own cfTorts, There Is no 
better school than a printing cllicc, and no 
profession where merit is surer to tell than it 
is in Journalism; and there Is no reason why 
other printers' boys should not follow in the 
foot-steps of llenjamln Franklin; of I'olonel 
Taylor, of thellostonClobc*; of Foster t'oat«*s, 
of the Xew York Mail and Kxpress; of Kx- 
I’ostinaster (ienenil Thomas 1,. .lames; of 
Kx-Governor Nathaniel 1’. Hanks, of Massa- 
ehusetts; of Uenjaniin 1’. ShlllalH-r, who 
made a national reputation as “ Mrs. I’art- 
ington; ’’ of C. A, Ueamau, a partner In Sena­
tor F.varfs law lirm; of General Horatio C. 
King, a Judge .\dvotate General of New 
York State; and many other snceessful nii-n 
who began life as “ printer's devils.”

I'here nmst be—and no doubt there is— 
something stlmulitting in the proximity of 
new.'papers, for the number of newsboys who 
have earvi-d Itieir way to fortune Is woiidcr- 
Inlly large. Here are a few instances:

Kx-Governor Waller, ot ('onneeticut, who Is 
now I'nitesI States consul general at Kondon, 
was a curly-headed, bare-footed newsboy, 
who sold papers lu New York, near Fulton 
Ferry.

tleiieral I’hilip 11. SheilJun, C'ujimander- 
In-ehlefof the t'nlted States army, was a 
newsboy Is-lore he got a nomination to West 
I'oint.

Kdwin It. Haskell, one of the owners of tlie 
liuston Herald, was once a newsboy; so also 
was his p,xrtncr, Charles A. Andrews.

'I'lie late Hen. I’erley l̂ >ore, the well known 
Washington corresjHmdcnt, poddlnl ne'Wspa- 
pers In Boston. General \n.s.»n Stager, w ho 
dit-<l nut lung ago, was a newsboy In lliK-hes- 
ter, then a telegrapli operator, anil linally 
vice* president of the Western L’nion Teh*- 
graph C'umiiany.

This suggests several other teU graph upe- 
ratur-. wlio have risen. Kdlson Is a familiar 
Instance, and there are more.

H. M. Iloxle, the late vice presi­
dent of the same system, who played so 
prominent a part In copiiertlon with the labor 
tMubleson the Soutliwesiem loads, started 
as a euiiimoii laborer.

Hush, of .New York, wos a poor 
sriioni teacher In Mirhiran. He Is now- coie 
nerted with the Mondant OH Company, and 
[lossrsw-s a fortune and the lieautlful yacht 
t orooei.

l*resMent Hostwick of the New 4 itrk and 
New Knglond raitmad, who Is ninnerted with 
the some corporation, and is a millbiiiaire ten 
times over, was a penniless boy in Miilllvan 
county. New York. He edueated himself, and 
was a book-keeper in Cleveland when he flrst 
became associated with the Korkfellers and 
II. M. Flagler in the operations which have 
made them so enonnausly wealthy.

Mr. Joseph W Drexel, of Sew York, com­
menced life on Uie modest salary- of one dol­
lar a week. Uresiea Cleveland, Mayor of Jer­
sey City, began at the same wages, and after- 
wsrds owned a factory, employing four hun 
dred hand.s. Another mayor—Dr. Ames, of 
Minneapolis, who came near being elected 
governor of Minnesota—supported himself 
while studying medicine by writing for the 
papers. Two other prominent and respeeted 
Minnesota pnliticians are I’. II Kelly, who 
was once a drayman, and Michael D;<ran, 
who liegan life as a mule driver In the iiew 
West.

I'hiirlnw Weed, the N'ew York Journalist 
and statesman, was at one time a canal boat 
driver.

Governor Igiunsbury, of Conneeticiit, who 
Is now a bank president and owner of shoe 
factories, has iiisde all Ills own immey; his 
first employ ineiit was as a Methodist prtaeliei.

The late \V. \V. Corcoran, the wealthy 
Washington banker, who gave inillinus in 
charities, was once a clerk In hls fatlier’s shoe 
store. Senator Wilson, of Massarliiiselts, was 
a shoemaker. Krastiis Coming, as a hoy, 
sought employment in a store in Albany, the 
city where he afterwards rose to fame. “ What 
ran you do, my little boy?” he was asked

' ‘Y e  have not cboien me, but I have 

chosen you and ordained you, that ye 
should go and bring forth fruit, and that 
your fruit should remain; that whatso­
ever ye shall ask of tiie Fatlier in my 
name he may give it you.” So spoke our 
Lord in his last charge to his disciples 
before bis crucitlaion.

*‘V e have not chosen me, but I have 
chosen you.”  In these words there is, 
of course, no reference to personal sal­
vation. We can never be grateful 
enough for the precious truth that any 
man can choose Christ as his Savior, 
lie  that died for all has said, “ him 
that cometb unto me 1 will In no wise 
cast out,”  and he will keep bis word 
with us. These words refer to the call 
to the ministry, and here it must always 
be true,“ Y e  have not chosen me, but I 
have choeeu you.”  (iod alone nas the 
right to select those who are to be “ mes­
sengers, watchmen and stewards of the 
lA>td; to teach and to premonlsh,to feed 
and provide for tlie Lord’s family; to 
seek for Christ's sheep that are dispersed 
abroad, and for bis children who are In 
the midst of this evil world, that they 
may be saved through Christ forever.” 
The door of personal stlvallon la faith 
in Christ, but the door of the gospel 
ministry Is the call of Uod, and “ be tliat 
entereth not in by the door Into the 
shcepfold, but cllmbeth up some other 
way, the same is a thief and a robber.”

