Lower California, until recently, has
been as little known to the Uaited
States as the wilds of Central Afnea
Belonging to Mexico, there were no in-
ducements either o emigrants or trav-
elers. It has been pretty generally un
derstood that there were al some time
inthe past some seltlemen's by Jesuil
priests, who were attempting ‘o eiviliz»
the simple-hearted Lodian natives, 13
yood this little was known, Oa the 1500
of December, 1553, the governmert of
Mexico pasced a colon zition aet which,
becoming a law. invites people of olher
pationalities to settle within her borders,
invest tueir capital and enjoy the rights
of citizenship. In accordance with the
provisions of this act, the lu'eroational
Company of Mexico, a corporation char-
tered by the legislature of Conoeclicut,
bought eighteen million acres of land,
comprising the upper half of the penin-
sula of Lower California. With the
tities to the lands they obtained some
extraordinary immunities and rights,
which, in their sales, they lransmit to
purchasers. Amorg these are free
dom from taxation for a period of twen-
ty years; the right to import without
duty almost all necessary articles. This
latter is subject, I fourd, to many modi-
fications and exceptions. For example,
the state must protect her colonists as
well as privilege them. Uatil Mr. Ben-
nett, at Easenada, comme: ced canning
fruits, a colonist could buy canned frait
in Ensenada as cheaply as in San Diego.
But Mr. B., being a colonist, must be
protected in his indusry, and canned
goods that may be bought for 20 cents
in San Diego are worth 50 cents in En-
senada. And so of everything else. Mr.
Bennett, having capital, was shrewd
enongh to start many industries, among
which are tin ware, matches, leather,
and perhaps some other arlicles. The
Iuternational Compary is making strenu-
uous ¢ffor:s to coloniz» their lands, but
they are making slow progress, although
they are epending an immense amount
{ money in the endeavor. Several rea-
omg for their comparative failure appear
. an observant visitor or investor.

Fat. There is in the United States
gt want of conlidence in Mexican
prqises. Secondly. The country is so
verpew, and there are so few settle-
wen, except at Ensenada and a place
or 1o on the coast, that it is hardly
possie to conceive of sct'ling in the
fnters yet a while, without great incon-
vonitie, not to say suffsring. Thirdly.

and Afty: two handrad thousand acres,
to syndic\g, upon whom the labor and
responsibly of colonization rests.

not find their interests identical. Qiite
the eoctrary. Nor are the interesis of
the company in their unsold lands iden-
tical with those whieh they have sold to
the syndicates, Hence it arises that
there is a very peculiar character
of competition in the Jand busivess
at Ensenada, ** A house divided against
itgelf” ig mentioned somewhere with its
fate. Yet [ do not believe that many
years wiil elapse until every acre of good
land in the peninsula will be settled,
Mexican part and all,

The reader may wish to know my rea-
son for thinkiug go, and 1 will proceed
to tell him :

First, the lands are just as good, if not
be.ter, than those ian Alta Califoruia.
They will praduce anything, and are
essy of cultivation. Wheat, oats, rje,
batley and corn grow in all the low val-
leys without irrigation, and produce im-
mense crops. Oanges, lemons, limes,
apricots, olives, Euglizh walauts, in fact
auy tind of fruit does well hera. 1 saw
all these Lthat were in season growing on
some of the few Mexican ranches which
are there, and which 1 visited. Grapes
do as well here as they do any where on
e«th I expeet. At San Tomus Mission
they told me that three thousand dol-
lurs’ worth of wine had been made in
ISST from & vineyard, which was poioted
oul to me, and which was not more cer-
tainly than Lwo acres, [ did not believe
aword of it, but that did not stop the
story from beivg toid to the next visitor,
Sceomdly, the Jauds are comparatively
cheap—1 mean compared with the lands
in Upper California. From ten to tweuly
dollars per acre for unimproved land, at
a distanee frons Ensenada, is about what
e may expect to be asked,

The Menvadaro valley, which runs to

sSwios bi, 's very beauliful, very pro
ductive, and is beld at marvelously high
prices.  Me. Doupedt, meontioned above,
ywus a large parl of it,  That the reader
may form some idea of the drift of thingo,
I will illustrate : Two geutlemen, faller
aud son, bought aboul a year 2g0 tao
hurdred acres of this land from Mr. Ber-
nel for 85 peracre, | asked the young
van wha bis land was worth,  He ane
swered : 1 Jo not know, but Mr. Beu.

Actual seiilers, especially if they go
in companies of a dozen or more, can
drive good bargains, for the compauy is
not willing that such shall return with-
cut purchashing. Iundeed, if one would
g0 to any new countiy and reducs the
teonveniences (o its minimum he wouid
2 with a good company of frie d.. A
third reason why these lands must setile
soon I8 that all that can be said about
climate in Upper Culifornia may be said
with emphasis here. California, in the
United S ates, has the Pacitic upon one
side and a desert on Lhe other, while
Lower Califoruia has the "acific on one
side and the Gulf of Californ.a on the
other. It is true, pernaps, that no o' her
country on earih has aclimaieso equable,
s0 genial.

These, three reasous are sutlicient, 1
thiuk.

The demands
of this ape me very great and the
preaching demanded is aposiolical. In
other words, Bible preaching is in de-
mand. The studio shou!d never be Jeft
until the scrmon has been prayerfully
studied and prepuared ; first, in reference
to the truth contained ; second, its sim-
pheily. We are to deal in facts—tell
the people of (heir sins—tell tuem to re-
pent, not wmere reform of their sins, or
they will b» ungulfed in the abyss of
irretrievable woe, We are to tell them
that their sins are crushing them, but
Jesus wants them to repent of their s ns,
80 that he can forgive their sius.

We need a consecrated ministry that
goes from the closet to the pulpit,
carrying God vath them, and Holy Ghost
preaching that goes the nearest way
through to the heart of a man, culting
its way as it goes,

L. M, Clein, in eharge o1 the signal station
at Abilene, gives the following interesting
data to the press:

The average annnal rainfall of this seetion,
a scope of country 100 mties nortn and 100
miles south, by 60 miles to the cast and the
same distance to the west of Ahidene, for the
Jast fifteen years, is 202 inches per annum,
For the same number of years we have the
foliowin g averase ratafall for each month in
the yoar:

January, 0 % inehes; February, 1.12 inches:
March, 155 ioehes: April, 2 10 inchos; May,
4.05inehss: June 25000ehes; Jaly, S 41 mches:
Angust. 3,41 inches: September, 4 20 inches:
October, 230 inehes: November, 120 inches:
Decrmber, 124 inches,

During the year 1586 when this eountry suf-
fered from the drouh, the rainfall was ten
inches below the normal, the amount for that
year being 1014 Inches. There was duriog
that year a deercase of the rainfall all over
the State of Texas, and ovir many portioos
