AT LUEDERS SUNDAY
FATAL TO YOUTH

Cecil Leflar, 17, Dies in Stamford Sanitar-

ium as Result of Injuries.

Cecit Leflar, age 17, son of Mr, and
Mre. J. E. Leflar of this city died in
the Sta'nford Sanitarium Sunday
afternoon about 6:15 o'clock from
injuries sustained when he oived
ino a swimming pool at a Lueders
tourist park four hours earlier.

NEW YORK.—Months of confers
ence and negotiations between an
American Bankers Assoclation #pe-
clal committes and the Commitiee
of the Asmoclation of States on
Bank Taxation have resulted in an
agresment on a form of amendment
to the Fodernl statute dealing with
state or local taxation of mational
banks that “maintains the Integrity
of the protective principles of the
section and Is satisfactory to the
commisaioners' committee,” says the
.::ilrlen Bankers Association Jour.

Thomas B. Paton, the organiza.
tion's Gemeral Counsel, in making
the announcement says that previ-
ously' proposed amendments to the
statute, which 1s known as Section
§219, have been opposed when It
was felt thelr terms would enable
@ny state to place banks in & tax
¢lass by themselves,

“The law as it stands today,” Mr,
Paton says, “permits state or local
taxation of natfonnl banks or their
sharsholders in one or the other of
the four following forms: the share-
holders upon their shares,—a prop-
erty tax; the shareholders upon
their dividends,—a personal income
tax; the bank upon its net income:
the bank according to or measured
by its net Income. Only one form
of tax can be Imposed, except that
the dividend tax may ® combined
with the third or fourth form It
other corporations and sharcholders
are likewize taxed.

“The conditions permitted are:
the tax on shares must be at ne
greater rate than on other compet-
ing moneyed capital; the Iincome
tax on shareholders must be at no
greater rate than on net Income
from other moneyed capital; the
tax on bank net income must be at
2o higher rate than on other finan,
¢lal corporations nor the highest
rates on mercantile and manufac-
turing corporations doing businesa
within the state; the tax measured
by net bank ipcome is subject to the
same limitations as the tax on net
income of the bank but may include
entire net Income from all sources.”
