One delegate from each town having a pop- 
ulatUm of 3,000 or less, to be appointed by the 
Mayor or President of the Trustees of said 
town. In each city or town having over 3.000 
Inhabitants, one additional delegate tor each 
^000 or fraction thereof.

Flvedelegates from each Editorial Associa­
tion in the BUtes and Territories Interested.

In all eases where delegates are appointed 
an equal number of alternates shall be ap­
pointed by the same autborlty.

At lust the 
latent spark ignites and a dynamite car­
tridge explodes within tbe domestic cir­
cle, and tbe knife of tbe civil courts cuts 
the Gordian knot.

The issue cannot be dodged. Home is 
tbe place where destinies are shaped.

The dettilB lespccUng; tbe great day of 
Btonemsit are coatiouel in Leviticus zri:

Tbe many ard 
varied regulations and probibltious wbicb 
follow In chapters 17-22, have this In 
common: All of them empbasiz? tbe 
Idea of Israel's separation from heathen 
nations ana consecration to the Lord.

Cnap'er 17, with its minute regula­
tions in regard to the killiog of animals 
and its prohibition of the use of blood as 
food, has been scrupulously observed by 
tbe Jews ever since, and was virtually 
recommended to <.lentl!e Christians by 
the council at Jerusalem (Acts lo). 
Chapter Is de.»l.H mainly with unlaw­
ful maniage between persons within 
certain degress of consiiuguinity and af- 
ilnlty. Among the heatheu lnce.>»t was 
common. In chapters in and 2o oc 
curs a variety of precepts, some ot them 
repetitious of previous injuctlnr.s, but 
all of them based upon the same controll­
ing idea. This Idea ot senaration and 
consecration reaches its climax in the 
regulations of chapters ul and t'J, re­
specting the priests, their purity, their 
physical perfection, their erremonial 
cleanness, and the hallowed charaoter of 
their food. Every part is enfcreed by 
the words, “ for I am the Lord which 
sanctify them.” The iDjjBCtions in re­
gard to tbe unblemished condition of the 
animals offered in sacriQcs are simply a 
oarrying out of the aame principle.

In chapter 2 t tbe stated fcativala are 
enumerated again, and with more detail, 
Bzeept in tbe case of the paasover. The 
law of tbe Sabbath la repeated In verse 
3, that of the passovor in verses >-s Toe 
regulations in regard to tbe feast ot pen- 
teoost follow In veiees 9-21. Tnls festi­
val was at first ( u  here indicated) a day 
of thanksgiving for the flnt-fruits of tbo 
harvest. It w u  afterwards associated 
with tbe giving ot the Dtcilogue at 
Mount Sinai (Kxed. 19,2«>). In natural 
eonneetioQ with tbe feast, there It a repe­
tition of the prohibition of gleaning by 
tbo owner of a Ueld (v. 22). The observ­
ance of the feast of trumpets is ilrst en­
joined in verses 2:1 2'>. (This was tbe 
beginning ot the civil year) In vetssa 
24-32 the day of atonement it  again re­
ferred to, and with theteason about the 
feast of tabernacles ths Mrieo c'oses.

Tbe time of the feast 
of tabernaclee was near the b e g ln n lD g  of 
October In our year. The time of the 
leeton sras during tbe lin t m o n t h ,  pro­
bably in the laVer half, of tbo toooed 
year in the wildernees (oomp.

It might 
be well lor him tu prepare to substantiate  the 
stateiii.-nt. It is likely that some representa­
tive of the Parent Hoard will be there and re­
ceive his rebuke with becoming hum ility. 
Hut it is with plea.sure we inform all In terest­
ed p Tsons that the  Heard ot Missions of 
Northwest T exas Conference Is not, and for 
ten years has not been in debt one dollar. 
For nine years past we luve had enough 
money on hand a t conference tu pay off all 
claims and a balance sutllclent tu cover the 
first and second quarter d rafts of the succeed- 
le g ) ear. We do not lutend to go in debt a t .il’. 
W hatever may he the detislts In ihe pastoral 
charge ',the  missionary in the  N orth w e 'fl 'ex - 
as Cutifem ice knaw stw o th ing--tir.-t, he will 
get all the money promised by the Uuard; 
second, lie will be furnished a t the annual 
oonfereuce with as much money paid In ari- 
vaiiCH as Ills first quarter service w ill amount 
to. T he traveling expenses o f members o f the 
Board, to the places where they transact the 
Itoaid a business, is a  very Miiall atfalr, and Is 
more than  cu upensated by the fre<‘-wlllutfer- 
Inga m ade on tlie spot.

