LETTER FROM CHINA,

famine prevails in seve-
ral parts of China, even more calamitous
than that of 1877.  Foreigners and na-
tives have been raising money and so-
liciting contributions in China, England
and America for the relicf of the famine-

stricken people.  Missionaries and na-
#ves are ¢ in the distribution of
the funds. telegram from the Eng-

lish Baptist mission in the province of

Shantung says that all mission work
has been suspended, and the mission-
aries are all engaged in the distribution
of famine relief.  More than $150,000
has thus far been raised by foreigners
and sent to the relief of the famine dis-
tricts, and large sums will yet be needed
before the next crops are gathered.

The breach in the Yellow river has
been reported closed, though some
doubt is entertained as to the actual
state of affuairs there.

A riot occurred in Chinkiang in the
early part of February, in which the
llritis,x consulate, three or four mission-
houses and some other foreign houses
were hurned down or looted.  The riot
grew out of a difficulty between the po-
lice and gome of the natives. Two for-
eign gunhoats and a company of Chi-
nese soldiers were quickly sent to the
scene of the disturbance, and quiet was
restored. No lives were lost.

There is a hitch in the scheme of
building the railrosd from Tientsin to
Peking, and the work hasbeen stopped
for the present.  Several high officers
in Peking are opposed to it, and it may
be seriously hindred it not indefinitely
postponed. There are some indications
that the emperor, who took hold of the
reins of government on the 14th of
February is largely under the influence
of reactionary counsellors, and hence
that the introduction of various foreign
innovations may be greatly delayed.
But God rules, and though railroads,
mining, ete., be delayed, the gospel is
making its way, and will triumph.
The emperor’s marriage was to have ta-
ken place last Tuesday, Feb. 26, and
general rejoicing throughout the coun-
try will be the order of the day forsome
time to come, though the calamities
that are afflicting the country will
throw a damper on the joy of both of-
ficials and people.

I have already sent a notice of the
marriage of Rev., W. B. Burke, of our
mission, at Sungkiang to Miss Addie F.
Gordon, of Sudlow. The wedding took
place at the home of the undersigned,
at Suchow, in the presence of a number
of friends, native and foreign, includ-
ing Gen. J. D. Kennedy, U. 8. Consul
General at Shanghai. It was a most
pleasant oceasion, and every one seemed
to think that it was according to the
eternal fitness of things that this should
fe. The bridal couple left the same
evening for Sungkiang. Our earnest
meon and good wishes go with them.
Mrs. Burke will find an extended field
of usefulness in Sungkiang. She is the
first foreign missionary lady to go to
that city to live and work. She can
and will do as effective work, though in
a different way, for the heathen women,
in her new station as before. The
Woman's Board, =0 far from objecting
to her transfer, may rejoice in the part
they have had in establishing a Chris-
tian missionary home in the city of
Sungkiang, and inaugurating the work
among the women of that city.

Three of our boys, from Buflington
Institute, have determined to give them-
selves to the work of preaching the
Gospel. Bro. Anderson and 1 bhave
formed them into a class to teach and
train for the work, they giving part of
their time to study and part to preach-
ing and di-trilum’ng bhooks.

The Lord pour his Spirit upon them.

Great religious interest has been prev-
alent in the few weeks in Richmond,
especially in the Methodist and Baptist
Churches.

It
was crowded every night for two weeks,
Thus the Baptists keep the lead in the
city in church matter, as they do in
other matters, Fourtifths of the offi-
cials of the city are Baptists, One of
their wealthiest members, (and probably
the wealthiest man in the city) Thomas
C. Williams, died this week. He was o
liberal man in his church and outside.
Not long since he gave Richmond Col-
lege $10,000, and has been sapporting a
number of young men at the college for
years. Sucha man is worthy of special
mention,

line of corresponding aetivity is a fa-

natic.  Henee we have politieal fanat-
nics, educational finaties, scientifie fa-
atics, second advent fanatics, sec-
ond blessing funatics, Arminian fanat-
ies, Calvinistic funatics, immersion fu-
natics, effusion fanatics, et cum multos
alios res, and every one of 2l these
sorts of funaties, “whipped and spur-
red,” is astride of a hobby, rhtin;_'
in  break-neck speed right *“on the
poise where the mind vibrates upon the
verge of insanity.” He's a one-idenist,
and this one idea has been projected
from the catapult of a syllogism. Noth-
ing is anything unless it carries the en-
chantment of his all-engrossing idea
along with it. Not a track is planted
on the royal highway of progression ex-
cept those made by the weary feet of
the lone hobby on which he's mounted.

