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LETTER FROM BISHOP KEY,

I have had two months of constant
travel and close observation of our work
in Texas. Have attended five district
conferences and visited many other

ints,

I find our Methodism here like Texas
itself—wide, new, mixed, rapidlr devel-
oping, and wrestling mightily with
probims peculiar and difficult. No-
where does the church meet a popula-
tion so heterogeneous and so difficult.
Those of foreign birth are for the pres-
ent mostl?' beyond our reach. Their
posterity, born ‘on this soil and speakin
our language, will hereafter be accessi-
ble to our ministry. Our American
people settling here are largely of one
class: Not the rich, or the very poor.
Wealthy people do not often emigrate,
and the poor cannot. Negative, indo-
lent, self-indulgent men live and die
where they are born. We meet here
without exception adventurous men,
self-reliant, courageous, who with small
means have come to this rich country to
make or repair their fortunes. Many
of them are without faith in God, and
reckless: some infidel and defiant;
many have shipwrecked religion in the
transfer from home churches; all are
bent on gain.  Money-making at pres-
ent is the supreme thought and effort of
Texas. The prosperity coming from
this one master struggle only feeds and
inflames the appetite for more. Our
I""'/’/' are yrowiny rich at tlﬁ‘tl;_‘fi" rate,
And herein lies our first and great hin-
drance as a church.  The public mind
is preoccupied with the absorbing
thoughts of rapid and great wealth,
Everything else is secondary. Christ
and his claims must stand aside until
fortune is secured. This explains the

scarcity of church buildings and the |}

smallness of the membership, q-slx-ciull'\'
in our towns and cities, It is a morti-
fying and most suggestive fact that in
our chief cities our church—and, indeed,
all churches—are few, small and unin-
fluential.

The lack of suitable church buildings
is a calamity. Uuernple are too eager
for riches to stop and build us churches.
Of necessity we are forced into school
houses and lence come most of our
troubles.  These houses are open to all
comers of whatever creed or opinion.
Our children and church people are
forced to hear cvery ism and folly
on earth aired, and their own faith
ridiculed and denounced. Out of all
this come controversy and collision.
Altar is set up against altar in the same
house and before the same hearers,
Judah vexes Ephraim and Ephraim
despises Judah. Alas! the result of all
this is wrangling, unbrotherliness, loss
of faith in God and sad havoe of pre-
cious souls, many of them our own
children. Can we arrest this mad rush
for wealth long enough to secure church
buildings in which to fold our own
people and protect them from the
destroyer?

This I regard our first and most im-
perative duty:  Build you ehnpehes—
Methodist Churches ; and then use them
« and allwe no m.lnlr'nu’-’:ilu
with ather Inu’,,r_

I find for the most part a noble min-
istry in our church in Texas; faithful
men ; self-sacrificing, devoted. It jpe-
quires consecration and heroism to sue-
ceed in this difficult field. A place
seeker, a fortune-hunter, a crank in the
ministry, should never think ot comin
to Texas, He will be disappointed an
the cause of Christ damaged. This
Siate is filled with the wrecks of such as
these. A young and unfurnished
church in this new State does not give
an ensy living to its ministry. The
average Texas preacher works hard and
lives scantily. Help is scarce and costly.
The wife must do the drudgery of home
work and the children have not many
advantages. Nothing but love of Christ
and of =onls will keep these soldiers of
the er =« in this difficult bat productive
fiell. But such men are here—many
of them —and they are gathering a har-
vest to day over which the angels are
rejoicing. I have just closed a district
conference where one hundred and
twenty-five souls were converted, and
one last week to which four hundred
were reported converted since annual
conference.

A negative, indolent or double-
minded preacher is out of place in
Texas. There are no congregations of

his sort in this bu:'yﬁmmg State for

him to serve. Ev ing i< positive,
aggressive, rustling, . Satin and sin
are astir, organized, advancing and de-
fiant. The lines are sharply defined.
It is God and Baal He that is fearful
or unbelieving let him tarry at home.

Please let me say in the hearing of
of all the brethren: Teras is no longer
missionary ground, The ministry has
kept pace with the growth of the coun-
try, and as a general proposition we
have enough to man the work. There
are men of certain gifts and clmlliﬁm-
tions who are needed here. Of such we
desire a goodly number: But these
should come on call and not volunteer.
We are looking and calling now.  Let
not brethren be hurt if we decline to in-
vite or even to ace:pt them, Our
work is peculiar and delicate. We can-
not atlord to make mistakes and fill our
ranks with unsuitable men. Hence-
forth we can only use the truest, ablest,
wisest and most successful workers in the
church.

And now while writing allow me, a
month in advance, to call attention to
the week of self-denial and Tprayer for
missions, beginning A“f 3.

Gen, Oglethorpe looking about in
England in 1735 for a suitable incum-
bent for the Georgia parish of Savan-
nah—*“a man with mu, crucified to the
world”—and being told that young
Jolin Wesley was the man, for with him
body and soul were both crucified to
the world—that he was too pious and
exacting for England.

