“NEW DEAL"” GOING OVER BIG

The Boston News Bureau said that during the past
three months there has occurred the fastest recovery in
general business this country has ever witnessed. Most
impressive has been the improvement among manufactur-
ing industries, with important advances being shared by
the agricultural groups.

Here are some Department of Commerce reports on
a recent typical week:

“Business index advanced sharply to highest point
since October, 1930; steel ingot production mounting,
with industry passing the 50 per cent of capacity produc-
tion point: commodity prices gained .5 of a point, to
reach 64, highest level in more than a year; car loading
gained more than 13 per cent. with increase demonstrat-
ed in all commodity groups except livestock, and in all
regions except Central West: soft coal production higher
and price rise is anticipated; lumber output still rising
and orders increasing: automobile production reached
peak for the vear, and check payments, indicating vol-
ume of business transacted, increased and above a year
IIO-”

Wheat and cotton values increased close to a billion
dollars recently. Dollar wheat, dream of the last few
years, was reached several days ago. Important indica-
tor of conditions in general is electric power production,
which for several months has shown consistent improve-
ment. During May there was a 4 per cent rise over
April, whereas the normal change is about a 2 per cent
drop. Steel plants have also shown themselves immune
this year to the usual seasonal slump, and July started
with no indication of a let-down. Only moderate slack-
ening is forecast for the automobile industry—sales hav-
ing touched the 1,000,000 mark for the first six months
of the year, exceeding the most sanguine hopes of pro-
ducers. Not since 1930 has there been a better half-year
showing. Another major industry which is feeling the
stimulus of recovery is shoes. Output has been consist-
ently ahead of last year, and it is believed that May pro-
duction reached a record for recent months. So far this
year railroad traffic has improved. On several import-
ant roads business is 30 to 40 per cent ahead of last year.

All businesses have been watching the operation of
the National Recovery Administration with great inter-
est. No government bureau has ever had such domi-
nance over trade practices, wages, hours of work, work-
ing conditions, production, etc. The textile industry was
the first to present a code for consideration: it has been
worked out and approved in rapid time. Now dozens of
other important industrics have submitted or are prepar-
ing codes. Among them are oil, construction, lumber,
automobiles, tobacco, hosiery, hats, wood workers, dairy
products, coal, retail dry goods, wholesale grocers, and
g0 on. Higher wages, shorter working hours with more
workers and higher prices, principal goals of the measure

will result,

Corporate directors who neglect their duties,

who accept the obligations of management and then fail
to meet them, may be held liable if their corporation g0€s
on the rocks, according to a recent decision of Justice
Black, of the New York Supreme Court. ‘

Justice Black's ruling was made in the suit for
£100.000,000 damages brought by the Irving Trust Com-
pany against eight directors of the bankrupt Internation-
al Match Company, because, it is alleged, they abdicated
and surrendered their powers to an executive committee
dominated by the late Ivar Krueger, the notorious inter-
national flim-flammer, )

In counter proceedings brought by the directors to
have the suit dismissed, Justice Black decided against
them and declared that “the law has kept pace with the
growth and corporate activity.” “There has never been
a time,” said Justice Black, “when a remedy did not ex-
ist against directors who were alleged to have neglected
their duties and did not direct properly.”

If the New York justice is correct in holding that a
legal remedy has always been available against directors
who fail to direct, many victims of such failure to direct
will regret that they did not know it sooner, The remedy
has rarely been applied except in flagrant violations of
trust.

It has taken the post-crash period, with the wreck-
ing of the Insull utilities and the International Match
Company, in both of which stupendous financial losses
were sustained, to impress upon directors that their
shareholders have a right to expect of them faithfulness
and reasonably good business judgment in directing their
corporation’s affairs,

If the decision of the New York justice is upheld and
becomes an essential part of the securities law, the coun-
try will have fewer figureheads and rubber-stmp diree-
tors who do the bidding of corporation executives.

