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OQUR STATE SCHOOLS.

Wisely, or unwisely, our State system
of free public schools has come to stay.
Every one wishing well to the rising
generation will wish well of these
schools. In our organic law, certain
lands and certain funds derived from
taxation are irrevocably devoted to the
work of popular education. Sam
Houston expressed the opinion, before
his death, that the funds set apart for a
university, should be given to the pub-
lic schools to be used for the benefit of
the masses, instead of a favored few, but
this was not done and now a State Uni-
versity, so-called, is a fixed fact;
albeit, located as the different depart-
ments in that institution are, at Austin,
at Bryan and at Galveston. It can

never me & university proper ; that
is, one “with groups of related col
faculties, or schools.”” We can but

pray that these institutions will well
serve the State in their respective
spheres,

In addition to the means furnished
for the support of our schools, a great
work is being done in the State and
summer normal schools in ‘rnparing
teachers for our academies and common
schools. Teaching is becoming not only
an avocation, but a vocation; might
we almost say a divine calling to a
noble life work. The influence of these
normally educated teachers is felt in
every city, village and hamlet of our
great State.

But our system of free schools has
some serious defects. Wisely, perhaps,
the legislature is prohibited from giving

ublic funds to sectarian institutions.
Eut that inhibition need not prevent
proper moral and general religious in-
struction. Sectarianism is the bugbear
and ghost of our politicians If a teacher
proposes to teach the ten commandmens,
or read the sermon on the mount, or
repeat the Lord’s prayer in school, im-
mediately the senseless cry is raised,
“Sectarianism”—*“Church and State.”
That is all “fal de rol.” I am happy to
believe that most of our teachers are
better than the system and do inculcate
correct moral and religious general
principles from correct motives.

To com te for this want of train-
ing in the public schools, Sunday-school
teachers, preachers and parents must
exercise constant activity to bring the
young under proper religious instruc-
tion.

Another defect in our public school
system is a tendency to a kind of cast-
iron mold. The pupil must go through
certain courses, and with a tendency to
mechanical movements. He «its down,
rises up, goes out, comes in, turns
round, and all the time acts like a ma-
chine. It seems strange that teachers
who have been instructed largely by
lectures should adopt a routine style of
conducting their classes through the
prescribed course. Do their pupils
really master the subjects given them to
study, or do they learn to answer parrot-
like. In sundry places [ have asked
Sunday-schools what part of the world
Palestine was in? No response. [ then
stated that there were three great conti-
peuts in the Eastern hemisphere—
Europe, Asia and Africa—and asked
which one Palestine was in?  Aud the
answers showed general ignorance.

Another growing evil is the impor-
tance attached to examinations. To-
ward the close of any session ask what
the pupils are studying, and the reply
will be, preparing for examination. The
leading thought is, not to obtain =«
knowledge of the subjects, but to pass
an examination. That is equally true
in our neldemi-dnnd col?e:; the
grand one obj supreme desire is to
pass an om":ﬁon. Some of these ex-

Boards of Confer-
ence examiners, [ suppose some of our
old jpreachers who studied Hedge's
logic and Blair's rhetoric could hardly
pass.  “To pass an examination” is the
goal nimed at by candidates in all pro-
tessions and for applicants for positions
in any departments of the government
under the rules of the civil service com-
mission. Yes, pass an examination, but
gain all the information available from
sources outside of the text-books.

In 1817 John Bevil penetrated the
Western wilds as far as Bevilport, on
the Neches river. The country was
a pathless wilderness, covered with
dense growth of timber. The fountains
were numerous, and man{ beautiful
streams of clear, sparkling water
abounded. Wild game was found in
great abundance. Mr. Bevil deter-
mined to make that section his home.
He returned to Mississippi for his
family, and on horseback they made
the perilous trip, and settled near the
spot on which Jasper, the county site,
was afterwards located. He was fol-
lowed by others, and in 1849, when my
father settled in that county, there were
several citizens who had already been
thirty years in the county.

The first preacher of our church to
preach and organize the work in that
country was Rev. Moses Spears. He
came as missionary in 1839. His
charge embraced all the country south
of San Augustine to the coast, and was
bounded east by the Sabine, and west by
the Neches river. He traveled exten-
livel{, and or&nnized a church in
nearly every neighborhood. He was
a man of deep piety, sound
in doctrine, and earnest in the delivery
of the message of life. He was no or-
dinary man ; of strong na-
tive ability, dignified in his bearing,
courteous in society, and hnving a lib-
eral education, he made a lasting im-

ression for good wherever he went. He
Sid a lasting work throughout his field
of labor, and his memory is cherished
by those who knew him in that day.
Six miles west of Burkville, Newton
county, Texas, there was standing a

bearing
rime of life; full of zeal and in cheer-
ul hope of immortal bliss.

In 1839 Littleton Fowler, a peerless
preacher, was the ral superintendent
of all mission work in the eastern part
of the Republic of Texas, and it was
under his immediate direction that the
Jasper mission was formed.

It is unnecessary for me to write of
the immortal Fowler. His labors for
the salvation of souls and God’s glory
in Texas, stand as a lasting memorial of
his intrinsic worth more lasting than

ranite shaft or tomb of marble, while

is works proclaim his worth. He left
behind him a son, Rev. L. M. Fowler,
now of the East Texas Conference, to
perpetuate his name, and follow in
the path his father trod.

