A gas sand measuring forty-one
million cuble feet was reached at a
depth of 31298 to 3127 feet in the
Texas Co-L. K. Johnson No. 8 oll
test at about nbon Wednesday.
This test is located on the L. K.
Johnson ranch about 20 miles west
of Crowell. The rock pressure at
present is 1,080 pounds and the gas
is dry.

Officials at the test intend to let
the gas run wild until Friday and
if oil is not blown in by that time,
it is then planned to stop the flow
and continue drilling,

On Dec. 1, 1983, at a depth of
about 3,008 feet, a gas sand estimat-
ed at about 30,000,000 cubic feet was
reached in this test and it was sev.
eral weeks before the gas was shut
off so that drilling could be resumed.
