See to it th:idyour children’s
education is not acquired at the expense
of their bodily health. A little girl’s
nervous system was shattered by iterated
recitations before large audiences.

3. Next to the joys derived from our
boly religion 1 know of no greater hap-
piness than that of daily associating
with our children. Their eyes more
beautiful than the starry sky; their
merry langhter more entrancing than
poctry ; their cheerful songs sweeter
than all other music. The home-circle
becomes & miniature heaven. What of
afflictions? A daughter’s aflectionate
embrace and kiss atfurd instant relief.
What of disappointments and losses?
A rosy-cheeked boy running to meet us
on our way home, resting not until he
nestles in our bosom, dispels all gloom.

4. Parents must insist on implicit
obedience on the part of their children.
Not the fear of the rod, but love to
the parents, should be the impellant.
Obedience to parents constitutes the
rimary school where ohedience to God
18 leatned. Seldom that the Sanday-
school and church ean repair the evil
of Parenul neglect in this respect.

5. There is danger of provoking our
children to wrath. It is wicked to treat
them as a species of lightning-rod on
which to (ri:clurge our ill-humor.
Their sense of what is right and wrong
is not cowed, though they themselves
may cower. Iterated reproaches work
harm. They never undo what has
been done. Explain shortcomings and
administer reprimand. Fail not to en-
con them to do better.

6. Dolorously many pareats lament
that, notwithstanding their exhortations
and entreaties to the contrary, their
children are wayward and wicked. Let
us |see, Children are unsophisticated.
Are they more manifestly wayward and
wicked than we have , and, per-
haps, latently now are? Social re-
straints and habit frequently prevent
our true inwardness to appear. Our
children are close observers. Next to
God they are most familiar with our
true character. They have no ambi-
tion to excel us in goodness. Their
child-like transparency exhibits what
might be hid. After the bitter and ex-

ive school of experience, wi«lom
will farnish clouds, screens and cur
tains in superabundance. When they
attain to our years they may appear to
be, and, I fondly trust and pray, really
be, much better than ourselves.

SOME MORE OF THE EARLY WURTHIES,

REY. B L. ARMETRONG.

Rev. 8. A. Williams from 1834 to
1866. As the name of Rev, Bam A,
Williams has occurred several times
already in these sketches, it is now in
order to say something concerning his
life and Jabors. Ie first saw light in
the old North State in 18510, He emi-
grated to Teanessee when a boy, and
waus reared in that State. He was con-
verted in Lis boyhood and entered the
Tennessee Conterence in 1834, He
wus transferred to Pexas in 1835, and
at the session of the Misas«ippi Con-
ference, December 3, 1338, he was
assigned to the Nacogdoches mission,
In 1810 he was pastor at San Aogus
tine. In 1341 presiding elder of Gal-
veston district. In 1542 and 1343 he
was supernumerary.  In 1844 he was in
charge of Nacogdoches cirenit. In 15845
at Marshall,
charge of San’Augustine district, and
continued in the district work until
lﬂliil..when failing health forced him
to retire,

S. A. Williams possessed rare gifts.
As a preacher he was strong, clear and
eloquent.  Wherever he served the
church be was loved by young aud old.
He was well acquainted with the Dis-
cipline, doctrines, usages and polity of
the church he so ardently loved. "He
was smooth in temperament, affuble and
genial in his manners, modest and un-
assuming in his deportment, and de-

ways strove to do good, and looked for

a recompense in heaven. He loved to

cidedly firm in his convictions. He al- '

{eraploying the best illustratious, and
i foreing conviction wpon the minds of
Lhis auditors, Inexhoctation he had no
tequal in the duys of his strength, We
{ bave heard hiw both in preiching and
cexhortation completely captivate and
hold epell-bound  every hearer; until
some happy Christian would shout the
praize of God, and many would join in
raptureus shouts of joy. At a camp-
meeting, near Cook's fort, in Cherokee
county, ke was once preaching at

11 o’clock on the Subbath, Iis
text was Heb, xi:16: “ But now
they desire a better country.,”  During

his remarks he spoke of the continnal
desire of all people to get homes in the
best country, and illustrated the thought
by stating that when a boy, over in
North Carolina, the flat deer lick coun-
try of Tennessee, was the attraction;
and after that was reached then Texas
was the favored land. And now, said
the preacher, California is the great at-
traction, with its fertile valleys and
golden mountains, At this point there
was heard a stentorian voice in the con-
gregation saying: “Is thar any beavers
over thar. [f tharis I want to go with
you.” Thiswas too much for the elo-
quent preacher. He filtered and
could not recover from the shock. The
voice came from a partially demented
man, who was passionately fond of trap-
ping beavers,

could equal him in singing, and, with
his fine ability as a preacher and sing-
er, he drew large congregations when
he preached. He married after coming
to Texas a Mra. Kellogg—a pure, good
woman, who aided and encouraged him
in his work. She, I believe, still lives
at Sulpbur Springs, Texas, Bro. Wil-
liams was a frail man from my first
acquaintance with him—of small stature
he couid not endure what others did—
but he gave his valusble life to the
church and labored fir the happines
of others, through cold and heat, riding
through sparsely settled sections, faring
badly often; yet, with cheerful heart,
he went forward until disease forced
him to stop, and then hesoon ceased to
live, and now sleeps in the old grave.
yard at San Augustine, where he lived
and was dearly loved by all his neigh
hors for many years, This heroic ser-
vant of God, with his fellow laborers,
made this day possible for the charch
and those w{m continue the work #o
faithfully and ably begun by such men
as Bro. Williams. He died in great
peace in 1866, and sieeps in the ceme-
tery at San Augustive. True, pure
and taithful, his inleritance is in
heaven,

