I compelled by special statute to allow 
every appeal, while the annual and 
(luarterly conferences have the right 
not to allow an appeal. Did the Gen­
eral Conference intend to make this un- 
just discrimination in favor of the trav­
eling preacheia? If it did not, this is 
another case ot careless legislation.

On i)sge 228, paragraph .HU, is a 
mandatory provision for the incorpora­
tion of each society in the church where 
the laws of the State will allow it. This 
seems to be entirely impracticable. To 
secure these chatters and have all our 
church dee«is rewritten and re-recorded 
would entail large expense and endless 
confusion. These charters in Texas 
alone would cost the church no less 
than 81-'>,<)()(). Then this paragraph 

 ̂pjts the power to buy or sell property 
i in the hands of the society itself, while 
, there is left in the Discipline an old 
I provision, iu paragraph UOtJ, which puts 
the jKJwer to sell property in the hands 

j of the trustees, with the consent of the 
I preacher. With these two paragraphs 
both in force there might arue serious 

I conllicts l>etween the society and the 
I Board of Trustees.

I f  our church property is not secure 
as it is, surely there could be devised 
some remedy not so cumbersome and 
contradictory.

A  few changes were made which 
were necessary and will do good. Some 
new machinery was started, which it 
will take time to test.

tism—baptism by immersion and ad­
ministered by one in the regular 
succession, so called, flrom John the 
Baptist on down to the present— and 
the objection to infant baptism are the 
greatest proselyting levers used on my 
work.

The announcement excited 
one of them so that he proposed to give 
$5UU for the authors and lexicographers 
who so defined ‘ baptidzo,”  and said 
when they were produced he wou d join 
the Methodist Church, and the other 
one said he would follow. I  promised 
to find them, and I  hereby call on Z.

A dairyman writing to the National 
Ftockman in regard to tlie care of dairy 
utensiis, says: A ll ntensih that come 
in contact witli the butter should he 
waslied first witli iiot water and g-ind 
soap. Tliis w ill take ofi" all huUe>' or 
grease, but w ill nut tboroughiv cleanse 
tho utensil on account of tlie oil or fatty 
■iuhataiice in the soap itself, and to nver- 
c-iue this, rinse with lioiling w.tter. Cohl 
water alone will not do, as it will cause a 
very small portion oi the soap wliicli hue 
been diesolveil in tiie siuls to hanlen and 
remain on the ntensil. rtensils which 
are used (or milk or cream shuuld ue 
rinsed lirtt witli cold water, then washed 
with hoi wator and soa,) and then again 
rinsed witli hot water. I f  washed with 
hot water first the milk or cream w ill co­
agulate and w ill >>e dilKcu'.t to get oil'. 
•Ill this may seem a great deal of trouble 
to take just’ lo oa.sh the dairy thin.'s, hut 
eternal tigilance is tlie pri-o ct—good 
blitter.
