WEST OSAKA STATION,

To the Bishop and Members of the Japan Mis-
sion of the M. K. Church, South, greeting:

The year closes with blessings preg-
pant with Divine favor and I bring
the results to lay them down at His
feet for whom 1 have labored night
and day, and from whom I have had
unmistakable evidence of acceptance
and gracious favors during the year,

I moved into the eity of Osaka last
October without a member or without
a chapel. 1 was submerged into the
practical test of meeting the infidelity
and idolatry of a half million people,
and from such a rank colleet for the
Master’s kingdom all that I could,

We rented two small chapels and be-
gan, On last Christmas day 1 organized
a Church with ftifteen inembers, and
have since run the number up to thir-
ty-two, with a number of others nearly
ready for baptism, My work has been
purely evangelical. 1 have preached
upon an average of four times per
week, taught a Bible class daily most
of the time, and taught a class of Kng-
lish. 1 have been frequent at the
house of the Lord night and day. 1
think 1 have had about fourteen meet-
ings per week, and at many of these
we have had “showers of blessings”
from the Lord.

The services have been attended
well,  On Sunday mornings we have
had an attendance about equal to our
membership, and at night 1 often
preach to a hundred people and some-
Wmes more,

There has been a continual revival
in our midst ever since we began,
They have come in a stream, seeking
the way to the kingdom. 1 have re-
ecived over a hundred inquirers, some
of whom have come to the front and
are now our members,  Others are
nearly ready and seeking baptism,
while others have either turned away
or have evinced impure motives, The
field is white unto harvest., There has
been no lack of an opportunity to tell
the news of the kingdom. Best of all,
there is no indication of a reaction, nor
has there been a jar in our ranks,  One
or two of our members have not kept
all the commandments, but we are
pleading with them. We are one with
Christ Jesus and for this we shall ever
pray. Amen,

The thirty-two members that 1 have
received does not include all that will
properly come under this year that gen-
erally ends October 1, There are about
twelve more to be received, which
would swell the number received to
forty-four, Some of them have been
received by letter and the others on
profession of faith,

I find members from all parts of
Japan Methodism who settle in the
western parts of this city, and 1 am
convineed that we as a Church ought
to plant our stakes there, for it is the
place where nearly all other Churches
have been most successful,  That is the
stronghold of Christianity and from
this place nearly all the other Christian
work in this city has sprung. If we
will cateh and harvest members from
other Methodist Churches that came to
Osaka we must be located in the west-
ern part of the city, for this is
the place where most of them
settle, As for the house we now
have in sight let it be located
in as easy reach from both East and
West Osaka as possible, and let ushope
that we may combine to make a strong-
hold for our Christ and our Methodism,
Bat let us bear it upon our minds that
West Osaka is a place that must be kept
open either by a chapel or a Church as
long as we have work in this city.

During the year 1 have several times
visited Sano and surrounding town
and preached the Gospel there, 1 once
visited  several interior places and
preached many times in the streets, in
chapels, upon the boats, and otherwise,

Work among women is now taking
on new life, 1 have, after long search,
secured a Bible woman from the Meth-
odist Training School at Yokohama,
and she has entered upon her work
with promise. There isa goodly num-
ber of our membership, wives and
mothers of the men, and thus we have
secured families and not single and
young people upon the whole,

I would not fail to mention the ser-
viees of my present helper in all of
these labors, Bro, Nishimura. He has
been a most valuable help to me in all
that has been done. He once wasa
priest (Buddhist), but now he is the
most valuable help that I have, and
is an earnest and spiritual Christian
worker,

And what more shall I say before 1
close?  Before us now there is brighter
prospect than ever before, and in the
face of all that has been done and ex-
perienced my heart arises to Him, the
author and finisher of my faith, with
gratitude and thanksgiving, and with
expectant heart, always looking even
for greater things in the future,

A year ago this mission, while | was
bowed in grief at the bedside of my
then dying child, fell upon their knees
forus. The year has passed as a shadow,
and to«day I come to return thanks
and announce that God has indeed
heard prayer and built in our hearts
an altar on which we will forever re-
turn thanksand sacrifice; and be I wher-
ever | may, this shall ever be men-
tioned as a trinmph of grace that God
raised from the dead our child.

1 am here in Greer County, on Duke
Circuit, while wife and children are at
Granbury, 275 miles away. My cir-
cuit embraced the country that was
blown away by a cyclone last April.
Forty houses were blown away in the
bounds of my work; forty families
without shelter; quite a number wound-
ed and four killed, and on Monday af-
ter the storm we had another with hail,
completely destroying crops as it went.,
Some wheat sprouted from the ground
and would have made some grain had
it not been for the black rust. Crops
are almost an entire failure here and the
wople are very much pressed financial-
v. All indebt; some are crowded on
this line. They can not pay enything
to their pastor; so I am here and will
remain until the close of the conference
yvear. We have had a good year in
regard to Church work., We have had
almost 100 conversion on the ecircuit
and have received 200 into the Church,
Duke Circuit has over 300 members at
this time. We hope to reach 100 by
conference. This will be a fine circuit
with one more good crop, with a faith-
ful pastor, but what shall I do? God’s
word says “walk by faith and not by
sight:”’ so I don’t know what I will do.
I know the e would pay me if
they had it, but they have not got it
and nothing to get it with, A great
many of my people are now getting
ready to sow wheat, and as soon as
they can get wheat sowed, will go and
get work some where forbread. How
can a preacher with a wife and seven
children live on less than £1007 Well,
I will tell you how. Wife and children
are at Granbury, at our old home, and
the preacher’s credit is good; that is,
has been and they have lived on time,
80 you see they can live, but how we
will comeout I don’t know.

