The long variety is
best because it packs well, The
medium size cucumber is best for
pickling."

The cucumber to become a pickle
must be brined. One pound of salt
to one gallon of water makes a ten
per cent salution which is about the
right strength needed, If cucum-
bers are added later =zalt must also

e added or the brine will Lecome
| too weak. A wooden barrel or a
crock is good to brine the curum-
bers in. Good wvinegar should al

ways be used, preferable {ruit vine
gar,

The salt used should be sack salt
instead of the kind that comes in
boxes. Measure everything care-
fully and grade cucumbers accord-
ing to size,

The cucumbers that are to be
made into sour pickles should stay
in brine from 10 to 30 days, three
months is better. When properly
brined they will have ap ever color
all the way through and no white
spots will appear.

Grape leaves or spinach leaves
will give a good color to them. When
the cucumbers have been properly
brined any good recipe may be u

ed to pickle them by. .

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THE INDUSTRIAL REVOLUTION

The first staze of America’s political, social, and
economic revolution started on election day last Novem-
ber.

The second stage began on June 16, when Congress
adjourned after working out a comprehensive industrial

and finaneial recovery program under the guidance of
President Roosevelt,
The third stace i« about to begin with the operation

of the Industria! Control Rill, which typifies more than
anvthing else undertaken to date, a genuine revolution
in our economic status,

It embraces. as President Roosevelt has gso well said:
“A great co-operation of all employers, by one single
mass action, to improve the case of the workers on a
scale never attempted by any nation.”

It signifies the begining of a sweeping offensive on
the unemployment situation on all fronts and a start of
“our great national movement back to work.”

It is a new national experiment—a departure from
our precious class economic theory—a rejection of in-
dustry's former rugged individualism and the substitu-
tion of a policy of industrial cooperation and public
supervision of private business,

It means that the actual direction of human affairs
in this country has been turned over to an extra-legal
super-government which will control production and
wages and endeavor to eliminate the many evils that
have crept into our economic system as the result of
unbridled competition.
