Judge Wharton slates: "The Al-

iens (the founders of Houston) had
undertaken to provide a capitol
building, and on April 10, 1S37, they
began its constructionso as to have
it ready for fife session of congress
which was to and did convene on
May 5th following."

From this humble but auspicious
beginning Houstonhas grown to be-

come a commanding city of Texa
and of the South. Through the
transformationof the bed of Buffa-
lo River to a dcepwaterchannel it
hasachieved a port rank of interna-
tional importance.

WHAT INFLUENCES WOMEN TO BUY

It is well known by all live merchants,and by hus-

bandsas well, that practically all buying for the home is
eitheractually done by womenor directed by them. For
this reasonthe merchant'sgreatestproblem is to attract
the favorable attention of women to his wares.

Womenjq always alert to grasp opportunities to
securemerchandiseat a bargain, and they are more dis-

criminating buyersthan men as a rule. They read ad-

vertisementsand act upon the information obtained
thereby.

In order to determine just what advertising mediums
have the greatest influence on women'sbuying a survey
recently made by a Los Angeles advertisingclub, devel-
oped some interesting facts. Replies from 1,000 women
of all classeswere obtained in answer to a questionnaire
listing the various advertising mediumsand asking what
form of advertising influenced themmost.

Newspaperswere credited with greatestinfluence
by 36 per cent of these women, magazineadvertising 22
per cent, streetcar advertising by a fraction over 4 per
cent, announcementcards and program advertising by
less than 4 per cent, while booklets,pamphletsand circu-
lar lettprs influencpd less than 2 ppr cent.

Thus again is demonstratedwhat every wide-awak-e

merchant must have alreadyobserved that newspaper
advertising is the most potent medium for reaching wo-
men buyers. And this applies with equal force to the
men buyers,too.

Every person occupiesa judgmentseat
and must decideeither for Christ or againstHim. You
will rememberthat many good thoughtspassedthrough
Pilate's mind while Christ being tried. He knew
Christ to be innocentandthe mob delivered Him because
of envy. But Pilate's good thoughtsdid not help him.
Our thinking must be deepenough to move us to action
or it will be in vain.

As Pilate facedthe question, "What must I then do
with Jesuswhich is called Christ?" he was warned to
makethe right decision. His own conscience warned,
him. All through the trial his conscience,like an alarm
clock, would ring out "Just, innocent, --I can find no fault
in Him." When the Jewsspoke of Christ as.the Son of
God, we.are told that Pilate was the more afraid. Like
Belshazzar,his kneessmote one againstanotherand he
was seizedwith a terrible weakness. Conscience was
warning him. But conscience islike a king without an
army. It can speak in warning tones, but there is no
powerto enfore. -.- -

As Pilate faced the question, "What must I then do
with Jesuswhich is calledChrist?" he tried to dodge the
issue.

He went so far as to wash his hands
in the presenceof the blood-thirs- ty mob that they might
seehis innocence. He might 'have known that the stain
was deeperthan the flesh. The troublewas not the
hands,but the heart.
