Will the Sabbath as a Day of Rest be 
Perpetuated, or Will it Decay?

"Cuming events cast their shadows 
bef.ire.” A physician diagnoses his 
ease by the symptoms of the disease. 
So i ask. What are the indications in 
our coiiiiiry? Do they point to the 
iM'riM.iuailou of tbe Sabbath as a day 
of rest, or to its decay?

I. As to the large factories and 
matiiifaciiiring establishments. In 
nearly all our large cities, especially 
in tile North, are many large factories 
lu which hundreds of bauds are em­
ployed. We come to the manager of 
one of these great factories whose 
turuaees arc glowing hot day and 
iiiglii, and say lo him, ” 'ro-morrow Is 
Sunday ; shut down.”

''Impossible!”
"Why impossible?”
"llecause we could hut get our fur­

naces bul enough lu resume work be- 
luie 'luesduy morning, it would cost 
us Jaou.uo to shut dowu." li.it I sbould 
like him lu answer this: Has a man 
the right habilimlly to have so much 
business that il cun not be atlcudeU to 
in the only time the great .Maker ul 
all lime lias allowed lot it? Hare any 
man for the sake of lucre enter upon 
a business that cannot be coudiicied 
In six days out of every seveu? But 
ilHiusauus ot factory hands know no 
Sabbath bul the Sabbath of Ihe calen­
dar.

'■1. Tbe railroads. This embraces 
both Ihe employees and the people 
who travel on ills; Sabbath. We say 
lo them, "Slop your trams on Sun­
days.”

"impossible! The world would stand 
still if we did; besiues il would 
cost -----”

The same question again! Weighing 
the law of Hod against dollars and 
dimes.

Catechism: "What is the chief end 
of mau'.'” Ans. To make lots of money 
auu have a good lime, isn't that about 
tbe way the world answers it?

J. Individuals. Their number la 
legion. The worldly pe'uple have lit­
tle conscience about Sabbath-breaking. 
They cunsiiter it little worse than 
thousands of things that they do. Tbe 
masses are nut in the habit of work­
ing on tbe Sabbath, hut because they 
have high regard lor the law of Uod, 
but because they prefer to rest on* 
day in seveu. It is to he feared that 
they are nut for the Sabbath, but 
again.st it, as will appear from the fol­
lowing: There is hut one right way 
of observing the Sabbath, aud that is 
as a day ul rest and worship. It de­
mands a Ceasing of all worldly pur­
suits, whether tor pleasure or prutkt. 
Are nut the worldly pe-ople bent upon 
seeking mere pfeasure on that day? or 
at least the must of them the must 
of the time? As a whole they care 
llilie for the sin of Sabbath desecra- 
lioD. it is like a hundred other things 
that they do that they know are nut 
right, but they make no preienllun 
to religion, and il goes along with ail 
the rest, in some of the Slates, Tex­
as, (or instance, 1 understand the civil 
law places no restriction on hunting 
aud hsbiug on the Sabbath. And 
where a Slate has thrown wide the 
gate for tbe contempt of a law, will 
uot many of the people readily go 
ibruiigb? And then there are thou­
sands who, although they do not make 
a practice of it, yet will not besitale 
upon occasion, when no actual neces­
sity exists Isay, II a hock ul quail or 
a deer come near the bouse), to make 
uulawfiii use of the day. 1 believe 
that the sauctiun of Statu laws and 
habit aud custom have so minitted 
this law in the eyes of the people that 
many of them say in practice, "Th* 
law ul ihe Sabbath don't amount lo 
miicli, and it isuT very wrung U you 
ui> irespa.ss upon it a little once in a 
while.' But apply this altitude toward 
the other laws: The law of adultery 
don't amount to much, and it isn’t 
very wrong il you do trespass upon 
it a Utile once in n while. The inw 
of theft don’t amount lo much, and It 
isn't very wrung 11 you do steal n Ut­
ile once in a while.

There is just one class of people 
that stands for the true uheervnace of 
tbe Sabbath, mad they are greatly in 
th* minority. It Is th* Church p*opI*.