Christ is calling men now as be did of 
old. A s the Qeld broadens and grows 
white for the harvest, the laborers are 
selected, and when selected, are not left 
in doubt. Down into that house of soli­
tude which the man's individuality builds 
for himself CbrUt comes, and standing 
face to face with him in spirit, says, 
“ Follow me.”  And while no man has 
the right to choose eo “ high a dignity'' 
and eo ‘ weighty an illlce”  forhimeelt, 
yet when so chosen lie Is not wt liberty 
to refuse. He may tee what appear to 
him to be insurmountable ohetacica, but 
if be Lstene carefully he will hear the 
voice of Christ saying as of o lu : “ Fol 
low me and let the dead bury their 
dewd.”

The men chosen of (iod are also or­
dained of him. When a man has been 
truly ciUlcd of God to preiKh the gospel 
and reverently obeying is inducted by 
the church Into the tflloo and work of 
thed fl.-rent minis'ries, he is as truly or­
dained of God as if he had made one of 
that little compAny that “  went away 
into Gallilee Into a mountain where 
Jeeus bad appointed them,” and having 
“  worshiped him” heard him say : “ all 
power is given unto me in heaven and in 
earth. Go ye therefore and teach all m • 
Uons. baptix'Dg them in the name of 
the Patber, and of the Son, and of the 
Holy ULnst. Teaching them to observe 
all ttilngs whalaoever 1 have command­
ed you; and lo, I am with you alwa* 
even unto the end of the world.”  The 
truly called of God who have this year 
reoeived ordination in the Methodist 
Church by the imposition of bands can 
go forth knowing that they are in tke 
apostolic luocession, and will there re­
main until put out of it by their own 
unfaithfalnesa.

Cboeen of (iod and sent forth to 
do wbatf To bring forth fruit that shall 
remain. It is no easy task. They go 
forth not under summer skies, but under 
skies overcast with storm clouds. In 
this world they are to have tribulations.

The life of the true gospel miuister 
never was, and never will be easy In a 
worldly sense. He has no time lo make 
himself comfortable. He is to bring 
forth fruit no matter what the cost. He 
cannot do this without making fi r himself 
a rough path. He must look (or opposi­
tion, must expect enemies; he must be 
prepared for persecution in one form 
or another. He should be mosi 
on bis guard when things go we 1 with 
him. A s the sun that is to purify the 
marsh stirs up Us poisonous gases, so 
will the true preacher's message awake 
for a time the woiat spirit of the world 
whose wounds it seeks to heal. The 
Lord called Maul of Tarsus “ a chosen 
vessel,”  and immedUtely added: “ I 
will show him how great things be must 
suffer for my name’s sake.”  This is 
still the preacher's heritage. How Just 
” nd right, as well as merciful, then, are

the concluding words of the charge 
quoted St the head of this article: 
“ Whatsoever ye shall ask in my name 
he may give it you.”

If we have no choice in this matter; if 
when chosen of God we must go, no 
matter how we shrink from the solemn 
task; and if a part of our duty is to 
“ show how great things we can suffer 
(or bis sake,”  then iudeed must be go 
with us. No government would send a 
messenger on a perilous errand without 
promising protection and providing for 
constant inter-communication. He that 
hath sent us forth provides (or all of this. 
“ Lo I am with you alway.” “ If ye 
abide in me and my words abide in you, 
ye shall ask wbat ye will and it shall be 
done uuto you.”

An exebange this week gives the fol­
lowing incident; A  few days ago the 
captain of a schooner on Lake Erie set 
the prow of his good ehip towards a cer 
tain port, and started out in a blinding 
snow-storm. He could not see the 
lights along the shore, nor any­
thing else, save the vessel ou 
which he sailed. How could he Qnd his 
wa>y He could steer his course by the 
mariner's compass, but bow could be 
know bow far to go? There is an in 
genious invention called the log, which 
the mariner throws into Hie water, and it 
measures and registers the number of 
miles, very much as the gas meter meas­
ures and registers the number of feet of 
gas. When the log had registered lio  
miles the captain knew he was opposite 
the port he sought. Although it was 
pitch dark, he turned bis vessel to the 
south, and sailed down until he found 
the water only ten fathoms; and tlien he 
cast anchor, and waited for the morning. 
When the day dawned, the snow hod 
ceased, and be found himself Just where 
he thought he was, hard by the bay of 
Erie. S> perfect were hia instruments 
of navigation that on a starleu night 
and in a blinding storm be came to the 
desired harbor. 8o may it be with the 
chosen of God. Though at times the 
night may be so dark that we can see 
r.o'.bing but the compass of God's law, 
yet, if trusting to bis promise, we sail by 
that, some day we sball cast anchor, and 
when the morning dawns lift up our 
voices and cry: “ So be bringeih us to 
the desired haven.”

A  a a lt  to  F orfe it a  BaUroad Ohartar.
The Attorney-Oeneral, who has been Indus- 

trlously enutaged some time In making an In- 
veatigatlon of the statu.s of the International 
Railway Company, has filed suit to forfeit Its 
charter. The grounds upon which forfeiture 
it asked are;

1. That Its eutire roadbed, its real esta'e, 
rolling stock, bridges ami eviryltilng It has Is 
out of repair w such an extent as to endanger 
the lives ot the traveling public.

3. Its depot buildings are indecent and un­
comfortable, and at many places it has none 
at all, notably at Austin, wliere the people 
have to go through the mud and stand in it 
when getting off and on the trains,

3. It Is merged with and controlled by 
other railroad companies.

4. It has no office and no officers within tbs 
State of Texas.

5. It has gone into a eumblnatlon of rail­
way companies whicl'. is controlled by the 
Texas Traffic Association, whereby It is ren­
dered powerless as a competing line In 
commerce.