T he proposition to have one memlier of the  
Board travel all the  time, dissem inating ml*- 
siouary lutelltgence, is a  ten tative measure. 
It certainly will not be done w ithout the 
hearty approval of both the Board and the 
conference.

T he faith that sees In such moveniMits a 
raid on the pastor's salary I- surely not the 
substance of things hoped for, 1 know tt can 
nut be the  evidence o t things no t seen. The 
enormous sum of tw enty-tw o cents a member 
per annum  (or (oreUli and dom estic missions 
paid by the .N'urthwest Texas Conference, Is 
enoiign to cause ua to d> d a re  ours«>lves a set 
Of spendthrlits and go into bankruptcy.

.leiicho, '-the city ol palm tr e e s '' was not only 
beautiful tor situation, but It was a  strategic 
point, commanding the  fords o f the  Jordan, 
and tendering his dominion secure against 
h'istlle Invasion. Nor can we be mistaken in 
supysi'lng th a t whenever Eghra went abroad 
he was In the  habit of having himself a ttend­
ed by a  royal thsly-guard; and, even in his 
hours o f relaxation he spared no pains to se­
cure the  safety  o t hts royal person. Sentinels 
stood a t  his palace gates: trusty servants, full 
armed, w aited and watched a , the  door of his 
bed-chamber.

•elf alone.”  T here  he was wont to  rest from

kingly anxieties and public d u tie i; and bad 
he kept this sum m er parlor welt guarded, he  
m ight nut have suffered a death so Ignom in­
ious. Ehud comes to nim th ire In the guisa 
of a  friend, pretending to have a  private mes- 
Bage tor the k ing’s esr, coucurnl'ig m atters of 
public importance. Kglon quickly (alls In.o 
the  trap ; he I'oosents to a  private u .,ervleL  
w ith Knud, uliu has already m ade a two- 
edged dagger with which to kill h im : he dis- 
mDses all his personal attendants, and KhuJ. 
having engaged nis a ttention  w ith sk illtu i 
palaver till m e guards are a t a  safe  distance, 
draw s near a.s it to whisper h is secret, aud 
gives him a  mortal stab.

Eglo.'i type.s many a careless Christian, b'e 
cure In fancied supremacy over its sp iritual 
piissessioiis, many a soul builds him self a 
'su m m er parlor ’ of shitul ease. G uardian 
spirits a re  dismiss-ed; the tem pter Is adm itted : 
itiid wliilu (iuil'.i mesrenger.' are not nigh to 
warn, nor angel ministers at hand to proUsit, 
-In's two-eilged dagger is drawti hy th e  adver- 
-,try and sent home witli m urJerous liautl.

The sum m er parlor Is the eiiibleni of every 
hiisoiu Ktn, of every harm ful, worldly am use­
ment, of every bii.siness or hargain which J e ­
sus would not approve. An agreeable Irlend, 
whose brilliant talk  may b- H' moral iula.'m ; 
a book, ill which vicious sentim ent breathes 
la iiuetieal rythiii, nr lies ccuelied in gilded 
ph ru 'e ; even a Blngle sensual indulgence In 
secret may, fur the tim e being, seem like a 
vine-elad lattice aud a sheltering roof amid 
the siiniiiier heats of earth ly  loll and tria l; 
but Kpirttiml danger Is lurking there. .Never a 
summer parlor is built hy a  soul but hy-aml- 
by a .'p in tual corpse- is w eltering on the IItor. 
Many a  C hristian have 1 seen enter “ a suiu- 
iner parlor which he had to r himself alone,” 
and the ghost of him  was all th a t ever c im e  
out.

T ne Church is haunted by the sheeted ghosts 
o f iiieu and w uiieti who have- been 'la in  by 
secret Kin. They are ceild daring  the w arm ­
est revival, eir else their spiritual inotiuii' are 
like thu antics of a galvanized corpse-.

TJfi: ADVOCATE AND RECOHD OF 
CRIME.