As he gathers momentum, the fervor of

his fanaticism burns into a flame. At

this point, he's “a law unto himself.”

One by one the Christian graces, humil-

ity, gentleness, patience, and charity, are

abandoned.  One more step, reason has
fled her trembling throne, and he
plunges headlong into the abysm of in-
sanity. He was a monomaniae before ;
he's a lunatic now, Let the fanatic be-
come an idealist, let him throw over the
hideons form of his fanaticism, the charm
and illusion of poetry, and he's a mys-
tic. Mysticism is funaticism ina reve-
rie. Tlere were artesian sparkle and
wetry and beauty in the authorship of

Madame Guyon and Fenelon, and t‘n‘_\‘
were mvstics,

The worshipful element uside, there
is only one thing in common between a
true Christian experience and funati-
cism: every earthly thing must he sub-
ordinated to the one commanding im-
pulse : the one drawing its inspiration
from God's word, the other from a de-
duction of the reason. I can prove
it,” vrees the fanatie: and what can't o
man prove? On that plane the logicians
have been crossing lances for ages,
Nothing is more treacherous than a syl-
logism. The “therefore” of a process of
logie is often as dubions as Tom Maine’s
“doubtful solution of a doubtful douht.”
At a convention of Spiritualists in Cin-
cinnati, not a great while gone, one of
the leading orators said : “Our religion
is this : the grandest ultimate of human
thought to bring all men to a higher
ultimate.”  Here's a logical “ocean inte
tempest wronght, to waft a feather or to
drown a fly.”  Pampered human reason
in a street ! a thundering Niagara of log-
ical nonsense! The man who grounds
his faith in a process of reasoning will
soom be “at sca, sails ripped and com-
pass lost.”  The world by wisdom knows
not God.” “lle that heareth these say-
ings of mine and doeth them.” “Say-
ings,” not reasonings. Jesus, as the in-
carnate God, states the truth, and “he
that believeth on the Son hath everlast-
ing lite.” “And ve shall know the
truth, and the truth”—not our dedue-
tions respecting it—*"shall make you
free.”

The goal of all fanaticism is utter un-
rest ; the goal of “the highest religious
state” is perfect mental equipoisance,
utter soul-rest.  “And ye shall find
rest unto your soul ”  “Now rest my
long divided heart.” Nor must it be
forgotten, that this soul-rest, this reason-
transfiguring and heart-transforming re-
pose on God is characteristic only of the
religion of Jesus; and this soul-rest
i« infinitely removed from any form of
finaticiam or insanity. If there is one
hoar in a man's life more than another
when he's perfectly selfthalanced, when
he's in powsession of all his powers, it is
when Lo “knows his sins forgziven.”

of any poor penitent, whether the
church be cold or hot. I do not deny
the importance of the church being
ready, thoroughly equipped for the bat-
tle, but the besy means to be employed
in bringing about this desirable condi-
tion, is the point. Berating the church
will not accomplish the end sought. 1Is
it not better to eall for volunteers, and
though but few respond, make an im-
mediate assault upon the enemy and
keep it up with unfaltering faith until
he capitulates?  Sometimes we get im-

tient if' souls are not converted and
teel like blaming somebody for the fail-
ure when the trouble is our own want
of faith,

It will explain itself:

“Dear  Cacres:  During  your
night’s  sosjourn  with your Uncle
Henry, you made one  rrmark
upon which I wish to animadvert for
your gowd.  You said that the collec-
tion for education was an unpopular
collection,  This was said by way of ex-
cuse for not getting that collection. [
have no idea that that was original with
vou. You had probably heard some
older preacher make that excuse, and
you accepted it as true without a  mo-
ment’s thought upon the subject. A
few credulous persons who do not think
may recieve such statements as  true;
but the deception is principally practiced
upon one's self; for every thinking per-
son knows that such expressions are
only used to cover up one’s negligence,
When you sift the truth out you will
find that it means that the collection is
unpopular with the preacher, and that
he is mean enough to make a scapegoat
of his people. It is a very easy matter
for a preacher to make any collection
unpopular with a majority of his people,
because he has all the selfishness of hu-
man nature to assist him. It may be
more difficult for him to make tne col-
lections popular with his émple; but
what is the preacher there for, if it is
not to cultivate in his people proper

and persuade people to come to the

likes and dislikes? When you said the

Brethren, when we write to our 1

collection for education was unpogular
among your people you were publish-
ing your own shame. What were you
doing the year you were on Honey
Girove mission? Why did you not in-
struct the people as to the importance
of all the collections? If the collection
for education was the only one that was
unpopular, then you ought to have
made special offort to get them enlight-
ened upon that, There is nothing that
costs the people so little as the gospel.
It throws around us protections in per-
son and property that could not be pro-
cured, or maintained, by a standing
army that would h;mkrurt this nation in
a decade. Say nothing of'the higher mo-
tives—the spiritual—it' we look at it
only from a temporal standpoint, the
money we spend for the propagation of
the gospel is the most remunerative.
Our people are everywhere asking for
an educated ministry, We can not de-
pend upon State universities. These
are largely controlled by office holders,
who are office seekers as well, and office
scekers court popular favor, and popu-
lar favor ix not favorable to religion;
hence our State hight schools are lia-
ble to be hot-beds of infidelity, If we
want sanctified learning it must be had
at churchschools. These can only be
established by voluntary contributions;
hence the collection for edueation.
Again, is it not a little presumptuous in
a preacher “toset his judgment up
against his conference? Would it not
be better for him to be an obedient son
in the gospel? And if the conference is
wrong, let him show that fact to the
conference and have it changed at head-
quarters,
"In conclusion let me say that when
you meet with persons who are opposed
to public collections, if you will seratch
down you will find the root in the soil
of selfishness, Persons who are the
loudest in their complaints against {ml»-
lic collections are the persons who have
the least right to say anything, for it
does not cost them much. Pay mno at-
tention to such cronkers, and go right
on inthe discharge of your religious
duties and you will in the end be saluted
with the glad sound of well done from
the Master.

ENCOUILAGE YOUR PASTOR.

Encourage your pastor, for if' there is
any one person that needs encourage-
ment more than another it is he. His
heart burdened with the care of the
church, sermons to prepare, finunces to
look after, prayer-meeting to keep up,
missionary societies to care for, and who
would say that the prosperity of the
church along these lines doesnot depend
largely on the care of a faithful pastor-
ate? Eneourage him then for the work's
sake.

Encourage your pastor by your
fuithful attendance at church, prayer-
meeting, class-meeting, ete, ete.  Take a
front seat; look into bis face and make
him feel that you are at least hearing
what he has to say.  The absence of a
good listener and  faithful attendant is
always felt by the preacher,

Encourage your pastor hy letting him
know vou are praying for him. This
will bring you large returns for vour
pains and labor.  Your pastor will love
you more, and preach
t will have a subjective as well as an
odjective answer. A man once said to
me, “1 have determined (o do something
this year that I never thought to do be-
fore; namely, to pray for my pastor.”
He did.  God blessed him and his fam-
ily that year, and called him to the same
ministry. I formed an attachment for
that family that is strengthened by the
lapse of time, and is a foretaste of that
stronger attachment in heaven,
Encourage your pastor by showing
him that his faithful efforts are appre-
ciated,  Show him that you esteem Lim
a messenger sent of God,  Talk to him
occasionally about his  last Sunday’s
sermon. Surely there was a message in
it for you, and to you, if you had heard
it prayerfully. Then don't be afraid
you will spoil your faithful pastor b

witer sermons,

telling him so. A failure along this
line is more liable to disparage him.
How many pastors have toiled the year
through and have gone to their new
fields of labor without ever once hearing
a word of appreciation of their labors,
These are little things it is true; but
“who hath despised the day of small
things?” Many small things make large
things in the aggregate.