And then on the voyage to America
this young, devout collegian sitting at
the feet of a few simple old Germans
and learning the “more excellent way”
of justification by faith and the witness
of the Spirit.

A little further on we see Charles
Wesley—the then almost unknown poet
of Methodism—going through the rou-
tine duties of private secretary to Ogle-
thorpe, at old Frederica, out from Sa-
vannah, and nearest the Spanish settle-
ments.

John Wesley goes to work in his
parish of three hundred rough people
and establishes the first Sunday-school
in America, and teaches it himself every
Sunday afterncon, besides reading pray-
ers at 5 a. m,, preaching and adminis-
tering the sacrament at 11, and preach-
ing in French at night in a country
French settlement.

Then among the Indians, refusing to
talk upon any other subject than reli-
gion, he strives in vain to make the
plan of salvation intelligible to them
a missionary who, at that time, did not
understand white men, and less of the
nature of the untamed children of the
forest. After two years of fruitless and
thankless toil, he returns to England,
with uneasy soul, conscious that he him-
self is in need of personal salvation.

But as the ship bearing Wesley to
England passed Gravesend, another
ship passed out bearing George White-
field to Savannah; and G, G, Smith, in
recording these facts, says that White-
field was really the first Miethodist who
preached in Georgia, Wesley yvet being
a high-church ecclesiastic,

While the religious education of the
negro is receiving so much attention, it
should not be forgotten that in 1769
George Whitefield, on one of his trips to
this country, brought with him an Eng-
lishman, Cornelivs Winter, who became
the first missionary to the negroes,

The first charch built in Savannah
was a rude hut made of split boards ;
the second a rough tabernacle, and in
1888 a fire occurred in the same city,
burning to ashes a £200,000 church.

The old revolution wiped out the fee-
ble Episcopal Church in Georgia; and
for twenty years after not the footprint
of an Episcopal clergyman was seen,
Before a Bishop of this church visited
Gieorgia, Methodism had 12,000 mem-
bers in her fold.

In Smith's history of Methodism in
Georgia are mentioned the following
facts: John B. Barton was the first na-
tive Georgian sent on a foreign mission ;

PREACHERS' WIVES.

ECRIVETTE.

A man of sense, in selecting a com-
panion for lite, finds » woman whose
appearance and manners please him, in
whose society he takes delight, and
whose family connections, education and
eeneral environment indicate that she
would make a home which would indeed
be the *‘sacred refuge of his life.”
Preachers are, or ought always to be,
men of sense; hence it follows that
preachers’ wives are a very superior
class of women,

My major premise may be a pure as-
sumption. My reasoning may be open
to question, neverthgless, my conclusion
is true, as all will admit, Indeed, where
a preacher is not a sensible man, or has
a very poor wa{. of proving it, oftener
than otherwise his wife is an exception-
ally sensible woman,

While I know that the majority of

ople, even the irreligious, feel a pecu-
iar respect and kindliness for preachers’
wives as a class, vet I do not think that
we recognize their individuahty as we
ought. Eachoune of them has the same
cares, anxieties and sufferings which at-
tend on other wives and mothers ; while
hers are aggravated or overshadowed
by the loneliness and home-sickness
which must follow their frequent re-
movals. Added to these is the constant
feeling of the supervision or criticism of
outsiders, making a sum total which
must be a heavy burden for one poor
woman to hear. It is of this disposition
to criticise, and find fault with the
preacher’s wife, that I wish to speak,
and which is too often indulged in by
those whose experience has least quali-
fied them to understand her surround-
ings or duties. Persons who have never
been strangers in a strange land, lonely,
weary and sick ; who have probably
never tried to make one dollar do duty
for two, or five; and who for their
love's <ake have never kept all the con-
stant toil, and selfsacritice buried in
their own bosom, smiling when the heart
was fit to break.

It is best and right that every wife
should be in sympathy with her hus-
hand’s life-work, but no outsider is
qualified to say when she is or is not o,
This, however, these hypercritical ones
often arrogate the right to do. A great
man has said: “The greatest compli-
ment which can be paid a man is 1o
treat him as an intelligence.” Instead
of this being a compliment it seem- to
me as nothing more than mere justice
between rational creatures, As an in-
telligence every human being has a risht
to bear his own responsibility. “To his
own master he standeth or falleth.”

We can never put ourselves into
another’s place sutficiently to judge for
him in matters of right and expedi-
ency. Yet women who have known no
anxiety greater than the fit of a new
dress, and whose church work is em-
ployment and recreation for idle hours,
will condemn the preacher's wife be-
cause she does not lead the woman's
prarr-mu-ling and aid society, is not
zealous and active in mission work, is
sometimes absent from regular service,
or the weekly prayer-meeting, and docs
not teach a class in  Sunday-school,
This is unreasonable even when the
preacher’s salary justifies the employ
ment of all the help which the mother
of a family can use. But how perfect]s
absurd it is when his salary ensure-
bare food and raiment, and a woman,
who has been accustomed to leisure, <o-
ciety, and independent means, is over
whelmed in a constant round of never-
ceasing houschold tacks and anxieties’
For preachers very rarely marry women
who have been accustomed to poverty.
hardships and obscurity.  Like death,
they love a shinning mark.