BIG SPELLING BEE

So far as spelling is concerned, the United States
Constitution was rated below Webster's dictionary by
judges in a spirited spelling bee in whiech Chicago school
officials, teachers and pupils participated recently.

In the Constitution the word “tranquility” occurs,
but the dictionary spells it with a double 1—"tranquil-
lity.” Various contestants spelled it both ways, and af-
ter some argument the dictionary way was held to be
correct.

Rose Marie Bartlett, 13-year-old country school girl,
was the final winner, defeating County Superintendent
Aiken by one word. That is, Rose Marie spelled “con-
sensus” correctly, but Mr. Aiken thought it wrong, and
'l;adkto concede his error when confronted with the big
ook.

Eight Days m

Reared almost within sight of the
mouth of the Longhory Lavern and
having plaved often as a hoy in the
upening now marking the main en:
trace, Neb Livingston, cowboy and
World War veteran of Burnet, has
lived to see his prediction made sev-
enteen years ago come true, .

“Seventeen vars ago. after having
gpent eight days in the cavern trap-
ping. during which we explored at
least eight miles of underground
tunnels, 1 predicted that some day
the mountain in which this cave is
and the cave jtselfl would be a State
park,” Mr. Livingston said. “That
prediction has come true, The cave
mountain and the cave itsell now
is a State park, one of the most in-
teresting and most widely patron-
ized parks in the State”

Mr. Livingston came to Burnet
when but 3 vears old and grew to
manhood on ranches that embrac-
ed the cave mountain. He knew
about the various openings in the
mountain top and sides, but had no
idea that they were connected by
underground passages of varying
size and meanderings, constituting
one of the cave wonders of the
Southwest.

Spent Bight Days in Cave

“I really didn't know much
about the cave until I spent eight
days in its innards,” Mr. Livingston
gaid. “That was in 1014, We went
into the cave by way of the open-
ing now used as the main entrance
just seven days before Christmas in
1914. We came out on the day al-
ter Christmas and when we took
our bearings after becoming accus
tomed to davlight again, we found
we were in Llano county on the
opposite side of the Colorado river
and fully eight miles from where
we had entered the cave. We had
passed under the Colorado River
and had crossed from Burfet coun:
ty into Llano county.

“I had worked for five vears on
a ranch and knew of the opening in
Llaro county where we came out,
but I had no idea that it was con-
nected with the opening on top of
the mountain in Burneét county.
This opening had been almost filled
with loose stones, for some moon-
shiner had used the cave as a stfll
room for making moonshine whis
key and had rolled stones into the
opening to cover up his work”

Livingston during these eight days
underground was accompanied only
by an Tndian tropper, Charley Rol
lin. They carired food to last dur-
ing the cight dayy, but depended
on undergmund water in the cave

“Were we scared!” Livingston
said in reply to a question, Tl
say 1 was. Charley claimed he was
not scared, but 1 know better than
that. We both were scared the
whole time. And were we glad when
we saw sunlight again! .

“We went through many large
chambers and many very narrow
passages. Some were so small that
Charley would push me through and
then I would pull him through. We
wore carbide light such as miners
wear underground. The only way
we could tell day and night was by
the flight of the bats—millions of
them. The bats would fly out of
the cave at dusk and would return
at dawn., We could tell by the
draft of air through the tunnels
whether we were going toward a
lower or a higher opening. The
bats in leaving the cave always fly
toward a higher opening.

“We set steel traps in the cave
passages and caught 281 {urbearing
animals, mostly mink, with a few
tob cats and a small number of
ring-tailed cats. I think we caught
the only colony of mink in the cave,
That was the reward for our eight
days in the cave.”

Livingston said three other cave
explorers had attempted to explore
the passages he and Rollin had en-
tered. Not one of these men wis
ever heard of after entering the
cave. Two skeletons have gince
been found in these remote pas
sages,

Livingston and his Indian com-
panion were unable to find their
wav out by following the flight of
bats. This flight led to the open
ing in Llano county.