With Littleton Fowler as presiding
elder, and Daniel Carl as preacher in
charge, the Jasper mission was strongly
manned in the year 1840, Bro. Carl
followed up successfully the labors of his
predecessor, extending the work into
regions beyond, visiting the scattered
settlers, preaching, praying, singing and
shouting the praises of God. Every-
where he deeply impressed the people as
aman of one work, and of deep devotion,
Strong in faith, fervent in spirit, pos
sessing a sweet disposition—making full
proof of his ministry. His labors worked
like leaven after he had gone.

NEHEMIA®'S QUESTIONS AN-
SWERED,

A. B, WASKOM, M, D.

In the Apvocare of September ith,
appearsthe second article of *Nehemiah's
Iuterrogatory,” suggesting questions
“which will throw some light” on the
“strange procedure of the second bless-
ingists,” and as these questions are more
particularly direcied towards the Scotts-
ville holiness camp-ground, and being
a co-partner in that work, we shall try
to answer.

Iu the first place, we would state that
the camp-ground property of Scottsville,
Texas, does not belong to the M., E.
Chureh, South, but is deeded to the
tenters of that eamp-ground so long as
they may use the grounds for the pur-
poses for which it was originally in-
tended—that is, the teaching of scrip-
tural holiness, as set forth by Mr, Wes.
ley in his plain account of oar Metho-
dist standards,

This camp-ground is in charge of a

body of trustees, though this body is
not the ereature of the quarterly con-
ference, This camp-ground is not un-
der the control of the preacher in
charge, only as weas a Board of Direc-
tors may conditionally see fit to place
1t there,
Secondly—“IIas any preacher, who
does not protess or preach the second
blessing, been invited to preach at the
camp-meetings held there 7 If not, why
not?’  Ordmarily we hold to those
preachers who are strictly Wesleyan,
though this has not been an invariable
rule; for we Lave just now in our mind’s-
eye, at lewst one case who preached
there, and who did not profess the sec-
ond blessing. S0 brother, be careful.
Thirdly—“When the preseut presid-
ing eider accepted an invitation to at-
tend the holiness camp-meeting on con-
dition that you put the quarterly confer-
ence atthat place, why did the quarterly
conference refuse to do s0?” It has been
the custom of Bro. Browning for the
past three years to concentrate the
forces of his circuit at Scottsville for an
annual revival meeting. It having
worked well, Bro. Lively, as his succes-
sor, ndulntul the same method and sets
apart eight or ten days out of the 365
for that purpose ; and in those few days it
does seem that any fair mind would ex-
cuse us for not wishing—or for not al-
lowing—any kind of a business meet-
ing to conflict with our work.

Suffer a layman—many years a
Methodist—since Bishop Paine first
pointed out to the class the wonderful

ssibilities in wealth lying hidden in
the North Alabama mountains, and the
more wonderful possibilities of wealth
undeveloped in our blessed Chiistianity
—a Methodist, I say—sometimes in the
traces, some times out—pullin% along
now smoothly, now kicking and balking
shamerully—still a Methodist all these
eventful years—allow such an one to
say a few words on that much-abused
term, sanctification, clearly a scriptural
doctrine, and taught by our great
founder, John Wesley. Why split up
and cavil about it now, in this the
second century of our Methodism?

St. Paul elucidates it in a manner
that should leave no doubt. Chris-
tianity is a high school—a college, if
you will—a university—Christ himself
and the Holy Spirit are the teachers
and interpreters—all alike are urged
—aye, commanded—leaving the first

o onward, adding graces, gifts and
nowledge, until perfection is attained,
which is graduation in the highest
gchool in the universe. Thank God,
the peoples’ school for all that—“no
royal road to learning” here, and yet a
mest royal road—this is sanctification
—graduation in Christianity, That
some should graduate sooner, some
later, and some never, why make a fuss
about it?

Realizing that time is fleeting wnd art is
long, we try to see that each moment when
it has passed away will have a record of
deeds done that will be accounted to our
benefit, both in this world and hereafter,
Our good matron not only is a firm believer
in the old adage, *“‘I'he early bird catches
the worm,” but she undoubtedly has the
courage of her conviction, and promptly at
six o’clock the ciear tones of the ‘“‘rising
bell” are heard from dorinitory to dormi-
tory again and again, until the half awak-
ened, sleepy girl thinks surely *“Bob”
is trylug to arouse the dead. But be-
fore the last vigorous shake Is given,
the cheerful clatter of girlish volees
is heard throughout the building. All are
intent upon their toilets and the preparation
of rooms for inspaction, for which an hour is
allowed. At 7 o’cloek the first breakfast bell