The vear of 1850 closed out well
and the Rev.S. A. Williams was returned
as presiding elder and Bro. Hugh B.
Hamilton, of precious memory, was in
charge of the circuit. Bro. Hamilton
was the embodiment of gentleness and

urity. No selfish motive actuated him
in his movements us pastor My father's
house was his home, and we loved him
as an elder brother. He was well edu-
cated, and preacked to the edification of
his hearers. Being a very practical man
in everything, he [succeeded admirabl
in the pastoral work. With great dili-
gence went from house to house,
talking to all abont their salvation.
He let no opportunity pass unimproved
where he thought any possible good
could be accomplished. He reproved
with all authority and held up the
Cross as the way to life eternal. rt was
under his administration that this wri-
ter was led to Jesus. In June, 1551, the
third quarterly conference was held near
our home. Bro. 8. A. Williams, pre-
siding elder; H. B. Hamilton, preacher
in charge; J. W. Shipman, a recent
transfer from Arkansas, and S, W,
Pipkin, were the preachers present.
Visitors and official members were in
attendance for fifty miles around (for in
those days officers of the chureh attend-
ed quarterly meetings).

I was under deep conviction befure
the meeting commenced, snd  proposed
then and there to publicly mﬁ salva-
tion. The last hour came for service.
Brother Hamilton arose and attempted
to preach, but became entangled and
overwhelmed with confusion. e s:nk
to his seat. Bro. Wiltiams followed in
song as only he could sing, aud then i
exhortation enraptured every heart
with fa glosing deseription of heaven.
While the Chsistians were in ecstatic
Jjoy, there sat one poor, sinful boy, esrn-
estly desiring some one to sy, come sevk
the Lord., But, alas! the meeting
closed and that hoy wended iz way
homeward in uhjeot sudaess, not dream-
ing that a spiritaal repast was so nigh.
At fawily prayer, the pastor, Bro. Hum-
ilton, held a elass-meeting, and the
penitent bowed belore Giod
erated all to his service,
thought I fe!t him mine.,”  Darkness,
guilt and sorrow fled away, and Jesos
became all in all.

REV. INO. M. BARCUS,

This question was suggested by read-
ing one of the articles of the excellent
symposium on the necessity for an en-
owment of our University. The
writer referred to offered as one argu-
ment that the University educated the
children of preachers because they were
not able, out of their limited salaries, to
pay forit. To my mind this puts the
preachers in a very humiliatiog atti-
tude toward the University. :ma I do
not. think it correctly represents the
policy of the institution. There are
three clusses of students admitied to the
institution free:

First: Young men preparing for the
itinerant ministr?'. These are educated
free, because it being a church school
the church expects to get, from the
after service of these prospective itin-
erants, value returned for all the
education they give them.

Second: The boys and girls who are
too poor to pay tuition. This is purely
u charity work and of course, with ber
rrc-om limited financial ability, the

‘niversity does, and can do, only a
limited amount of this work.

Tuird: The children of traveling
preachers. Why? DBecause too poor
ty pay for it? Then every preacher
who seuds his children there is an
object of charity, and every preacher's
child who is there is a charity student.

Not only does this place the
preachers and their children in a
humiliating attitude, but it srouses a
prejudice in the minds of many laymen
against the collection we take up an-
nually for the school. Let the preacher
go before his congregation and urge the
collection on the ground that it is to
help pay tuition for the children of the
preachers, because they are not able to

y for it themselves, and at once men
l:gin to say: “ The preacher is as able
to pay for his tuition as I am.

There is no more necessity
for hia child going off to college than
for mine, etc., and hence I decline to
contribute.”

The Methodist Church has been and
is still remarkable for her broad view of
gospel truth and her liberality in mat-
ters of faith. Her creed embraces only
the fundamental principles of the gos-
pel, and she lppval. to the Word of God
alone for the final test of their earnest-
ness. No wonder, then, that for 150
years we have existed, and yet no fae-
tion hias gone from us on any doctrinal
isue, There have been divisions in
Me: hodism, but they were the result of
ditlrences on questions of church polity,
but in every case such party held to the
creed that Mr. Wesley gave to the M.
E. Church in America at its organiza-
tion. No mew article of fiith was
added nor was any change made in any
of the originals,