CORNELIUS' BAPTISM AGAIN.

Bro. Graves takes on sprightl
moods, If it pleases him to think fif-
teen minutes I will note the fact as a
hopeful improvement and try to be
duly thankful.

Our brother quotes what I said about
Corneliug’ baptism in a very defective
way, and in a way to conceal my real
meaning. He writes in an unhappy
temper, as shown by his attempt to
class me with Campbellites, ere
is nothing in what I wrote that favors
whatever may be regarded as objection-
able in Campbellism. [ presume Bro.
Graves has not fully read Alex. Camp-
bell's large work on baptism. In that
work Mr, C. gives as good a definition
of repentance as Bro, Graves can give,
If my (supposed) defect was at that
point, of one thing I am certain Mr.
C. is not guilty, and he did not mis-
lead me). Being out of humor, Bro.
G. misquotes what 1 said, and then
characterizes what I say as Capbellism.
I’ve heard of such things before, but I
have not known any one to make a

were baptized with fire, why were
they afterwards baptized with water?
1s not one element enough for one bap-
tism?”

The proper statement of what I said
was necessary that it might be under-
stood, The word ¢‘element” is the
key to this statement, John the Bap-
tist had said that he baptized with
water, but that there stood in the
midst of them one who should ¢bap-
tize with the Holy Ghost and with
fire,”” (Matt., 3:11). Just before his
ascension Jesus said to the disciples
“that they should not depart from
Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of
the Father, whieh saith he, ye have
heard of me, For John truly baptized
with water; but ye shall be baptized
with the Holy Ghost not many days
hence,””  (Aets 1:3, 4.)

Here Christ distinctly calls this that
shall happen to them not many days
hence ‘‘the promise of the Father,”
Now let us see how this was fulfilled.
Peter shall tell us: ¢“This is that
which was spoken by the prophet
Joel,”” and quotes Joel 2:28, 29, 30 and
forward, It is perceived that Joel says
nothing except the pouring out of the
Spirit—nothing of fire or any element
in nature, It was sharply antitheti-
ical to water baptism as put by John
and as put by Christ himself,

Fire and water are elements in na-
ture which may be, and are, used for
cleansing, (purifying). Fire is a far
more perfect purifyer than water; they
are each used as symbols when used
for baptizing. As such symbol they
show the work of the Spirit.

The point I made in the article
which has so much grieved Bro.
Graves is that the two elements were
not used to symbolize one act of bap-
tism. And I referred to the fact that
those upon whom the cloven tongues
like as of fire sat on the occasion of the
Pentecostal baptism were never bap-
tized with water. It should not be
thought necessary to say this, since
there was no one to baptize them with
water, and eminently because being
filled they began to speak with other
tongues, as the Spirit gave them utter-
ance; and there was no time in which
a water baptism could have been ad-
ministered, Bro, G, says: *In claiming
Cornelius to have been baptized with
fire, (by this expression, of course, 1
mean the Holy Ghost.””) Ifhe had said
“Holy Ghost” at first 1 should not
have noticed his article. But how
preposterous such quibbling! And
who did he not just give his readers
this statement, i. e., that “Cornelius
and his household believed and were
baptized with Holy Ghost and water.”
Try this with his statement further on
in thissame article,* Bearin nnd, also,
the original promwise, ‘Heshall baptize
with the Holy Ghost and with fire,” "
And he tells us that (“by this expres-
sion, of course, 1 mean the lloly
Ghost,”) The one is added to the
other in the promise and the grammar
and the facts agree—fire is added to
the Holy Ghost; but now he tells ns
that by fire he means the Holy Ghost;
andso we have a case of baptism of
the Holy Ghost and the Holy Ghost;
and yet Peter will have them [re-)
baptized with water. He goes to
Peter's account of Cornelius’ baptism
which he rendered at Jerusalem, and
boldly affirms that ‘Peter also states
the ‘gift’ to be the same as ‘ours’ on
‘us’ at the beginning,” and trium-
phantly remarks, “If that does not
warrant fire for Cornelius, I am not
much profited by thinking.” And all
this after explaining that fire as used
by him meant the Holy Ghost, where-
as at Pentecost they had visible
tongues of fire. As to the conversion
of Cornelius and his house, it is a little
difficult to write in brief. The state-
ment that he was a just man, and one
that feareth God, and that that says,
*‘He was a devout man, and one that
feared God with all his house, which
gave much alms to the people, and
prayed to God always,” make me to
think he did not need coaversion, but
illumination, and God heard hisprayers
and sent him the light by Peter. What
had he to repent of?  Such a character
as he is described as being could not
repent. A man who “prayed always,”’
and “gave much alms” and “feared
God,” standing on the platform of a
heathen or pagan, only needed more
light. It came, the light of the knowl-
edge of the glory of God shining in
the face of Jesus Christ, and accom-
panying it the gift of Holy Spirit, as
manifested in the extraordinary and
portentous measures of the morning of
the Christian era,

Bro. Graves may rest at ease about
my doctrinal soundness, It is hardly
needful that he should expound to me
the doctrines of justification by faith,
ete.  But there was no fire and cloven
tongues at the Gentile Pentecost,

As the souls of men were not re-
deemed with corruptible things, such
as silver and gold, but with the pre-
cious blood of Christ Jesus, therefore
we should esteem the provisions made
and the offer of salvation very highly
indeed,

Who can estimate the cost? Who
can describe the joy that followed? No
estimate can be made of the price. It
is not to be estimated by dollars and
cents, but by the humility, suffering
and death of the Son of God, and the
glorious results that grow of it,

We cannot describe the glory that
is to be revealed in us better than to
contrast it with the joy that was man-
ifested by Christ in procuring salva-
tion for rebel man, Such was his de-
sire for man’s salvation and ultimate
glory that he endured the cross, de-
spising the shame, to procure it for him
(man), I conclude if Christ could re-
joice to endure death on the cross for
man’s salvation and glory, that the
glory that is to be revealed in man
must be indescribably great,

Hear: “kKye hath not seen nor ear
heard, neither have entered into the
heart of man the things the Lord hath
prepared for them that love him.”