If the Ssbbnth Is saved (o us as a 
day of rest and worship, tbe Church 
must do it. She has this battle lu 
ttgbt against “ the world, tbe Uesb, and 
tbe devil.” but she will conquer If she 
will be true. "Ay, there's the rub!” 
We are harassed by the traitor with­
in the camp. With the foe Inside we 
are in gri.-al danger. Tbe place for 
the Church U in the world, hut when 
the World gets into the Church, il Is 
like lu prove another case of dragging 
the wooden horse within the wails ul 
Troy. Tbe Church should lake such 
a stand lor the law ul the Sabbath as 
to awaken a public cuhscience upou 
this question. Lvery pulpit in the 
laud should ring with no uncertain 
sound, and every one ul our cummuni- 
cauts should take such a stand lur It 
that ho one ul our members can tres­
pass upon il without leeling that he 
IS cunuemned lur il by every member 
ul the society to whuin he belongs. 
Sabbath morning dawns, and a ques­
tion preseuis ilsell lo the world, is 
il. How can 1 best worship Him to- 
uay? or is it. How can 1 best amuse 
my sell to-day? Which ol the two 
qiicsiiuhs presents ilsell to the mass­
es? Is it hut. Where cau 1 go, or what 
can 1 do, lu have the best itiue? .vmd 
uu not -he masses act accuruing as 
they answer this question; aud is this 
qiiesiioh conhned lu the wurluiings? 
1 lament that it u  hut. Which way 
(.u the mUicalioiis point?
What is the Tsndency of Child-Train 

tng as Regards the Sabbath?
As 1 have Just assumed, the masses 

of lUe people seek to have the best 
time pussiuie on tbe Babnalh, and 
muKe ul this holy Uay a day ul pleas­
ure raiber than a day ul rest anu wor­
ship. Wiiness the humberiess ptenics, 
anu excursions, and balloon ascen- 
siuus, aud baseball games uu ihe dab- 
bath. and the great crowds that attend 
them. Tbe child that has been carir 
lully trained in a Christian home lo re­
gard ihe dabbaih as a day ul sacred 
rest and worship wiU hot readily leap 
lu siK-h desccraiiuh. There are a 
great many games, as baseball, check­
ers, eic., that may be played lur in­
nocent amuscmeui al the proper univ, 
uui they are proscribed on tbe dab- 
bath. Most Chqreh people will look 
askance il they see sueh games aa 
ba.si'ball played by grown-up people 
upon inal day, as mere is a seniimeat 
that such games sbould hut be played 
upon the dabbaih. bul then baseball U 
hot [ilayed by little ebildren. Also we 
are agre-e-d that men should nut bunt 
aud U.'h oh the dabbaih; il is wrung. 
Why is It wrong? Because God has 
said, "Uemember the dahhath day, to 
keep it holy.”  To whom did he say it? 
Why—to—to none hut grown-up peo­
ple. Ul course it isn't wrung lur In- 
hucenl little children to amuse tbum- 
seives on dunday by playing at any­
thing. Then the law against lying, 
and swearing, and stealing, and killing 
must also have been spoken only lu 
grown-up pe-uple, lur they stand side 
by side. The reasoning is iik* this:

It is wrung lur a man lu break the 
dabbatb. not wrung lor a child.

Wruhi: lot a man to lie, not wrung 
fur a child.

Wrung tor a man to swear, not 
wrung fur a child.

Wrung for a man to steal, nut wrung 
fur n child.

Wrong fur n man lu murder, aot 
wrong for n child.

This is the gist of the matter: the 
child that is allowed to enjoy bis com­
mon Week-day sports on the dabbatb 
is in splendid training fur a dahbath- 
breaker when be becomes a man, and 
it will be rather bard to make th* boy 
ciijerstand that it is wrung fur him 
to play ball on this dabhath when It 
was not wrung last dunday. If tb*r* 
ever was a duntlay when it was not 
WDing. and yet it is wrung now. tbMi 
there must ^ v e  been one last dunday 
when it was not wrung, nnd ih* next 
one when it was. He wants lo know 
bow it is; can you sniisfy him? Your 
reply to his sensihie question would 
likely he, "Hush, and gun on and do 
as I tell you.” But be isn't sniUAevI, 
and having permit led it all bis life, 
you will hardly be able lo slop him 
now. Give your boy a toy pistol aad 
let him snap it around on the dah- 
haib. or a lUile, harmless air gun. aad 
let him amuse himself by shout lag at 
the little birds wilb it; when he gels 
large emtiiKh fur a gun will he Dot 
logically reasua that If It was not 
wrong to soap a toy pistol, or shoot 
a little air rifle on the dabitaib. It ran- 
not be wrong to shoot a gua? H* 
goes out and tiircevsls ia sbooliag a 
rabbit. You upbraid him, and b* be­
gins to ask qiiestioBs:

"Was it wrung lo snap my llltl* toy 
pistol OB S’inday?”

"No. I reckon aol."
"Is It wrung to shoot a sbotgiia ua 

SuBtUy?”
"Yes.”  (very decidedly.)
"W h y r
"Because It is wrong lo hiiat on 

Sunday.”
"If I had take a my llili* air rifl* 

It wouldn’t have bee* wroog.”

" I f  I bad missed. It wouldn't have 
been wrong, would It?”

"Why—why—yiMi arc largtT now— 
an>l a shotgun Is so loinl.”

"But If I had a shoigim that 
w'luldu'i make any noise. It would not 
Im> wrong, would It? INd the Lord say 
not lu make a noise on Sunday?

"You have got loo large to have a 
gun on Sunday.”

"Was It wning when I was lllllc?” 
" I—suppose not."
” Wb>’D bid It slop bring right and 

get to be wrong?”
“ Why—look here, sir! You set down,

Arnold, 
did some of tbe lokt preaching of his 
long life from ibis pulpit, stop­
ping now and then in tbe midst of hU 
sermon to sing a One verse, with the 
tears streaming down his cheeks.

Those were tbe days ol exhorters. 
and we had them la Jimmy Duncan, 
Daniel Hendrix nnd July Campbell 
Iculored). wBo used to wars tbe white 
people to 0ee the wrath to come.

In those early days such a thing as 
a revival meeting withont the conrer- 
sUrn of souls was unknown. I saw old 
Col. Combs (Who weighed law pounds) 
converted al that altar one day. He 
gut happy, rolled about and shook tbe 
houiA-. That old building has done 
well its part la helping hundreds of 
saints to land savily on the gulden 
shore.

In the late death of A. II. Mitchell. 
D. D. at Siiinmerfleld. A la. aged over 
!W years, we have notid the fact that 
be was Iwrn In M.llrdgevtllc. Ga, the 
city that became tbe capital of tbe 
State. That town was put Into a cir- 
cnit la I MW. about the time Iwvlck 
Pierce was received oa trial In th* 
South Canilina Conference. Bishop 
Asbury aa>l Jesse l.,re preached la the 
then new town before the old church 
was built.

When the old cbnrch of the town 
was bnllt dov's not apisar on n-curd. 
Jesse 1 ^  preached la the courthouse 
there in iHtW. The church orcnples a 
mmmanding position immediately 
Bortb of the old State lions*-, a circle 
of lots being donated by the Slate In 
IM>: around north and west side of tbe 
Capitol for all tbe Protestant Church­
es tbe Kumisb Church nut having al 
that time appeared la that new coun­
try.

Tbe noted Dr. Mitchell, whose name 
is mentioned la tbe Erst part of this 
article, doubtless attended bis first 
Surd.ay-school In this old chnrch. He 
was admitted on iblal at tbe first 
Georgia Conference ever held. Ma­
cau. Ua.. Jan. 6. 1X31. at same time 
with George Forster l*lerce. and was 
sent to ImUrange Circuit with liaae 
Boring, brother ot Jesse Boring. 
Mitchell being junior preacher. l>*rom 
same eonferenee George Foster Pierce 
was sent as junior preacher on the 
Alcovi Cirralt with Jeremiah Free­
man. LaOrange Circuit reported at 
end of tbe year neariy MW addltioaa

Bishop Wm. Capers was pastor of 
Ibis Church befoi-e the bulldlag war 
started and while the Creek and 
Cherokee Indians were yet In posessloa 
of I'pper Georgia and ports of Ala­
bama.