Wb eliminate from our newa column 
thia week the report of erimee. The 
A uvocate  b u  never giveo anjthinf but 
a verp eonclee atatement of tbe 
bate facta In tbtB particttlar. I t  
baa felt that It would be Juatlfla- 
ble In doing t!-.ia much for the in­
formation of ita readera, and that per- 
bapa some good might be done by deter­
ring others from evil, or that tbe knowi- 
edge of tbe prevalency of crime 
might itir up the beat moral ele­
ments of the country to apply tbe 
proper remedies to check evil. Upon 
doe rcIlfcUon, however, we have about 
come to tbe eonciuaion that tbe evils re- 
■ulting from even a ooneiae statement of 
tbe criminal records, overbalance tbe 
good. The long llet of criminal events, 
though reported In tbe moet laconic 
atatement of facta, can but be shocking 
and dlagusting to cultivated and reiiaed 
taste. We have laws upon our statute 
books to punish men for using profane 
and boiiteroua Imguage under circum­
stances that would aboek the better feel- 
Ingi of Boclety. Wbat more right have 
we to shock tbe rsdned sentiment of tbe 
reading pnblie by pubUshiag all tbe 
ahoeklng and dlagusUng events that oc­
cur in the world of erisseT There is 
more than a suttcient aaBount of evil 
within the community and under the 
daily obeervatioo of every individual to 
strain to the utmost the strongset eon- 
aelenle nerves. To add to tbe strain Is 
not only asorally omel,bat tbe over strain 
breaks down tbosesaaoeptibUitlas whleb 
are SKoeedlngly sensitive to wrong doing, 
andtbe reeult Is acollspse into Indiffsr-

Tbers can be no doubt that tho famlll- 
artty with otlme has a tendency to blunt 
both tbeindlvldnal and pnblie ooned snee 
against it. Tbe newspaper reports of 
crisBoe oomsBltted all over the oonntry 
bring tbe readete into dally and weekly 
contact with tbe mrst bonlbie and 
shocking erlmlnai tnaasetlone. They 
becoese common-place news. And 
aa the mind bsoomse faayiiatitod 
with sndi, it begins to look upon

and to lose the horror and Indignation 
which must always be regarded aa safb- 
guards against iawleaaaeaa and sin. No
one can compote tbs isjurions eonse- 
qneacee to society which result from a 
loss of dotestatloa in the pnbUc mind for 
evUdoiag. The great mass of men are
laflaanoed to a great eatent in their pri­
vate eondact by pnblie opiaioo. Whoa 
the public oonsclenee beeomm sluggish 
and tadiff stent to supprom and prevent 
erlme, then tho individual will have lam 
rootraiat against evil doing, and will even 
rise to a quasi jusUdoatlon of his own 
wlskednsm by pnblie ssotimont. The 
oonelnaion which we reach from all this 
isthat familiarity with crime through tbe 
criminal records furnished by the piem 
tend to Insreass rather than prevent ertaae 
Another had result of soeb publication 
is the cultivation of a taste for such 
reading. There may be in tbe human 
mind a natural taste fbr tbe news of aa 
immoral oast, but be that as it ssay, it is 
quite evident that such a taste can bo 
and is too citenslvely eniUvated. I t  is 
a well known fact that the demand for 
this kind of literature has been largely 
created by tbe literature Itself. I t  will 
require no elaboration of argument to 
show that tbe corrupted taste for sndi 
stuff will easily result In oonscienic ob­
liquity, and thence progrem into open im­
morality.

Again tbe publication of such facts 
makes aa incorrect impression m to tbe 
moral condition of tbe oonntry. Tbe 
question is often asked if tbe world ie 
better ogworm than formerly, and a 
frequent answer is that It is growing 
worm. This impremion no doubt re­
sults partly from tbe faeilit’es for gathm- 
ing tbe facts, and consequently tbe 
greater aeenmnlation of publlahed 
erimee. This Is no barmlem 
Tbe baiief that the werld Is growing 
worse tendi to destroy oonadsnee in h »  
maaity under the enlightening and mar 
ally elevatiBf lafloeaem of civlIifatiOB

and tbe gospel. All this adds to tbe im­
aginary list of ezeuaes for wrong doing 
and tends not only to multiply the num­
ber of criminals, but also to intensify the 
crimes committed. And though the 
world Is not growing worse but better, 
yet these things make it worse than it 
would be under different oiroumstanoes. 
For these and other reasons that might 
be urged we cease to give in our oolumiu 
even the barest statement of tbe crimes 
committed and daily reported in detail 
by the secular prem. We believe that 
in making tbe omlmion w* will have tbe 
approval of our readers. Tbe A bvocatb 
must not only do all possible good by 
advocating the right, but it must also 
prevent evil by avoiding whatever might 
lead thereto.