Encourage your pastos by manifesting
an interest in everything that interests
thechurch; prayer-meeting, class-meet-
ings, love feasts, the sacraments, or
revivals, Do not be an idle spectator, but
a willing worker in the church. The
finances must all be looked after and
the claims met. Show him that you
are willing to do vour part in bringing
up these claims. Do not discourage
him by expressing an unbelief in the
Jjustice of any one of these claims,  At-
tention to these and other things that
may have presented themselves to your
mind will he a benediction to your pas-
tor, and likewise to you and to your
church.

In the ranks of the ministry there is
sometimes a “rarity of Christian chari-
ty.” We say “sometimes,” because there
is often much love and good will among
these laborers in the Lord’s vineyard.
There are brethren among us who love
cach other, and whose souls are knit to-
gether even as the soul of David was
knit to the soul of Jonathan—

“And each his friendly aid affords,
And feels his brother’s care,”

Men who are engaged in the same oc-
cupation—whatever it may be—natu-
rally have a fellow fecling for each other.
The common difficultics, hardships, dis-
couragements and advantages tend to
unite them in sympathy.  Sorrows as
well as joys tend to draw us heart to
heart.

Isanc and Ishmael through life were
naturally estranged from cach other,
but when the old patriarch died, these
sons, with hearts melted by a common
sorrow, mingle their tears together and
bury the old man “inthe cave of Mach-
pelab in the field of Ephron,” Gen
xxivi8, . When the patriarch Isaae
died, Jacob and Esau buried him; and
doubtless on that oceasion buried the
animosities of the past years.

The soldier will ever love his com-
panion-in-arins, in privation and in dan-
ger.  Shall not the difficulties, the trials
and crosses as well as joys of the itiner-
ant life bind us together—not to speak
of that which above all produces chari-
ty in the heart of stone, “the grace of
God ?

Can you measure your
words by this rule? [ so, speak: if not,
hold thy peace!

As I heard a hrother onee say on the
conference floor: “Our tongues need to
be converted and join the church.” He
was right,

You get your appointment and go to
your work.  Look out for the man who
disparages your predecessor or who con-
trasts vou with him, and endeavors to
praise you at his expense!  Indeed, you
may discover many defects in his work.
In some particulars you may he his su-
[ieriur‘ The brother who is a little
miffed with him will see these things and
will not be slow to point them out to
you. Granted that he states nothing
wit facts, “tuke heed what you hear;”
“take heed how you hear ™ Be careful
that you do not join in, or in any way

Y | encourage this uncharitable conversa-

tion. The brother may be inferior to
you in some small particulars; and yet
taken in all the grand qualities of mind
and heart vastly your superior; and it is
likely that your inferiority is the ve
reason that you are more popular wix
a certain element.

My predecessor was a good man. When
I went to the work, I stayed first with
Bro. S——.  Bro, 8—— wasa praying
man, a kind man, and 1| now believe a
Christian, but a man of great prejudice
and passion. He made me believe that
my predecessor was a perfect monster—
almost a demon in human flesh. 1 was
everything. He had nothing but praise
for me. “Surely,” said I, “I will do a

Before the year closed this same
brother invited me to get down off' my
{ horse and he would give me a good flog-
| ging, calling me an “impious wretch”
for =omething he heard | had said.

If it had not been that I was afraid of
Lim and also for the timely presence of
a peace-making brother, there might
have been some genuine hair pulling
in those parts.  If my successor was as
credulous and as simple as I was at that
time, I am sure he failed not to con-
vince him that I was fully as bad as |
am.

Another brother went to a work, and
immediately one of these “kill-him-when-
he-is-gone men” got hold of him and be-
gan to talk of the carclessness, reckless-
ness and extravagance of the wife of his

redecessor, but he did not find a read
rimmer (and to listen to such talk is
most as bad as the talk one's self,) and

it was cut short with, “Now, brother, I
know that lady, and she is as good and
economical a woman as | ever saw, and
when I leave this work, if | hear of an
such talk about my wife, I'll come back
to beat the man with a stick.”