When a woman doe< all this, keep-
ing these material cares from burdening
her hushaud’s powers, she does grand
work for the church.

Many a sermon and prayer, which
have seemed almost inspired, have come
from the consecration and concentration
which the good man could only secure
by the self-sacrifice of a devoted wife.

When I was quite young I was made

very indignant once by hearing that
the presiding elder of our district was
not good to Ei- wife. A gossip scattered
it far and wide that she had surprised
the good woman blacking the preacher’s
boots,
I had thought him almost fit for
translation before hearing this, and
would have been scarcely less surprised
if I had heard that he had disappeared
in a chariot of fire. 1 could not be-
lieve that a woman would perform such
menial service except under dire com-
pulsion.

“I
deny that he ever wrought miracles.”
In other words, 1 assume that he was
dishonest and that he 7i.«/ when he said
he wrought miracles;” crgo: “1 will
rescue his reputation”

The undertone of all this is, that In-
gersoll is ‘a more “splendid man” than
Christ. It will not do to say, in answer
to all this, that Christ did not “claim
to have wrought miracles.,” Lvery
Sanday-school boy knows he did. To
adduce '|'l“l.llinlls‘ to prove it would be
to transeribe the four gospels, If' Jesus
Christ is not more than a *“great and
splendid man,”" a “tender soul,” then he
is nothing to me.

Men have not “misunderstood” this
“great and tender soul.” Ingersoll has,
or at least he wants it to appear that
he has:" but the ery of the world to-
day is “unto whom can we go, but unto
Thee, for Thou hast the words of eter-
nal lite 7" What France was under the
philosophies of Condilac, Maine de
Birau, Saint Simon and Aguste Compte
the United States would be under In-
gersoll, But while France is being
gradually emgneipated from the thrall-
dom of a -é]-!i al philosophy, thank
God this country never was, and never
will be, under the domination of Inger-
sollism. It belongs to Christ. It was
discovered in his name—claimed for
him by the pilgrim fathers, and its
government to<day is a perpetuation of
the principles he died to estallish.

Hear Ing«-rmll again: “We know
now, if we know anything, that man in
this, the nineteenth century, is better
capable of judging of the happening of
any event than he ever was before. We
know that the standard is higher to-
day; we know that the intellectual light
is greater ; we know that the human
mind is better equipped to deal with all
«questions of human interests than at any
other time within the known history of
the human race.”

This is true, every word of it.  That
is the reason the enterprises of the
church are moving forward with such
rapid strides. That is the reason infi-
delity is being renounced by so many
of her appostles and followers. Re-
vivals used to be <olitary: to-day they
are widespread. At almost every one
of them we hear of scores of the most
pronounced infidels renouncing the
whole thing, and joyfully avouching the
Lord to be their God., “We know that
the standard i« higher to-day.” Pre
cisely. “We now that the intellectual
light is greater.” Exactly. But why
s0 ! Because “the true light lighteth
every man.” “The knowledge of the
glory of God is covering the whole
earth as the waters cover the sea.” Chris-
tianity is “raising the standard,” and
will, in spite of all the Ingersolls yet to
be born, raise the “standard” up to
where God stays.  Christianity has
made possible the advancement of “in-
tellectual light.” Its floods of light
have been poured into the “human
mind” until to-day “it is better equipped
to deal with all questions of human in-
terests than at any other time in the
known history of the human race.”
(That word “human” is used three times
in one sentence, which is indicative that
Ingersoll himself has absorbed all he
knows of a “religion of humanity™ from
Christ and the Bible.)

Even Renan said: “You might as
well try to unravel a sunbeam as to
disentangle Christianity from the warp
and woof of society.”

But Ingersoll wa pompous, and
virtually contradicts all that was im-
plied in the former quotation. He says:
“The church has never cultivated in-
vestigation. It has never said: Let him
who has a mind to think, think ; but
its cry from the first until now has been :
Lot him that hath ears to hear, hear.”

let us examine this statement ; and
for the sake of brevity and simplicity
divide it into two paragraphs:

1. “The church has never cultivated
investigation.” In our former quotation
we were (wonderful to tell) compelled
to admit that even Ingersoll had told the
the truth ; but in this one (discourteous
as it may seem) we are forced to allow
that he has gone back to his old tricks
again. He has—well the most polite
thing I can think of is, he prevnri{;m.
I knew he would go at it at any time
that it suited his purposes ; but it onl
put me in position to quote Ingersoll
[ himeelf, and I will here remind
him that he told Cardinal Manning that
“He loads the dice against himself who