Powell and the school
in eoncert, a hymn is sung, with r'rof, Ek-
hardt presiding at the organ, and a prayer is
offered. At9o'clock, at the tap of the bell,
the first classes are sent to thoir respective
recitation room, and for six hours the varl-
ous classes report to the regular taps of the
division bell, with an hour's intermission for
dioner, until 4 o'clock. This closes the
regular dally school session, but our work Is
not ended, neither does the ball cease o re-
mind us of the half hours as they pass by,
The monotonous sweep of the scales, the
somniferons thumplog of five finger exer-
clses, the long aud short, hilgh and low, “ahs"
of the aspiring young vocallst, s high,
wavering tones of an ambitious Jivealle
viollnist, bravely struggiing with his ficsh les-
on, with an cccasional bit of melody from all,
such a medley of sounds that could ouly
come from & female boarding school, goes on
until comes the sound that has bren wel
comed by every laborer since bells were
fnvented, the * 6 o'clock bell.” Not ounly does
it srnounce & period of rest, but Ina few
wivates another bell ushers us agala into the
dinlog hall to « jry oue of the wantsof &
hard day's work—a good supper. Dinner
and supper have an added pleasure, for the
mall Is glven out from the morning sud
evening tralns, No part of the day Is
greeted  with  so0 much  dollghs, or
lovked forward to with more expecant
pleasures anl fmpatiente than the hour that
brings news from home, unless it is (heone
that briggs boxes fiom home. lmmedistely
after supper the walki g dall is heard and all
harty off w their rooms for hats and bonnets
to g+ the pleasant oul-doot ex=reise aff srded
by the « pacious play grounds of tho College,
by the pleasant walks aound Shermaa.
Tals is not our only way of taking exsrcise
We report 1o several elasses one halt hoar
every day for jessons in most approved
methods of physical culturs, Every muscle
s properly deviloped and strengtnensd, and
the necessity of possessing physical as wellas
mental strength is carefally tmpre-sod upon
us.

Bat to return 1o our day in sechool. Al
seven we are warned that the time for even-
fog stady hoar is drawing near. Every ons
i3 basy gesting books, chairs, ligiits, pancils,
paper, ete,, ready o respond to tha bell that
ealis us W the study hail to anewer to roli
call.

We bLold our eveulng stuly hour, from
seven Lo nine, in the iarge, comfostable halls
of the dormitorias. Ksech tescher has cLarge
of a corridor and sees that all are qulet and
studions. Tae halls are well proviled with
long tadles and chairs, lightsd by hauging
lamps and Leated by two large stoves. One
of the most pleasant features of this study
hour will ba the reading by one of the
teachers daring the iast haif hour,

Last year wo had road au | expialasd to us
many of the most bautitul posas of the fa-
mons English and Ametican posis, ploasant
storie: and magazine artieles, that gavs us
some fymillarity with good iltecatucy, aud
relieved us from the monotony of texis buoks

At nine o'clock books ara lald aside, plancs
are husha . aad we have a faw mowents in
which to visit our neizhbors, chas over the
events of the day, and discass tne dulies of
tomorrow. At last the familiar sound of the
“reticing bell”” calls each girl to her toom, to
gee that books an! all artieles (o1 to morrow’s
use are in their places, and prepare for the
night, At half past nine the *“light bell™
rings, and immediately ail signs of the life
and activity that have filled up the busy day
disappear as If by the magic of Aladdin’s
lamp. Darkness and sllence everywhere,
“nor eye, nor listening ear an objact finds.”
Even the bell is at rest, and truly there is no
more regular and systematic worker among
us than the faithiful old “‘college bell.” Not
a tinkle 18 heard untll the hour rolls round
for the rising ball to announce the beginning
of another day, when, fresh as birds, we
begin our duties azain. The elght hours of
refreshing sleep, that “balm to hart minds,
great nature’s second course,” has renewed
the wasted tissues of the day’s labor and pre-
pared us to go forth In ssarch of new con-

THIRD QUARTERLY REVIEW.
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RECAPITULATION,

With this quarter we resumed studies
in the Old Testament which had been
intermitted for six months. In those
studies, one quarter’s topic was “ God’s
Covenant Relations with Israel;” the
next quarter’s topic was “ God’s Prom-
ises Fulfilled.” The present quarter’s
lessons are connected directly with
these, and illustrate, not God’s constant
fidelity to his covenant obligations, but
man’s varying allegiance, * Obedience
and Disobedience ” being the general
topic. The scheme suggested in the
Pre-view, and followed in the lesson
analyzes of the quarter, is this:

OBEDIENCE AND DISOBEDIENCE,

1. The Spirit of True Obedience.
2. Disaster through Disobedience.
3. Success through Obedience.
. Warnings against Disobedience,
. True Obedience Rendered.
. Obedience Urged.
. Disobedience Punished.
Obhedience Tested.
9. The Obedient Triumpant.
10, Fidelity of the Obedient.
11. Magnanimity of the Obedient.
12, The Disobedient Destroyed.
Lesson 1,—*“The Spirit of True Obe-
dience” is beautifully illustrated in

5
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Samuel, who was: (1) Responsive to
Every Call, verses 1.7; (2) Submissive

to Every Commasnd, verses 8-10; (3)
Attentive to KEvery Lesson, verses
11-14.

Lesson 2.—“Disaster Through Diso-
bedience,” by using the ark in forbid-
den ways, is here illustrated. We see
(1) The Forbidden Expedient, verses
1-6, wherein the sucred emblem was de-
graded into a mere charm, or fetish,
whose simple presence might secure suc-
cess; (2) The Desperate Battle, verses
7-10, first clause, in which Israel suffers
total defeat, notwithstanding the ark
was present in their midst; (3) The
Sweeping Catastrophe, verses 10, last
clause, to 18, which involved the army,
the ark, its keepers, and Eli himself.