But while this is true, it is also un-
deniably true that the representatives
of Methodism have been at variance
on certiin doctrinal questions, and the
indications are that we sre ut last to
have a division on a doctrinal issue.
At any rate we have a wheel within a
wheel, an institution inside of the
church which declares that the church
has proved recreant to her trust and has
apostatized feom her primitive faith, and
has 5o environed herself in her full that
reformation must be brought shout by
a separate organizati n for that specific
purpose,

Argumen's have heen offered, and
action taken in this matter on the sup-
l-ml fact(?) that the church as a body
is 80 set aguinst holiness that that very
desirable quality cannot thrive unles
transplanted into more congenid sail
and atmosphere.  Apropos of this idea,
this association of holy men and women
protect the tender p{ant- under their
ciwre by a rigid exclusion from their
counsels, and from leadership in their
services of all who are supposed to dif-
fer from them concerning their pet
dogma or their methods of procedure.
We used to think that our Baptist
brethren were exclusive, but they will
have to yield the palin to the Texas
State Holiness Association,

Who then is responsible for the want of
harmony but those who have separated
themselves from us; who left the ser-
vices of the church for a more congeni-
al atmosphere ? k
Explanations of the attitude of the
association toward the great body of
Methodist preachers are in order.
Our second objection to the associa-
tion is: It is not satisfied with the
faith of the Methodist Church as en-
bodied in our articles of religion. For
the evidence of the truth of this state-
ment we refer to their own announce-
ment to the world that they have incor-
porated several of Mr. Wesley’s ser-
mons and Wesley’s “ Plain Account of
Christian Perfection” into their creed.
Now that these sermons are as a
whole, we shall not question nor
shall we urge any objection to the
“Plain Account” as a book; but we
think Mr. Wesley would blush for his
tollowers (if such a thing were possible
in glory) should he see them trying
to bolt a book, and three or four ser-
mons as an article ot faith.
Brethren, let us be satisfied with our
creed as we have it, and give the
cnurch the benefit of our influence and
work, and not estrange our efforts on

JULTIFIOATION AND OHRISTIAN
PERFECTION.

Justification is the pardon of sin.
The justified sinner stands before God
as though he had not sinned. The effect
of justification is that he has peace with
God through our Lord Jesus Christ.
This peace is the result of pardon.
Pardon is the resault of faith in
what Christ did in his death for the
sinner. He reconciled justice and truth.
Therefore, God can be guit and pardon
the guilty penitent that believes on
Jesus, and let the sinner go free. He
stands justified in the law as though he
had not sinued.

The act of pardon places the sinner
in the reach of the Holy Spirit, where-
by he can apply the merit of the aton-
ing blood of Christ Jesus and make
him a new creature. The work of the
Holy Spirit places the new creature in
Christ Jesus. And as God is of purer
eyes to behold evil and cannot look on
iniquity, (Habak. i:13,) therefore this
new creature could not be in Christ
Jesus unless he be cleansed from all sin,
When the Lord pardons sin, does he
pardon all sin, or only a part? If the
act of pardon is a fanial work, would
it aflord peace to the sinner? “There-
fore being justified (pardoned) by fuith,
we have peace with God through our
Lord Jesus Christ.”—Romans v:1, If
the work was only partial, would it
affrd “peace? and could the Holy
Spirit regencrate the soul and make a
new creature in Christ Jesus unless all
sins were pardoned? Tue sinner (in
his sins) canvot enter into Jesus Christ
any more than he can enter heaven.
Nothing unclean can enter heaven.
Then why ohject to the work of re-
generation being a perfect work any
more than “sanctification.” Justifica-
tion is a work that God does for us.
Aud regencration is a work that he
does in us by the Holy Ghost.

Are not the works of God perfect?

salvation oflfered in the gospel of Christ,
and also what God will do in response
to man's taith and obedience, The
same salvation is oflcred to man to-day |
with the same sanction and seal of the |
Holy Ghost, Aside from the gift of
tongues, the conversion of Cornelius
was no more a miracle than the conver-
sion of a sinver in the present day
among all nations. In this investiga-
tion, in order to a clear understanding
of the case, it is important to ascertain
the spiritusl state of Cornelius, The
record states he was a “devout man
and that he feared God” and gave
much alms to the people and prayed to
God always.,” “It is also said he was
a*just man and one that feareth God
and of good report awong all the nation
of the Jews.” This inspired descrip-
tion of the spiritual condition of Cor-
nelius is silent as to his ever having
been converted, or regener-
ated, or that he had faith in Christ or
had ever heard a sermon on Jesus and
his resurrection. It is true some have
supposed that Cornelius was the same
centurion whose servant Christ healed
and who felt himself unworthy to come
to Chirist, and of whom it was said Le
is worthy for whom you should do this,
for he *loveth our nation and hath
built us asynagogue.” Even if this were
true, which is only a mere conjecture,
there is no evidence in this that he was
a converted man. The only evidence
iven by the divine record is that he
ﬁml great faith in Christ's power
to heal the sick, evea at a
distance. Christ commended his faith
for the healing of his servant, bat said
not one word about faith for perconal
salvation. He only replied: *I have
not found so great faith; no, not in
Israel.” There is no question but that
Cornelius was a religious man, accord-
ing to the light he had and was a wor
shiper of God. The record warrants
the conclusion that Cornelius was an
unsaved sioner, but penitent and
anxious to learn the way of life more
perfectly.