If our salvation caused the Sa-
vior so much suffering and death to
procure it for us, and he could rejoice
to endure it because of the glorious
results to man, I conclude we should
accept.  Should we not? Not only for
our good, but for the sake of him who
endured so much to procure such glori-
ous results to us, The sufferings of
Christ were great indeed, but were
counterbalanced by the glorious results
to man,

Such was the love of Christ for sin-
ners that the joy he felt in procuring
life and salvation for them greatly ex-
ceeded the sufferings he endured on
the cross. Such expressions are para-
doxical., 1 find similar expressions in
poetry. Hear:

“Talk with us, Lord, thyself reveal,
While hear on earth we rove;

Npreuk Lo our hearts nud let us feel
he kindlings of thy love,”

“With thee conversing we forget
Al time and toll and care,

Labor is rest and pain is sweet,
If thou, my God, art near.”’

The great apostle of the Gentiles,
speaking of the sufferings of Christ,
says:  “Who for the joy that was set
before him endured the cross, despising
the sham, and®s set down at the right
hand of the throne of God,” where he
is interceding for us sinners,

Such exhibition of humility and suf-
fering demonstrates that “God is love,”’
“God commendeth his love toward us
in that while we were yet sinners
Christ died for the ungodly.” Christ
rejoiced, yea, he gloried, that he could
save sinners at the cost to himself as to
suffer death on the cross. What makes
it more glorious, he laid down his life,
He made a free-will offering of himself
to save sinners,

More than He has done for you?

Could he more than shed his blood?
If your death were his delight

Not uncommonly it happens that
men pay more for effect than it is
worth, I mean oratorical effect. In
“Credo,” one of Prof. L. T. Town-
send’s numerous publications, 1 find
that he has fallen into the common
and, to my mind, very vicious way of
assuming and trying to prove that the
disciples on the evening of resurrection
day, when they were shut up inan
upper room in Jerusalem, were not
only in great trepidation, fearing the
Jews, but they were in a state of mind
bordering on despair when Jesus en-
tered and saith unto them, “Peace be
unto you."

There is= nothing in all that was said
and there isnothing in theirsituation—
for that is explained to have been ““for
fear of the Jews,”” and nothing in any
feature of the case to justify the as-
sumption that they were in a state
bordering on despair or that they were
even in bt at all about the resur-
rection of Jesus,

ITonce knew a mmgm«-(lng com-
pany startled and thrilled the fige
antithesis worked up in this way by
one of the first of orators among our
Bishops. He made the occasion one of
unutterable sadness and the very mid-
night of despair. He said they had
met for a final hand-shaking and sep-
aration—‘‘one to his fish nets and
another to his tax-gathering,” and so
on. It would have been next to im-
possible to conceive of a more funereal
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aspect than was thrown over the whole
scene by this master of oratory, when
suddenly there was a sunburst, which
turned their midnight into the high
noon of rapture and recovered assur-
ance,

Subsequently 1 heard another quite
distinguished orator go over the same
ground in much the same way. Am
1 asked, ‘“‘was not the effect good?” I
answer, ‘“what effect?”’ I do not care
to enter out into the discussion of the
old question of doing evil that good
may come, The present effect of such
rhetorical tricks may be pleasing—is
pleasing to those who are merely lis-
tening to the sermon, The effect pro-
duced on me was rather painful,

Mr. Townsend (Credo p. 137) quotes
Mark 16:14: **And he upbraided them
for their hardness of hexrt.,”” Ifhe was
determined to quote Mark at this
point at all, he should by all means
have quoted the sentence complete,
showing the reason why he upbraided
them, which seems to be contained in
the expression which finishes the sen-
tence he quotes defectively, viz., ‘“be-
cause they believed not them which
had seen him after he was risen.”
However, this would have marred Mr,
T.’s plan, as drawn from Luke's ac-
count. For Luke says that ¢‘they rose
up the same hour”—Cleopas and the
other disciple who had walked with
Jesus cn their way from Jerusalem to
Emmaus—*‘and returned to Jerusalem
and found the eleven gathered together,
and them that were with them,saying
the Lord is risen indeed, and hath ap-
peared unto Simon. And they told
what things were done in the way, and
how he was made known to them in
breaking bread,”

We hear no doubter speaking here,
but we find that as soon as thetwo dis-
ciples who were returned from Em-
maus entered they are told that Jesus
was risen indeed and had appeared
unto Simon. How can any writer or
speaker dispise these facts? There was
not a doubter present. 1. Jesus had
showed himself to the women, and
told them to go and tell his disciples of
his resurrection, and appointéd ameet-
ing in Galilee. These women did
their whole duty. This brought Peter
and John post haste to see the empty
tomb and to view thegeneral situation,
They saw and noted all of the features
of the tomb and its contents, Follow-

ing this, Jesus had showed himself to

Peter (called Simonin Luke), and there
can be no doubt that there had been a
free and full conference, in which Jesus
had explained and elucidated much
that Peter desired to know more fully,
and with more specific relation than
had been before given, They had be-
lieved the women, a little doubtingly,
it may be, but they believed them, es-
pecially when they heard of the empty
grave and knew of the silly account
which had been trumped up by the
leaders of the Jews, about the theft of
the body by the disciples of Jesus,
Yes, they believed with a faith full of
wonder and abounding with questions.
But when added to all this, Simon had
seen him, they exclaimed to Cleopas
and his companion: “The Lord is risen
indeed”—there is no mistake about it,
Simon has seen him,

Now add the testimony of these twe
disciples who traveled with him on
the way, he being incog. until he
was made known to them in the break-
ing of bread, and then to hear a great
man of world-wide reputation say they
had met for a final hand-shaking, ete.,
was startling!