At the altars of this old rburrh 
building Stephen Olln knelt nnd was 
(OBserrated lo tbe ministry by the 
hands of Bishop MrKendree.

In the old building large side gal­
leries were erected lor Ihe colored 
people who worshiped here by th" 
hundreds. On the north end was an 
upper cless-mertlng room, aad la that 
riwm. by tbe light of oae tallow 
candle, this writer delivered bis first 
exhortation to nine old colored women 
la ISSC.

At the Iowa grew that old ebareb 
became a famous prearhlag place for 
many of the noted men of Georgia and 
of other Statea In Its tall and old- 
fashloD'-d pulpit this writer h**ard Dr. 
Lwvlek Pierce preach tea sermons on 
the Ten Commantimeots. each sermon 
being alsNit two hours la length.

W* have seen two hundred men and 
women cunvrrted at Its allsrs. from 
which number went out ten or twelve 
preachers.

Besides a limg list of regular pas­
tors. we call to mind a few men who 
have preached from Ita old pulpll: 
Bishop Pierre. Bishop Soule. Dr. Jesae 
Boring. Allen Turner, Samuel M. 
Meek. Sam .\athoay. C. A. Rvans. Dr. 
J. W. Hlatoa. Bishop Andrew Bishop 
ElUolt of the Rpls< opnl Ckarrh; Hop*

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T H E  W. H. M. SOCIETY NEEDED 
IN COUNTRY CHARGES.

(A  paper by Mra. W. A. Stampey read 
before the Joint C'onfrrrnre of the W. 
H. SI. and W. F. SI. Societies of the 
Waxaharkle Diatrict at Hillsboro, 
Ortober 15. 19*5.»

When I read oar Dietrict Slecrptarjr'a 
letter I vondered why ah# erer rame 
to rive me tbia anbjeet. Then reroem- 
herlna that a peraon who never 
hrooaht np any rhitdren roold tell ex- 
artlr how they onaht to be reaml. I 
thimaht the rnle wonld work here. A 
peraon who never had any experlenee 
mlaht be able to tell how to omnixe 
and maintain anxlliariea In the roon- 
try rhantea better than one who had 
made the attempt. Riieh an one would 
have Ihia advantace—the aiibjert 
would be qiilte new. However. 1 have 
been deeply Impreaanl with the Im- 
pnrtanre of thin work, and I will pro­
reed to relate, not my experlenre. bat 
what I think about it.