REVENOE IN DIHUVISE.
Retaliation, or the return of evil for 

evil, is prohibited, both by the gospel of 
Christ and by tbe best ludgment of man­
kind. Tbe prohibition by tbe gospel 
will not be denied, and that the revenge 
of personal injury is condemned by tbe 
better judgment of mankind is clear from 
the general effort to transfer the punish­
ment of injuries from individuals to 
governments organized for that pur­
pose. Tbe fact is, that the removal 
of all penal infliction from tbe indi­
vidual to tbe State is a mark of 
olvilizUion. It marks tbe differ­
ence between tbe savage and the civil­
ized man. Tbe progress from tbe savage 
to tbe civilized State is marked by a pro­
gress in a more complete transfer of pun­
ishment from tbe hand of the individual 
to the band of government. There are 
marks of such an improvement in tbe 
Old Testament history of tbe Jeers. The 
provision for tbe escape of tbe man-slay­
er to the city of refuge seems to mark a 
transition period. Tbe city of refuge 
was an effort in tbe direction of taking 
tbe posrar of revenge from tbe relativee of 
tbe slain and bestowing it on tbe courts 
of justice, while there ate many precepts 
in tbe Bible prohibiting personal revenge. 
We understand that civil governments 
are tbe powers that are ordained of God 
for tbs purpose of avenging such wronp 
as may be punishable in this world for 
tbe good of mankind. Bo that when the 
Scrtptnrcs say, “ A venp not yourselves, 
but rather ^ve place to wrath,” and 
“ V'engeance is mine, I will repay, saith 
tbe Lord,” they ssean that tbe individ­
ual is to abstain from the avengement of 
wrongs done him, leaving such tb inp  to 
be attended to by tbe autboritiea ordained 
by God. Tbe wrath to which place is to 
be given is tbe ezwutive wrath of God 
admiaistered by him through civil gov­
ernments, or otherwise by bis provi­
dence. Tbe principle Is that tbe injured 
party is never tbe beet qualifled party to 
Inflict punishment; and, furthermore, 
tbe end of punishnsent la not simply to 
gratify tbe fbelinq of revenge. Those 
who look upon tbe pnnisbment pf sin In 
tbe adminielmUon of tbe divine govsm- 

« t  simply aa tbe gmtiflcntlon or tbe 
sntisfnetiOB of a feellag in tbe Divine 
Bstag, have a very low eoncepUen of bis 
ebstaoter. The p o d  of bis subjects is 
tbe tsnson for punishment upon tbe part 
of tbe Divine Governor, aad sboaM be tbe 
and of pnalshment in tbe adsBialstiation 
of Jostloe among Bsen. Hence a third 
party, who has no pareonel iatereet in 
tbe suffering cC tbe wrong doer, ezespt 
tbe ends of orgaalsed society, is always 
better qualified to eit la J u d ^ s n t  upon 
tbeortaslaal. Now tbe pccbiMtlons ate 
to be observed not only la tbe letter bat 
la tbe aplrlt also. So macb so that we 

ak it altogetber a  violation of the 
Scrlptofal probibltioa to seek, as Is often 
done,peteoBsl revenge tbrongb tbe Instra- 
BsentaliUos provided for the admlaiatia- 
tton c l Justice. It is no uaeommon thing 
tor iadlvidualB-eoBte of tbomCbrisUans- 
to asBlat the State la the pcoeeeuUon of 
these who have Injured them by procur­
ing tbe aervieos of addiUoaal attonMysat 

dr own ezpeuee. Itisdlfllealttooon- 
oalve that these parties are seeking tbe 
Just admiaistration of goveraaMat rather 
tbanthegratiflcatloncf a'.toeUBg of par- 

mi revenge. This ie to take advantage 
of the letter to violato the spirit of tbe 
law. I t  Is to use tbe trlbnaal which was 
ordained la oiw of its oflIeBcs to prevent 
private revenge as ea iaatruasaatality to 