CHURCH FAIRES.

O. B SERVER.

This may be thuuf;ht a trifling topic
for a church paper, but there are fea-
tures about it which abundantly justify
a thoughtful discussion of the subject.
Church fairs are becoming quite an item
in our financial systems, and are not
without their influence upon both the
world and the church, }n fuct there
are few things that seem to indicate so
much Jas this method of replenishing
the Lord’s treasury. 1 say, seem, be-
causeit remains yet to be determined
whether this system of raising money
produces the lamentable spiritual con-
dition of the church, or whether the
financial system is merely an outcome
of the church’s spiritual condition,
However it is a well established fact
that wherever church fairs are in vogue,
the spiritual condition of the church is
at the lowest tide, if indeed, the finances
are not ina state of decrepitude. It
would seem like false aceusation to lay
all the church’s lifelessness to the finan-
cial systems, but many a church has
wrecked right here. In a great many
cases a church’s spiritual welfare can be
very correctly determined by the man-
ner, as well as the extent, to which they
open their purses for the Lord’s cause,
Not that a man’s contribution to the
Lord is a measure of his faith, for it is
not, but show me the spirit with which
a man gives whatever Lc(ll es give and
I can givelyou a very fair reckoning of
that man’s grade of picty. The purse
is n good thermometer of the =oul,
sometimes,

What are the conditions that render
it necessary for a church to resort to
questionable  expediencies  to raise
money?  One of the two things must be
true. (1) The membership hasan over-
dose of ecclesiastical pride, or (2,) it is
without plenty of good religion, which
two things amount to about the same,

1. In the first case, it is necessary,
in order that the conditions exist, that
the church be composed largely of very
rmr people, people who are not abso- |
utely able to have what they desire, or
can well pay for. Now when a man
wears clothes or otherwise lives beyond
his means, or is miserable when com-
pelled to live plainly, we call that man
proud. So also by the same logie, when
a church is deserving of medium stand-
ing in church rank, but essays to a
much higher order, when it “puts on” a
great deal of extra style and useless
expense, and then has to resort to these
“gentile” tricks to meet its expenses
and gratify its demands, which it could
not well otherwise meet, we lawfully
conclude that such a  church has an
over-dose of pride.  We do not mean to
discourage that better grade of church
pride which is well seasoned with good
sense.  No, hy nomeans.  Would that
we had it in large measure all over the
land! But thereis a church pride that
i vicious in its nature and deadening in
its results, Such a state of things is
found most generally in those churches
that are straining themselves to death
trying to appear whatin fact they are
not, and are not willing to be humble
i necessary, even though they seeni to he
losing their “standing in society ™ It is
better by far to act the trath and enjoy
the blessing of God—always better
both in the church and out of it. To
the plain, honest soul, there is nothing
more contemptible than that deceptive,
two-fuced life that pretends the dignity
and power of wealth, when there is
nothing but emptiness and want behind
the glittering make-belief of wealth, If
this state of things compels a church to
resort to such “kite-flying” and ques-
tionable traffic as fuirs to sustain its hol-
low life a speedy death would prove a
bles<ing. llen- Paul’s injunction holds
good:  * Let love (religion) be without
dissimulation.”  Magnificent buildings,
fine windows, costly carpets and such
like are very nice, but are by no means
a necessity in the service of God.

2. Our second statement is: that the
church which lives by fairs is wanting
in ‘I:Ient_v of good religion. It should
suffice to say simply that if people loved
the Lord as they should, his treasury
would never be found empty. But we
wish to show that the church fair is not
a means of grace, and is not a native of
a healthy spiritual church.  The under-
lying principle of the thing is mean and
groveling in its true nature  For in-
stance: the fair would not be a success un-
less the articles bartered were made to
bring more than their real value. Ata
supper a dish of oysters or a saucer of ice
cream, worth not more than twenty-five
cents, is sold for double that sum. Little,
trifling articles of needlework, bou-
quets, and the like, are sold for enor-
mous sums comparatively, and the in-
justice is excused upon the grounds that
“it’s for the church, you know.” Upon
the same jretext, I might call an owl
a hen, or a lizzard a fish, and sell them
to some credulous vietim—“hein’s it's
for the church.,”  The aim is, by using
the plea of “charity,” to make a trifle
bring a fabulous sum; to bring some-
thing out of nothin{:; to get rich in an
hour, is the great charm of the church
fair, and it is equally the charm of all
gambling, the bait that hides the barbed
and poisoned point of all the hooks
thrown out by the Louisiana State Lot-
tery and every other gambling den in
existence. It is a little remarkable that