“Never cultivated investigation.,” Why,
the constant language of the church
has been: Stop and think ! Consider
your ways! “Think on these things.”
“(‘ome, lct us reason,” has been preached
from more than any text perhaps in the
Bible save one, and that expresses the
same truth, for while it says, “God so
loved the world that he gave, and
whosoever.,” The former had said,
“Though your sins be as scarlet,
they shall be as white as snow.”
Paul  “reasoned” with Felix and
the church has reasoned with infidels
until now, The church has from the
very first challenged *‘investigation.”
It has avoided nothing; it has invited
criticism ; it has “left all apologies for
the other side.””  The genius of its mes-

sage is to educate. Its commission
was to teach. It has built schools,

founded universities, and “equipped the
human mind to deal with all questions
of human interest.”” What has infi-
delity dcne? Have they founded any
colleges? Yes, one; but the thing was
abortive. It couldn’t live, and the M.
E. Church now has it under control.
What has Ingersoll done for the world?
Has he educated anybody? Has he
ever educated a heathen, even to the
“value” of Aguste Compte’s “thought ?”
It he means by “investigation” that the
chureh has never agreed that Ingersoll
was competent to contradict the Al-
mighty, then we may say the church
was right, This leads us to the second
division that her “cry from the first
until now has heen, He that hath
ears to hear, let him hear.,” Here again
he slips up upon the truth. The
church codld not say less than that.
It it bad come with some vague theory
asking the opinion of men, then it
would have been out of ]pl;h‘t‘ to have

<aidd *“he that hath ears to hear, let
him hear:” but it did not come that
way. Jesus Christ never entered into

claborate argumentation about things
he came to reveal. e never vxprvs.«--l
an opinion. He was dogmatic. He
could not be otherwise. lHe came to
make a revelation, not to express an
opinion. That revelation was about a
kingdom, the conditions of entrance in-
to which he fully understood—a King-
dom whose metes and bounds he him-
self’ had planned in the counsels of eter-
nity. Omniscence couldn’t hesitate. It
must speak with authority. How ab-
surdly lodicrous is it, therefore, for
Ingersoll to step up and say: *I ques-
tion your statement.”  Why do you not
“cultivate investion?”  Why do you
simply say, “Hear?” It is like an un-
lettered peasant standing up  before
Rosse’s great telescope and telling the
astronomers of the age there are
no double stars. It is as absurd as it
would be for a Digger Indian to tell
Edison he could not make an incandes-
cent light by means of electricity. It
is worse than all that. Yonder is a be-
lated traveler, lost among the crags of
the Andes. A searching party sent out
to lead him home find him tired and
bleeding. They halloo; lhey attract
his attention. 'They say to him, listen !
Hear what we say: Do as we bid you,
and we'll take you home. How brave,
how heroic it would be for that
man to say: *“ Let us cultivate
investigation. Let me go on and find
my way out of these dangers unas
sistel.”  Jesus Christ says “hear” be-
cause he knows the way home. He
knows the dangers that beset man at
every step. Therefore, he says, “He
that hath ears to hear, let him hear.”
I understand the secret longings of your
heart. 1 know that you seck an expla-
nation of your present and future life:
therefore, “Come unto me and learn. |
will guide you by my counsel and after-
ward receive you to glory.,” What
stupendous folly, what madness to rise
up in the face of this invitation and say
vou wont allow me to “cultivate inves-
tigation.” You are all the time saying,
“Hear.” Therefore, I will oppose you,
mock you, deride you, traduce your
name, and hunt down your followers
with misrepresentation and persecution.
Let’s just put Ingersoll against himself
again and say : “The man who would
act thus is either dishonest or insane.”

Southwestern University, North Texas
Female College and Central College
were represented by Dr. John H.
McLean, Rev. Buck Hughes and Rey.
Frank Sherwood. All these schools
seem to be enjoying marked prosperity.
They were crowded with pupils. Tge
cry is, “more room!” The conference
emphasized the question of Christian
education. From reports before the
conference these are Christian schools,
Their teachers are godly men and
women, In the Sunday-school, in the
class-meeting, in revival work, they are
prominent and efficient. A wave of re-
vival power had swept swept over all of
them during the vear. Some one in the
conference said that the speeches made
by these several brethren “smelt of
greenbacks.,” They ought to smell of
greenbacks,  Christ, culture and cur-
rency are to take the world. Chris-
tianity i< the primal inspiration to all
right culture.  Chrisdianity and culture
are never to he divorced only at the

ril of both. One of the first words

rn into the terminology of the Chris-
tian system, discipulus, is emenintly
suggestive. To be a Christian, one must
become a learner; and if he maintain his
Christian integrity, he must grow in
the two directions of ‘“grace” and
“knowledge.” “Ignorance is the mother
of devotion” only to the mystic or fa-
natic. The sun is the symbol of mental
and moral illumination; and in the

church, is “clothed with the sun”—
literally invested with the light of
knowledge—beautiful under the trans-
figuration of truth. The church must re-
verse order, begin at the cradle and
“disciple all nations” before the
promised consummation is reached.
Pending the motion to adopt the re-
port on education, Mrs, L. A, Kidd,
resident of North Texas Female Col-
ege, was introduced to the conference.
She made a neat, short speech in favor
of the enterprise so near her hesrt. Dr.
Neely also addressed the conference in
hehalf of the college. Evidently he was
in a predicament. A curator of the
Southwestern University (the Ladies’
Annex is there) and also the preacher-
laureate of the North Texas Female
College at its Ilast c)mmencement,
he had to walk carefully on the
“ragged edge” of a difficult task.
And to add to the delicacy of the difficult
situation, the charming and magnetic
little woman was present in person to
witness the exquisite elecutionary per-
formance. The doctor was at his best,
and must have succeeded, as Dr.