Lesson 3.—A striking oppoesite to
Lesson 2 appears here, illustrating
“Success Through Obedience.” Sam-
uel, having assumed in full the duties
of his office as head of the people, lays
down to them in all clearness the (1)
Conditions of Success, verses 1-4, Un-
derstanding these conditions, (2) Sue-
cess Sought, verses 5-8, is next viewed.
In this seeking both Samuel and the
people engage, and (3) Success Attain-
ed, verses -12, follows, the Philistines
being smitten and completely discom-
fited.

Lesson 4.—The lessons showing dis-
aster through disobedience, and success
through obedience, naturally lead to
“Warnings Against Disobedience.” Is-
rael’s elders come come toSamuel to ask
a king. In this they express (1) Tsrael's
Choice, verses 4, 5, 19, 20, Displeased
with this request, Samuel carries the case
to the Lord, which elicits (2) Jehovah's
Protest, verses 6.9, to enforce which (3)
Samuel's Warning, verses 1018, is
given.

Lesson 5.—\ beautiful example of
“True Obedience Rendered ™ is far-
nished by Samuel by his part in the
choice of Saul as king. Heis (1) Pre-
pared for Obedience, verses 1517, by
messages from the Lord concerning the
new ruler. He is (2) Prompt in Obe-
dience, verses 18 24, instantly proceed-
ing with all that was disclosed as his
daty. He is (3) Persevering in Obedi-
ence, verses 2527, carrying out in full
what was appoiated to be done.

Leson 6 —Coming to his farewell
address before retiring in Saul's faver,
Samuel holds to his dominant idea, and
“Obedience Urged " is the phrase
which correctly covers the substance of
his effort. In his own life, which he
reviews in brief, appears (1) Obedience
Mustrated, verses 1-5. DBut, in the
carcer of the childreen of lsracl asa
whole, there appears (2) Disobedience
Ilustrated, verses 610, These two con-
trasting views lead to (3) Onedicnce
Urged, verses 11-15, their obedience be
ing the end Samuel desires to sccare,

hm 7.~Next is an illusteation of
“Disobedience Punished.” Thera is
described (1) Saul's Transgression,
verses 10-15, in that he spared what be
had been sent to destroy; (2) Saul’s
Condemnation, verses 16-21, so clearly
and completely fastened upon him ; and
(3) Saul's Punishment, verses 22 and
23, he being rejected from the kingship
for which he had proved himselt so un-
worthy.

Lesson 8. —In Samuel’s mission to
anoint David is a splendid illustration of
“Obedience Tested,” appearing in his
(1) Going to Bethilehem, verses 1-5; in
his (2) Rejecting the Elder Sons, verses
6-10, though to human view they
seemed so suitable; and in his (3)
Aunointing the Younger Son, verses
11-13, whom Jesse himself did not
think work while to consider as a can-
didate for the erown.

Lesson 9.—This lesson on David and
Goliath shows “The Obedient Triam-
phant.”  Schooled to obey God fully
and at once, David appears (1) Confi-
dent in the Lord, verses 32-37. Ae-
cepted as lsrael's champion, he is (2)
Fearless before the Fuoe, verses 38-47.,
Joining issues with Goliath, he is (3)
Trinmphant in the Battle.

Lesson 10.—In David and Jonathan's
brothcrly love, the « Fi(lcli"\' of the
Obedient ” appears.  Both of them had
learned to obey. There is presented (1)
David's Distress, verses 1-3; (2) Da-
vid's Desire, verses 4-8: from which
combination comes the opportunity for
the noble display of () Jonathan's
Fidelity, verses 9-13.

Lesson 11.—Another grand quality
appears in this lesson—the “ Magna-
nimity of the Obedient.” It shines
forth in (1) David's Forbearance, ver-
ses 4-8; in (2) David's Appeal, verses
9-15; and with climacteric ?:pm-ive-

ness in (3) David's Victory, verses 16

and 17, where evil is gloriously over-
come with good.

Lesson 12.—“ The Disobedient De-
stroyed ” is the tragic conclusion of the
guar&er’l work., There is (1) Fearful

laughter, verses 1-6, including Saul,
his sons, his armor-bearer, his immedi-
ate attendants, and the flower of his
army. Then follows (2) Complete Sub-
jugation, verse 7, the Philistines gain-
ing goneuion of Israel’s fair cities and
fertile lands; and then appears (3)
Barbarous Desecration, verses 8-13, the
royal dead being mutilated and dis-
honored most shamefully.

In reviewing these lessons, they may
be grouped under the two heads Obe-
dience and Disobedience, as their lead-
ing features demand. Each group may
be subdivided also, for instance, thus:

OBEDIENCE,

Urged. Lesson 6,
Tested. Lessons 1, 5, 8,9,
Rewarded. Lessons 3, 10, 11,

DISOBEDIENCE,

Condemned. ILesson 4.

Punished. Lessons 2, 7, 12,
When thus digplayed, apply the golden
text for the quarter, “Behold, to obey
is better than sacrifice, and to hearken
than the fat of rams,” In final appli-
cation, emphasize “to hearken,” “to
obey,” and “behold.” The lessons do
show this truth. Press diligently that
the scholars may behold it.—Sunday
Sehool Times.