As Peter was inspired he must have
kunown the spiritual condition of Cor-
nelius, for the angel said send for Peter,
“who will tell thee words whereby thou
and all thy house shall be saved.”
Peter preac Christ crucified and
risen, and faith in him for the remis-
sion of sine.” If Cornelius was not a

I love her
doctriues, her polity and her people. 1
want to die in her pales and be buried
from her altars. Our articles of relig-
ion are based on the Bible, will stand
the test of years, and will be the rally-
ing point around which Christians will
gather in coming years. I make this
little preface in order to show that I am
leal and true to Methodism in what I
am going to say. Aund now allow me
to thank you for the articles you have
written in favor of allowing unordained
preachers to perform all of the duties
of a regalarly ordained preacher. The
most sacred thing any human Dbe-
ing ever did in this world is to preach
the gospel, to break the bread of life to
a dying world. The most fearful re-
sponsibility I have ever felt was when
trying to explain the plan of atonement
to a congregation of sinners. Every
word that a preacher says while 1n the
ulpit, is as high as heaven, as
deep as hell, and as long as eternity.
Every word he says means life or death.
To compare performing the rite of mat-
rimony, or baptism, or even adminis-
tering the Lord’s Supper, in poiit o
sacredness, to explaining the way of
life to a lost and anxious soul, is sim-
ply inexcusable stupidity. When you
say a man is worthy to preach but uu-
worthy to marry a member of his con-
gregation aud uaworthy to baptize with
water, a man who was convicted under
his preaching and lead to Jesus under
his prayers and instructions, you place
the shadow above the substance. This
is & Roman superstition, or at least a
relic of Romanism in our church, 1
don't care how you allow the roung
men to do these things. Your plan of
permittiog them to perfirm these du-
ties on trial will do—in fact, I think
that a very good way. Bidwr Ashury,
in Lis furewell address, said: “Don't
be afraid to trust young men.” The
preachers in the East don’t know howa
young frontier preacher istroubled about
these things. Let me give you my experi-
ence this year: | I-ns«l in St Jo, after
last conference, and found the banner of
Methodism trailing in the dust with
none so poor as to do it reverence. I
had no money, and it was hard for me
to live. I bhad not been here many
weeks before a young man came v
to me smiling and told me that
he wanted me to marry him.
[ could tell from bis looks that it
meant st least ten dollars to me. I
could notdo it. He went to a justice
of the peace. Several of my members
have married this year and had to hunt
up an outsider to perform the cere-
mony. I have had several ious re-
vivals, and have taken in quite a num-
ber of members. Every time I an-
nounced that I could not baptize them
I found thet it had a tendency to chill
the meeting. I found it quite difficult
to get any one to baptize my members,
especially those that wauted to be bap-
tized by immersion; anG I have taken
the names of four bright and bappy con-
verts that I have failed to get any one
to baptize up to date. An unordained
ris crippled in every way. Lot
our hands Le untied. There is another
think that I wish to refer to. Some of
our ministry preach against immersion
as baptism, and say squarely that it is
not taught in God’s Word. In my
nion no Methodist preacher has any
right to say this. We have ever in-
dorsed and practiced immersion as bap-
tism. Wesley defended immersion.
We teach immersion in our Discipline
(the design not being the same as with
Baptists, and no preacher has any plice
in Methodist ranks who will not im-

merse.

Rev. L. D. Shaw, m the last Av-
VOCATE, says in conclading his article
on baptism:

“Hence it is clear that immersion
has no place in the Christian ordinance

roperly, and while, accirding to our
Methodist custom, [ will immerse those
who pre ‘er that to baptism; yet I decided-
ly prefer baptism to immersion and my
people usnally receive the Christian or-
dinacce rather tham ihe superstitions
plunge.”

That is cquivalent to saying that the
Methodist are guilty of duplicity and
deception. If immersion is a “super-
stitious plunge” then we are practicing
a frand on the people. This Kind of
stufi ought to stop.  Let us look to the
true baptism—that of the Holy Ghost—
and then let ene to be baptized say in
regird to the water: “When we stick
out agaiust immersion we put as much
stress on water as the Daptist.”

| Annusl Meeting iexas Confersmecs So-
cietv.

The meeting of the Woman's Mis-
sionary Society of the Texas Coufer-
{ence, held in St. John's Chureh, Galves-

' joicing and a means of grace to all who

The report and appeal of the corre-
sponding secretary, not less earnest but
cheerful, even eager—to the love feast
on Sunday evening, where everyone
felt impelled to a higher and deeper
consecration, all was fufl of the spirit of
love, and we trust a sound mind was
not wanting,

The bright, social half-hour which
followed tge introductory meeting as-
sured each member that she would
meet in the morning not merely busi-
ness acquaintances, but warm, personal
friend,

Thursday morning, the 3d, the socie-
ty assembled in the Sunday-school room
of the church.