But does not Mark say he upbraided
them for their unbelief? No, St. Mark
said nothing on the subjbet. The
writer who furnished the Scripture
contained in Mark after verse eight
says this, But the N. V. translators
say that Mark did not write it, And
we know from the internal evidence
that it is uninspired. And I am
shocked when any writer or preacher
quotes from that addendum: ‘“And he
upbraided them,” Think of it! They
were believing and rejoicing, but were
superstitiously afraid when he sud(lenlf'
appeared in their very midst when all
the doors were fastened, Ile verified
himself to them as having flesh and
blood, and as being in all respects the
very Jesus who had been crucified,
This was to establish personal identity
rather than to prove the resurrection,
which had been established. But was
not this his ghost? Jesus says: “Be-
hold my hands and my feet, that itis I
myself; handle me, and see; for a Spirit
hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me
have.,”” And he added: “Have you
any meat?’  And they gave him a
piece of broiled fish and an honey-
comb, “And he took it and did eat be-
fore them.”” That settled it. Clearly
a spirit can not eat food as a living

I. Improper Behavior at the Lord’s

I1. Proper Celebration of the Lord’s
Supper.—Verses 23-34,

INTRODUCTION,

Originally the Lord’'s Supper was
celebrated once a week or oftener, and
was preceeded by a love-feast, This
was a simple meal of which all par-
took, By degrees the rich brought
their own food and wine, and ate to
excess, declining to share with the
poor brethren, This was especially
true of the Church in Corinth, a city
noted for its riotous living and loose
morals, Paul therefore reproves the
Corinthian members for profaning the
Sacrament and shows them that the |
purpose of the institution was not to
eat and drink, but to shew forth the
Lord’s death till he come,

I. IMPROPER BEHAVIOR AT THE
LORD'S SUPPER.— Verses 20-22,

20, When ye come together in one
place—the place appointed for worship;
this is not to eat the Lord's Supper—the | W
supper is not to be eaten as afull meal,
but in solemn celebration of the Lord’s
death,

21. In eating every one taketh before
other his own supper—it seems there
was a seramble for food, or one would
impolitely eat or drink by himself, ex-
cluding others, One is hungry, and
another is drunken—one has none, the
other too much,

22, What—the apostle is astonished
at su h conduct on the part of pro-
fessed Christians,  Have ye not houses
to eat and to drink in—you should sat-
isfy your appetite at home and not in
the act of worship. Despise ye the
Church of God—which consisted prin-
cipally of the poor, who were shamed
by the rich bringing abundance, which
they devoured themselves, Nhall 1
praise you in this? I praise you not—
in some things he could and did praise
them (v. 2), but not in this,

I, Prorer CELEBRATION OF THE
I.mm 8 SUPPER.—Verses 23-214,

23, I have mvuwl—l’uul intimates
tlml he had received a special revela-
tion concerning the Lord’s Supper,
The same night—the Sacrament was in-
stituted at night, but it can be twken
at any time, Befrayed—Christ knew
that he had been sold by Judas, but he
permitted the traitor to earry out the
successive acts of treason.

21, When he had given thanks—our
Savior offered thanks before every
meal; this custom should be observed
by us all.  Fle brake it—in Oriental
countries, bread is not sliced or cut, as
with us, but broken,

This is my body, which ia broken for
yon—as he sat before them in health,
the disciples knew that it could not be
his literal body; it was an emblem, As
bresud nourishes the body, so Christ is
the soul's nourishment.

25, Took the cup—and passed it
from one to another. When he had
supped—that is, after they had eaten of
the Passover Supper, he instituted the
Sacrament, thus he showed that it was
distinet, and not to be eaten with a
common meal as the Corinthians
were doing.  This cup is the new testa-
ment—Rev, Ver., “the new covenant;
in his death, #o to speak, Christ makn
his last will in man’s favor, and seals
it with his blood. Itisa “new’ cove-
nant in distinetion from the old made
with Moses, As oft as—intimating
that it should be observed frequently,
In remembrance of me—it is a constant
memorial that Jesus died for our sins,
The Hebrew sacrifice “was instituted
for the purpose of bringing to the mind
of the worshiper his sins;"’ the Sacra-
ment “for the purpose of bringing to
the mind of the worshiper his Savior.”

26. Ye do show—publicly announce,
the Lord's death—keep it constantly in
mind and before the world as the pro-
pitiation for sin, till he come—and then
emblems will be no longer needed,

27.  Wher¢fore—in consequence of
this solemn institution of the supper,
Whosoever shall eat. .. and drink . . .
w .. "hily—shall lose sight of the pur-
pose of the Sacrament, and forget
Christ whose death it commemorates,
Shall be guilty of the bodg and blood of
the Lord—partaking of the supper in a
profane way is of that spirit which
crucified the Lord,

28, Let a manexamine himself—Rev.
Ver., “prove,” or test himself; let him
s('rulinim- his mental and spiritual
state toward Christ, and let his self-
examination lead him to repentance,
humility and faith, and then he can
properly partake,

29, Damnation—Rev. Ver., “YGudg-
ment;"” he brings himself under con-
clomnann from a temporal point of
view.