I Imarlne the name thinea nereaaary 
for country that are found to be nerea- 
aarr in town, vtx; a cood leader and 
the hearty rooperatlon of the paatnrn. 
Without theae a aoriety may be or- 
ranlxed. but rannot he maintained. 
When the Home Sliaalon Soelety. aa a 
whole, devotea aa murh time and rare 
to the problem of oreanizini; the mi;n- 
try plarea aa they have done for 'he 
development of rity rharjrea. the coun­
try will hloaanm aa the roae. We. 
eountrlea. are anareptihle of pmcreaa. 
We do not have your aoriety fada. pro- 
Itreaalve enehre and all the other eliih- 
dnma to take np our time. Therefore, 
with a little inatnirtion and epco.ir- 
apement. we would move riiht Into 
line, and brins thinca to paaa. Ilut we 
are novirea In thia work. How ean » e  
learn exri-|»t we have a tearher* Mow 
many of your Snperintendenta of de- 
partmenta. your ftlatrlrt Si'eretari-'u«. 
have been «ait amons the country In­
dira to explain their work? We. In 
our nelchlMirhoofl. have not ae.*n the 
pirtnre of one. and we have pieluro 
apenta palore. too. Ponutry people, na 
a rule, think town folka hold them- 
aelvea above them, and aometltpea 
they are not miaalnp the mark ven- 
far. SSTiy. I heani a lame town h<iy 
any. ■'There poea an old country: he 
dim’t know atraicht up. either" Well, 
we don't know mneh about the Home 
Sllaalon Borlety of the M K. Phureh. 
South. Some of iia don't know that 
there la aueh a thins aa the Srarrilt 
Bible and Tralnine School, k  per 
ehanre we have heani of It. we don t 
know whether It belonsa to the Wo- 
man'a Home or Forelsn Miaabm S«v 
rlety. We don’t know a thies ab-iut 
arhoola for Phineae. Japanese. Piiliana. 
Indiana, neproea. or for the fmor of the 
mountaliHiiia diatrlrta. And if we 
were naked for a donation for the Slla. 
aion Home and Tralnine School In 
Dalian, wotild aay. "I>»t Dnllaa l.ake 
care of her own aehoola: what hexe 
we to do with Dallaa?" Beinc Ipnor 
ant of the fact that If one of otir own 
loved pirin ahould be led aatrny that 
name Home la the aaylum where ahe 
could have a chance to he bmncht 
hack to n pure life, and thna nave her 
aotil. How ean you expect auythlnp 
of ua In a eonneetlonal way when wo 
don't know what yo«i mean by eonnee- 
tional? When we are tofd that our 
own paraonape neeila repnlra. we read­
ily nnderatand. There la before ua 
the ob>'et lesson—a ililapidated houae. 
or no houae at all. See! How much 
do yo<i lind In "Our Homea" or the 
“ KInc’a Meaaencer." and they both 
contain anperior literature, about 
eoiintry anxlliarlea? Kverytninp la 
city niiaabma. kindenrarlena. aettle- 
ment homea. etc. All this la well in 
Ita place. I have not a word acainal 
It. but po farther—encTMi rate your 
etiuntry relallvea aoiee. When you 
an- ri'adlnc ao much about child sla­
very In the North, labor in the cotton 
mllia. ibi you ever think of the little 
alavi'a of the cotton patch in the 
South? Jiiat think of the children of 
thIa treat cotton belt who are de- 
prlveil of the little alx montha' piihlie 
aehool! They po to the cotton iiateh 
by the time they ean toildle; they dnq 
aiieka In all kinda o f weather. iJiat 
winter waa enoiich to make a hi-art of 
atone melt, to aee brieht little pirla 
anil Imya in the mud and rein, path-’ r- 
Inp the top crop, when they ahould 
have been In aehool. I heard one rirl 
aay that ahe had lieen plekine cotton 
alx montha. And. now. what you nhl- 
lan'hniplaia are iloinc for the elty'a 
pcair. Mr. Boll Weevil la dolnp for the 
erwmtry'a poor—pivinc them a chance 
to develop brain aa well aa brawn. If 
you aak tin to tithe, we don't know 
what yiai mean. Wuy. I heani a lady 
aay. “ bo you expect ua to pay a tenth 
to the w ! H. M. S ; then how will vre 
meet the other clalma?" If you ladlea 
worklnc for forelpn mlaaiona aak ua 
for money f.T China or Japan, we tell 
you that Ihi v are better off than w© 
an-. We have Juat read about a min- 
later to Phim spendinp an Immense 
anumnt for dne wlnea and eipatw. 
Siranpe eond''.''t for a preacher! We 
don't know Ih ' difference between a 
D D. and a I ' S. mlnlater With ua 
all mlnistera a r ' prenchera

If we needed help on our paraonape.

we would not know bow to pet I t  One 
paator of a country eharpe failed to 
pf*t help when be needed it. Althouph 
the eommittee knew of the aore need, 
yet on account of a diacrepancy In the 
application, they could not prant the 
aid. Treaaiirer Robbina ia not the 
only man who haa to deal with red 
tape. No. not by any meana. We are 
not to blame Ix-cauae we don't want 
you to come to ua on dreaa parade. 
We don't know any better. If a 
preacher, or hia wife, dresaea np. we 
aay. “ I won't pay anythinp to him; 
they dreaa better than I ean. I don't 
support aueh extravapanee.”  We have 
not leameil that that very suit waa a 
present from the last eharpe served, 
and perhaps the preacher haa all hia 
worlilly poaaeaalons on his bark. Some 
of the prearbers have leamml thia lea- 
leason. S’our presldlnp elder ean don 
hia second best suit and pet next to 
ua: woe unto him If he cornea in hia 
dress suit! Listen to a messape over 
the 'phone in Bnnia. havinp ea'ilevi for 
lonp distance; “ Hello. Mary; send 
me my dreaa suit on the eveninp train. 
I thoupht I would po to the country; 
but I find I will have to preach In town, 
and this suit won't do." Now. who ia 
to blame for this? We are. We have 
not been taupht any better. The see- 
nlar world haa bepun to realize the Im­
portance of eiiltivatinp the aequaint- 
anee of their rural alstera. In all of 
our towns, they are buildinp rest­
rooms for the exrhanpe of ideas! We 
will not be able to talk to these city 
ladlea about the Elks ball, or the 
latest novel, and such like; but they 
will find many who ean converse in- 
telllpently of Olhhona' Rome. McCau­
ley's Rnpland. Preseott’a Ponenest of 
Mexico, or even a little of Shakespeare.