wmpitab under e legal torm wbat 
otbarwiie would be e crime punisbsbie 
by law. I t is equally evident that courts 
of trial In tbe ebuteb are sometiaMB taken 
advaatage of, sad used by individuals as 
tbe means of pareonai revenge. For a 
member of tbe ebureh to seek the szpul- 
sion of another to gratify a personal feel­
ing of revsop  under tbe form of law or­
dained to vindicate the ohnreh or to cure 
offsndecBjs only a covert  vtoUUon of the 
spirit of tbe Divine law. It Is no relief 
to say that tbe party under trial is really 
an offender end deeervm to be ponisbed 
in due form of law. The punishment of 
tbe offender ssay be perfectly just, but 
does tbe injured party seek tbe vindica­
tion of tbe lew ia its azeonUon to carry 
out the legitimate ends of government, 
or does be seek to avsnp  bimselfr To 
use tbe courts of trial either in church 
or state as a means to evenp psTsonal 
in juries, is to prostitnte these tribunals 
from tbe high plane of disinterested jus- 
Uoe. The divine injnnction 1s: "Give
place to wrath, for it ie written ve 
geaooe is mirm. I will repay saith tbe 
Lord.” Give tbe case over to tbe powers 
divinely ordained to be a  terror to evii- 
doera. This does not prohibit tbe strict 
performance of our duties as citizsoB 
and dinreb members to see that disci­
pline be firmly ezecuted, but It do 
prohibit the aplrlt of retolistion, tbe 
return of evil tor evil to satisfy tbe par 
ecnal toeliBg of revenge. Let ns always 
be careful lest uadar a form of the Just ad

ministration of law we seek to revenge 
ourselves upon onr enemies. Beware, 
lest that in tbe ezecution of the letter 
tbe spirit of government be violated in 
tbe motive, for revenge, however it 
may be disguised from the eyes of men, 
cannot escape the flaming sword of God.

We  call attention this week to our 
college advertisements.

These 
are all good schools. The means of a 
good education may be bad at any of 
them. We say tbe means, because none 
of them can give an education. That 
depends upon tbe student. I t does not 
matter so much where one goes to school 
as it does wbat he does when be gets 
there. A young man or lady who wishes, 
not the reputation of having gone to col­
lege, but an education, will do well at 
any of the schools advertised In our col­
umns. I t is not for ns to choose for our 
readers, but geaeraily speaking, we may 
advise, other things being equal, to se­
lect tbe school located neareat home. 
There oan be nothing gained by mere 
distance, but there is much to be lost by 
it. Going a long ways from home to 
school may help to get in name wbat la 
lacking in reality, but the time has come 
when more is demanded than a mere 
reputation. Men do not stop now to ask 
where you have been, but they wish to 
know what you are and wbat you can do 
When we move into a community and 
need a physician, and find one who adver­
tises that he finished bis education in 
London or Paris, we generally peas on to 
the one who bad sense enough to do his 
finishing at borne, for it is a tect that 
America is fully abreast with other 
countries in these matters. There is 
more bumbuggery and bosh in this far 
off lasuning than there is real education. 
The reason is that those who go to the 
end of the rainbow are running after a 
myth, but those who a n  wise to under­
stand, know that tbe bog of true gold lies 
at their feet. I t  only requires the labor 
of lifting it Into possession. But read 
our advertisements. Investigate and 
choose for yourselves.

“ T e l l  me, ye that desire to be under 
tbe law, do ye not hoar tbe law V" Do 
you not understand that he thatis born of 
a bond-maid can only be a bond-servant, 
while he that is born of tbe free woman 
isafreemanr He who is born of tbe law 
can only be tbe servant of tbe law.

I t  requires 
tbe full tale of bricks; it lays on the 
lash if there be a sboetage of only one.

We have 
heard a business man, in a large public meeting, 
with amazing presumptiou, propose that 
more business men and methods be brought 
into an organizstlon which bis own ''bustueas 
methods" would Irretrievably have suuk, ami 
which was only saved from baukruptcy and 
disgrace by the forealght and plans and wise 
methods of ministers. If any corporations or 
Institutions, as a rule, are well managed, they 
are the ones on whose board of managemeut 
clergymen have large Inflaence. .And the 
reason la not far to seek, for most clergymen, 
in order to live at all, must be expert ftnan- 
clers on a small scale. They ate taught In 
tbe hard school of experience. Thev have 
the beet of all masters—neceealty. To be 
sure, there ii here and there a  tbrIftleM ele^
Kman who Is hopelessly in debt, whether he 

sBl.OOOor BlOjWO salary; whose schemes 
are vtsh>nary,ana whose tinanclal Judgment 
Is worthless.