the church fair is the only institution of
the kind where all the prizes are drawn

by ene party—the church.

ever drew a capital prize here of $560,-
000. Every soul that falls in here
hunting wool goes away fleeced. Buf-
fice it to say that every State of the
Union, except one, has outlawed gamb-
ling and lotteries,

'If'he church fair furthermore appeals
to the mean, low element in man, Te
give to the lLord for the pure, sweet

leasure of giving, is foreign to the
institution.  The churches that use
them grow stingier and meaner all
the time. The reason is about this: They
see that to raise money by suppers
and the like gives them an exccedingly
light burden, In that way their little
amount is doned out without being
missed; and they, like Saul the king,
are let to keep the fat cattle of the spoi
for their own use and glory.

Besides, this method destroys all de-
mands for systematic giving. When
the Lord has blessed the church mem-
ber with a large increase, he forgets te
lay by his tithe for the church. But he
does not forget to buy a finer buggy,
more stock, or to build a finer huuse%or
himself, though God’s house be forgot-
ten,

But to come to the supper or the
tableau itself. It is the soul that ia
hurt h{' these. The customers look at
the subject about thus: “Give us the
frolic, and do what you please with the
money.” They want a “good time,”
that is all. Nothing higher or better
than self*enjoyment is ever dreamed of.
In other words, the miserable hoggish
greed in man is so cultivated hy the
supper, that he soon gets so that he will
not give a thing to the Lord unless he
can get in return as much gratification
to his appetite as possible—unless he
can “fill himself up” with something
that tastes good, or unless he can in-
duce some lady to believe that he is ex-
ceedingly generous and liberal to the
church, which he is not by any means.
There are exceptions to this rule, of
course, and they would much rather
contribute to the church even more
largely than to have the fair, and the
are pained to see the state of the chure
which makes such questionable things a
necessity, and works a fow faithful wo-
men Imff to death. By thus trfliick-
ing with the world we compromise

our chartered  rights; we give
the devil a hill of sale of our

finances, and a right-of-way through our
churches, He says thus to himself:
“1 helped to build that house of wor-
ship and to pay the preacher, and |
have as much right in it as you have,”
and in he walks, and out walks the re-
vivals of religion, the grand old times
we used to have in the ante-church fair
days.

.t the stewards attempt to collect
their quarterage in such a church and
they will hear all sorts of *“excuses,”
will meet growls, rebufls, if not insults.

Butas I was offering my
first petition, a darkness fell over my
soul so great that it seemed that [ could
almost see it with my natural eyes, and
with it came the thought “what if there
i« no God to hear my prayer, and raise
our little pet from that bed of suffering?”
For once in my entire life I reaqu
doubted the existence of a God.

DPity
all sane people cannot say the same, Many
Instances are recorded of his bencvolence and
benefactions, It is sald that when he went
out walking he carried a sponge in his pocket
it order to «fface “those inseriptions cffensive
to decency and good morals which so fre
quently disgrance the walls of London.” He
kenerally carried his pockets full of traets and
catechisms, and was always ready in season
and frequently “‘out of season” with reproof
and doetrine on the observance of the Sabbath
and every other good thing. It s related of
him, that he once me! a young clergyman
whose concelt and foppish manners very