A touching interview between Samuel
and Eli followed the revelation recorded
in the last lesson (I Sam. iii:15-1%),
The widespread recognition of Samuel
as a prophet is there mentioned.

The place of the first part of this
lesson was the battlefield between Aphek
and Eben-ezer; of the latter part at
Shiloh. The battle was probably fought
about four miles northwest of Jerusa-
lem, some fifteen miles from Shiloh.
But the site cannot be determined very
accurately. Aphek was the name of
several cities in Palestine ; Eben-ezer
(a name probably given afterwards, 1
Sam. vii:12) was “between Mizpah and
Shen ;" but the site of the former is
greatly disputed, and the latter is a gen-
eral term meaning “tooth,” or “crag.”
Still, the region northwest of Jerusalem
must have been the scene of most of
the events recorded in the earlier half
of I Samuel.

The time, according to Usher, was
B. C. 1141, but this is probably too
early. Samuel may have been about
thirty years old when Eli died, and ac-
cording to the chronology suggested in
connection with the last lesson, the date
would be about B. C. 1130,

LESSON SUMMARY.

The

God has

Dr. McLaren summarizes the teach-
ings of this Old lestament narrative,
when he says: “The great lesson of
this story is, that when Israel fights
Philistines, unbidden and unrepentant,
it is sure to be beaten—a truth with
manifold wide applications.”

Israel represents the Lord's people.
The Philistines are the enemies of the
Lord and of his people. If those who
count themselves the Lord’s people are
wrong in spirit and in conduct when
they stand over against the Lord's ene-
mies, they are liable to be beaten, even
though they have unfailing confidence
in their cause, and even though the
Lord’s interests would seem to be bound
up in their success.

In the lesson-narrative lsrael was
recognized as the Lord’s people. The
Philistines understood that they were
fighting inst the Lord in fighting
Israel. ';E: ark of the covenant of the
Lord was with Israel. But the Philis-
tines triumphed over Israel. They cap-
tured the ark of the covenant, and the
Lord’s cause seemed defeated. The
reason for this was that, from the home
of the high-priest down to the homes of
the common ple, the covenant with
the Lord had been disregarded, and the
spirit and conduct of Isracl was no
longer such as to separate that people
wholly from those peoples who knew not
the Lord.

There was still left in Israel a super-
stitious regard for the material symbol
of the devine presence, and as Dr. Me-
Laren quotes Bish:s Hill in saying,
“Those who regarded not the God of
the ark thought themselves safe and
happy in the ark of God.” But reli-
ance on a symbol of truth is a very dif*
f .rent thing from reliance on the truth
symbolized. This is well emphasized
by the several lesson-writers. Says Dr.
Green: “ Th&could not expect too
much from I's qmnipotent arm.
Their fatal mistake was in concluding
that the saving presence of God was in-
separably linked with its outward sym-
bol. If the ark came, it would save
them. They were oblivious of their
own repeated breaches of the covenant,
in consequence of which God was now
alienated from them [or they were now
separated from God], so that they
could no longer claim the promises of
the covenant, :mt had made tblalmelm
obnoxious to its Punlty." e -
ty is not religion,” says Dr. Edcnﬁd;
““and the utmost scrupulousness and
even reverence in the use of sacred
things is compatible with an absence of
true kn or service of God.”

Bishop Warren adds, that God “ cares
no more for sacred things than for vile,
if the holiness is gone out.”

The application of this teaching to
the people of our own day is obvious,
The Israelites were much like ourselves
in this thing. *“We need notto be
too hard upon these people,” says Dr.
McLaren ; * for the natural disposition
of us all is to trust to the externals of
worship, and to put a punctilious atten-
tion to these, in the place of a true
cleaving of heart to the God who dwells
near us, and is in us and on our sides,
if we cling to him with penitent love.
Even God-appointed symbols become
snares, Baptism and the Lord’s Sup-
per are treated by multitudes as these
elders did the ark. The fewer and
simpler the outward observances of
worship are, the less danger is there of
the poor sense-bound soul tarrying in
them, instead of passing by means of
them into the higher, purer air be-
yond.” And Dr. Green adds, concern-
ing this error: “It is the error of
those who busy themselves with the ex-
ternals of religion to the neglect of its
spirit; who fancy themselves sure of the
Divine favor because they are outward-
ly connected with the church, or attend
upon its sacred ordinances.”