MY “"PHYLLOSTOMAHANTATOR "

I will endeavor now, gentiemen, to
exhibit the above named animal, sud
since I show a willinguess to perform
the task, hope the spectators, for whose
special benefit I serve, will aot expect too
much.

Befure youisan animal—whether roal
or imaginary we will not now stop here
to discuss—-uffice it to say that it has
been called the “Phyllostom shastatum.”
Now, if it really is, according to Nir.
Webster, it is found in the Northern

rt of South America. This testimony
18 also corroborated by Capt. Mayne
Reid.

It is an animal of g0 hideous mien as
to be dreaded by the natives a: well as
the traveler. The stockmen, where it
is found, pay a liberal reward for its
capture.

Every child that catches a “lightning-
bug” or “fire-fly’” wonders at its bril-
liant flashes of light, and asks: * W hat
made it do it ?”

P’hilosophers of every age have looked
at thunder clouds, and, with equal won
der at their flashes of light, have asked
the child’s question: *What made it
doit? If my life depended on a cor-
rect answer to one or the other, I would
take my chances on the philosopher’s
problem, for the child’s is the more
difficult of the two. A perfectly satis-
factory answer to neither has ever been
given. Frenklin's kite experiment
simply showed the identity between
lightning and electricity. He did pot
explain how lightning originates.

Ve are told that Anaxagoras be-
lieved lightning to be produced by the
“fall of fittle flames escaping from the
stars.” Anaximander supposed there
was an internal explosion in the clouds;
while Seneca thought that collisions
among the clouds would account for the
terrible noises made by thunder storms.

With many thunderbolts and meteors
were the same thing, A writer in the
seventeenth century speaks of meteors
as “arising from fat fumes kindled in
the air, the principal kinds of which are
seven: 1, A falling star; 2, a flying
dragon; 3, lightning; 4, flying sparks;
B, ignis futuus; 6, a torch; 7, ignis
" The second, of these, he
saye, *““is not so often seen, and there-
tfore they thet are ignorant of the
natural causes thereof think that the
Devil flies. Lightaing is fire kindled
within a cloud, which flying from the
conteary cold breaks out with a horrible
noise, and for the most part casts the
flames as far as the carth.,”” And here
is a part of the same writer's explana-
tion of how the fire originates in the
clonds: “When sulphury exhalations
are mixed with witrons—the first of a
most hot, the second most cold nature
~~they endure one another so long un-
tl sulphur takes fire. But as soon as
that is done presently there follows the
same effect as in gun powder—a fight, a
rupture, & noise and a violent casting
forth of the matter; for thence it is that
a viscious flaming matter is cast furth,
which presently inflames whatsoever it
touches that is aptto flame, and, smiting
into the earth, its turns to a stone, and
being taken out after a time is called a
thunderbolt.”  (Gage's Physical Tech-
nics). And at this day there is the
same popular conception of lightning
when it strikes a house or a tree—that
it is a species of <olid tflaming matter
a ﬂulmll(-rhu't fulling and leaping, and
even bouncing like a ball in an uocer-
tain and erratic path,

Among our American Indians we find
(Proceedings American Association Ad-
vancement of Science, Saratoga,) some
curious notions about the causes of
lightning and thunder-cloud«

“In the Ilinois Janguage the wond
for thunder conveys the idea that it is
made by the wings of a lhuge epirit
bird, and the erooked lightning flashes
are the serpents connected with this
bird Indians made sacrifices
on the spproach of a  storm, or
bursed tolices and butfalo meat, or cat
ofl the ' ints of their fingers,.

Jut, now, laying aside these notions
of myths of the ancients and the Amer-
ican wborigines, what answer has the
science of this scientific age to give to
the question: How does lightning origi-

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nate? Science has no universilly ac-
cepted answer to give; but there are
several very plausible theories which
are sufficient, but they are not nccessa-
rily or demonstrably true,
he atmosphere is at all times electri-

fied. Even on the clearest day, with a
cloudless sky, delicate instruments pro-
perly constructed indicate electricity in
the atmosphere. As the hattest and
“driest day” of summer contains very
much invisible moisture, so the diffused
electricity of the atmosphere may be
silent and unperceived. Every one
knows that an electric current will de-
compose water into constituent gases,
oxygen and hydrogen, *Professor An-
drews obtzined by means of a kite, on
a fine, clear day, a steady decomposition
of water by the electricity collected by
a fine wire around the kite string.”

Every particle of air bas electricity
in it. But moisture in the air being a
better conductor for electricity than air,
and itself condeusing to furm globules,
will colleet and condense the electricity,
until the resulting cloud will he =0
charged that it may discharge itself to
earth with a lightning stroke, if' a sufhi-
ciently good conductor he presented.
This electrical state of the atmosphere
is supposed to be due to evaporation of
the moisture from the cirth, For if a
common dinner plate be heated, and
then placed upon some ivsulating ma-
terial, like glass, and water be poured
upon it, the rapid evaporation on the
surfice of the plate will produce elec
tricity, which can he detected by a deli-
cate electroscope,-=Prof. D. A, Dupre,

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GAMALIEL, AND * HOLI-
NESS ASSOCIATIONS.”