Sixteen members responded to roll
call. During the day the number was
increased to twenty-four ; the largest at-
tendance we have ever had. The much
lamented absence of our recording sec-
retary made the election of a substitute
the first duty. Thisburdensome honor was
conferred, or im , on Mrs, Binkley,
of Columbus, and Mrs. Fortner, of
Buffulo. The examination of the work
was thorough. The condition of every
auxiliary society was made known,
questions were asked about the methods
best adapted to secure the re-
sults sought, consultation was full
and free, without indulging the
proverbial feminine tendency to talk
simultaneously. The puinstaking ac-
curacy of the president and the long
experience and quick thought of the
corresponding secretary were at the
service of every member. No one knew
80 much that there was no ueed of
asking questions, and none were restrain-
ed by diffidence from seeking informa-
tion. The investigation showed that we
now number thirty-two adult auxilia-
ries and twebve juvenile societies. We
have contributed during the year
81088.8G. Of this a large portion has
been in donations. Only sixty-one per
ceot. of the dues have been paid; only
fifty-one per cent. of the contingent
fund. The report of the Committee on
Finance, which was unanimously
adopted, urgeutly recommends that
the members be requested to pay ten
cents a month, the juvenile members
five cents, and also that they pay the
contingent fee of twenty-five cents a
year for adults aud ten cents for chil-
dren.

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COLUMN OF About the Lesson,
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DAVID'S REBELLIOUS SON
Il Sam. xv:l 12,
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LESSON SURROUNDINGS,

Intervening Events.—The capture of
Rabbah, narrated in [T Samuel xii:26-
31, is by many regarded as placed out of
its chronological order. It is maintained
by them that it occurred at an earlier
day. The history given in chapters 13
to 15 is a partial fulfilment of the pre-
diction (II Sam. xii:10), *“the sword
ghall never depart from thine house.”
The crimes were such as might well
oceur in a polygamous household, es-
pecially after David’s own sin. These
crimes were the incestuous outrage upon
Tamar, and the avenging murder of
Amnon, the first-born son of David, by
Ahbsalom, his third son. The subsequent
flight of Absalom, the guile of Joab in
bringing about his return, and his final
restoration to the king’s presence, are
all narrated in detzil. The ungrateful
return made by Absalom is the subject
of the lesson.

Places.—First Jervsalem, and then
Hebron, where David had first reigned
over Judah. Geshur, in Syria, is also
mentioned, and Giloh, a city in the hill
country of Judah (Josh. xv:51), which
is generally identified with Beit-Jula,
two miles northwest of Bethlehem.
This view, however is opposed by
Thomson.

Time.—~Certainly late in the reign of
David, since Absalom who was born at
Hebron after David began to reign,
was fully grown at least seven years
before the time at which the lesson be-
gins. Our reference Bibles, reading
“forty years” in verse 7, give B. C.
1023 as the date of Absalom’s rebellion,
counting “f“ni years” from the anoint-
ing of David by Samuel. “Four years”
is unother reading. If this is accepted,
we may date the%ater part of the lesson
in B.C. 1023 or 1025, about seven
years before the accession of Solomon,
and the earlier part four years before
this.

Persons.—Absalom and his followers ;
the suitors coming to Jerusalem ; the
the king; the spies of Absalom; two
hundred men from Jerusalem ; Ahitho-
phel the Gilonite, David’s counselor.

Incidents,—Absalom steals the hearts
of the people by standing in the gate
and ingratiating himself with the suit-
ors who sought justice of the king. He
goes away under pretext of paying a
vow in Hebron. Sends spies to an-
nounce a prearranged signal. He is
proclaimed king in Hebron. He sends
for Ahithophel. The conspiracy grows
stronger, and Ahsalom’s followers in-
crease in number.,

LESSON SUMMARY.

Ilere is a lesson that bristles with
points for teaching. No one point
ought to be counted its chief one for all
classes of scholars. It is for each
teacher to select from the varied list
the point or points that would seem to
him the best for the scholars of his
charge.

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A Skeich of the Drama.

Tba term drama is derived from a Greek
word, signifying to act. The Greek drama,
from which the dramsa of Enropsau nations
has directly descanded, grew out of the
sonygs and dances instituted in hooor of the
god of wine, Dionysos.

The drama i3 divided into tragedy and
comady. Tragedy s derivel from a Greek
word, which originally meant a goat-song,
e'ther from the oldest tragedies belug ex-
hibited when a goat was sacrified, or because
a goat was the prizs, or because the actors
were clothed in goat skins, The tragic
drawa always invoives some fatal issua,
Comedy 13 fcom & Greek word, meaning to
sing in the street, and was originally of lyzie
character. As now used, it implies a dra-
matic compesition of an amusiog type, ex-
hibitiog the foibles of Individuals, the man-
ners of soelety, or the ludicrous accidents of
life,

I'he two distinet parts of tho Greak drama
were tiie chorus and thedialogua—the chorus
baing regarded as the essential feature
of the performancs., Thetragle writers drew
their materials from the myths aund legends
of the heroic age. Their creations were de-
signed not only for the purpose of inculeat-
ing & reverence for the gods, butalso for con-
vaylug procepts and laws to the peeple, civ-
ilizing the manners, teaching ethical lessons
and profound philosophical ldeas regarding
the divine government of the worid, ''he
Gireek drama attained its highest degree of
perfuction la the time of Pericles, which was
the golden age ot Greclan art and literature.
The wost brilllant writers that adorned that
prriod was the great tragic poets, .E .chylas,
Sophocles, Eurlpides. Comedy seoms not
to have ga'ned so wide a popularity as trage
dy, since only one name of uote, that of Aris
tophanes, appears as its ropresentative.
It 1s but natural that creations of a tragic
nature should follow the peciod occupied by
the war with Persia, in which Greees was
stirced to tho depths of her national life in
her struggle for political existence.