30, For this cause many are weak and
sickly among us—it seems that the pro-
faning of the sacrament and other
wickedness had brought sickness and
death upon the Church in Corinth.

31. If we would judge ourselves—if
we would thoroughly examine our-
selves and get right with God, these
temporal judgments would not thus
have come upon us,

32. We are chastised—even judg-
ments of this sort should not be con-
sidered punitive, but disciplinary. If
“we use them for our good, we shall
escape the final condemnation which
shall surely come upon an apostate
world.

33, Therefore . . tarvy ome for
another—Iet each wait until the other
had come, that all might partake to-

gether,

34, If any man hunger let him eat al
home—if his appetite is so sharp that
he cannot wait for the people to gather,
let him take its edge off at home. The
rest I will set in order—will answer
other questions concerning the supper.

PRACTICAL,

1. We sometimes rail at our age for

its irreverence, In apostolic times the
behavior of Church-members came
under condemnation. Every service
of religionshould command our deepest
reverence, and none more than the

Lord’s Supper., More than any it is a
memorial of his death, It appeals to
our deepest emotions. We should

never partake of it but in humility
and faith, and with a lively sense of
Christ’s death as our personal Savior,

2, The Sacrament is commemora-
tive. Like a monument it tells to all
that Christ died.

(1). It does this historically., At
this day, skepticism never denies the
death of our Lord., It isa wonderful
thing that a death is thus kept alive by
a custom ‘that has been universally ob-
served in the Church since the cru-
cifixion. When warriors or statesmen
die, statues are erected and inscribed
with their names, but the throngs only
glance as they hurry by; memory is
stirred but an instant; the statue and
the hero are alike turguuen. But
this custom of celebrating Christ’s
death has a magnetism about it, a
way of compelling attention, that can
not be resisted,

(2) The Sacrament shows Christ's
death, not onlg historically, but as an
offering for sin. His blood was shed,
not as a simple gushing forth of the
crimson tide, but as a lamb slain in
sacrifice, as tht- blood of the new cove-
nant for the remission of sins. To the
unbeliever the Sacrament may seem a
foolish memorial of the sad death of
an estimable person, but to the Chris-
tian it shows the Loid’s death, not as a
mere decease, but as an event prophe-
sied and ordained which Christ under-

went that he might be the Savior of all
men,

Thus we must partake of the bread
and the wine not in mere historical
commemoration as we might celebrate
the Fourth of July. This was the way
the Corinthians observed it. They did
not discern the Lord’s body and blood
as a sacrificial offering for sin.  They
partook of it as an ordinary feast, and
in a manner utterly unbecoming its
purpose and the gravity of a sacred
ordinance, Thus they ate unworthily.
We are in no danger of eating and
drinking to excess as they did, for we
have only a little bread and wine, We
are in danger of partaking in a cold
formalism whose faith is not strong
enough to rise from the emblems and
embrace Jesus as our Savior and Lord,

There is a story of a father who,
after most arduous eftort, paid a debt
which had involved his family in al-
most  hopeless ruin, The cancelled
bond was preserved. It was a constant
reminder of him who had saved the
family. Christ cancelled the claim of
Justice against us; he redeemed us from
eternal death, In the Lord's Supper
we look upon the bond, It shows that
Christ died as our Passover, our Medi-
ator, our Savior. Can we forget it?

disposition as other intelligent beings
do.  There seems also to be distinet
classes among them.,  One kind noted
in the New Testament is more obsti-
nate than other classes, and it requires
a corresponding means to get them
cascout,  Only by fasting and prayer
could *‘this kind” be eastout. That is
to say that ordinarily the divine power
necessary to expel this class of devils
was granted on conditionof fasting and
prayer. Yet there is one condition
which in its eflicacy to secure the
power Divine supersedes even thiscon-
dition, It is faith, When the dis-
ciples inquired of the Master why they
could not east out the dumb devil he
told them plainly that the cause of
their failure was unbelief,  With
“faith as o grain of mustard seed,”
“nothing shall be impossible to you.”
“Howbeit,” adds the Master, “this
Kind goeth not out but by prayer and
fasting.””  The ordinary means for this
kind is prayer and fasting, but by faith
extraordinary they may be cast out,
This extraordinary faith, however,
may not come to those who neglect the
ordinary means, If the deciples had
fasted and prayed they might have had
thenecessery faith, Faith cannot subsist
and grow to any great power by itself
any more than a mustard seed can grow
without =oil, moisture, and sunshine.
But has not this means of grace fallen
almost into disuse among us? The rule
stands in the Discipline requiring the
preachers to see that quarterly fasts
are observed, and the fast«day is per-

OQUR MISSIONARY DEBT,

The imperative duty is upon us of
paying this debt. There is nothing
which sb burdens the Church and im-
pedes her progress as debt. A Church
debt is by no means similar to a busi-
ness debt, In the one case the busi-
ness pays the burden by its profits; in
the other, it is to be lifted by voluntary
contributions, which is always a slow
method of paying debts, There are
those who criticise the authorities and
excuse themselves by saying that they
are not responsible,  For such reasons,
nothing is more unwise in the man-
agement of Church affairs than the
contraction of debts. But the debt in
this case is made, and criticism will
not pay it, The money must be paid
or our missionary operations will be
permanently crippled,  Already we
are hampered and held back from work
that we ought to be doing. The interest
which isbeing paid out annually on bor-
rowed money is needed in the work of
active soul-saving in our foreign fields,
For several years now we have been
carrying this burden, and our Church
has never shown more reluctance to
respond to any appeal than to this,
The apathy on this subject has been
wonderful,  'What does it mean? Is
it determination on the part of the
Church to punish the Board for itsrash-
ness? If so, they have been sufli-
ciently tantalized and have promised to
do 50 no more,  So let us pay the debt
and have done with it forever, We
are glad to note that the prospect seems
to be brightening; solicitors have been
appointed in all the conferences to
raise a proportionate part of the
amount,  These conference solicitors
have appointed in turn solicitors for
cach Presiding Elder’s distriet,  With
the earnest efforts these men are mak-
ing, and the co-operation of all the
pastors, the work can be done,  When
the Board meets in its next annual
meeting, nothing of the debt should be
left remaining.,  And with the plan
adopted  wisely operated, this will be
the ease,  But let it be remembered
that this is a plan which requires the
most hearty co~operation of every pas-
tor.  The solicitor will find his hands
tied and himself unable to do anything
where the indifference of the pastor sits
between him and the people. Lt
therefore, every heart pray and every
hand work until this great burden is
removed from our Church,