Now. to be aeriona. How to orpan- 
Ize and maintain auxiliaries in coun­
try places, la a problem eonfrontinp us 
that mnst be solved. Thia question ia 
persona!, and this personal question 
must lie answereil by personal si-rviee. 
There are many secular duties whi“h 
must be performvsi. eonneeteil with 
our V hureh work. We ahould not nep- 
leet to feed the soul: we should not 
nepleet oiir private reliplous duties; 
we ahould not nepleet our public uu- 
ties. Human nature prompt* us to 
iM'rve by proxy—the easiest way iie. 
Inp always to send the other person. 
Oftentimes the other person will not 
po, and then the work poes undone. 
Christ has never been satlsfie*| with 
proxy work. He wants the IMiors of 
both sender and the one sent. He 
calls for the substitute and the oripi- 
nal. It is so easy to say. "I can't." If 
you fall to do the small thinps In life, 
you will never he capable of flllinp a 
place o f Importance. I l l  pive you an 
example of personal service: \ f-?w
months apo. the W. H. M. S. of our 
nelpliborhooil. in connection with the 
Siinday sehool. pave a misslonarv- rally 
in the form of a picnic, to draw our 
people tocether. Brother T. .1. Dun­
can. of Ennis, was Inviteil to pive a 
talk and to take a collection for for- 
elcn missions; and. like the pood man 
he ia—ready for every pood work—he 
came, he saw. he eonquereil. He col­
lected about ISft.oo and laptured the 
crowd. A few weeks afterwards, at 
the hl-eentonary In Waxahaehie. some 
of our people attended and camped on 
the pronnd. A pentieman came from 
the district headquartrrs to the tent 
oecupleil by these Rardwellites. They 
havinp Just seen Brother Jenime Dun­
can. he said. ''Have you seen Brother 
Ibincan?" “ Why. yes." says one; “ and 
he looks ten years younper than he did 
at the picnic." There is but one 
Brother Ibinean for Banla'cll. So 
much for a man belnp the imape of 
hia father.

There are hearts which will open 
only to the key of human kindne-:s. 
Interest and love. It Is on the prin­
ciple of personal service, and not 
pnvx.v. that the Salvation Army does 
its work with such marked success. 
We could do much in the way of biiiid- 
inp up onr society in this district tty 
sendinp out oimmittees to tell of our 
work and Invite others to take part. 
Oliver Wende'l Holmes says. “The hu­
man race is divided into two classes; 
those who po ahead and do some- 
thinp and those who sit around and 
inquire why wasn't it done the other 
way." This latter class we <io not 
want: but those who do S'lmethinp we 
stand much in need of. In siu-nlar busi­
ness we advertise larpely; let us adver­
tise for fjoil. I/Ct onr work be known, 
and you will find willinp hearts and 
hands to enpape in It. The preatest 
trouble in country places arises in the 
payment of dues. This problem would 
he forever solveil if each member 
would set apart one pood hen for this 
purpose. The profits arisinp from 
such aueh a hen would more th.iii 
meet the ten cents per month.