About !i o'clock lu 
the evening we orowderl the platforms, and 
the more daring ones stood on the steps, and 
the first thing we knew wa were passing over 
s deep, dmk chasm on a very higli bridge, 
wiiose roadbed was just level witli the 
surrounding country, but whose foundations 
were built on tbe solid rock hundreds of feet 
below lo I he dark depths to which our vison 
could scarce reach. A stream of water ran 
in the depths below, but it looked only like a 
silver thread in tbe starlight. There are no 
trees, no rocks, or anything on the surface to 
indicate you are nearing any such place, and 
almost before you know it you ore over It 

We saw Lo and a gn«tm any of his family 
St the various staUons as we crossed Ari­
zona They came to the trains to sell little ar­
ticles of their own makA principally clay bas­
kets or bowls, and hideous dolls. Some liad 
bmi(|uets of wild llowers: some had speci­
mens of petrified w lod. They were dressed 
in real Indian costume—blankets, legglns and 
moccasins. Some of the squaws wen- extreme 
iy fashionable, at least they wore their cos­
tumes very dtcoHctex In facL they were more 
fasiilunable ibaii the most fashionable belle 
in the lialthof the great white cliief at Wash- 
i'igtuu, for they mode no pretense of bodice 
at all, not even shoulder knots. They merely 
draped a couple of yards of bright colored 
calico around their classic forms, and secured 
tlieiu Kracefullyor utherwlso with a safety- 
pin. boiiie of tliem, especially tlie older 
s(iuaws, werereal hideous. Weuas-edthruugli 
several tribes, some of them a little lilgher up 
on the grade of civilization, others very degra­
ded, ntli'Bst in appearance. One young wo­
man had struck on a new ami novel plan to 
get a few dimea from tbe cnrioiis. She had a 
(|ueer shaped package covered with a red 
cloth. Upon someone asking what she had she 
replied,*'Glve me uickie, me show him.” Some 
of tbe young folks threw her the nickel, then 
she drew aside the mystic curtain, when, be­
hold I a very young papoose strapiied to a 
board—no more, no less. We pa.ssed several 
of the villages of these people. Tno liuuses 
are all one-story, aud built of adobu brick. 
Some of these towns are (|iilt« old. Une tliat 
we saw up on the mountain side was said to 
be over one hundred yearsold. These housra 
reminded me of tbe mud-dnuber’s nest*. Our 
many delays caused us to spend the Sabbatli 
on the crus. As far as possible 1 tried to keep 
the day. There were <|Ult« a number of
young people on board, and they t-i>cnt <iuite 
a good part of tbe day in singing sweet hymns. 
We arrived safe and sound In San Diego one

These, and many more living, and 
others dead might be mentioned. The 
father of Ephraim E. Wiley (long at the 
head of the Emory and Henry College) 
was a worthy contemporary with George 
Pickering, Enoch Mudge, and other glo­
rious foundation-laj era and builders of 
Esstern Methodism, and so clalled *‘nn- 
learuod and ignorant men;” but be put 
bis son through the Wesleyan, at Mid­
dletown, and what a boon and enrich­
ment has thence resulted to Southern 
Methodism aud to all thia land!

Wbatself-denial, what downright hard­
ships most of these itinerants and their 
famlliee bad to submit to, iu order to 
give to the church in their measure an 
educated ministry! They felt the need 
of it. They saw the demand for I t  
They themselves (all honor to tbem) bad 
help^  to create that demand. I t U too 
bad that their names should be mad* to 
do service on tha wrong side of miniate 
rial oducation.

Our revolutionary sires were brave and 
strong. They achieved American inde­
pendence; they wrought out an empire 
by their heroism But they knew noth­
ing of ritlsd cauuna, of breech-loaders, of 
respesters and rev.oivers, aud of minnie- 
bslls. It Is no redsetion on th«m to say 
that the soldiers wbo won Saratiga arC 
Yorktowu and King's Mountain, oouki 
not, wlib the same tactios and arms, 
have woii the bittles of the Wildemees, 
0.* Manassas, and of Cold Harbor. Bed­
ford Forrest could have ebated George 
Washtngton out of the country, aven 
though Vhe latUr bad been at tha head 
of double bis troops, (quipped with pow­
der boma, .^iat-locks and smooth-bore 
muskets.

*'We are sL'S.Ting here." sadly re­
marked an emiLe.Tt Miuls«tppiau,”from 
the effect of epeoch«VB made by Rev. Dr.
-----many years aFJ.’̂  In tbeaamssray.
and from a almilar cause, they areauffer-

nessaa. tlosM of our old nonfeieocft; 
have ao long neglaeted ministwrlnl edu­
cation that to-day It la very dlMcuIt for 
them to bold ibeir priaelpel ctUee. They 
could not do it wltbont a liberal uao at 
the transfer syateaa.

How leog will It be before our people 
and tbair leaden wake up OB this eublertf 
When I  think on theee tUnga sleep da- 
parts from my syaa.