tents arlse, and give them comfortable seats ;
let only the most judiclous be specially re-
quested to talk with them, ard for special
cases, let gpecial persons whose experience
18 known to ba specially saited te their ¢iffi-
cuities ba chosen to speak to them, and if
such be not available, let the pastor alone
speak to them, Keep away all ignorant and
1wjudicious people from them, and let their
{riends leave them alone, unless the pastor
requests them to speak to them. And if they
be not converted at that service, let the pas-
tor In every case, if possible, see them at
their homes and show them the way, It may
be well to let the penitents choose, whether
they will sit or kneel, except, of course, at
prayers, all will kneel. Avoud confusion, avd
especially beware of disorder. Spiritual pro-
cesses are best wrought when the mind is
calm and collected. A half hour’s quiet talk
and prayer with a penitent is often greatly
needed. Do not try to force all in one mould,
for people are as various as the plants of
the field or trees of the forest, although the
life may be the same. We think that there
should be no servitude to established customs.
Use the best, aad try any other that may be
suggested, which seems to have merit, and

great fertility in working plans.

Rusk station is in charge of that in-
imitable and indefatigable worker, J. T,
Smith. This charge has been elimi-
nated since conference from the Rusk
circuit, and the work in Rusk has abun-
dantly justified the wisdom of the action.
The pastor writes me that on account
of the increasing population to Rusk
and New Birmingham, he is kept busy
all the time. Twenty-five new mem-
bers have been enrolled since the

$150. He is laboring hard to bring
his circuit up to the front rank, and
from reports that have recently reached
me, | am of the opinion that he will
succeed. The additions made to his
work since conference of three railroad
appointments will be a great help to his
circuit.  He is now building a parson-
age and church at Groveton.

Trinity is now a half station, with
flattering prospects of heing made a full
station soon. Bro. A.J. Frick is the
untiring commander of this work. Ilis
report at quarterly meeting was full
and complete. I expect by this time
his decks are clear of all conference
assessments. If they are not, they are
so near that we have no fears of the
final results. This appointment, since
made a half station, has received an
impetus that is very noticeable. The
congregations are generally so large
that the building is filled to its utmost
capacity.

This circuit, like that
of the Kickapoo, was visited early in
the first ruunc’: but the pastor informs
me that the <igns of the times are pro-
pitious, and that he intends, by the
zrace of God, to indite a better report
for his circuit than has hitherto been
done.  Upon the whole, I think that
the time is not far distant when the
banners of the Palestine district, which
have to some extent heen trailing, will
be lifted high, and that she will take
her stand in the conference as not a mis-
sionary district. The finances of the
district, I think, are better and on a
firmer basis than at any time for several
years past. There are in operation
more auxiliary societies than ever be-
fore; parsonages and church buildings
are being erected; family religion is
on the increase; places of amusement
are not so univemn‘ly frequented by our
membership as heretofore ; dram-drink-
ing has passed under the special pur-
view of the pastors, and their deliver-
ances to the offenders has been of great
benefit.  Our Avvocate has never
been in so great favor, and all speak in
the highest terms of our broad-gauge
editor.

Our missionary literature is being
«ought for and read by our people, and
I am looking for the long-prayed for
day to come when our people, from the
youngest to the eldest, will believe with
all their hearts that “Love secketh not
her own,” and they will no longer say,
“Charity begins at home.”

A Tyler item of April 12 says: *“‘The fruit-
raising avd shipping industry bids fair to be
on a larger scale than ever tnis season. The
acreage, as near as can be ascertained, has
iereased between 7000 and 8000 acres of fruit
raised for the market, tesides what is used
for home consumption. ‘The area in straw-
berries is about 175 acres. ‘The largest num-
ber of acres is in peaches, followed by aprles,
plums, pears, apricots and quinces, in the or-
der named. The growers are much better or-
gavized than heretofore and 2re backed by
sufficien' mea s to carry onjthe busine s pr: p-
erly, and the facilities for transportation are
much better. It is clalmed by persons in a
position to know that the fruit grown on the
sandy Jand of east T'exas has & much finer
flavor and is prettier than that brought from
California, while it compares favorably in
size, 'I'he first strawberries were shipped
from here Monday, and orders are 2oming in
faster than they can be filled at present. A
great deal of the frult, together with the to-
mato crop, will be canned here. All the crops
are fairly heavy except the peach, which is
light in some localities. ‘The melon crop will
be larger than that of last year.””