Now, as then, men often wonder that
their church does not make better p.ro-
gress against the world, that their polit-
ical party fares so hard in its ordinary
conflicts with its opponents, or that
they themselves fail to gain character
or to have true success in the struggles
of daily life. They ask why God fails
them, instead of asking wherein they
have failed God. As Dr. McLaren
puts it: * There are plenty of Chris-
tians, like these elders, who, when they
find themselves beaten by the world
and the devil, puzzle their brains to in-
vent all sorts of reasons fur God’s smit-
ing, except the true one—their own de-
parture from him.”

Dr. Schauttler sums up the applica-
tions of the lesson-teachings when he
says: “God’s laws are ever the same.
Men may think that he has changed ;
but he has not. Or they may think
that he will make an exception in their
case ; but they are mistaken. God
makes no exceptions. Sowto the flesh—
reap corruption. Sow to the spirit—
reap everlasting life. This was the
law then, and this is the law to.day.
There never was any exception to this
rule, and there never will be. The
young man who hopes that God's laws
will be reversed for his sake, is relying
on a vain hope. Though God may
seem for a while to be acting on a differ-
ent basis, and may stay his judgments,
as he did in the case of these two men
(the sons of Eli), for twenty yvears and
more, the end is as sure as the rising of
the sun, ‘Be not deceived.” If not in
time, then in etegnity, the reckoning will
come; and when it comes, it will be
seen that the harvest is exactly com-
mensurate with the sowing.”

ADDED POINTS,

It is one thing to be called the Lord’s
people. It is another to be the people
of the Lord. “They are not all lsrael
which are of Israel.”

If the Lord chastens his people, or
permits them to be smitten, there is a

wd reason for his course, It is well to

rn what that reson is, or to recognize
the reason when it isalready known,

Men are readier to say, “Let usbring
the Lord to us,” than to say, “Let us
return to the Lord.” But to say that
we will change the Lord is one thing ;
to change him is not so easy.

To be the sons of those who are high
in the church does not in itself secure a
godly life, or a hope of salvation.

Il news flies fast. And no one is
readier to carry it where it will sadden
hearts than a coward.

Disaster may come for a time to those
who call themselves the Lord's repre-
sentatives, Triumph for a season may
be gained by those who call themselves
the Lord’s enemies. But the Lord is
never in extremity ; and his enemies
shall not have permanent victory.—
Snmlay Sehool nes

MISS ANNA CLARA OHRISMAN.

_—

Miss Anna Clara Chrisman, our mis-
sionary appointed to Brazil, who met
death on the way, was born Dec. 25,
1860, in Mississippi; died May 31,
1884, at Johnstown, Pa., in the flood
that brought desolation to thousands of
American households,

Miss Chrisman heard the voice of the
Lord, saying: “Who will go for us?”
while reading the appeal of Mrs, Bishop
Wilson, written from China, for a wo-
man to go to a certain station in great
need of help. The Holy Spirit had
touched her Eenrt: her mother passing
through the room at the moment noticed
her agitation, and inquired the cause,
but receiving no reply, kissed the tear
from her daughter’s cheek and passed
out. That tear crystallized into a pur-
l:use; and the next day she made

nown to her family her desire and in-
tention to become a missionary. There
was a natural shrinking and hesitation
on their part to give up this most pre-
cious of all gifts to them. Of this the
adversary seized hold, and gave her a
hard conflict; but she “tought a good
fight” and came off conqueror through
Him who strengthened her.

In due time she sent in her applica-
tion as a missionary candidate, and in
February last came before the Woman's
Board in called session ; was examined,
approved, and for good reasons recoms-
mended for appointment to Brazil,

From that time she steadfastly sct her
face to go to South America, and began
her preparations with intelligent ener-
gy. l!:efore leaving Nashville, after
meeting the Board, she procured from
the Professor of Modern Languages in
Vanderbilt University a list of Portu-
guese books, ordered them from New
York, and through her knowledge and
love of language, in a short time made
such ‘prulivieuvy as to be able to read
the Portuguese Testament, a copy of
which was found in her hand-satchel,
and between the leaves a telegram she
had intended to send from the next sta-
tion to a friend in New York, saying
she was on that train,

She, with two other young ladies, re-
ceived appointment at the hands of
Bishop Granbery, in charge of Brazil
Mission, and all arrangements were
made for the three to meet in New York
and sail June 12,

We knew she was due in that city
the evening of Friday, May 31, but
thought her train had passed safily the
doomed valley before “‘the destruction
that wasteth at noonday™ had swept it.
Not until the fourth day after the dis-
aster were fears aroused for her safety,
when a telegram came from New York,
“Have you heard of Miss Chrisman?
we have not.” Then dawned the fear
ful dread that she was on one ot the
ill-futed trains blockaded at Johnstown,
when the breaking of the dam on the
mountain above hurled thousands of
souls into eternity.