Dr. G. G. Smith is a sweet-spirited
man. His article on second page of
this issue breathes the gentleness and
tolerance of the gospel. The Doctor
has doubtless read, digested and assimi-
lated the 13th chapter of I Corin-
thians, The spirit of his article shows
that he has been with the Master. Such
a sweet, gentle, loving and lovable
spirit is to be coveted, yea, “ groaned
after.,” But, however true, gentle, and
loving the heart, the head is not infalli-
ble and may therefore err in judgment ;
and with all due deference to the great
abilities of the Doctor, the ApvocaTe
thinks he has misapprehended the case
of the * holiness association.”

Gamaliel was a great and learned
man, and the Apvocate admires his
tolerance. There is, however, both a
proper and an improper direction to
give tolerance. The let alone principle
of Gamaliel cannot be applied indis-
criminately.  For instance, suppose
idolatry, universalism, or agnosticism
were to find its way into the church,
who would contend that Gamaliel’s doc-
trine should be practiced towards these
things. It is the duty of the church to
try the “spirits whether they be of
God” and endeavor to bring all to the
light of the truth. That which is at
war with its very constitutional princi-
ples, the church cannot reasonably be
expected to foster in its own bosom.,

The Avvocare is well aware that
brethren who agree that “ holiness ” or
“ Christian perfection” is a distinctive
doctrine of Methodism, differ in some
respects in their theories and definitions,
but contends that they all have equal
freedom of their opinions. The editor
may, like other men, have his own
private views of points of difference,
and conscientiously believe he is just as
vonsistent with Mr. Wesley and the
“standards ™ as others, but the Apvo-
CATE can not commit itself to any
particalar theory in dispute on this
subject. It is set for the welfare of
Methodism and the defense of her
doctrines; pointing out needed changes
in polity when thought necessary, and
opposing all innovations when, in its
judgmeunt, it thinks the progress of
Methodism would be hindered.

Now, the position of this paper is,
that the brethren who hold the “second
blessing theory of sanctification” have
equal rights and freedom with other
Methodist preachers; they are ad-
mitted and retained in the conferences
on the same footing with others; they
are honored with appointments to cir-
cuits and stations like their brethren;
they have full charge of the work com-
mitted to them in their respective
charges; they enjoy equal rights with
others to conduct their own meetings,
or invite whom they clioose to assist
them; they have the same privileges to
discuss their views through the church
papers; and all this being true, there is
no necessity for a separate and distinct
organization to promote their peculiar
views. They claim that they preach
the Methodist doctrine of “ holiness ”
in its purity, and that it is the distine-
tive doctrine of the church, and that the
church was organized to promote it.
Then they of all others ought to be the
last to organize a distinct society to pro.
mote the distinctize doctrine of the
church ; for mark you, no organization
can become an institution of the M. E.

Church, South, until chartered and in-
corporated as such by the General Con-
ference,

Bat still there is a more serious
phase to this question: The principle
on which the “holiness” association is
organized, and the “holiness” meeting
is conducted, is at war with the past and
present constitutional principles of the
church.  All will admit that the office
of the Christian ministry as understood
by the M. E. Church, South, is to
preach the gospel in order to convert
sinners and perfect the saints in love.
Now the question arises, Who are quali-
fied for this work ? Does it require two
classes of men, or can the same class of
men perform both functions of the min-
istry? Is the man only justified and
regenerated qualified for the work
of perfecting the saiuts in love, or must
he confine himself to preaching repent-
ance and faith to sinners while the man
who had attained the “experience” of
perfect love is alone qualified to preach
it? In other words, are regeneration
and sanctification so much of a kind in
nature that he who has the one is quali-
fied to preach the other; or are they so
different in nature that the regenerated
man knows nothing of sanctification?
This is a serious question, but Mr, Wes-
ley decided it long ago, and until this day
the great hody of Methodists Muve
stood by his decision. Mr. Wesley
taught that “much grace does not imply
mnch light,” and that one without the
experience might be more able to teach
it than some with it. He proceeded on
the principle that it was not necessary
to profess it in order to teach it, (he
did not profess it himseli’), but that so far
a3 experience was concerned, the regen-
erated man was qualified to preach all
the doctrines and do all the work of a
Methodist preacher. The M. E. Church,
South, has always proceeded on the
same principle. It nowhere demands a
profession, nor asks, “have you got it ?”
At the door of the conference the church
propounds the same question to all
alike: “Are you going on to per
fection? Do you expect to be made
pertect in love in this life? Are you
groaning after it?” These questions
being answered affirmatively, the church
is satisfied and commits into the hands
of the affirmer the doctrines of the
church, Christian perfection not ex-
cepted. But now comes the “holiness
association” and declares in practice, if
not in words, this is all wrong. “A
seeker must come to be taught, and not
to teach.” Regenerated preachers may
teach sinners to repent and believe unto
Justification, but to preach holiness they
are not qualified. Now, the ApvocaTe
holds that while the intentions of these
brethren are good and holy, this prin-
ciple, so long as the law of the church
remains as it is, is un-Methodistic and
revolutionary.