In iXome not only the architecture was an
imitation of the Greek models, but the Graek
dramn was tuken as the great prototype. The
Roman drama was a translation or a close
imliation of that of the Greeks. Comedy
was preforred to tragedy; the exbibliions of
the amphitheater furaished too wmuch real
tragedy for that of the play to be relished,

Daring the greater part of the Middie Ages
~that peried of tU'ms ineiuded between the
elghth nnd thirteen ceaturies or extending
trom the dowufali of Rome to the discovery
of Ameriea—the drama had scarcely an ex-
istence iu the western nation of Europe.
Afier the lapss of centuries had brought
about a more intimate re‘ationship, KEngland
bocame debior to Rome for a knosledge of
religion and the stage. In the sixth ceutury
St Augostioe was sent by Popo Gregory | to
Christianize Kngland, He found the people
& lierew, half eiviiizad nation, but reaty to re-
colve 1010 their honest hearts the teschiogs
of the Clrlstian religion. The !tde learning
to be found oun the Island was in the monas-
toties. The clergy adopled the drama s a
means of [aparting religious lnstruction to
the people. The Ecglish ecclesiastics wete
the first 10 produce sacred plays of their own
composition  These dramatic producidons
wero called Mysterios and Miracle Plays, and
represented inc.dents from the lives of our
Savior aud of the various apost/es and salots
Thise plays may be traced back to a period
not far distant (rom the Norman Codquest,
as they were acted In London as early as the
year 1119, Monks were the actors, the cathe
drals wera transformed loto theatres pro
tem., the stage was a piatform divided lnto
three divisions, rising one above another, and
represeating heaven, earth and hell, and the
costumes were furnished from the vestryof
the church,

In order that these plou: representations
might sppeal to the tastes of & mixed au
diencs, an enliven'ng element was inro-
docad in which the devil was wade (o take
the part of & jester, whose discomfiiare fur
nished infinite amusem-nt.

Thas modern puppet-piay of “Panch and
Judy™ 1s a tratition hasded down from these
ancient miracles. Miracle plays are still ex-
tant in some parts of Catholic Swi zerland
and in some districts of Germany.

From these plays sprang the Moralities
productions bearing a less religions stamp,
aod whose characters were representations
of a% rac: qualities, such as vice, pride, re-
pentsuee, ete.

Voliowing the Moralitles were the Inter-
tudes and Pagear ts, compositions shorier in
exten® and much wmore merry than the dra-
matic productions preceding them. These
play« degan to represent more of the charme-
ters of every-day life, and were quite popu-
jer in the time of Henry VIIL. From the
monasteries these reiigious plays gradualy
fonrd their way to the universities, where
they were acted by the students,

Tne modern Eoglish drama reached its
zsnith in the days of “Good Queen Bess.”
By her shrewdness and wise political policy
she did more for the advancem:ut of Eng
land than any other of the ['udor sovereigns.
Therefore her reien was productive of ex
ecolleace in every department of literature,
Gorbodae, the first regular tragedy written
in blank verse in our Isngnage, appeared in
1562, and was acted for the entertainment of
Queen Elizabeth. It was rezulariy and care-
fully constructe’, but not natural.

The oldest specimen of English comedy
was written in 1551, It protrayed life smong
the m'ddle classes in Loudon in the sixteenth
century. Noregular Euglish theaters were
constoucted until 1575, The dramatists ot the

The Preachers’ Aid Society held its
anniversary Thursday evening.

THE NEGRo QUESTIO&

We sce that the negroes, if the dis
patches are to be relied on, have had
so much encouragement in misrepresent-
ing the South to the benevolent people
of the North that they are now trying
in their prayers to misrepresent us to
the court of heaven. Thank God there
iano danget of like success. That the
negro is occasionally mistreated by bad
white men; that some rascals take ad-
vantage of their iguorance to defraud
them; that serious and dangerous riots
occur, generally the outgrowth of the
conduct of the debased and drunken of
hoth races, and in which the negro gen-
erally gets the worse, is admitted. And
that the negro should commit the com-
mon error of too hasty generalization,
and should charge the whole white race
of the South with these outrages is not
to be wondered at. And that the white
citizens should commit the same error
and charge every crime committed by
negro desperadoes to the black race is
equally natural.