In the time of our Lord, the PPhari-
sces had added many things and per-
verted the spirit and principle of the
true fast, but our Lord, while condemn-
ing these abuses, did nothing to im-
peach the efficacy of the duty of fast-
ing. He exemplified fasting by a for-
ty-days’ abstinence at the beginning of
his ministry, and on several other oc-
casions by shorter fasts, He also
taught the true principles of fasting.
Roman Catholicism and others in mod-
ern times have perverted this means of
grace as did the Pharisees of old, but
that is no reason why any should go to
the other extreme and abandon fasting
altogether,

It is sometimes objected that no good
reason for fasting can be shown. Bat
what good reason for prayer can be
shown? Does not God know all our
need before we tell him, and is he not
moved always towards us by infinite
love? Can we make him wiser or
more merciful towards us by our sup-
plications?  Yet no  Christian will
question the duty and value of prayer.,
To question this means of grace is to
fallinto infidelity,  Yetthereare times
when we can't help but pray. It is as
natural as it is to breathe, And there
are times also when we can’t help but
fast,  There are times of sorrow and
humiliation, when the appetite for food
goes from us, and every breath heaves
a sigh upwards to Him whose ear is
open to every sound of distress, s it
right that we should limit our praying
to these times when we pray naturally
and involuntarily? No more should we
limit our fasting to such times. The
voluntary fast, as the voluntary
prayer, is the more acceptable to God,

We might undertake to give several
reasons why Christians should fast,
but none are better or so gomd as the
example and teaching of Christ, IHe
was the Son of man and represents to
us the best humanity possible, We
can never go wrong when following
him. e taught how we should fast
as he taught us how we should pray.
He certainly did not teach us how to
go through a useless performance,

If there were more fasting in the

two or three days was almost entirely
devoted to the exhibition of human
brutality and the glorification of thugs
and gamblers,  When a Methodist
Conference, or a Baptist Convention, or
a Preshyterian Synod is held, a very
concise report is given, provided the
Church furnishes the reporter. When
two thugs and a crowd of gamblers
disgrace a decent civilization by a char-
acterization of the Mexican bull-fight,
they are given a full page of glorifica-
tion. They are made heroes and
crowned with the laurels of public ben-
efactors and liberators, The days of
the conservator of the public good in
the daily journal seem to have passed,
And what shall we say of the fall of
our sister State? When the Boston
and Baltimore thugs attempted a dis-
play of their brutality in that State but
awhile since, they were prohibited as
prospective violators of the law. But
now without molestation they are per-
mitted the freedom of the metropolis
of the State. DBuat the Louisianians,
who have made such a noble fight
against the lottery, must al=o rid them-
selves of the possibility of a repetition
of this disgrace also.

CHOLERA AND WIHISKY.
With the Asiatie cholera atour door,
and only kept out by vigilance and
quarantine, the whole country is
“seared.””  But not more so than is
proper. Itis a dread disease and <hould
be held back if possible at all cost. Pre-
caution is the remedy, and ouroflicers,
from the President down, scem deter-
mined to use every means and expense
necessary to keep out the deadly foe to
human life, The traflic on the high
seas is stopped and delayed at an ex-
pense to the ship owners and general
commerce of perhaps millions of dol-
lars, Cities everywhere must clean up
at the expense of millions more,  Per-
sonal liberty and the rights of private
property are not considered when the
public health is endangered. Every
man under precautionary health regu-
lations must contribute to the expense,
whether agreeable or not. He must
clean up his own premises and disinfect
according to law. Human life is at

Church, doubtless there would be more
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stake and the private citizen cannot
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stop to parley about the right to do as

a few millions of dollars to be expended
in protection when thousands of lives
are in danger? What is the personal
liberty of one man for the time being
when he or his premises may become
the center of distribution of a poison
which may cause the death of a hun-
dred or more people?

Yet we have in our midst an evil in
comparison with which in the destruc-
tion of human life and the production
of misery the Asiastic cholera sinks
into insignificance. The liquor traffic
is destroying more people every year
in the United States, we doubt not,
than the cholera destroys in its tour
around the whole world. Not only
does
ravages on human life, but it adds
crime and poverty more damaging
than all the traveling pestilential dis-
eases of the whole world. And. this
evil beast, and crime-producer, and
wealth-consumer, and misery-maker,
is stalled and fed as a political and
governmental pet. The best citizen in
the country must surrender his per-
sonal liberty and his money to quaran-
tine disease, and this is right; but the
personalliberty of the barkeeper, whose
business brings no one any good, but
contributes to erime, immorality, the
destruction of life and property, cannot
be touched, The difference between
the cholera and the liquor traflic is that
the cholera buys no votes and pays no
license fees, If this dread disease
conld add to the majority of partisan
votes, no doubt it would have noble
advocates in ®we first statesmen (?) of
the land, and the expense of quaran-
tine would be regarded as an infringe-
ment on the personal liberties of the
noble citizen. We wonder now how
Coke, Mills, Clark and Hogg, who did
more than any other four men in
Texas to perpetuate the reign of the
whisky devil in the State, can har-
monize quarantine regulations with
their doetrine of personal liberty, or
rather their doctrine of public slavery
miscalled personal liberty?