To maintain onr society anvwhere. 
It la necessary for the pastor to co­
operate with us in the work. I have 
In mind a preacher, who had a 
down-toim appointment. The ladies 
of First CTinreh went out and orpan- 
Izeil a W. H. M. Soelety of twenty- 
four members. He opposed the move­
ment and ehanped it to an Aid S<X‘i- 
ety. aayinp. “We need all at home." 
H « had not learned the proverb. 
"There ia that seattereth and yet in-

creaaeth. and there Is that withhold- 
eth more than Is meet and yet tendeih 
to poverty." A few weeks afterwards 
one of the field workers, not knowinp 
of the circumstance, met this same 
women must be sent, wliat is more be­
fitting than that they should be sent 
by Christian women? This idea pave 
rise to the formation of the Woman's 
Foreign Missionary Society. To in- 
cr»>ase this work is but to hasten the 
conversion of the world, and to bring 
on the millennial dawn. Among the 
many thinps which might be suggest- 
e<l as neces.sar.v to maintain auxilia­
ries. whether Home or Foreign, one 
thing slan<ls paramount to all others— 
information, information concerning 
the design of tlie society, information 
as to what it is doing. In onr thickly 
settled country, with the mail at aur 
doors, there ean is' no excuse for not 
sending out information.

To the memliers of the W. F. M. So­
ciety. would say: we have much that 
is needed to lie dene. The fields are 
white unto the harve'd. We can have 
access to the women of all lands. Do 
they call for us? Speaking after the 
manner of the world. I would say. tliey 
do not. They know not of us: they 
know not onr Redeemer; they are con- 
tentcfl with their idolatry. But s|>eak- 
ing after the manner of the gospel, 
they call for tis. The ciy is. “Come 
over and help us. ere we die.” Their 
condition, though unknown to them, 
invites us over. Shall we po? Chri-st 
and humanity say yes; devils and 'n- 
hunianity say no. How shall we po? 
I ’nless personally calle<l to. the best 
way to go is to send. Missionari<*s are 
n<K wanting; but the means to defray 
their expenses trail in the dust. The 
prea< her and ask< ii for the n.anie of 
some influential lady in his charge, 
that she might write her with refer­
ence to organizing a W. H. M. Society. 
He saiil. “ If I can think of a lady in my 
charge who will lie worth your tvvo- 
cent stamp. I'll give lier name to you." 
I’lMir charge! F<hi>' preaacher! There 
lias always lieen olij'-ctions raised to 
women helping in rhnrch work: luit 
I ’aul. liachelor or widower, whichever 
he might have lieen. and anti vvonian's 
rights, as lie eertainl.v was. Iiad gal­
lantry enough and religion enough to

recognize the faithful women as his 
true yokefellows, laboring with him 
in the gospel.

I was glad when I read that there 
was to be a union meeting of the For­
eign and Home Mission workers. May 
the union be so cementetl that we may 
lie one grand band of missionaries. 
The missionary spirit is the very life 
of the Church, "rho increase of thia 
spirit indicates vitality. Witliout this 
spirit, the Church would take the 
wings of the morning and fly away lo 
the shades of death. In every age. in 
which there has biien a great -eligioii.s 
move, there lias l>f>en seen the mis­
sionary spirit sending the gosjiel to 
the regions beyond. Christ was a mis­
sionary. He was sent from heaven to 
earth to rescue men from destriietion. 
All His true followers iiartake of His 
Siurit. “ If an.v man have not Hie 
Siurit of Christ ho is none of His. "

One of the grandest conceptions of 
the age is woman's work for woman, 
in most heathen lands women are h-id 
aloof from society, so that they cannot 
be reached by male missionaries. 
Tills gave rise to the idea of sending

women to heathen lands to ti-aeli tin .r 
women the triitlis of Cliristiaiiity. If 
means to send are as essential as tie 
missionaries to he si nt. T'len uji; 
''I ’.e s'rong. quit you HKe nu ii.'

of your sisters—Iiold all ttie territory 
won to Clirist; li t no p' l aael.c r '.u 
witliout a house in whi'-li to live: h-t 
no lield 1m' I ft in tlie r-utr mi H-eiijiied.

This 'country 
recognizes the absolute s<-paration of 
Church and Slate, and to establish 
diplomatic relations with Rome, or to 
rend a representative who is to have 
"confldenliat relations" with Rome is 
a matter ton serious to he permitted 
to puss. Il may be that it is only an­
other “ feeler" to indicate how much 
the American people are willing to 
bear.