Telegrams were sent in all directions
making inquiry, from every clew given,
from that time until June 11, when one
was received from a person who had
been traveling in same car with her,
saying “Miss Chrisman is undoubtedly
lost : body not found.”  So many days
had elapsed since the terrible calamity,
that all hope of identifying the body,
should it be rescued from the wreck,
had been given up. Pray God you
may never have occasion to feel as il
her heart-broken mother the yearning
tor the comfort of a grave!

At midnight, June 11, a telegrim
came, dated Johnstown, Pa: * This
afternoon the body of Miss A, C. Chris
man, the foreign missionary from Mis
sissippi, who was on the fated day ox-
press, when the flood swept it from the
track, was found. On her person was
a draft for 8270, 83270 in money, a
gold watch, T»Icl breast-pin of unique
design, and a baggage check. He bod
was embalmed and placed in a hand-
some casket to await the disposition of
friends.” The remains, with valuables,
were expressed to her mother at Beau-
regard, Miss. The facts of her sudden
mournful death are brietly given by an
eve-witness, A gentleman from Newark,
N. J., who was on the same car, says
“I turned back into the car and shouted
to the ladies, three of whom were alone
in the car at the moment, to fly for their
lives. I helped them out of the car on
the side toward the hill, and urged them
to jump across the ditch, and run for
their lives. Two of them did so, but the
third, a rather heavy lady, a missiomry,
on her way to a foreign station, hesi-
tated foran instant, doubtful if she could
make the jump. That instant cost her
her life. While I was holding out my
hand to her the rush of waters came
down and swept her like a doll into the
torrent.”

Thus, in the twinkling of an eye, in
the strength and beauty of her young
womanhood, this pure, consecrated life
went out.  Who can doubt the promise,
“When thou passest through the waters
I will be with thee,” was literally ful-
filled unto her?

The mystery is with God. We sit
silent unto Him, in the shadow of this
great grief, clinging by faith to the
cross believing our Lord “hath done all
things well.”

It is not praise to say Miss Chrisman
was a woman of scholarly attainments;
uncommon linguistic talent; a fine mu-
sician; a bright, sunny temperament;
and a heart through which shone all the
Christian graces.  Would 1 migin tell
the tearful story as given by one very
dear to her, of the bringing back the
precious body to the broken houseliold ;
the quiet service, the burial at the old
plantation-home twelve miles distant,
that sad 16th of June; but Bishop
Galloway, to whom she and her family
are intimately known, will write her
memoir. This mention is for the Wo-
man'’s Missionary Society, that the mem-
bers may know her brlJ history as their

missionary, and the value of t ewel
found and lost before it was safe in its
Brazilian setting.

This uncommonly lovely young wo-

self; she has fulfilled her mission. Who'
will zo for her?

When our Dora Rankin died, it was
said:  “The church needed a grave in'
China.” O gracious Father, did it re-
quire the tragic death of Clara Chris-
man, and that lonely grave on the sun-
ny lopes of Mississippi, to speak to
Christian hearts of heathen nceds ?—

Both the eye and the light are nee-
essary to produce sight. There can be
no seeing without either. The power of
self-knowledge, which we call conscious-
ness, is not alone sufficient to explain all
that is within or about us. Men are
not able by consciousness alone to an-
alyze their own mental states or expe-
riences. The man who depends upon
the light of experience alone will fall
into fatal mistakes, He must look out
as well as in. He must ohserve and
compare as well as feel. No man can
know God who does not know himself’;
but he never knows himself so well as
when he knows God,  Both self-knowl-
edge in consciousness and revelation are
necessary to a full understanding of
oursclves and states. The man who has
never been tempted cannot understand
what temptation is, but having been
tempted, it would be an inexplicable
mystery to him without the light of
revelation,

In the temptation of Christ we have
revelation in the concrete form. We
have the inspired definition by illustra-
tion in object lesson. And, however
true it may be that the temptation of
the man Jesus would be incomprehen-
sible to us without any personal experi-
ence, it is true also that we can under-
stand our own temptations better after
having studied his. *“In all points
tempted like as we are”—under simi-
lar circumstances und along the same
lines of our common humanity.

He was tempted by the devil, and =0
are we. Let it not be forgotten that a
personal devil is going about secking
whom he may devour, and that he puts
in his presence whenever lLie sees a fav-
orable opportunity to incite a rebellion.
So adroitly does he present the case of
sin that in the absence of revelation
men would be at a loss to account for
the real tempter. They would never
suppose themselves to be under the in-
fluence of an evil spirit, but conclude
that their temptations originate in them-
selves or their fellow-men. How do we
know that we are tempted by the devil
since we can neither sce his form nor
hear his voice? Christ Jesus was
tempted in all points like as we are, and
he was tempted by the devil. But did
nct Satan appear to our Lord in a visi-
e form and speak to him in audible
tones? If so, his trial by the devil
in that respect differs from ours. Satan
does not appear to us in that
way. This is an important point.
Anyone must see that there would
be quite a difference in the power of
the temptation in these two cases. If
we could see the “father of liars” with
the physical eve and hear him speak in
audible tones, and know that he was the
veritable devil, the case would be quite
different from that in which the sug-
gestions to do evil seem to arise sponta-
neously in our own thoughts. Neither
is there a single instance in which the
devil ever appeared visibly on record.
In the garden he used the body of the
serpent while he remained invisible.