Again, at the door of the conference,
every preacher «is required to promise
not to mend our rules, but to keep them;
in all things to act not according to his
own will, but as a son in the gospel;
and to employ his time in the manner
we direct ; in preaching, meeting the
classes, etc. The “we” in this case
represents the church acting through
her authorized representatives accord-
ing to her prescribed customs and laws.
But the “holiness association” and
“holiness meeting,” so-called, proceeds
upon the principle that the time-honored
custom and rule of the church to com-
mit the work of “ perfecting the mem-
bers in love ” into the hands of preach-
ers who “expect to be made perfect in
love in this life” needs mending, and
they accordingly “mend it.” If any
believe the church should mend the
rule at this point, have they not the
right of petition? All have equal right
to discuss and advocate any change
which they think would be for the
welfare of the church and the glory of
God. Then if the General Conference
hear them, and make the change, all
should submit; but to organize a soci-
ety on a principle which is at war with
a long-established rule of the church
before the General Conference sees fit
in its wisdom to mend the rule, the
Apvocare holds to be not only un-
Methodistically revolutionary, but dis-
loyal and treasonable in principle,
however pure the organizers may
be in their intentions. When the
church saw in its wisdom that a
society was necessary to carry the gos-

charged upon the brethren who engage
in these outside * holiness associations,”
It believes they are simply mistaken,
It believes that by these mistaken
methods they are defeating, to a great
extent, the very results they hope to ac-
complish. The Abvocare firmly believes
that if these brethren would go along
as simple Methodist preachers, preach-
ing all the doctrines of Methodism as
they conscientiously believe the * stand-
ards” and the word of God teach them,
in the simplicity of Methodist methods,
they would meet with fur less opposition
and do a great deal more good.

IN view of the peculiar relationship of
the Methodist ministry to our Pablishing
House, and their necessity to the House as
agents in the circulation ot our literature,
one would think that every reasonable in-
ducement would be offered them to engage in
this work. On the contrary, however, it has
been the policy of the House, for some years,
to so discriminate against the preachers that
the number of those engaged in this work
becomes less and less every year. While the
House allows the trade forty per cent dis-
count on its own publications, it only allows
its authorizad agents, the preachers, twenty-
five per cont. ‘I'here is already great dissat-
isfaction among the preachers on this ac-
count, and the dissatisfaction would be
greater \nd more general if the fact were
more generally known, — Southern Advo-
cate.

While we do not wish to deal in any
unkind criticism of “ Our House,” we
think with the Southern that a little
more business judgment and fair-
ness might be shown in the matter of
discriminations, The house not only
makes the discriminations referred to in
the above, but it is known to some that
for a long time it has been discriminat-
ing among the preachers themselves,
giving some forty per cent discount,
while others only receive twenty-five
per cent off. There is but one way for
the House to deal with its agents, if it
expects to retain its customers. That
is, to have a uniform rule known and
read of all. If the House makes any
discriminations, it ought to be accord-
ing to a uniform rule, of the advantages
of which all its agents may avail them-
selves. Perhaps it would be well to al-
low larget discounts on cash sales than
on credit sales, and possibly on sales
which go over a certain amount. But,
under any circumstances, everything
should be done in the light, and noth-
ing in the dark.

Oun eotmpomt ot;vmtho whole of his
demand in these words: *Make ordination
precedent to the pastorate.” Thus presentod,
we have a compromise measure, which all
conservative brethrey can accept. But, con-
cisely as It is stated, we are satisfied the
proposition will be misconstraed. The de-
mand Is not that every man licensed to
preach or received on trial into the traveling
connection shall be ordained !mmediately,
bat shall be ordained before he is put In
charge of a work. The proposition 1s not to
doaway with the period of probation, but
the novitiate is to be passed in other relation
than that of a pastor; In other words, a
reasonabie length of time shall be passed in
preparing for the work before a man shall be
eligible to the pastorate. Whenever eligible,
then ordain him. A policy of this sort would
meet all reasonable requirements, even of
this advanced age, and at the same time
observe the present usase and apostolic
injanction, *“ Lay hands suddenly on no
man.”’ —Nashville Advocate.

The Nashville Advocate, with several
other writers on this subject, seems to
argue from the standpoint that ordina-
tion is intended only to convey authority
to administer the sacraments, and that
it would be a thing altogether improper
to allow an unordained man to adminis-
ter the sacraments. Whereas, if any
one will read the ordination service
carefully, he will see that Methodist
preachers are ordained mainly to preach
the gospel. And yet it is thought best
to require them to preach on probation
before they are ordained to preach.
Then why would it not be just as
reasonable to require them to admiuister
the sacraments on probation as to preach
on probation? It certainly requires no
more brains, nor education, nor piety,
to administer the sacraments than' to
preach the gospel, and the laying-on of
hands certainly confers no more “sacra-
mental” virtue than preathing virtue.
Let us not depart from the scriptural
injunction to “Lay hands suddenly on no
man,” but let the novitiates both preach
and administer the sacraments for a
time on probation, and when the church
is satisfied, let the probation end in
ordination.