But this hasty generalization is a
grevious error nevertheless, and in both |
cases, The great body of our Southern
whites are friendly to the negro, and

ern churches are deeply and genuinely
interested in their education, and ia
their religious condition. The future
of the negro depends upon the cultiva-
tion of this friendly interest. The

want him to have fair play. Our South- | allure.

he can make out of them, and those
neighbors will be interested in him,
The ApvocATe wants, however, to
warn the negro churches and preachers
who seem to be entering on a crusade
against the whites. If on their side
they awaken race prejudice and array
the whole negro race against the white,
the first result will be to arouse a
counter prejudice and solidify the white
race against the black. If they
organize as a race on the hypothesis
that it is necessary to defend them-
selves, it would simply be a miracle if
they had the scnse and self-control to
stop at the right point. In fact, their
utterances show no present purpose to
do so. The immediate result of such a
compact organization, actuated by race
prejudice and moving en masse, would
be to impel the whites to a counter or-
ganization, and the conflicts of the two
would be far more serious than any-
thing we have yet seen in the South.
We know that our Northern breth-
ren ridicule the idea of the Southern
people being at all afraid of the timid
and innocent blacks. But the writer,
with a brother sleeping in the grave as
a result of a shot from the hauds of a
negro, and who has himeelf seen them
when infuriated, unhesitatingly repu-
diates the lamb-like character of the
negro. He is mild as a lamb when
overawed, but he is fierce and blood-
thirsty when Le thinks he has the advan-
tage and his lower passions have heen
aroused. Thisisnotsaid asan attack upon
our “Brother in Black,” but for the pur-
pose of showing that the hope of safety
based upon the supposed harmlessness
of the negro is vain. He will be harm-
less when frightened, and he will be
frightened in any given instance when
the white man proves his superiocity as
a fighter.
We desire also to utter a word of
warning to our own brethren. What-
ever crisis may come upon us, let us
preserve the spirit of Christ, our Mas-
ter. Let neither the persuasions of
misguided friends, the threats aud ar-
rogance of foolish negroes, nor the ag-

us by those who are utterly ignorant of
the factorsof our problem, hurry us into
the commission or the countenancing
of any wrong sct. Remember that the
sacred right of self-defense belongs to
the negro as to all, and when in the
exercise of that right he kills a white
man, it should arouse no prejudice
against bim or his race. Remember,
also, that be has a right in all cases to
a fair trial before the courts of the coun-
try. Remember, above all, that he is a
brother in Christ, with a right to our
sympathy, helpfulness and prayers

If in this spirit we address ourselves
to our great race problem, we have a
ngln to expect heaven's help in escap-
ing all our difficulties. In no other
case need we look for it.

In conclusion we say to all parties :

Remember that the great foe to hoths
races is whisky.

CHRISTIANS ARN SAINTS,

We are apt to form mistaken notions
of God's sainta, We are apt to think
of them as if they were beings of a dif
ferent order from ourselves, raised
ahove the level of human infirmity.
And from this mistaken notion flows
great practical mischief. Not to speak
of the manifold evils of saint worship,
which may be supposed to have passed
away at the reformation (though the
tendency to it is always alive in the
human hearl), a wrong estimate of
saintlivess discourages us for the pur-
suit of it, as seeming to put it eutirely
out of our reach,

This wrong estimate comes chiefly
from our considering them as creatures
of the past, not mixed up with the af:
tairs and troubles of life. Whatever
we look at from a distance is beautiful
by the perspective. It is so in bodily
sight. A country which was dull,
tame, or barsh, when it lay immediate-
ly around ue, borrows soft and mellow
tints from the atmosphere as we recede
from it ; the blue distance conceals its
plain features, It is so with the mental
retrospect, which we call memory.
Memory has a notorious trick of drop-
ving or smoothing over disagreeables,

he days ot our childhood, which had
their rubs, and their tears, and their
faults, like all other days, seem to us
always beautiful and innocent in virtue
of this trick of memory. The same law
of the mind operates to throw round
the saints a false and an imaginary
lustre. We imagine that no man is or
«a1 be a saint who is mixed up in the
daily intercourse of society, who is
fighting hand to hand with us in the
battle of life. Why not? What one
sound reason can be assigned why there
should not be nowadays men as zealous,
as devoted, as simple-minded as the
apostles and saints of the primitive
church ?¥—Goulburn.

BERVING GOD.

What is a servant? Is he one who
spends his existence in raptures, in rev-
eries, or in the coutemplation of his
own emotional life? Is he one who
wastes all his days in mere sorrow over
his master’s frowns, or mere joy at the
thought of his master's smiles?

but servants—that is, those who are en-
gaged in obedient activity. There, as
the Lord’s Prayer has taught us, the
will of God is done. His scrvants do
it pertectly, because they love him per-
fectly. It is in the very e<sence of love
to labor. It never can be still, never
can be useless, never ean contain itself,
never can spare itself, never cease to
spend itself for the object to whicki it is
devoted.—Stanford,