THANK GOD AND TAKE COUR-
AGE.

Our Church in this State is certainly
to be congratulated on the success she
has had inrevivals thisyear, Notwith-
standing the fierce political strife and
excitement, our preachers have gone
right on in their work of soul-saving
and this year is not behind others in
great revivals,  Only ina few instances
have pastors complained that polities
have interfered with the success of their
meetings,  They have felt that they
had a great work to do and that no
better service could be rendered God or
the country than to get ti® people
saved,  Laymen, of course, have co-
operated with them, and have reaped
the most glorious reward in the salva-
tion of their children and their neigh-
bors’ children, If Methodists have
given more attention to religion than
to polities, the country will not sufler
thereby. These with sanctified con-
sciences will place their ballots for the
best interests of the State when the time
comes to vote, Let every Methodist
thank God and take courage,

2. The parable of the widow and the
judge illustrates partly by contrast,
The judge can only represent God in
this way. We cannot conceive of the
Heavenly Father answering prayer
with the same motive which moved
the unjust judge. But the argument of
our Lord is: if the unjust judge could
be moved by the persistent prayer of
the widow, how much more will the
just God and Father of all mercies be
moved by the earnest pleadings of his
people? 1t is the perseverence of the
widow that the Master would impress
us with especially., The woman had
a hard case to deal with, but she did
not faint, but continued to plead and
she gained her cause. We have the
Father of Mercies who hears always
and answers when best. The delay
upon God’s part is for good reasons
and most likely a test of our faith,
Faith perseveres, doubt faints, Faith
grows stronger under trial and becomes
more earnest; doubt despairs and har-
dens the heart. The widow was in
earnest, had faith and persisted until
she prevailed,

3. This parable seems to be connected
with the foregoing chapter and alludes
to the second coming of our Lord, If
he seems to delay his coming the
Church should not faint, but like the
widow continue to pray and expect the
Lord’s coming until he shall appear,

1. A second comparison shows what
prayer prevails with God., There is
the pretentious prayer of the Pharisee
who boasted of all his good deeds, His
object seemed to be to tell the Lord
how good he was; or rather we suspect
his object was to boast of his righteous-
ness in the ears of men who were pres-
ent in the temple.

That is the way in which we ought to
use prayer, God has told us that “the
earnest prayer of the righteous man has
great power,” We ought to believe it,
ust as the man believed that his sled

ad power. And believing it, we ought
to use Pruyer for the attainment of
spiritual results with just such confi.
dence of success as that man used his
sledge. We may not secure our answer
at once, That rock was not split at the
first blow or the second. But that man
believed that if he continued his blows,
he was more likely to succeed every
blow he struck. So we are to believe
that there is a spiritual power in prayer,
just as there was a physic.l power in
that sledge. And that the more perse-
veringly and earnestly we use it, the
more certain are we to accomplish some-
thing by it.

At the end of about a week |
was converted—gloriously converted,
The work was instantaneous and my
soul was filled with delight, joy, rapture
and the peace which passeth under-
standing.

Strange to say in less than three hours
I began to doubt and in a little while

past, and thrilled me with the reverence
due to a mysterious presence. Along
that very road the feet of saints and
martyrs had walked, and in that quiet,
secluded village, but little changed
by the centuries, was born the grandest
spiritual revolution of the ages, And
then | humbiy, silently prayed that the
Spirit which presided over the Epworth
rectory, and thrust out those apostolie
sons, might continue to bless the homes
and the people of Old England and the
wide world,

Driving through the narrow streets of
the quaint old town, about as large now
as in the days of Samuel Wesley, atten-
tion is first attracted to the “Town
Cross''--a stone cross erected on a stone
pedestal at the intersection of several

' streets, from the steps of which John

Wesley oceasionally preached to the
eager multitudes, It was an innocent,
pardonable pleasure to stand on the
same steps and invoke the abiding pres-
ence of the same Spirit that made his
ministry so wonderfully fruitful. Look-
ing over a volume entitled, “Wesley,
His Own Biographer,”’ presented me by
my special friend, Rev. James Chap-
man, of Oxford, preparatory to that
visit, I found entries in Mr., Wesley's

'journal like this, “I went immediately

to the Cross, and great was our glorying
in the Lord.”

Through a gate, and up along, beauti-
ful, densely shaded avenue—‘the
Church lane,”” as Wesley called it—we
approach the fumous Church. Along
Jut same path the diligent old rector
walked for forty years, and the venera-
ble mother led her children to the altar
of prayer. The very stones were hal-
lowed with sanetified devotion; the air
seemed yet redolent with the perfume of
sacrifice then humbly offered to the God
and Father of us all. Around the ven-
erable structure are the mounds and
monuments of hundreds who have
slept under its shadow for one or more
centuries, Before entering the sacred
edifice, as youmight suppose, | sought
the tomb of Samuel Wesley, on which
John stood to preach when not allowed
inside. There are two indentations on
the tomb, which some of the supersti-
tious claimed were footprints of John,
preserved in stone as a protest against
churchly bigotry, and as a memorial of
apostolic courage. Of that historicevent
.\'r. Wesley thus speaks: ‘“After ser-
mon, John Taylor stood in the church-
yard and gave notice as the people were
coming out, ‘Mr. Wesley not being per-
mitted to preach in the Church, designs
to preach here at six o'clock.”  Accord-
ingly atsix I came and found a congre-
gation, as | believe, Epworth never saw
before. 1 stood near the east end of the
Church, upon my father’s tombstone,
and cried: “The kingdom of heaven is
not meat and drink: but righteousness
and peace and joy in the Holy Ghost,””