AN INCREASED SALARY.

Michigan Advocate:
It should not be forgotten that the 

la y  Electoral Conference of W’estern 
Michigan adopted resolutions urging a 
reasonable increase in the salaries of 
pastors to mc-et the increased cost of 
the necessities of life. That “ in­
creased cost" is a very perceptible 
thing. Actual statistics prove that it 
lakes about $1100  today to do what 
$700 did four years ago. This is aa 
Increase of over fifty per cent in the 

■'MwnuLLn~M.Dk o a t  of necessities, and our Churches 
Mas MtlLnysgffL sbotild remember this fact In fixing

the salaries of their pastors. No one 
wants clergymen to be extravagantly 
rewarded. Clergymen themselves would 
not approve sueh a proposition. Moat 
of them belong to the numlter who 
“ would rather eat a crust from the al­
tar than acquire competence in a sec­
ular calling." They are not preach­
ing the gositel for the commercial re­
ward. But every man of them does 
want a suflieient allowance to enable 
him to live comfortably and pay every 
honest debt. He does want rettirna 
adequate to the task of clothing and 
educating his children, entertaining 
his inevitably large number of gitests 
and if possible to lay up a dollar or 
two for emergencies and for that 
dreadetl day when he must put off his 
armor and leave the active field to 
the command of younger men. To this 
extent ev<*ry accrediteti clergyman has 
a legitimate claim upon the Church. 
The servant is w-orihy of his hire. The 
Church must cease to single out her 
promising young men for the work of 
the ministry, and let Zion langtii.sh for 
leaders, or else she must propt-rly care 
for those upon whom she places the 
signet of her approval.

tertaining the public often becomes 
dim while they die. \ few y<>ars ago 
the name of Janaiishek would attract 
an immense concourse ready to iiay 
almost any price for admission. To­
day she is an invalid. hoiKdessiy par­
alyzed. anil a saloon kt-epi-r in Brook 
lyn having in his possession a large 
quantity of costumes and other theat­
rical lielongings of hers, desires to 
sell them for her Itenefit. .-Mtoiil two 
years ago the Actors’ Fund Society 
gave an exhibition, the pn>ceeds to be 
given to her. Thotigh they amountetl 
to altoiit five thousanil dollars much of 
the monev had to go for the payment 
of debts.

It must come to something like this 
in every case. The great lawyer, the 
celebratiul preacher, the renowned 
physician, and the merchant prince 
may not indeed come to ptivert.v. but 
they often do; and whether it lie ptiv- 
erly or not, the end of all things by 
sudden crash or slow diH-ay is the 
universal doom of mankind. 'Tho.se on­
ly are happy who. when all they have 
shrivels up into the small compass 
of the sick room, have learned the art 
of looking, not at the things which are 
seen, but at the things which are not 
seen: for the things which are seen 
are temiHiral. but the things which 
are not seen are eternal.

Another good man would have 
paid I 2<>. but during the year a little 
eheruh came to live in their home 
anil he paid $15. t)ne good old couple 
loved us much and made many pro 
fessions of friendship, but had no 
money, even though they neither ever 
lacked for a liberal s.ipply of the 
••we*‘d” in its various forms and that 
of the •tistlii'st brands. So it was 
that my deficit was absorlx-d in the 
different interests of that community, 
and as mine went so has gone the 
salary of hundreds of other Metho­
dist preachers. Why do people make 
the preacher take stock in their busi­
ness and itay their bills any more than 
the butcher, the baker or the candle­
stick maker? .lOHX M. UNN.

Then, when 
we t'ntered the chapel anti were sur- 
roundt'd by those hundreds of crim­
inals. 1 was overwhelmt-tl by a sense 
of the monstrous accumulation of sor­
row wbii'b they represt-nted. 1 thought 
of the agony of the mtUhers who had 
rejtiired that a man was bom into the 
world, then in bitter heart-breaks bad 
lived to sec him come to this.

My fate might have been the same 
if rirriimstancea of heredity, educa­
tion anti (iod's crowning gift, a auU-r.