The Tempter has learned no new
tricks. His ways are the same now as
then. He may always be found under
like opportunities applying the same
old devices. His attack on the Son of
Man in the wilderness is a case in
point. The Holy Spirit had descended

upon Jesus and for forty day« he had
been 8o enraptured by the Divine pres-
ence that all bodily wants were forgot-
ten. For one month and ten days he
neither ate nor drink. He lived upon
“the Word of God” as in ag- entirely
spiritual state of existence, as did Moses
on the mount. But at the end of that
period Satan, whom it seems had been

'conunding all the while (Mark and

Luke) with him in the spiritual sphere,
makes the final and decisive attack.
Myriads of times since lie has repeated
the same tactics, When the spiritual
absorption had subsided and the hu-
manity had come back to the earth, and
the whole system relaxed, the spiritual
sympathizing with the physical, the
Tempter makes his fiercest onslaught.
Has not every Christian passed through
the same wilderness of temptation?
When lifted into the spiritual kingdom
by the haptism of the Holy Ghost in
regeneration what Christian has not

sung in the spirit—

“On the wings of his love I was carried above,
All sin, and temptation, and pain:

I could not believe that I ever should grieve,
That 1 ever should suffer again.”

But, alas! the heaven-enraptured
soul always returns to the earth again.
And the new born soul is scarcely con-
scious of that fact before the battle
with the satanic “if” begins. The same
“if " is the poisoned arrow used from
the beginning. Satan has never dis-
covered any other so keen and so deadly.
In Eden and the wilderness it was the
same. In all the fierce hattles of the soul
with the devil until this day he has used
the same weapon, “if.” Faith in God is
the strong fortress which must be shaken
before the will yields consent. Though
the enemy adroitly endeavors to conceal
his real purpose, that is the main point
of his attack through whatever avenue
he may approach.

Notwithstandiag asceticism is so
illogical and uninviting it seems to
have a sort of facination for some
minds. Zion’s Herald says:

Perhaps it is as well to point out
now—for the doctrine of asceticism is
by many believed to be real C'hristiani-
ty—the defective scriptural and logical
basis of the other-worldliness which we
are asked to accept as the rule of our
Master. Doubtless Christ checks and
blames our worldliness. We need con-
stantly to remind ourselves of it. But
that reproof and correction come to us,
not because we are diligent in business,
but because we are not fervent in spirit,
and do not serve the Lord with our
business. Asceticism condemns busi-
ness and all its results. We ought not
to trade and build churches, but to
withdraw from the world and pray.
Elaborate argument is not in this case
necessary. The ascetic in his cell must
daily eat, and somebody must by busi-
ness of some sort provide the food. The
coarsest clothing makes the same de-
mand. The ascetic of the early ages
was simply an idle man maintained in
life by the busy men whom he con-
demned for worldliness. It may morti-
fy pride to for a livelihood, but
some one’s work supports the beggar.
Facts like these are conclusive; there
is no basis in life for asceticism. The
logic of asceticism iz suicide—that is
the only way to avoid daily care for
food and raiment.

The Pittsburg Advocate thinks the
recent vote in Pennsylvania on the
prohibition amendment will result in the
change of many minds in reference to
the old parties:

Party ties have never had as little
influence on a large class of the most
intelligent voters in this State as they
have since the election. Thousands who
have held on to their old parties because
they believed that non-partisan methods
were the best for securing prohibition,
now think they see reason to change their
minds on this point.

The
hymn sung was the one beginning: “In
the Christian’s home in glory,” which
Mrs. Pierce, a few hours before she
died, requested her daughter, Mrs, Tur-
ner, to sing to her, after which she
passed quietly away. Her last moments
seemed to be free from the suflering she
had been undergoing for so many
months, She is buried by the grave of
her husband, and it has been suggested
that an inscription to her memory be
engraved on the blank side of the Bish-
ops monument. The funeral services
were conducted by Messrs. Quillian,
Timmons and Britt. Mrs, Pierce was
seventy-eight years of age the 15th of
this month., She was a most beautiful
character, and all the virtues and Chris-
tian graces were in her developed to
such a degree of perfection that Ler life
was one continued blessing to everyone
who came within the scope of its sweet
influence. She was gentle and kind;
loving and lovable, and her tender
sympathies brought her close to every-
one who sorrowed.

VICTORY.

And this is the presence that is to
continue while the church goes out to,
and into, and through, and around
about “the ends of the earth,” and until
all the nations are made in fact, what
they are in prophecy, the heritage of
the Lord.