K~owiNG that Dr. Josephus Ander-
son, editor of the Florida Advocate,
had published an editorial in reference
to holiness associations, we wrote him
for a copy, which was received after the
editorial on that subject in this issue
had been prepared for the press. We
give below the editorial of the Florida
Advocate in full, hoping that it will be
appreciated by all, as Dr. Anderson not
only believes in entire sanctification as
an instantaneous work after regenera-
tion, but is a professor of the experience.
The article appeared in the Florida
Advocate of September 27, 1883:
A FEW WORDS OF COUNSEL

The following utterances appearcd in &
paper of the 15th:

“The first question I wish to raise in this

That which called forth the above senten-
ces Is the publication of Dr. Boland’s ** Prob-
lem of Methodlsm,” together with what has
been written about it in some of our church
papers; and it must be admitted that some
very surprising things have come out in this
matter. The Fiorida Chbristian Advocate,
however, has never sald a woid about
Boland’s book, because It has not been sent
to this office for review, but the present
editor has long ago met and refuted the very
positions therein set forth, and will do it again
when the time comes. Dr. Boland’s perver:
slons of Methodist doctrines have been pub-
lished before, and much of the same scrt
from abler pens, with this d.fference, that the
advocates of such opinions have now more
boldness.

The loyal Methodist was opposed to such
views in those days, and | can remember
when even Dr. Boland pablished a plea for
liberty of expression in the charch; but now
somehow things have taken a turn aad the
feeling has become general that loyalty to the
Methodist Chureh requires its members to
discountenance the holiness movement
HMow is this? Simply from the factthat the
most pronounced advocates of holiness have
in & great many instances spokea and acted
in a way which indicated a rising danger of
separation from the church. Intemperate
zeal has gone s0 far as 1o create the fear of
dividing the body of Christ. Too great haste
to make the cause sucsessful has produced
alarm, dread and opposition. Holiness has
been made the rallying cry of a party wita
associations and meetings and papers of an
independent character, out of the existence
of which arises gradually the deplorable tact
of some working for the church pap r and
others for the holiness paper. So holiness
has most unfortunately become counccted in
the thought and feelings of our pecple with
disloyaity to the caurch.

Now, dearly beloved brethren, & worse
thing could not well have happened. It is
rapldiy revoiutionizing Methodism, asd un-
less changed will lead to & division of the
church and uutold evils. An association for
holiness work may be a good thing, just asa
missionary society is a good thing, and a
temperance society Is a good thiog. A holi-
ness meeting in itself mnay be & geod thing,
just as a railroad meetiog, or a temper-
auce meeting, is a good thing.

It is only our
close, divine union with Jesus, our loyal
response to each and every demand that
be mokes upon us, that can maintain a
warm, generous love for others. We
must become like our Master in this
respect through daily obedience to him
in small matters as well as great.

To mention one thing of supreme im-

portance, there must be a conscientious
m"-’-’-\nl for the “golden rule:” the “do-
g unto others as we would that they

COMING BAOCK T0 EARLY FAITH.

John Sterling, one of a brilliant group
of Englishmen in the first half of our
century, was ‘a rare converser and a

- social favorite. Early in life he gave
J rromise of literary eminence, and the

eaders of thought commended in high
terms his few contributions to letters.
A man whose intimate friends were
Catlyle, John Stuart Mill, and the
Rev. Julius Hare must have had rare
qualities of mind and heart.

Sterling’s life has a melancholy in-
terest, not only for his resolute struggle
with disease and his early death, but
for the great eclipse whicg passed over
his religious faith. He was at one time
an earnest Christian and a hard-work-
ing clergyman. Having a profound
reverence for Juliug Hare, ke gladiy
accepted an appointment as curate in
his large parish at Herstmonceaux, and
for a brief period was a model pastor.

He took great delight in visiting the
families of his parich, and his genial
manners and helpful words made him
welcome in every home. Rarely has
any parish clergyman won a sincerer
love from the people of his charge, and
they 1e ained their interest in him until
his death.

But he came under the influence of
Thomas Carlyle, and the sha ibes

inst the church and the g,ibfe in
which this radical, one-sided thinker in-
dulged had a fatal influence on his new
disciple. He lost faith in the truths he
had loved to teach, and interest in the

rish work which had gladdened his
{:art. He resigned his charge, gave
up his intimacy with Mr. Hare, and en-
tered with enthusinsm on a life of liter-

ary toil.

l%’hougll failing health shattered all
plans for literary success, his cheerful-
ness did not abate, nor his courage
waver, when it became evident that
nothing could arrest the progress of dis-

ease. While resigned to the inevitable
doom, he was one of the brightest of
companions and one of the wittiest of
correspondents,

But the religion he had discarded
could yield him no support, as his bodi-
ly strength failed him. It is sad to
read the words written to Mr. Carlyle in
one of his last letters:

“On hilgher matters I have nothing
to say. I tread the common road into
the great darkness without thought of
fear, and with very much hope. Cer-
tainty, indeed, I have none.”

As the end drew near the old life
seemed to have recovered something of
its former power, for his thoughts went
back to the pleasant days of parish
work. As his sister sat by his bedside
he reached out his hands, as if feeling
for something. When she asked him
what he was searching for he replied,
tenderly:

“Only the Bible which I used so often
at Herstmonceaux, in the cottages.”
And he passed on into the other country.

When the soul stands on the verge of
death the old Bible truths alone give
rest and hope.— Youtl's Companion.