We
will judge of everything, by an internal
intuition and habit of goul; and learn
to test our consciences by the revealed
Word, and find it blessedly true that
“they which follow him, lhll{l not walk
in darkness, but shall have the light of
life.””  But when this blessed condition
is reached our thoughts and conversa-
tion will he on religious themes, for,
“out of the abundance of the heart
the mouth will speak.” Indeed, we
have known some good ple whose
habit of soul expresses itself on all sub-
jects in a Scriptural manner. There is
an idiomatic speech readily recognized
hy a devout Bible student, which shows
that all their thoughts are on Seriptural
lines and manifests itself in Scriptural
language. And this is not the usual
language of men. Such have different
ambitions from the common herd.
They have “their conversation in
heaven,” and their whole lives mani-
fest that they are “Seeking a city
which hath foundations, whose maker
and builder is God.” Such godly peo-
ple can keep up sustained religious
communion with God. Indeed, even
to absorption from all other things, so
that it requires some effort to come
down to secular duties, and manifest
the necessary interest in them. But
the hours of retirement and meditation
are those to which they naturally re-
turn and in which they find chief
delight.

Few attain thereto, but it is the
privilege of all Christiavs, and if en-
Joyed, it would transform the Christian
world, and happiness would be the rule
and not the exception, as it now is.—

The United #Etates Agricultural De-
partment.

In the September issue of the Journal of
Myecology, published quarter'y by the section
of vegetabla Pathology of the U. 8. Depart
ment of Agriculture, Dr. Erwin F. Smith
contributes a paper on “Peach rot and peaeh
blight,” embodying the result of his obser
vations In Michigan, Maryland, Delaware,
and other peach growing sections of the
United States. The loss from pesch rot is
often enormous, some years emounting to
nearly the entire crop. At all times it 1s
considerable. In 1888 on the Delaware and
Chesapoake peninsula the loss during one
weeck amouated to pearly half & million dol-
lars., ‘I'he loss this year was also serious.

The disease I1s dus to a parasitic fungus
which predaces many swall ash gray tufis
on the diseolored surfaco of the rotting frait.
These tufts consist priceipally of spore dust,
which is earriad by animals, washed by rains,
or biowa about, and causes the rot to de-
velop fa sound peaches wherever It falls
upon them uuder proper conditions. The
most favorable conditions for the germina-
tion of the spores and the rapld spread of the
rot are hot and molst weather,

Dr. Smith fiads that this fungus also causes
& very characteristic blight of the twigs and

to cocur, especially If the rotting frulls are
ellowed to remain uvpon the tree. He also
finds that the fungus lives over winter In
the decayed fruits, and in this way is re
produced year after year. In the spring
these dry, wrinkled fruils, which have been
left upon the earth or stull ecling to the
branches, swell and soften under tue itilo-
ence of repeated ralng, sud produce a new
erop of spores exactly ke those of the pre-
vious season. The piactical lmportante of
this diccovery Is very great, Could the
blighted twigs and rotted friits of one
season bo entirely destroyed the furgus
would disappear aod the rot with it. The
wmore pearly completo this removal of in-
tecticus material ean e made the safer will
be the sucecediog erop.  During the growing
season the faogus produces lnnumerable
spores and spreads i1s (nfeetion very quickly
Foro this reasou all rotiin g peaches should ba
removed from the trees and buried or burned.
as soon as discovered. This can ba done
duriog the p'cking season without wueh ad-
ditional cxpense: but It may frequently be
nece: sary to do it before the frait Is ripe, i
the grower would save any pottion of it In a
matketable condition. Finally, not a single
rotted fruit should be allowed to winter over.
All must be destroyed, If fruit growers
would unite and follow this method syste
matically for a series of years, the losses
from peach rot would be reduced to inconsid-
erable proportions. These remarks apply
also 1o the rot of plams aod cherries which s
caused by the same fongus, known tchol-
cally as Monilia fructigena.

Inthe same Issue, Mr. Ciarence M. Weed,
of tha Uhlo Experiment Station, summarizes
& series of experiments on preveniion of po-
o rot (Phytophthora) by use of the
Borden:x mixiare. [bis he *prayed upon the
foliage four times duriug the growlog season
~May 2%, June 6, June 20, and July 16,

Four varieties were treated and the rot was
suflicienutly prevalent (o make the experment
decisive. The blight appearsd in the expe-
riment fleld about the middie of June and
d'd serious damage for the nex!esix weeks,
The sprayed vines showed moeh less icjary,
remaining green afier the others were dead,
whi'e at harves® the diff erence In the yieid of
tabeis was epoukh to maoy times cover the
cost of treatmeni. In brief, the total treated
ares ylelded 330 pounds 7 ounces of tubers,
three-fourths of which were marketable
size, whlle a similar untreated area prcdoeed
only 274 posnds 4 ounces, sbout three-fifths
of which were marketable. ['his s equiva-
lent to & 4 M swrence per acre of 62 2 bushels
in faver of the treatment.

Tha tabers on the iraled portlons were
also much freer from scad. The aubor con-
cludes that a large proportion of the lujary
done by potato rot can be prevented by
spraying the vines with the Bordeaux mix-
ture, and says that by addiog London Par-
vie the same treatment will answer for the
Colorado ptato beetle,