It was difticult to recall, amid the quiet
solemnities of that silent city of the
dead, the stirring and exciting scenes of
those years of trial and persecution. 1
could appreciate, however, this sombre
entry in Mr. Wesley's journal during
one of his later visits to Epworth:

His
feelings revolt against a classification
which places him, =o far as the highest
knowledge is concered, in a lower cat-
egory: than the most ignorant old
woman who has passed through this
alleged Christian experience, or the most
abandoned eriminal who has become,
as he claims, converted, If he is a
man who is not only a truth-seeker, but
also self-righteous and contemptuous
toward those of less attainments in
worldly knowledge than himself, or
those whose previous wrong-doing
stands in strong contrast to his own mo-
rality, his repugnance to the Christian

assertion that he is a sinner resting un-
der God's displensure, snd for that rea- |

Duchess of Buckinghmn made to Lady
Huntingdon when the lutter invited
her to come and hear the great preachs
er Whitefield:

“It is monstrous,” she said, *to be
told that you have a heart as sinful as
the common wretches that crawl on
earth, This is highly offensive and the
insulting.”

The feeling is not always expressed
as frankly as it was by this proud
woman, but it is present in every age,
It is one of the most common forms
in which the unconverted heart man-
ifests its actunl condition—pathetic,
not ludicrous, when we consider what
it Indicates, But 1 am inclined to
think that Christians in these days,
with a delicacy which in some respects
does credit to them, but :'.I‘Ik'h lr<. after
all, unjustifiable, are too shy of press
lng' the truth closely home upon their

ts, They fear they shall be
setting themselves up as superior be-
ings if they fall back upon their knowl-
through Christian experience,
they would rather meet the ol-
jector with arguments drawn from his-
or the natural reason than with
the real evidence upon which their
faith rests, They are not above
shrinking from the sneer with which
they know they will be met; they are
a little ashamed of what is most sacred
to them.

The prime characteristic of our re-
cent Christianity is its tolerance.  Now,
undoubtedly tolerance is a Christian
virtue, and, like all Christian virtues,
very lovely. In times past it has been
too much neglected. Jut remember
that tolerance is not the only virtue in
the Christian galaxy. Remember also
the good ancient ethical doctrine of the
golden mean. Virtues may become
vices by excess as well as by defect,
It is possible for tolerance to go to the
extent of laxity.

In our eagerness to admit the
good there is in certain unbelievers
whose names stand high on the
rolls of science and literature we
are often untrue to our faith, Because
they are good, pure, honest, truth-seek-
ing men, living according to their
lights, we are afraid of setting our-

yes self-righteously above them
when we assert that they are sinners
and must be converted if they are to be
competent to speak with reference to
this highest sphere of knowledge,

In saying this let nge not be under-
stood as judging them. God may see

in them a bility for his
grace that he may find ways of saving
them. I humbly believe that he will

ultimately save many such men, and
that we—if God in his wonderful grace
also saves us—shall see them in heaven
bowing before the Lamb and rejoici
in the knowledge that comes th
him. But what God may do with such
men is one thing, and our duty, as
men intrusted with the Gospel of his
is another, What 1 assert is
while such men lm'k. tlh:_' hlxh:r
experience they are excluded from the
realm of know%eclgo in which the hum-
blest and most undeveloped Christian
moves,

Let us be true to our convictions,
It is not self-righteousness on our
r‘rt.

METHODISM AND ROMAN CATHOLICS.
|

In the ApvocAaTe of the 20th of Au-
gust your extracts from Commissioner
Porter’s report of the eleventh census
contains matter which should be looked
into just a little,

In giving the membership of Church-
es he says “‘the Roman Catholics stand
first, numerically, being reported as hav-
ing 6,250,045 members,” ]le then fol-
lows with the Methodists, which, when
the number of the colored members is
added to the white Churches, aggregates
5,292,756; leaving the Catholics ahead by |
967,289, We dexire to make a statement
which the Commi-sioner did not see'
proper to make, viz: the Catholics
count their entire population.  All bap-
tized children, (and with them all the
children are bantized) are members, |
presume it is but fair to assume that
with them there are a8 many children
in their moral nonage as there are adult
members. The Methodists count ouly
their adult, or covenant membera,
Therefore in estimating the relative
numbers of the Churches we should
either divide the figures in the Catholie |
columns by two, or you should multiply |
the figures in the Methodist column by '

two. If you follow the first of these pro-
rosed plans it will be found that the
“athoiics number 3,125,022, Take this
from the number of the Methodists, all
of whom are covenant members, it will
be seen that the Methodists outnumber
them 2,167,634, Or if the treatment be
reversed it is so much the better for the
Methodist count. And it is fair to pre-
sume that the Methodists have as many
children 1 proportion to adult members
as the Catholies have. This would give
the Methodists 10,565,512, If you will
take the number of the Roman Catho-
lics from the number of the Methodists
ascertained just as theirs is ascertained,
and the Methodists outnumber them 4,-
335,467,

And glancing at the number and value
of Churches, as given by the Commis-
sioner, theirdemand for Church space
seems to be only about as one to five
that of the Methodists, which circum-
stance fully justifies the method above
suggested, of comnting the children of
the Methodists when estimating the rel-
ative strength of the two Churches,
